T H E  COUNCIL T oN IO H T  
T he common conncll meets In special 

session tonight to  d 'senss s tree t railway 
franchises. T he V alley City Street and 
Cable Railway company declines to ac­
cept the  franchise gran ted  a month ago, 
and asks for another, with some of the 
amendments, added In th* Interests of 
th e  people, stricken ont. The m ost ob- 
Jectional feature to the  managers of th*- 
company Is the  provision which author- 
lies the  conorll to  g ran t another com­
pany a  franchise to run  over the  Cable 
company’s tracks for a  limited distance.

Experience has shown th a t detailr, or 
the  mere wording of an ordinance, have 
b u t little  effect on the  m auagement of a 
s tree t railw ay. A fter an ordinance Is 
passed and accepted the  company runs 
the  road to  please the  stockholders 
ra th e r  than  th e  people, and only the 
most flagrant vlo'atlons are  rebuked by 
th e  council T his has been plainly 
shown In the  actions of the  company 
during the  past 60 days. The company 
certainly cannot complain of Ill-treat­
ment from the  council since the  street 
railway In terests were consolidated.

In  asking the  council to  s tr ike  ou t the 
section relative to  the  use of Its tracks 
by other companies, however, the  com­
pany Is asking too much. I t  Is no t asked 
because th e  managers expect It would 
resu lt In Inconvenience to  their road or 
damage to  the ir tracks; nor Is It asked 
w ith a  view of beneflttlng the  people In 
any way. I t  Is asked simply with a  view 
to shutting  ou t competition. The com­
pany Is seeking to m aintain the  monop­
oly of the  street c a r business of the city, 
and the re  are  members of the  council 
who are so unmindful of the ir duty to 
the  people th a t they are  willing to  allow 
th e  company anything asked for, regard­
less of the  effect upon the  righ ts of th- 
people or the  prosperity of the  city 

I t  has been settled.by the  courts tha t 
the  council can no t g ran t the  company 
an exclusive franchise In any street. 
F u tu re  councils may g ran t an additional 
franchise, In Monroe s tree t fo r instance, 
bu t the  new company w op'd have to  put 
down additional tracks. I t  Is to  make 
J t  possible to  have competing lines with­
o u t filling th e  streets with unnecessary 
tracas th a t the  objectionable section was 
Inserted In the  ordinance.

T he season for railw ay building Is 
here, and <he franchise question should 
be  settled tonight. T he council should 
Insist on th e  r ig h t to g ran t competing 
companies the  righ t t> use the  tracks 
qpon reasonable te rm s^ a n d  should re­
quire  the  company to  accept or reject 
the  ordinance within ten  days; 30 days’ 
tim e Is unnecessary.

Tiles for Decoration.
There is nothing more satisfactory 

than  tiles, either from  an resthetic or 
u tilita rian  view. Every one is fam iliar 
nowadays w ith  tiles as facing to  fire­
places and as hearths. The grea test ob­
jection to  tiling  is its cost. I t  is no t at 
all a  difficult m a tte r  to  se t tiles. One of 
tho first essentials is th a t they be per­
fectly m atched in  size. There is  often 
considerable difference in  the  dim en­
sions and  thickness of those of th e  same 
size and make. A  facing of tiles the  
depth of an ordinary wainscot is very 
p re tty  and  easily kept clean. When 
purchased by  th e  quan tity  th e  average 
price of a  plain w hite tile  six inches 
square is only ten  cents each.

A  decorated or shaded tile  may be  pur­
chased from  twenty-five cents upward. 
A  decorated tile  alternating  w ith a  plain 
tile  gives a  very pre tty  effect. A  medley 
of colors is no t effective. Blue and  w hite 
tiling  is always pretty  for a  room facing. 
A  piece o f th is  work above tho kitchen 
sink seems to  brigh ten  u p  a  very dark 
and una ttrac tive  room. Nowhere is til­
ing p rettier o r m ore useful than  in  the 
bathroom , where i t  may form the  facing 
of the  w alls and even the  flooring. 
A merican m anufacturers are  m aking 
very attrac tive  tiles in  relief and in 
plain shaded effects.—N ew  Y ork Trib-

In th« School*.
The tendency in  m any cities and  totvns 

to  tho system of "inbreeding” in  tho 
selection of teachers is one th a t needs 
careful watching. On the plan of pro­
tection to  home industries some boards 
of education have such regulations as 
practically debar teachers of high pro­
fessional ’skill from  entering the ir serv­
ice. T his "inbreeding" has in  some 
places got so close th a t school trustees 
prefer to appoint to  a  vacancy only such 
teachers as have been graduated from 
the  school or live in  the  ward. Indeed, 
to  have been graduated from  a  p articu­
la r  school is a  peculiar m erit, very help­
fu l toward getting  an appointment.

Mr. A. W. Edson, agent of tho Massa­
chusetts sta te  board of education, in  his 
report to  the  sta te  superintendent, con­
demned the  practice very strongly, as 
tho following quotation shows: "One of 
the  discouraging features, and a  great 
draw back to  the  best of w ork, is the 
custom too rigidly followed of utilizing 
home ta len t’ for teachers. To be  sure 

many of our best teachers live in  the  
towns or cities where they teach, bu t 
tho policy th a t gives tho g irls a t  home a  
monopoly of the  schools, and ignores 
competition from  outside, is bad, even 
vicious. I t  discourges thorough scholar­
ship and professional tra in ing , tends to  
favoritism  and  low wages and  prevents 
the  discharge of poor teachers.

