“Whalebone is getting scarcer every
season,” eaid an old South street whale
ship boat steerer, “‘an’ pretty soon there
won't be any at all. The blackfish,
humpbacks and sperm twhales, from
which most of the bone is taken, don’t
breed very fast. They aro killed off
faster than they breed, and in conse-
quence it is only a question of time
when they will be exterminated alto-

gether, and the humpback will bo as
much a curicsity as the departed mam-
moth.

“There’s no more money in whaling
for sailors,” ho continued, *nor for any-
body but the big concerns what controls
» number of these newfangled steam
whalers, If yon don't believe what 1
3ay, go to New Bedford. There you will
seo lots of vessels, brave ships once, but
old hulks now, with their bones bleach-
ing on the sands around tho bay. They
were driven out of the business, and the
sailors were driven out with them.
