Pearls liT~Oy»tori.'
The pearl oyster is a  valued mem ber of 

family. Some produce pearl fo r bu t­
tons and ornam entation, and  some tho 
gem. The la tte r  is  sim ply a  resu lt of 
the  oyster’s a ttem pt to  p rotect itself from 
some foreign substance. Thus, if  a 
m inute grain  of sand finds its  w ay into
th e  shell, the  anim al w ill im m ediately
envelope it  w ith  a  nacreous of pearly 
coating, w hich if  continued results in  a 
perfect gem. The pearls attached  to  
the  shells are  layers of nacre heaped up 
to  prevent the  onw ard march of a  boring 
parasite seeking entrance from withont. 
In  Ceylon 17,000,000 pearl oysters were 
destroyed la te ly  to  produce $80,000 in  
pearls.—S an Francisco Chronicle.

Washington, April 19.—The resolu­
tion rcgarldng Newfoundland Just passed 
In tho legislature a t Halifax by a large 
m sjorlty, affords fresh Illustration of the 
curious Jumble of conflicting Interests 
among our northern  neighbors. In 
the Bond-Blalno trea ty  Newfoundland 
had sought to  m ake a  separate settle­
m ent of her trade  relations with the 
U nite States, leaving the  policy of the 
dominion a ltogether ont of consideration. 
In  fac t this policy was not only Ignored 
In some particu lars by Newfoundland's 
action, b u t possibly somewhat Injured In 
others; and the announcem ent of the  pn> 
tocol was accordingly followed by a  very 
prompt protest from the  O ttaw a govern­
ment, which was heard a t  London and 
was effectual. Afterward, when the  text 
of the  proposed agreement was published 
a t  St. Johns, I t created some dlsappolnt- 

i being less advantageous to 
Newfoundland than  h td  been supposed. 
Still, the  feeling of Irritation there, tha t 
the  Dominion should bave been able to 
setaslde  an  arrangem ent made by a  col­
ony wholly d istinct from the  Dominion, 
remained.

B ut now we find the  province of Nova 
Scotia, an Integral p a rt of the Dominion, 
tak ing  p a rt a gainst the  la tte r, and sid­
ing with Newfoundland on the  very Im­
p o rtan t question as to  w heth-r the 
British colonial governments In N orth 
America should stand together In their 
commercial and fishery arrangem ents 
w ith foreign nations. According to  the  
dispatches from th a t place a  vote of 

than two to  one In the  provincial 
legislature a t Halifax declares th a t Nova 
Scotia sympathizes with N ewfoundland 
In the  la tte r’s  recent attem pts to  secure 
better trade relations w ith the  United 
States, and regrets tb a t the  Interference 
of the  Dominion has defeated the  trea ty  
arranged a t W ashington last winter. 
T his action shows the  restlessness of 
Nova Scotia herself under the  restric­
tions of the  Dominion, a t least as Its af­
fairs are  a t  p res in t administered. Nova 
Scotia, as a  seaboard province, fully ap­
preciates N ewfoundland's detlre  to look 
a fte r her own Interests as a seaboard 
colony.

W hat Is extremely noteworthy Is th a t 
Nova Scotia has a  special and serious 
ause of grievance nf her own against 

N ewfoundland W ith a  most rem ark­
able dl'Crlmlnatlon against fellow sub­
jec ts  of G reat B ritain , Newfoundland 
has a c u a lly  refused to allow vessels be­
longing to the  Dominion of Canada to 
njoy the b a it privileges which she Is 

giving to our countrymen. The la tte r  
have recently b»en getting their licenses 
free, bu t the  Canadians cannot. The 
O ttaw a government declares th a t when 
las’, y ear's ba it act was under considera­
tion, Nowfoundland expressed the  Inten- 

to  Impose upon the  subjects of 
Canada, the  charges for license arranged 
for tho Americans and French. Accord- 
ngly, tbe  exactions of these charges 

sgaln*t the  fishermen of Nova Scotia and 
New Brunswick was considered a t th a t 
time to  be a breach of faith . Still It 

perhaps, thought th a t Newfouud- 
land m lch t have desired to strengthen 
her position In the  dispute with France 
and the United States, by showing tha t 
her bait law was not wholly founded on 
International considerations. B ut the 
present policy Is th a to f  giving a  marked 
preference to  the New England over the 
Now Brunsw ick and the  Nova Scotia 
fishermen. Nova Srotla takes the occa­

At 
the  ou tse t you acknowledged t h a t  "God, 
In order to  exist, m u tt be som ething,” 
and Immediately began to  quibble by 
saying: " Is  He something to  Mr. Lisle, 
necessarily?" T his Is entirely  Irrele­
vant, as I t does no t affect the  argum ent 
one whit. T he question a t  Issue Is the 
existence o r non-existence of God.

N ext you say; "T lppoo T ib , In order 
to  exist, m ust be something, b u t can Mr. 
Lisle describe the  sable chiefta in?" I 
answer yes! I  happen to  have, In my 
library, Mr. Stanley’s la test w ork, In 
w hich I  find a  description of Tlppoo Tib 
along w ith h is profile.

T o  my second proposition—"T hen  this 
something m ust be m aterial"—you say: 
“ T h a t does no t follow; there may be 
Immaterial In existence." W hy d id  yon 
no t give us the  prl iclples upon which 
you deny th a t proposition, and prove the 
existence of th ings im m aterial instead 
of telling us th a t I  may be Immaterial? 
Reader, do you wonder th a t  £ discov­
ered tb s  ear-m arksof theology upon this 
w riter? N ext he says: "Science has 
shown th a t within th e  nerve sheath  Is a 
something w hich Induces transparency 
during life; w ithdraw n a t  death  the  sub­
stance becomes opaque." W hat becomes 
opaque, the  substance w ithdraw n, or the 
nerve-sbeath? I  myself am Inclined to  
th ink  th a t there  Is a  m arked difference 
between a  dead and a  living thing. 
W ould no t the  same th ing  happen In the  
case of a  c a t or dog; and  If so, would It 
be sufficient evidence th a t the  real cat 
or dog had vacated the  “ clay" and taken 
up  its  abode In another world? Oh, con­
sistent theology thou a r t  Indeed a  jewel.

