84, F. and A. M, the casket, which was

completely burled beueath flowers, was

lowered 10 the grave, and the form of

Oongressman Ford was hid forever from
hi.

He was burled on the brow of the hill
facing the west, buried when the flowers
are born and” when the birds can sing
swoel carols around his tomb. He has
left the baitlefleld of life and earthly
sirifes atd warfare are of no concern to
him. In the sllent city of the dead, In
the halting place between time and
eternity, he will reat In dreamless slecp
until called vpon to resume a place fo 3
‘world from which death Is banished.

The funeral was certalnly the largest
and most Imposing ever witnessed in
‘Western Michigan, and the scenearon;: d
the city hall, especially atnoon, when
the factories poured out thelr human
machinery, was ore 1that few citles
eould reproduce. A constant stream of
People passed the bler and took a glance
at the waxen llke face of thedead. The
rich and poor jostled each other, and the
man with the sllk hat was of no more
consequence than the man In jesns ard
jacket: The man o whom they had
come to pay their Iast mark of respect
'WAS not aristocratic, he thought no more
of one than the other.

‘The body was sttired in black broad-
cloth, the right arm thrown across the
breast, the left by his side. The same
expression he had In life was noticeable
and the lips sppeared as If nlnlngto
express his well known greoting.

‘The city did {tself proud in the drap-
ing of the hall, the lighted chandeller
above the bler cast flickering shadows
across the darkened walls and the
plants, ferrs, the magnificent wreaths
and floral decorations wafted sweet in-
cense around the casket.

Travail’—that is, labor exchange. The
building has five stories and a glass cov-
ered court, with a_huge assembly room
f 80 feet high, 7 feet long and 60
fect wide. Tho seats for 2,000 persons
are arranged in circles, rising as they
recede from the chuirmsn’s platform at
tho center. Tho glass floor of this hall
is_supported by four iron pillars in an-
other hall in the basement, some seventy
fect square.

This basement hall s to be a place of
assembly for day laborers and other
workmen who aro now obliged, when out
of work, to await engagement on street
corners and open squares.  Adjoining
the hall are the rooms for the dynamos,
furnaces and ventilating machinery. On
the ground floor, to the right of the ves-
tibule, are the janitor's quarters, and, to
the left, the private telephono, telegraph
and postal offices of the exchange. On
the ground floor are also the offices of
the general secretary, tho committeo and
administrative officers, and the burean
of labor statistics, as well as a library
and reading room, with o combined floor
surfaco of eighty square yards. The
next four floors have a large meeting
room and thirty-threo offices each; in all,
four assembly halls and 132 offices. The
offices are lot ont to the cxecutive of-
ficials of the various workingmen's or-
ganizations in Paris.

The special purpose of the labor ex-
chango is to help the laborers out of
work to new engagements. Its general
purpose, however, {8 more comprehen-
sive, to prepare the way for thorongh
and wido reaching labor reforma. Tho
organization of the burean of labor
statistics, after the model of the labor
buzeau of tho United States, has been
to this end.

Allen Land Ownors in Kan,

s

‘Westorn Kansas has been populated to
n great oxtent by land corporations
operating through foreign agents, Th
is very littlo money in circulation. Non-
resident aliens own between 16,000 and

20,000 square miles of land in this stato
—moro than one-fifth of the entire ncro-
ago of the state. The tenant system de-
veloped has occasioned much of the
stringency in finances in the west. In
the county of Decatur, sitnated in the

district which applied for seed corn,
seven-sighths of the land is owned by
non-resident aliens, Tho largest indi-
vidual alien land owner is William
Scully. His tenants aro required to pay
8 per cont. on the estimated valuo of
their farms, keap up the improvements
and pay the taxes, There is a provision
in the rental contract which prevents
tho voting for any tax whatever for
school purposes or other improvements,

In Marion county Scully owns 52,000
acres of land in one body. Tho heirs of
Sir George Grant own 106,000 acres in
ono body in Ellis connty and also large
bodies of land in other parts of the state.
Theso lands are peopled with Bohemian
and Swedo tenants. In many counties
where thero are large alien land owner-
ships the tenants have complete control
of the townships and echool districts, and
as their contracts will not permit of vot-
ing taxes for school purposcs the public
schiool system is a farce. The Whil
brothers and other large land owners
who operata their own farms are more
liberal in their ideas concerning public
improvements, but under the law which
has passed they will either be compelled
1o become _citizens of tho United States
or sell their land.

The bill as amended and passed gives
