Count Von Moltke, who was known as
one cf the greatest Earopean strateglats,
waa born October 26, 1800. He left the
Danish service fn 1822 for that of Prus-
als, and In 1832 became one of the staff
officers. In 1856 he was alde-de-camp
1o Prince Frederick WIlllam of Prussia.
In 1866 In the Alzllr.\ Prussian
'war, his successful tactica general of
Infantry won the baitle of Suimu. At
the conclusion of the war, the decoration
of the Black Eagle was conferred wpon
him, and he was created general in chief
of thestaff. The successful conduct of
the Franco-Prussian war was also due to
1he tactical plans of Count Moltke, He
was made fleld marshal In 1871 and count
1n 1872,

wilder country than the one I had so un-
ceremoniously left, among people com-
pared to whom my Quillaynte friends
were civilized and intelligent.

“You kmow, of course, how sea ofters
are shot by the hunter having a stand
rigged up away ont as far from the shore
as possible, by setting up three tall poles,
8o that they cross a few feet from the
top, and by building a kind of crow's
nmt in the top of this frail structure,

rigged up one of these stands away
ont at low water mark and made it as

mfortable as possible, ard sometimes
lpent two or three days out there, my
wifo keeping a lookout and securing any
otters or seals I ghot. Ivas doing first
rate, owing to being so far out, and, al-
thongh several times badly scared by
rongh weather and by schools of whales,
which came around my lookout, I could
not think of giving it up for a place
‘which might be safer, but where I could
not kill go many otters.

“The last time [ g\)t into my lookout
was early one morning. As the weather
had been stormy I was expecting that
otters and seals would be coming near
the shore, so I took along & good supply
of provisions and water and plenty of
tobacco and ammunition, expecting to
stay ot two or three days. As soon as
nwunghe and the tide was near the

o0d, I saw a mumber of ofters lying
uleep in the water just beyond range,
and while I was waiting for them to
drift down toward me along came a
£chool of half o dozen or more of the
small whales common on that coast.
OFF TO SEA ON A WHALE.

“They came toyward my lookout rolling
and spouting and playing, and at length
I saw ono of them making right for the
lookout, I was afraid he would upset
me, and yelled at him, bat, whether by
accident” or design I knew not, he
plunged between two of tho poles on
which my nest was perched, and strik-
ing the other with his noso shoved it
away in front of him, and over went
my nest, landing on his back, one of the
poles sticking straight ahead and the
others straddling him as a man does a

When L gaw I was going 1 jump
©d and landed astride tho whale's tail,
and quicker than a wink with my keen
sheath knife I cut the muscles on cach
gide of his tail, which prevented him
from going down. 1 then clambered up
to my nest, and there I was afloat ona
whale, with provisions for three days
and neither gail, 0ar nor compass.

“The first thing I did was to cut
somo loops in the thick hide of the
whale and secure my nest by lashing it
firmly to his back. He struck out from
ehore and made the best speed he conld
swith his partially disabled tail. Ihus-
banded my provisions and water, and as
1 had somo whisky and plenty of tobacco
and was used to living in my nest, I got
along very comfortably for a week, when
things began to look blue. Fortunately
a Russian ship bound for Vladivostock
came along and picked me up.

“I was 80 unwmfortahleon bo:m‘l that
as we were passing the Kooril islands 1
stole a boat and got ashore, and, afte.
spending abonut six years there with the
wild inhabitants, succeeded in getting
across to Japan and finally in a ship to
South America, and arrived here a day
or two since on a ship, and am now
bonnd for Callam county, Wash., to see

So when Mr, "Jones, for Instance, de-
poalts, say $4,000, he can present his
certificate or draw a check on It at any
time he pleases, 50 that he has virtually
the full use of the whole $4,000, Just as
well as though he had It all in his wal-
let. So no portion of the $4,000 can
really be considered as out of circulation.

There were gathered in the lobby of
the Windsor hotel a number of engi-
neers and mining superintendents. As
s frequently the case, there was a good
dead of talk of shop. Among tho num-
ber present wero men who had been
worldug, at one time or another, in near-
Iy every prominent silver camp in the
United States. The climax, however,
was reached when one of the mining
men showed how a knowledgo of an-
cient history onco came into play and
paid a man exceedingly well.
