MORE LIBOR TROUBLES
M BS A T THE MICHIGAN CAB 

W OllKS ARK OUT.

D e tr o it , April 2S —No toonor has the 
excitement caused by the  s tree t rail nay 
• tr ik e  subsided than  another one o l more 
serious aspect Is announced. J u s t  a fte r­
noon today 2,000 men employed a 
M ichigan Car w orks laid down the ir 
tools and  w ent on s trike , demanding 
nine-hour day w ithout reduetlon In pay. 
T hey  have been w orking ten  hours.

A s soon as th e  men learned a t  noon 
today th a t the  City railw ay str ike  had 
been won, they made up  th e ir  minds 
quit. A t 1 o'clock everybody dropped 
h is w ork, the  blacksm iths qu itting  their 
fires, which were left burning, the  paint­
ers qu ilting  th e  cars, the  carpenters 
qu itting  th e ir  w ork on the  cars, only the 
fonndrym en remained a t  work. T hey 
will stay  until they run  off the  I 
which was molten In th e  cupola.

T here  w as no t | nolce given the  c 
pany of the  s trike . T he men had no 
leadership. T hey  w ent to  the  office o 
th e  company and smashed all the  win 
dows w ith sticks and stones. T hen  ih»: 
moved to  the  Michigan Stool com pan,': 
w orks, the  N ewberry estate  corporation 
a t  th e  corner of th e  Bolt line and Mich- 
Igan avenue, b u t had no luck wl:h the 
men there.

A t 3 o’clock th e  s tr ike  had become a 
riot. T he police, hastily  summoned, 
w ere u tte rly  unable to  cope w llh them, 
and In tholr efforts to ge t th e  molders to 
Join them  they  smashed about all the 
windows In the  Institution 

A  g rea t crowd co tg regated  a t  the  
.w orks to  witness th e  actions of the  men 
who appeared to  derive support from  the 
presence of the  people, a lthough no one 
exospt s trike rs took p a rt In the  rioting.

T he men w ent over to  the  steel and 
spring  works and attem pted to  get the 
employes to  qn lt, bu t they refused. The 
car works employes crowded th e  w in­
dows of th e  steel w orks, b n t  falling to 
get th e  men to q u it they w ent back to 
the  car w orks. Two wagon load* of 
police drove on the scene a t th is  moment 
and  prevented fnrthor destruction  of 
property.

I t  Is feared th e  c a r w orks s tr ike  may 
Injure the  cause of th e  s tree t railw ay 
men before the  board of arb itra to rs .

way company’s  lines. T ne m ayor's ad­
vice to  the  City railw ay to  a rb itra te  the ir 
trouble was acceded to, and la te  last 
n igh t a  tem porary arrangem ent was 
made w ith the  strik ing  s tre e t c a r con- 
dnctors and drivers to  go to  work this 

- m orning as soon as th e  tracks were clear 
of obstrnctlons.

A sum m er quietness prevaded the  
s treets early  th is morning, th e  only cars 
rnnnlng  on W oodard avenue a t  9 o'clock 
being those  of the  G rand River avenue 
system, which sta rted  early . B righ t and 
early the  City railw ay company set gangs 
of men a t w ork removing th e  obstruc­
tions th a t had been placed on the  tracks 
and relaying th e  rails th a t h sd  been 
taken  up  by th e  sym pathizers of the 
strik ing  conductors and drivers. All 
th a t  was done was to  dum p the  stones 
and rubbish clear of th e  trac k  and Into 
th e  traveled  portion of the  streets,w here 
I t was left to  be removed by the  city 
th rough  th e  bord of public works.

