IS HENRY G. KING.

A fter  Being D ran k  for  M onth*, H« 
E n ds B is  W retched E xisten ce  by

H enry G King, 30 years old, living 
w ith his wife a t the  residence of her 
mother, Mrs. Mary A Kennedy, 531 
N orth F ron t street, s h i t  himself through 
the  head a t  10 o'clock last evening, caus­
ing Instan t death. T he shooting was 
done with a 38 calibre A merican "Bull­
dog" revolver, the  ball entering the 
righ t eye and coming ou t back of the 
left ear.

The police and Coroner Bradlih  vis- 
Isted the  scene of the  shooting, and after 
considerable difficulty removed the  body 
from the  w ater closet, where I t was 
found, to the  house. T here  all was con­
fusion, and b u t little  could be learned 
regarding the  m atter until a  la te  hour, 
when, urged on by the  reporters of the  
m orning dallies, the  coroner finally went 
to  the  home of the suicide's sister, where 

sta ted  could be found a  note as- - 
signing the  reason for the  rash act. 
T he note was dated Grand Rapids, April 
29, and read as follows:

Dear wife, I  seat myself In my 
brother-in-law s house up sta irs tn  write 

few Hues for th e  f irst and last 
time. I  sold my property In Ohio. Mav 
20, 1890. All I  have go t Is here. I  have 

took one minutes com fort with my 
feet since the  first of A ugust, 1878 
Remember w hat I  told yon to  name our 
boy H arvey. T his Is too bad. Don't 
never ge t married again; never Is a  long 
time. I  will say good bye for the last 
time. "H . G Kin o .

Under th e  name was w ritten : “ Tho 
K ent w histle Ju st blowed this minute 
T his will be a  bad deal for Mrs. Wilcox 
and also the  clerk [meaning his niece, 
Ida  Wilcox] and M ary Ja n e  [hla wife]. 
Always keep this paper. H enry "

T he note was found In a  valise a t the 
home of his sister, Mrs. Wilcox of 605 
F ro n t s treet, and besides th e  note there 
w at several le tte rs addressed to  the  de­
ceased and two S20 bills, besides several 
keepsake articles,some underclothes and 

box of cartridges with five missing 
from the  box.

A t first I t was hard to  obtaln 'any relia­
ble Information. On the  wall of the  par­
lor where the  body was taken  by the  
police hung a  m arriage certificate an­
nouncing the  fac t th a t th e  deceased and 
Miss M ary Ja n e  Kennedy were married

President Perk ins of the  notorious 

B. A  Q. railroad lo his annoal report 
a rgues against government control of 
railroad i, and the  argum ent Is accepted 
as the  strongest possible presentation of 
the  monopoly view.

T h is argum ent In brief Is “ th a t rail- 
road transportation Is a  private commo 
dlty created by private capital for sale 
and  reasonable prices for I t are such as 
tend to  encourage trade  In I 
courage Its creation and sale prices m ust 
he profitable to  the railroads and to 
courage purchasers prices m ust be rea* 
sonable. Such reasonable prices will 
prevail only where they  ar 
na tura l adjustm ent, and no different 
prices, a rb itrarily  established by govern­
ment, a re  or can be reasonable."

Theoretically th is  looks well, 
prac tice  It Is no t true, monopoly has no 
regard for logic or laws of trade, or any­
thing  e lse b u t the  a rb itra ry  dictates of 
avarice. “All th e  traffic will bear 
th e  one rule th a t controls railroad n 
agement.

Wo doubt If there i t  a  railroad line In 
the  whole broad country th a t It free 
from watered stock. T he per cent, 
earnings on actual cost of constriictlog 
a  railroad Is never given. The 
construction Is always Inflated by the 
"C redit Moblller" th a t Is p a rt of the 
history of every line of railroad In this 
country. There Is never any credit 
given for g ifts made the  original 
pany In the shape of r ig h t of way bonus 
aud subsidy. If  the  railroad manage- 
m ent would pay equally fa ir  salaries 
from the  president down to the  track 
hands, and would estim ate cost of 
pairs, economical operating and a  divi­
dend of 6 per cent on money actually 
paid, we a re  sure the  ra te s  on freight 
and passengers would be satisfactory 
everywhere, w hether high or low.

