way company. T he scheme was hatched 
by C lark  and  O ongtr a t  ihe  conference, 
heretofore m entioned, a fte r  m idnight on 
Friday  night. T he company and  Its 
boodled a lly  were evidently playing a 
losing game— popular opinion had con­
demned both—and they fe lt th a t some­
thing  m ost be done. Why not call 
a  mass m eeting? Aye; b u t a  meeting 
called openly and above b ia rd , would 
surely s it down on the  company and al< 
Its o rgans I t  m ust be done qu ietly  and 
secretly  as possible, and packed to  avoid 
m a k in g  action against iho company, 
even to  th e  suggestion of arbitra tion  
Clark originated th e  Ides, b u t he was too 
closely connected with th e  company’s In 
terests to  carry  I t ou t, his servile, 
cringing, hired  tool could and did do the 
d irty  work. I t e a i  s r ra n g e l th a t Coa- 
g  r  should see a  few Repub leans known 
to  be In fear of Mayor U ni’s political 
prestige, and w aiting for a  chance to 
deal him an underhanded blow, and  If 
they looked with favor upon the  trick  li 
was to  be p la ted .

Conger came down eatly  Saturday 
m orning and had  a  conference w i.h a 
Select few of ih e  Republican leaders, 
whn readily fell In w ith his suggestions.

E  F . Sweet, Adolph Leltelt, Col. M A 
A ldrich, J .  W. Rosenthal, L. E  H awkins, 
C.H -Bender. C C Comstock, W .S  Gunn, 
I. C. H atch , G. W. Thompson and Mayor 
Uhl signed th e  call. In fac t everybody 
signed th a t was asked—no man who has 
any regard  for the  good of the  city would 
decline—b u t had  they known of the  trap  
th a t  was laid fo r them  none of the  Dcm 
ccra ts  would have signed, aud m snyo f 
the  Republicans would have indignantly 
declined. Conger's nam e was modestly 
placed n ear th e  bottom of the  lis t to  In­
dicate  th a t  he was one of the  last ap­
proached.

Conger and one H . R  Johnson circu­
la r  d the call, and a fte r  the  meeting be­
cam e a  certain ty  Ihe la tte r  could not 
control his m onth He said the  meeting 
would be a  g rea t dem onstratlo ; they 
wonld m ake It warm for Uni. I t  was 
known th a t Mayor U hl had  m ads ar-

H aving been assured a  good a tten d ­
ance the  schem ers next proceeded to 
m ake arrangem ents to  ru n  th e  meeting 
In accordance w ith the ir  plans and 
squelch any a ttem pted  action looking '< 
a rb itra tion  o r  a  settlem ent of the  strike  
Speakers were secured to  "g ive  It to  the 
m ayor,” and the  paid o rgans of th e  com­
pany were requested to  engage sten 
ographers to  ta k e  the  speeches, pubhst 
them , and  send th e ir  bills to  the  com 
pany. Cnarles R  Sllgh was selected to 
preside and  E. F . Sweet, a  Democrat. 
Innocently w alked Into the  trap  and 
readily consented to  p resen t th e  resolu

ould fom ent disorder, and the  strikers 
themselves had pledged themselves Vo 
discountenance acts of violence, and 
pa tted  resolutions fully as effective and 
far-reachlr g as those adopted by the 
board of trade  meeting. In  fac t, con­
sidering the  aggravations and In tuits 
heaped upon w orkingmen by the  com­
pany and Its boodled organs, the re  hat 
been little  d isorder and few serious ols- 
turbances—much less than  was really 
desired by th e  company and  Its hireling 
editors.

T he E agle and Tolegram -Herald by 
th e ir  sneaking, cowardly trea tm en t of 
th e  strike, have ably assisted the  com­
pany In Its efforts to  Incite disturbance 
for Ihe purpose of d iverting public opln- 

from the  cause of th e  s tr ike  and 
tu rning It against the  labor unions. 
W ith th is end In view they m isrepre­
sented the  motives of the  strikers , mag­
nified every disturbance, published false­
hoods about the  actions of the  Central

E ven the  birds teemed to  sing 
of peace an earth , good will tow ard meu, 
and a t  bro thers H ollister, Penney and 
Butterfield dropped Into the ir places In 
th e  tanclna rles , th e ir  faces te tm ad to 
bear the  sam e calm , benign and  Qod 
like  looks th a t usually predominate, and 
th a t  s tand  for brotherly  love and good­
will. B rother Penney d idn 't look a t all 
a t though ho desired to  pull down the 
pillars of th e  church  or annihila te  a 
bro ther, who h a t been sitting  up  la te  at 
nigh t w ithout h is assistance, support or 
counsel, to  devise ways and  m eans for 
th e  suppression of w ro n g ,'  w hile he 
slept. T here  was noth ing  In h is mako- 
np to denote a  m oral coward. 
He wore th e  eye and bearing 
of one willing to  give counsel aud 
assist a  public official In perform ing 
expected, unforeseen, u n na tu ra l and 
duous duties. As I  looked upon 
tace I  though w hat If an even hundred 
such men bad come together la  secret, 
secretly and decisively had pltdged them­
selves to  support the  mayor In his 
efforts to  have law and order reign, and 
had then  made th is known to the  mayor, 
how the  big h e a r t of one of the  best and 
noblest mayors G rand Rapids had ever 
seen would nave throbbed with Joy; how 
strong his arm s would have become thns 
upheld. Calmly aud honestly th e  p res­
e n t tim e team s to  call ra th e r  for sup­
porters th a n  a stallers, to  f a r  a t  the 
mayor of the  good city of Grand Rapid, 
la concerned.

