NO SHOOTING N EEDED -
We do n e t believe th a t policemen 

should be armed with revolvers and 
placed on every car of the  stree t railway. 
I I  Is perhaps proper to  man every car 
w ith a policeman carrying a  club that 
should be used In a  corrective way or In 
self defense when making arrests fo r In­
terfering with the peaceable rnnulag  of 
the  cars, bu t II certainly wonld be more 
dangerous to  have the  pellcemaa on the 
cars arm ed with a  revolver than  n o t to 
armed. A mad, or Indiscreet man might 
Inflict death by an Injastlflable shot, and 
the consequences m ight be deplorable If 
no t dreadful.

The true  remedy for this s ta te  of law­
lessness Is In the  hands of the  s tree t rail­
way officials more than  the  city authori­
ties. T here  should be no delay about 
using It. Pride  and stubborness should 
bo pu t aside and In the ir slead falruess 
and reason Installed. T bls Is no t a ba t­
tle  for blood and carnage, I t Is simply an 
earnest p rotest by honest labor against 
tyranlcal and un ju st terms.

Some of the  ancient beliefs of tho B ud­
dhists are  calculated to  frigh ten  tho  fa ith ­
fu l and vividly portray the  horrible pun­
ishm ent that, aw aits th e  sinful m an after 
he closes h is earthly career, w hile others, 
w ith charming sim plicity, show th a t the 
grea test aim  of tho Hindoo religion is 
the  release from  existence.

The doctrine of the  transm igration of 
souls and  a  hope for a  betto r fate 
future life are  the  principal foundations 
upon w hich Buddhism rests. Nagasaki, 
where I  resided for m any years, was 
famed for th e  splendid festivals in  honor 
of Buddah. o r G autam a, th e  founder of 
the  religion. Owing to  tho w ork of 
missionaries and  the  consequent spread 
of Christianity  in  Japan , m any of the  
religions fetes are  no  longer publicly ob­
served, and  the  one of which I  am  abont 
to  speak had  its last grand celebra tion ;-  
1888, ju s t before I  le ft Nagasaki.

DBOORATED GBAVBTAHDS. 
called the  M atsidri a nd  was held 

during th e  last week in  A ugust 
f irst w eek in  September, continuing four 
days. These days were se t aside for tho 
reception of the  sp irits of tho dead, who,

"  ig to  a  legendary belief, retu rn  
year to  th e ir  old homes. For 

m any weeks previous to  th e  festival 
preparations had  been in  progress. The 
houses of the  believers had all been care­
fully  sw ept, cleaned and  polished, and 
the  home a ltars, w hich are  to  be found 
in  every native  house, had been redeco­
ra ted  and  refurnished. The in terio r of 
a ll the  buildings had been profusely 
adorned w ith  flowers, the  s treets had 
been repaired and  th e  whole c ity  was 
clothed in  holiday a ttire.

On th e  m orning of th e  first day the  
dead were received w ith m uch  ceremony 

the  graveyard, which is  in  a  beautiful 
grove. E ach mound was profusely dec­
orated w ith lighted lan terns and gar­
lands of m any colored paper globes hung 
from  tree to  tree. On the  top of every 
grave food of the  dain tiest k ind was 
spread in  a  tem ptingm anner and  in  quan- 

sufficient to  appease th e  appetites 
i arm y of the  hungriest k ind of

o s. On m a ts  spread about the
graves sa t all tho  liv ing  descendants of 
the  person w ho had been buried in  tha t 
particu lar spot. N ot a  single tom b was 
neglected. I f  in  th e  course of years tho 
fam ily of any one of the  silen t sleepers 
h ad  completely died on t h is grave had 
been embellished and  supplied by  stran-

8 The spirits were supposed to  ari-ivoand 
depart by  w ater from  tho sea, and for 
four days and nights th e  living commune 
w ith  the ir dead and  w ere w ith  them  ' 

T he souls of the  departed w 
supposed to  hover around the  tombs like 
substan tia l visible beings, and  they were 
treated w ith every atten tion  due to  sacred 
and  distinguished visitors from  the  other 
world.

T he n igh t of the  second day was de­
voted to  a  grand  terpsichorean enterta in ­
m ent or sp ir it dance, and  th e  graveyard 

transform ed for once in to  a  ball 
room, where ghostly dancers were sup­
posed to  hold revelry.

A SPLENDID SIGHT.
The scenes m ade a  strong and 

lasting impression on me. The nigh t 
yvas perfect, the  moon w as a t  its  fu ll and 
th e  a ir  was f rag ran t w ith  the  perfumes 
of thousands of flowers. Myriads 
lights were flickering on th e  hillsides 
which surround tho city, and  the  colored 
lan terns swayed gen tly  to  and  fro, keep­
ing  tim e to  th e  chim es of th e  silvery 
bells in  the  tem ple tow er, which fu r­
nished tho  m usic fo r the  m ystic en ter­
tainm ent. A round an artificial lake ' 
the  center of th e  graveyard the people 
knelt in  silen t devotion, w orshiping 
the  shrine of Buddha, whose emblem, 
the  lo tu s  flower, rose from  the  middle 
the  hike.

E very one o f th e  four days and n ights 
b rought new  surprises and ceremonies, 
m any of th e  la tte r  being held in  the 
tem ple, th e  doors of w hich were closed 
and guarded against the  entrance 
infidels. On the  last nigh t—o r the  nigh t 
o f nights, as i t  w as called—a  grand  pro­
cession finished the  festival. Thopeoph 
m arched in  parade to  escort th e ir  spirit 
visitors to  tho w ater fron t, w here they 
w ere to  depart.

Boatmen carried on  the ir shoulders 
gigantic c ra ft b u ilt of wood and  straw, 
in  w hich th e  dead were supposed to  be 
seated, and w hich was to  convey them 
back to  sp irit land and  to  Ohato, 
great father beyond tho  sea. T his boat, 
which is  called Fukuy, 
piece of Japanese carpentry. I t  was 

ty  fee t long and  had a  statcly 
w ith a  huge sail which bore iu  native 
characters tho inscription, "Naidinama- 
widi," a  w ord w hich is symbolic 
G autam a's greatness.

T his boat, artistically  a nd  richly deco­
rated, was launched w ith  m uch cere­
m ony a fte r the  last spirit had  been em­
braced and , figuratively speaking, had 
taken h is seat on board. I t  w as then
