So far as 
n be learned nothing has ever been 
Id up to  tb e  present th a t could reflect 

Mr. Horne's character. Now, how­
ever, the  pastor la accused of kissing tho 
young and good looking members of his 

gregatlon, and the  ladles say he has 
done It against the ir will. T he leaders 
In the little  congregation hsve endeav­
ored to  hush up  th s  m atter. T he al- 

ged kissing practices of Rev. H r. 
Horne were first noised abroad about 
Christmas last.

Mr. Horne took charge of the 
church there waf a  membership of about 
forty, bu t since these exposures the  at­
tendance a t  the  regular services had 
fallen to  about th irty . N ot only the  of­
ficers ot the  church, b u t other people 
outside of th e  parish have endeavored to 
smooth over m atters so th a t there would 
be no public scandal.

T he specific charge against Mr. Horne 
th a t he did a t a ll times, when oppor­

tun ity  offered, hug and kiss the  young 
and a ttrac tiv e  female members of his 
flock. I t  was alleged th a t he pursued this 
course noton ly  In bu t on t of the  church, 
and w ithout asking permission In factso

“ W hen I  spoke about the  m atter to 
Mr. Lilly, In whose house the  kissing 
took place, he hushed the m atter up  and 
refused to  have anything to  do with 
bringing the  esse to  th e  a tten tion  of the  
public. Besides th is the  church author­
ities have refused to give me any c erti­
ficate of membership until I  have attend­
ed eervlces a t the  church for a  certain 
length of tim e and have p aid up  all my 
dues. T his I  declined to  do, and have 
remained away from church since tha t

"A fte r Mr. Horne had kissed me he 
excused himself by saying th a t he did 
no t know w hat was th s  m atter with him 
and asked me not to  say anything about 
It, bu t afterw ard, when I  had spoken of 
the affair, he said, 'Oh, lot her ta lk ; no 
one will believe her.’ People who had 
heard of It and who are  connected with 
the church advised ms no t to  say any­
thing, as they said It would reflect on 
my character.

Mr. Horne was mot at 
borne bu t It was said th a t he could be 
found a t  the printing establishment of 
Wykoff, Hollenbeck A Co., on Fulton 
street, Nsw York where he 1s employed 
as a  proof reader.