" If  a  teacher can obtain a  position 
through political o r personal influence, 
ra the r than professional ability , she can 
reta in  i t  in  spite of pbor work. Too of­
ten  i t  would appear th a t the  schools are  
for the  teachers, n o t the  teachers fo r the 
schools. W hen a  superintendent or com­
m ittee feels th a t public sentim ent w ill 
support him  in selecting the  best teach­
ers to  be had for the  sa lary  offered, 
wherever they m ay be found, the  schools 
are sure to  rank  high.’’—Teacher.

T here  was a  g rea t deal of tru th  In the 
rem ark of the  old colored woman In re­
ply to  the  objection th a t the re  was not 
brimstone enough In all the  universe to 
supply such a  place for ages: "Ah, 
honey," ssld she, "do n 't you k n o t  dat 
each one who goes d a r carries d a r owi 
brimstone wld 'em? D at Is de secret ob 
de m atter."

T he old woman was rig h t, as I  read 
my Bible, and th is g rea t and momentu 
oos tru th  should bo well considered by 
each and all of us, fo r I t Is on th is  p rin ­
ciple th a t we are  all to  be Judged- Ab, 
yes, th e  th ie f and the  m urderer, th e  liar 
and the  knave are  simply laying up In 
store large  quentles of th is m ateria 
against the  day of Judgm ent and perdi­
tion of nngodly men. So of all other 
evil characters; the  drunken , swearing, 
libertine Is fast piling I t up as well, as 
the  skeptical scorner of the  gospel of 
Christ. T he public lecturer who s ta n d s , 
up to  ridicule the  chosen people of Go<f 
and th e  t r u th  of his holy wor<J, as well 
as th e  edito r who cheers him on through 
the  press In his nefarious w ork, Is also 
accum ulating a  va sts to reo f th a t terrible 
element th a t shall become fuel fo r tha t 
fire th a t shall never be quenched.

Now a  few words as to  tho  duration  ol 
this everlasting punishm ent.

Before 1 leave th is sub ject I  w ant to 
answer a  question th a t came down from 
G rand T raverse  awhile ago. T he ques­
tion was, Bow It I t possible fo r a  saint 
to  be happy In heaven knowing a t  the 
same tim e th a t thousands of souls, and 
among them  perhaps some of the ir  best 
ana  dearest friends here on e arth , were 
suffering th e  torm ents of the damned In 
hell? Now this la tru ly  a  solemn and a 
serious question. I t  Is a  question th a t 
has often troubled a g rea t many candid 
and thoughtfu l minds and I t should re- 
receive a t  candid and serious answer as 
can be found In the  ligh t of both reason 
and revelation. In  the  first place It 
should be carefully considered w hat I t Is 
to  become a  sa in t aud meet fo r heaven.

T o  become a sa in t Is to  become a  child 
of God by being "born again ."  Born of 
the  sp irit created anew a fte r  th e  Image 
of God, in  rlgnteousness and tru e  holi­
ness. If  any man be In Christ, says the 
apostle, he is a  new creature ; old things 
have passed away; behold ail things have 
become new. H e is no longer conformed 
to  th is world, b u t Is transformed by the 
renewing of the  mind, and thus brought 
in to  sym pathy with God in  all things, 
and having th e  sp irit of God bearing 
witness with them  th a t they are  accepted 
of him. I t  Is thus th a t the  sa in ts are 
p repared to  live to  the  glory of God 
here on th e  earth , and to  enjoy his peace­
fu l pretence both here and hereafter.

H ere then, le t It be noted, Is to  be 
found the  grea t and  radical difference 
between th e  righteous and the  wicked— 
between th e ea ln t and the  unconsecrated 
sinner.

Metallic Railroad Ties.
M etallic railw ay lien ore by  no  means 

n now invention, a lthough tho railway 
companies of tho  U nited  States have 
boon singularly  backw ard in  adopting 
them . T hey woro laid upon European 
roads os early  a s  1860, and  since tha t 
tim e the  nnm bor has increased, so th a t 
in  1890 no less tlian 10,223 miles of track 
wore laid w ith  them . In addition to 
th is  there  w ere, in  th e  same year, 1,1 
m iles in  A frica, 0,314 in  Asia, chiefly in 
India, and 8,788 in  Mexico, Central and 
South A m erica; b u t in  th e  U nited 
States, a  nation usually in  tho  load of all 
improvements, the re  w ere only two 
m iles, these having been p u t down 
experiment. Q uite a side from  th e  ques­
tion of cost i t  would seem th a t  th a t of 
safe ty  alone is o f sufficient importance 
to  ju stify  tho substitu tion  of a  substan­
t ia l m etallic  tie  fo r tho 'sho rt lived 
wooden one, w ith  its  unreliable  fasten­
ing.

Threo-fourths of a  m ile o f  track  were 
laid  w ith  these ties on the  Chicago, 
W estern and Indiana railroad in  Chicago 
in  October, 1889, and  tho tim e elapsed 
has been sufficient to  give results of i 
reliability. The tics were laid a t  a  point 
whore the  ballast w as lig h t gravel, 
the  traffic eighty regular tra in s  in 
direction each day, tho  heaviest engine 
w eighing 90,000 pounds, w ith  16,000 
pounds on each pair of drivers. During 
tho tim e  th a t th e  ties have been down 
over 87,600 tra in s  have passed over them, 
and tho m anager s ta te s  th a t tho cost of 
th is m aintenance has been so sm all a s  to  
be hard ly  w orth  tak ing  in to  consider­
a tion.—Now Y ork Telegram.