Again you say: "T o  some men there  
a re  no tunes, to  ano ther no color, and to 
some, forms all m isshapen; to  a  blind 
m an there  are  no visible form s." Here, 
unw ltingly, you have acknowledged the 
tru thfu lness of one of my cardinal 
points, nam ely: " F o r  every specific
m anifestation there  m ust be a  corre- 
spondlng specific physical o r  m echanical 
organism."

In  your article  of A pril 6 you say I  be­
tray  Ignorance or anim us In challenging 
th e  Christian believer, fo r I t m ust be a d­
m itted tb a t belief In an Intelligent first 
cause Is c o t peculiar to  the  Christian. 
“ The sages of all ages have so believed." 
N ot so Ignorant a fte r all, my friend, as 
I  had adm itted th a t sta tem ent once be­
fore. B u t w hat of It? Suppose all peo­
ple of all nations have so believed, does 
th a t m ake I t true?  All nations of the 
past, Including th e  entire  Christian 
church, believed tb a t the  earth  was flat; 
b u t would you llko to  p it th a t belief 
a gainst our present knowledge on the  
subject? N either Is th e  God you pre­
tend to  worship peculiar to  the  Christian 
religion. He Is yours only by adoption.

Columbus was so late In discovering 
America tb a t Intelligence and education 
had taken  the  place of Ignorance and 
credulity to  such an ex ten t th a t priest­
c ra ft could plainly see th a t a newly 
m anufactured D eity would no t be ac­
cepted; so they chose th e  lesser of the 
tw o evils by preferring to  adopt and re­
form the  God of the  ancient Jews. There 
Is no t an Intelligent Christian man c 
woman lo A merica today who has not 
higher, g rander and nobler conception 
of a  God than  the  Biblical p icture of 
Jehovab.

W hy did you no t point ou t one pecu­
liarly  Christian doctrine th a t can be 
m aintained by sound logic. Instead of 
saying my challenges are  absurd? Such 
a  method Is more convenient, I  suppose. 
Can you dignify your sophistry on the 
toothpick question by styling It a rgu­
ment? Hore you have tacitly  acknowl­
edged the  Inability of faith  to  bring 
about the slightest miracle. H ave you 
sufficient faith  In the  efficacy of the 
blood of C hrist to convert an unbeliever, 
or Is your faltb  only sufficient to convert 
a  Christian? You teem  to think  tb a t 
my conversion demands g rea ter faith  
than would be required to  remove Ml 
Everest Into th*&  »y of Bengal. You 
seem also to  lo off .g t  of the  fac t, th a t 
the  g rea ter the  miracle the  g rea ter the 
credit and glory to  your God.

Have 1 said anything about phosphorus 
th a t you know of?

Should It turn ou t man Is the  resu lt of 
nature and nature 's laws, Instead of God 
and God's laws, would he be less free to 
act, th ink, or to be convinced by evidence 
2 '  to  have faith  w ithout evidence? 
Shou d it  tu rn  ou t th a t the  a theis t Is _ 
resu lt of a  b ockheadod blunder on the 
part of na ture , as you suggest, would

The Oldest Family.
In m a tte r  o f an tiqu ity  Mohammed 

m ust yield precedence to  th e  Chinese phil­
osopher, Confucius, who died 479 years 
before th e  C hristian era. There is no 
know n race th a t can  boast of a n  an tiqn ity  
like his. On the  occasion of the  death  of 
the  Chinese statesm an, known in  Europe 
and America a s  tho M arquis Tsang, we 
learned th a t his tit le  of noblility w as 
due, no t to  any  connection w ith  Con- 
fucins himself, b u t to  h is descent from 
one o f the four ch ief disciples of the 
groat teacher.

There are, however, very nnmerons 
living descendants of Confncius; and  al­
though ho has been dead 3,370 years, 
superior rank  is conceded to  them in 
China solely from  the ir relationship to 
him. Moreover, w hen  Confucius was 
born, 550 B. O., his fam ily w as already 
am ong tho  m ost ancient of the  empire, 
and  bad a  recorded h istory of more than  
three centuries. T rad ition  " goes still 
fu rther back, extending tho  probable 
duration  of tho  fam ily to  lit tle  less than 
8.000 years. —Chicago Times.

I t  is ra th e r  rem arkable th a t so m any 
men identified w ith the  early  h istory of 
th is con tinen t should have liv ing  de­
scendants. M any of us rem em ber the 
lady who visited New  Y ork some years 
ago who claim ed descent from  Americus 
Vespucius, and  had  a  conviction on her 
mind th a t th e  Congress of the  U nited 
States ought to  bestow some kind of 
pecuniary recognition on the  name. 
Congress was no t In a  pensioning fram e 
of m ind  and  she re turned  home no  richer 
than  she came.

H er visit, however, led to  a  close in ­
vestigation of the  career of her ances­
to r, w hich resulted in  the  discovery th a t 
tho w ord A m erica originated in  a  uam e 
given by th e  natives to  a  portion of the  
coast which he visited. Nevertheless 
the  lady  is  believed to  have been lineally 
descended from  A m ericus Vespucins, or 
ra th e r  the  person whose nam e w as L at­
in ized in to  th a t form .—Chicago Times.