T h e  a rb itra to rs  are  In session b u t they 
a re  no t expected to  m ake a  report before 
Monday. Don M. Dickinson appears be­
fore th e  board In the  Interest of the 
nnlon men.

such crimes cannot be committed with 
Impunity In th is city. T h is m orning he 
ran  Into th e  Oak S tree t s ta tion  w llh one 
of his detectives a t  his heels, sti 
m inute In conversation w ith D etective 
Cspt. M cLaughlin and hurried away. He 
would no t say a  w ord abont th e  outlook 
for the  cap ture  of the  m urderer. Capt 
M cLaughlin said to  the  reporters th a t 
there was absolutely no news. Five 
women and two men are  locked up In the 
Oak S tree t S tation as witnesses In case 
the  m urderer Is ever caught. Capt 
O'Connor refuses to  give tne lr names. 
None e f the  prisoners were arraigned In 
the  police c ou rt today. He Is satisfied 
th a t the  man " F renchy ,"  who was a r­
rested last nigh t on suspicion, Is notcon- 
nccted with the  m urder. All the  lodging 
houses down-town are  being searched by 
the  police.

T he soldle-s 
actually  took c h a rg s  of the  town and 
would allow no one to  pass along the 
s treets In the  vicinity of th e  J tll They 
compelled th e  m erchants to  p u t out 
the ir  lights.

MEMORIAL TRIBUTE.

T he following review  of th e  life, and 
resolutions on th e  death  of H enry O. 
Marvin, were read and adopted 
meeting of the  G rand Rapids Prohibi­
tion club on Satuaday evening, A pril 26, 
1891:

Henry C M arvin died a t  th e  age of 74 
years, a t his residence In the  city of 
Grand Rapids, on Monday, the  20th day 
of A pril, 1891. He had been for about a 
q u a rte r  of a  century a  residen t of this 
city, and during the  m ost or all of tha t 
residence was an active. effi.Ient and 
self-sacrlflclng tem perance w orser. Ho 
gave sympathy, tim e, co-operatton and 
money to  the  red ribbon movement and 
to  all other reform atory efforts. He con­
ducted gospel tem perance meetings at 
the "B lack  Hills,”  a t the  Fulton street 
park and In o the r pa rts  of the  city  for a 
series of years, and was ever a firm be­
liever In ths efficacy and  necessity of re 
form atory gospel and personal effort 
We believe th a t many a  one has fe lt the 
Impulse of a  be tter  life as a resu lt of his 
labor and  efforts. I 

T rue  to  his convictions of r igh t and of 
du ty  a t  th e  r isk  of being calleu eccentric 
and becoming unpopular, Mr. Marvin, 
na tu ra lly  logical, alm ost necessarily be 

e of the  first members of the 
Prohibition pa rly  and lived and died Its 
en thusiastic and loyal champion and a 
valued w orker In Its ranks 

He w as a  charter  member of th is club 
and an active member a t  the  tim e of 
his death  He was, despite h is years, 
a  regular a tten d a n t upon Its meetings 
and  full of suggestions of usefulness 
and help and words of cheer, and he had 
In like manner been a  member of every 
Prohibition club herelofore organized In 
th is city.

Mr. Marvin filled no official position 
and received no  public honors, b u t as a 
private citizen he was ever a  patriot, do 
Ing the  r igh t as "G od gave him to see the 
righ t."  As a  man he filled his life  with 
deeds of kindness and helpfulness; as a 
Christian he bad little  patience with dry 
form s and  ceremonies, b u t was fo il of 
living faith  and works, believing th a t It 

the  sp irit th a t m aketh a live,"  and as 
a  Prohibitionist he was w ithout fear and 
without reproach .” He was In every 
sense a  man; therefore be It 

Resolved, T h a t In the  death  of our 
brother, H. C. Marvin, we have lost a 
valued member and earnest w orker, an 
en thusiastic Prohibitionist, a  brave man, 
a  t ru e  friend; and 

Resolved, T h a t while he outlived the 
allotted tim e of man, and we feel th a t In 
a  m easure his work was completed, his 
life well rounded and finished, y e t his 
days of usefulness were no t outlived, 

shall sadly miss h is presence 
and aid, his readiness fo r every "good 
word and w ork," and 

Resolved, T h a t keenly feeling his loss, 
it  we mourn no t as those w ithout hope, 

for his du ty  was bravely done his work 
will endure, and  he himself we believe 
will receive the  merited p laud it of "well 
done, good and fa ith fu l se rvan t.” 

Resolved, T h a t th is memorial be 
spread a t  large upou the  records of this 
club, an engroised copy be sent to  his