A t the  present tim e passenger fares 
arerlg ld ly  fixed In all states a t  so much a 
mile w hether the  road has a patronage 
of 1,000 or 10,000 and this Is the  rule too 
where the  frqlght ra te s  are fixed. A bet­
te r  rule would be to guaran tee  to capital 
a dividend of 0 per cent on money 
actually  Invested and confine the  Inter­
ference of law  to  the  regulation of sa la­
ries, the  prevention of the  uses of the  
road In the  Interest of private Invest­
ments on the  line by th e  m anagers of the 
road and such other abutes of place and 
power as may be observable. This 
m ight m ake very high rates In new and 
thinly se ttled sections having bu t little 
business to Oder a  railroad b n l as settlers 
In such sections get the ir lauds cheap 
and are  Induced to  take  up  new homes 
by grea t n au tu ra l advantages they could 
stand the  necessary high charges of rail­
roads and If they could no t they could go 
to  more thickly se ttled , regions whore 
charges were less. Besides lo all In­
stances of railroads In new countries 
the  real cash Investments In construction 
and equipm ent requiring dividends a t  0 
per cen t would be reduced to  a  small 
am ount by the  subsidies th a t Induce 
the ir constructlou and the  actual cost of 
operating could be g rea tly  lessened by 
accommodations th a t would meet the 
wants of a lim ited and unprofitable 
traffic

T he grea t and controlling lines of rail 
road are owned by a  few men. I t  has 
been truly said th a t four men sitting  In 
New York can fix the  rate s on ra il­
road freigh ts throughout the  United 
State*, and It can be fn rther said th a t 
these men are  only successful gamblers 
and thieves, and th a t the  only rule these 
conscienceless rascals observe Is “ all the 
traffic will bear."

In  the face of such facts, the  argu 
ment of M r Perkins falls flat and point­
less. T here  has never ye t been any 
vigorous anti-monopoly laws enactsd by 
congress. T he Inter-state commerce 
commission Is a  failure 

We are  opposed to  any law th a t would 
discourage honest c apital from Investing 
In railroads, hu t we would do up the 
stock gamblers and railroad wreckers 
who are  levying upon honest Industry 
for dividends on capital th a t Is fraudu­
lent

We would encourage railroad building 
and m anagement by honest capital and 
capable men. by guaranteeing to  sncb 
any rates th a t would Insure 6 per cent, 
on money actually  Inveated, and by 
aqneexlng all the  w ater ou t of the  stock 
account of every raad now operating.

I t  Is no discredit to ex-Senator Blair 
th a t the  Chinese do no t w ant him. I t  is 
a  pity th a t every other American Is not 
equally disliked by the  Chinese. We

THE WORKERS ROBBED.

Where the  SCe,000,000,000 Surplus They

The people o f the  U nited States were, 
according to  A nnual Statistics, on Jan. 
1, 1890, w orth, in  the  aggregate, 166,- 
000,000,000. On Jan . 1, 1880, according 
to  calculations on the  same basis, the 
true  value of all the  property owned in 
the  U nited States was i r t i u o ^  14,000.-
000.000—th a t is, $22,000,000,000 less than 
the  to ta l value on Jan . 1,1890.

According to  these calculations, whicl 
were m ade in  th e  m ost careful manner, 
the  aggregate value of property of a I 
kinds in  th e  U nited States increased 5< 
per c e n t  in  ten  years—th a t is, during 
the  ten  years th a t elapsed between Jan .
1, 1880, and  Ja n . 1, 1890, th e  p e n  
pie of th is country  no t only succeed­
ed in  m aking a  living by  the ir labor, 
b u t also in  producing additional w ealth 
equal in  value to  50 per cent, of the 
to ta l am ount of w ealth  in  existence 
the  U nited  S tates a t  th e  beginning 
th a t period. All w ealth  is  the  product 
of labor.

The age of m iracle is  past. King 
Midas, the  happy possessor o f  the  golden 
touch, died several thousand years ago, 
and we have n o t heard of any  one who, 
in  modem times, possessed s im ilar gifts.

There is noth ing  miraculous about the 
fac t th a t th e  w ealth  of th is country 
creased 50 per cent, in  ten years, as 
know th a t th e  additional w ealth i 
created by  th e  h a rd  w ork of millions of 
fanners, factory hands, miners, lum ber­
men, fishermen, and  other toilers. Wo 
know perfectly well who produced the 
$22,000,000,000 of increase in  our aggre­
gate w ealth , and the  only th ing  th a t 
concerns us is to  discover w hether those 
who produced th is  increase in  w ealth 
obtained any  benefit from  i t  o r  n o t  
For th is  purpose i t  w ill be necessary to 
make inquiries fo r the  purpose of dis­
covering who took possession of the 
$22,000,000,000.