If  a  puollc meeting had been called— 
and the re  It tim e for I t y e t - o f  Ihote eli- 
liens, Irrespective of pa rty  affiliations, 
who are  w illing to  stand  by Mayor Uhl 
and his proclam ation; th a t  should ap ­
point, say 20 of the  very beat citizens as 
a  committee to  confer and advise with 
th e  mayor a t  th is critical period, rather 
th a n  to  denounce him w ithout conaldor- 
tlon, H artm an 's hall would be found 
altogether too small to r th e  crowd 
of law abiding, respectable c iti­
zens who would seek adm ittance. It, 
I t alw ays easier to  denounce th a n  up­
hold—the form er causes m uscular ex­
ertions of the  Jaws only, th e  la tte r  calls 
for th e  exertions of th e  brain  and the 
muscles of the  en tire  body. A fter aa 
unusual crisis Is passed I t is easy enough 
to  create  a  little  party  cap ita l or a  little  
persenul prominence by denouncing the 
head of th e  city governm ent, no matter 
how wise citizens we may be ourselves 
how- fecund In emergency Ideas, how 
quick to  a c t and, certain ly , how able to 
advise those who a re  "socially and per 
sonally" our friends. A  good friend Is 
he who will give aid  and  not stand  back 
w ithin his castle  to  te ll. In a fte r  days, ol 
how h is personal righ ts  have been en­
dangered or of how he would have saved 
th e  city  In a  perilous hou r had he but 
held th e  scepter. A small b it of cool 
blood Is w orth more In a  perilous hour 
than  a  whole barrel fu ll of boiling gall, 
pou rtd  ou t a fte r  th e  crisis has passed. 
A rtem us W ard’s kangaroo was described 
as an "am using  little  cuss, th a t  made 
lots of noise and  cu t np  many capers, 
bu t never did anyone any ha rm .” I  al­
ways Instinctively th ink  of Col. Joe 
Penney and th is  kangaroo a t  th e  same 
time. I  never knew th e  kangaroo, so 1 
may, perhaps, do him an Injustice; but 
I  have known Col. Joe  thes. 
fifteen years o r more, and I have seen 
him pour fo rth  viols of v ituperation 
upon many occasions. I t  Is easy for him 
to be on the  off side, and w hile he and 1 
are  social and personal friends, I  wish to  
do him no Injustice and oaly refer to 
him In th is  personal way to  m ake mj 
poin t plain. Messrs. Hollister, B utter­
field, G ilbert, Comstock, Thompson. 
W anty and P a tton  would make excellent 
members of an advisory committee, to 
m eet with the  mayor and devise ways

She Lectures on the  Condition or the
Poor In London nnd the  Labor Move­
ment In Greet B ritain—Uow This Good
Women Looks and Talks.
F o r  tho Inst tw elve yenra Mrs. Annie 

Besant has given a lm ost h e r en tire  tim o 
to  studying  the  condition o f tho poor of 
London. Sho has labored for them  in 
the  slum s, calling npon them  to aw ake 
to  a  realization of w hat they  are  and 
w hat they should be. She has wielded 
tho  pen w ith unusnal pow er in  th e ir  in­
terest, and from  tho  pla tfo rm  has ind ic t­
ed tho  system  th a t has dug  a  ohaem be­
tween tho idlo r ich  and  industrioae  poor. 
A nd in  addition to  all her ha rd  and  fre­
quently  thankless w ork  she has saori- 
ficed nnd suffered as few h a re  over done 
for any cause.

Mrs. Besant w as for a  long Haia rec­
ognized as one of tho leaders of the  ad­
vanced labor m ovem ent in  E ngland, as 
a n  apostle of socialism, w hich moans in  
th a t coun try  tho “ now trades unionism ." 
Of la te  sho has been g iving m ost o f her 
tim o to  w riting  and  lecturing  on  theos­
ophy, b u t  her views of tho social or 
labor question are  the  sam e as they  were 
tw o years ago, and  her desire to  a id  the 
common people is a s  strong  as ever. 
Mrs. B esant recen tly  delivered three 
lectures on tho  social question in  New 
York, and i t  is m y purpose to  h ere give 
th e  substance of w hat she said. B ut 
first, for the  benefit of those w ho have 
never seen her, I  w ill try  to  give a  de­
scription o f th is g rand  woman.

bocauso we th in k  of ourselves in ­
stead of others. You m ay change your 
politics and a lter your systems, b u t you 
w ill never ge t r id  of these extrem es until

In London, w ith  its  population o f be­

tw een 8,000,000 am i 1,000,000, one in 
every five dies in  th e  workhouse, hospital 

j a i l  T h is condition w as largely 
brought abou t by  overproduction 
industria l world. In  London the re  were 
thousands of skillful, honest and  indus­
trious workm en who were unable to  get 
w ork because th e  very industry  had  pro­
duced a  g lu t in  tho  m arket.