Estim ates m ade in  the  m ost carefnl 
manner show th a t on J an . 1, 1890, of the 
$60,000,000,000 o f  w ealth  in  the  U nited 
States, 30,000 leading capitalists pos­
sessed $36,250,000,000, leaving $29,750, 
000,000 for th e  rem aining 63,000,000 i 
habitants. I t  is  quite plain, therefore, 
th a t a lthough our farm ers, artisans and 
other toilers produced the  surplus of 
$22,000,000,000, a  few capitalists ab­
sorbed m ost of i t  

The destination of w ealth  in  th is coun­
try  is as well known as the  origin, as 
everybody can see th a t th e  poor are  be­
coming poorer and  the  rich  richer every 
day. Everybody m ust also be capable 
of seeing th a t th is process cannot go 
forever, as A mericans are  too indepen­
den t to  allow  themselves to  become the  
slaves of a  few  thousands of plutocrats, 
who, unless a  change be brought about, 
w ill, in  about tw enty-five years, as wo 
can  prove conclusively, own the  whole 
country. W e m aintain th a t th is in ­
iquitous concentration of w ealth  is due 
w holly to  the  fac t t h a t th e  accum ulative 
capacity o f  money is tw ice  as great 
the  accum ulative capacity of labor.

I t  w ill be seen th a t the  toilers of the 
U nited States annually  produce by the ir 
labor a ll th e  people of th is country  eat, 
drink  and wear during  the  year, and 
m ake up  a ll deficiencies arising from  de­
cay, fires, etc. In  addition to  th is they 
annually  add 4 per cent, to  the  to tal 
w ealth in  the  country  a t  th e  beginning 
of the  year.

The question we have now to  discuss 
is w hat should be done w ith th e  surplus 
o f 4 per cent. Should the  surplus 
capital or to  labor? W e th ink  i t  should 
be divided equally between them —that 
is, th a t 2 per cent, should go  to  capital 
and  2 per c e n t  to  labor.

The farm ers and a rtisans of the  U nit­
ed States should have found themselves 
$11,060,000,000 richer on  Jan. 
th a n  on Jan . 1, 1880, on account of re­
ceiving 3 per c e n t of the  aggregate in­
crease o f w ealth  each year. I t  is a  well 
known f a c t  however, th a t n o t only were 
our farm ers and  artisans no t richer by 
$11,000,000,000 a t  the  end of th e  decade 
—as they would have been had they  re- 

'  justice—b u t they were actually  
m uch poorer than  a t  the  beginning of 
th a t period. The cause of th is is  no t far 
to  seek. The owners of th e  capital 
the  country  n o t only appropriated the 
entire  $22,000,000,000 of increase, but 
also a  large  p a rt of the  property owned 

the  farm ers and  artisans a t the  be­
ginning of the  decade.—San Francisco 
Argonaut.

A  Parisian correspondent w rites to 

the  N ew  Y ork Commercial A dvertiser:
In  the  Middle Ages i t  was customary,

I t  is  needless to  say th a t th e  anarchist 
alw ays confesses him self beaten a t  the 
end of the  discussion, or to  add th a t no 
in terruption or interpellation or observa­
tion is to lerated from  th e  public.

c ity  was rem arkable in  m any resprcl 
Crceton Is tho metropolis of tho hi 
grass region o f  southw est Iowa, with 
has alw ays been a  stronghold of an 
monopoly. There was very little  ad­
vertising of tho convention, and ver. 
few of tho citizens of Creston know thu 
they were being honored w ith the ir fir; 
s ta te  convention. Yot the re  w as a  largo 
attondanco, and a  th ree  days’ session of 
profound in terest to  a ll tho participant. 
T o  thoso who closely observed the  charac­
te r  of tho  men who attended this 
vention there  was a  revelation of the 
secret of the  strength  of the  A lliance 
movement. T hey were represontativi 
farmers of inflnence and  streng th  
Every delegate was a  m an whoso face 
showed no t only intelligence bu t 

’lu te  earnestness of purpose. One of the 
m ost significant featnrcs aboutthose mui 
was the  fac t th a t they  w ere men ol 
means—the business men of tho  agri* 
cultu ral classes. N ot one of them was 
rich , as th a t te rm  is  now understood, 
b u t they had obtained succees in  farm ing 
by their own talents and energy, despite 
the  obstacles which class legislation has 
throw n across the ir  paths. Anothei 
characteristic of tho men in  attondanco 
upon the  Creston convention is worthy 
of note. Fonr-fifths of them  stopped al 
cheap hotels and  boarding houses, and 
no t one o f them  patronized the  num er­
ous drink ing  resorta w hich abound in 
th is progressive city. F ru g a lity  and 
tem perance are  tho ru le  of life among 
the  leaders of the  Farm ers’ Alliance

These well to  do farm ers w ho practice 
frugality  and tem peranco and  who 
the  loaders of th is g rea t m ovem ent are 
personally unselfish men who have cou- 
socrated " th e ir  livos, the ir fortunes and 
th e ir  sacred honor" to  tho cause of their 
less fo rtunate  brethren. T heir leaders 
a re  n o t office seeking demagogues, as 
has often been charged. A t the  v ery in 
ception of the  m ovem ent these would be 
leaders were shelved a s  back num bers 
a nd  a re  only used occasionally for refer­
ence.—Creston Cor.