T he social reform ers tr ie d  t o  cure  this 
evil, b u t the  workm en had  the  bad  taste 

f laun t the ir  rage in  the  face of the 
rich. The speaker became incisively 
sarcastic w hen she said, " I f  theee people 
w ill starve  w hy don’t they  have the  good 

do i t  in  silence?* T hen the  sol­
d iers w ere called ou t, and they killed 
few  men, b u t th a t did no t solve the  rid ­
dle, fo r society can never be  cured  of its 
ulcers by  killing men. L aw  should be 
the  expression of an enlightened con
science.

W hen anarchy  comes those w ho have 
sown th e  seeds of a narchy  m ust be 
b lam ed. The English nobles were m ush 
rooms, th e  dukes stru tted  around with 
fine feathers like barnyard  fowl, 
ployes w ere now called "hands."  Con­
sequently th e  employed nnd th e  employ­
e r hated each other cordially.

A nother th ing  which m ade tho  s itua ­
tion worse w as th a t education w as m ak­
ing  men in to leran t of poverty, 
give education and  deny justice you 
shiver dvfliaation. I t  was tho d u ty  of 

ited m iddle classes to  hold the  
tw o extrem es together in  unity . Mrs. 
B esant then  introduced the  qnw tions of 
religion and m aterialism .

She said th a t there  had  been a  divorce 
between religion and  m orals. Tho 
Hgion o f today was organized hypocrisy, 
kept up by  tho w ealthy to  insure snb- 
miasion of th e  masses. An archbishop 
of England reoeivod *75,000 a  year, and 
preached from  the  te x t "Blessed are  tho 
poor." The bishop of Peterborough said 
th a t if  tho Sermon on tho M ount were 
carried ou t society would n o t hold to­
gether for a  week.

Society w ould b e  saved i f  enough 
took hold o f  I t  in  tim e. T his would be 
done through the  evolution of sp iritua li­
ty  and its  accompanim ents of love, pity  
and  tenderness. Mrs. Besant closed her 
rem arks w ith  the  expression, “ Purify  
yoursolvce, and  o u t of the  p u rity  o f each 
shall grow  th e  flower of perfect pu rity .” 

T h e  labor movement in  England. 
The th ird  and  h u t lecture of the  aei 

w as npon "T he Labor M ovement
." Mrs. Besant sketched the  

history o f lebor ag itation  and  organiza­
tion in  G reat B rita in  since the  first 
forts a t  combination. She to ld  of the 
alm ost insurm ountable  difficulties which 
the  w orkers had  to  m eet from  1830 
1874, during  all of which tim o unions 
were illegal, and  those who joined them 
o r  partietpatod in  the ir proceedings 

tenable to  tho  laws as crim inal.. 
T hat those who w ere brave enough to 
t ry  to  be tter  the ir condition were perse­
cuted goes w ithout Baying. T hen came 
the  tim o, sixteen years ago, when the 

w ere recognized by law  and  a l­
lowed charters tho same as o the r organi-

and sleeping on the  cold stone* til l atoxa 
ing  in  order to  secure a  good podtiec 
near th e  gate*, w aiting for the  chanoe 
which often comes les* than  once a  week 
to  w ork for a  few  hours, a t  a  m eet peril­
ous occupation, fo r n ine cen ts an hour; 
of the  needlewomen who make bu tton ­
holes a t  tw o cents a  dozen, and  who, if 
they w ork very fast, can  m ake eleven 
buttonholes in  an hour, and  of other 
p itifu l features of the  ha rd  struggle for 
life in  the  grea t d ty .

 ______ e l iv e  for the  aeaiataneo of tho
etato, in  the  m atter of regula ting  home 
of labor and atao in  controlling works 
whose functions are of a  public charac- 
t<x. T his Is the  socialism of England, 
and  the  “ new trades unionism" is  gen­
era lly  under tho guidance of socialists.

Mrs. Besant referred to  some of the 
groat struggles th a t organized labor in  
E ngland has engaged in , giving some­
w hat in  de ta il the  successful s tr ike  of 
tho m atch  g irls  of th ree  years ago, and 
the  dockers’ strike, w hich w as also a 
•access. She paid John Burns a  high 
com plim ent aa a  brave  and  inteUigent 
m an. Of course sho spoke extensively 
of th e  condition o f the  wageworkers, 
bu t, necessarily, her rem arks in  this 
connection were very sim ilar to  her u t­
terances in  the  o the r lectnres.

Tho lectures ware a ttended by well to 
do people, who are  interested in  the  great 
question of th s  day, and i t  is likely th a t 
good resu lts w ill follow.