The Condition In California.
The m ortgages on farm  lands are  in­

creasing in  num bers a t  a  very rap id  rate  
th roughout the  U nited  States, and  Cali­
fornia is no t be tter  th a n  the  rest of the 
Union in  th is  respect. D uring th e  last 
tw o years the  m ortgages npon the  real 
estate of California, outside of San F ran ­
cisco, increased abou t ( 21,000,000, while
the  improvements, such as the  erection 
of buildings, fences, e tc ., m ade npon the 
same real estate am ounted in  value to 
about (2,000,000. I t  is plain, therefore, 
tha t, w hile the  people of th e  country  dis­
tr ic ts  of th is sta te  have borrowed ( 21,- 
000,000, they have spent only (3,000,000 

such improvements as we have m en­
tioned. W hat havo they  done w ith the 
re s t of th e  money they borrowed? We 
th ink  i t  probable th a t th is  question can 
be tru ly  answered by saying th a t the 
fanners, being unable to  m ake a  living 
for themselves and the ir families by their 
labor, a re  compelled to  live on their 
capital.

I t  is said th a t the  average annual in­
come of the  A m erican farm er is only 

This represents no t only the 
fru its  of his own labor, b u t th a t of his 
wife and fam ily as well. I t  is said, also, 
th a t w hile the  farm ers are  paying from 
7 to  10 per cent, fo r the  use of money, 
the ir average profits do n o t am ount to 
more than  5 per cent, on the  capital in­
vested. I t  can  easily be seen tha t, i f  a 
farm er pays ou t 7 per cent, every year, 
and takes in  only 5 per c en t.,he  m nstiu - 
crease the  principal which he owes to 
the  money lender by m ortgaging his 
land for more and  m ore money, u n til ho 
loses i t  altogether.—San Francisco Argo-

W here the  'strong 
men, m addened by  tho tears  o f w ife and 
cries of starv ing  children,’ a re  to  bo 
found, wo are  also ignorant, and 
very m uch fear t h a t the  venerable prel­
a te  has been carried  aw ay  by  h is im ag­
ination to  aver th a t w hich is no t so.

“ The poor in  th is country  are  poor, to  
bo sure, b u t they are  by no  m eans the 
w retched creatures h e  supposes them  to 
be. They are  very m uch better off than 
they ever were before in  the  h istory of 
tho world, and  the ir  condition is steadily 
im proving, though in  tho na tu re  of 
things, and  ns i t  has been from  tho  be­
ginning of society, th is improvement 
gradual and n o t spasmodic."

Tho New  York H erald of the  same 
date  says in  an ed itorial: "T hings have 
changed during  th e  last tw enty  years. 
There is now on tho  average a  round 
million men, a  vast a rm y, constantly 
o u t of work. Com petition has c u t down 
tho wages of tho laborer and employ 
m en t is uncertain.”

New York Got tin
T ho bureau of sta tistics of labor of 

New Y ork has received the  gold medal 
and certififato  from  the  In ternational 
exposition held in  F rance in  September, 
1889. The reports of th e  bureau, as well 
a s  th e  method of its  w ork, w ith  other 
inform ation, w ere sen t to  F rance  along 
w ith the  same reports o f m any other 
states. Now Y ork s ta te  took the  palm, 
and  tho reception of the  handsome gold 
medal and  diplom a is  a  h igh compliment 
to  the  labor bureau.

Tho diplom a is characteristically  
French a r t  and  o f th e  usual standard 
of excellence. The w reaths and  group­
ing  of significant objects and  figures are 
handsome. T ho diplom a is very appro­
priate. I t  w ill be fram ed and  hung  as a 
trophy on the  w alls of the  labor bureau. 
I t contains the  following inscription:

Republiqne Francaise. M inistere Du 
Commerce do ITndustrie e t dea Col­
onies.

TO TEST THE LAW .

D. Ju s tin  McCarthy has prepared the 
brief In th e  appeal case of The Peopb 
vs. Daniel Cummings, and It will be ar­
gued by Jam es E. McBride before the 
Supreme court May 5. T he case Is tha t 
wherein D aniel Cummings of th is city 
was sentenced a t Muskegon by Judge 
Dickerson of the  Muskegon c ircu it on 
May 19, 1890, for stealing a  horse, har­
ness and buggy. T he Jadge Imposed 
undeterm lnate sentence th a t would c  
fine Cummings In tbo s ta te  hou-e of cor­
rection for a  period of not less than two 
years or more than  four, a t the  discre­
tion of the  board of control.

T he points raised by Cummings' a t­
torneys are, first, th a t the Judge exceed 
h it  au thority  as the  law fixes the  maxi 
mum punishm ent a t  five years and the 
minimum a t one day and the  Judge hav­
ing fixed the minimum punishm ent at 
two years and the  maximum a t four 
years, erred.
