of violence and disorder, except yelling 
" scab"  a t  the  cars, helped the  company. 
In  fac t M anager Ohapman b lm se'f Is 
reported to  have said In speaking of the 
s trikers: " rh e y ’ll b gin to  raise h —I 
p re tty  soon and  the  donations won’t 
come In so fast."

T he Cherry s tree t mob caused the 
board of trade  meeting, which was I . - 
tended to  tu rn  public opinion against the 
s trikers . T h a t I t did no t have the  effect 
Intended was no t due to  th e  actions c I 
those who concocted the  achome, b u t to 
the  hot-headed speakers. Owing to  their 
outrageous Insults to  the  workingmen of 
the  city  th e  s tr ike rs  gained In pnbll: 
sym pathy and financial support, and 
could Injure the ir cause more than  mon- 
outrages.

W hile adm itting the  facts sta ted  above 
tho  detectives, until yesterday, h a v - 
scouted the  Idea th a t the  S tree t Railway 
company would sloop so low a t  to  hire 
men to Incite r io t and bloodshed. O : 
being confronted w ith th e  evidence pre­
sented by the  Morning P re s s  yesterday 
m orning they adm itted " I t  m ight be 
r ig h t” and said th a t  they were d e te r­
mined to  find th e  men who have been a 
the  very bottom of the  deviltry. One of 
them  advanced the  theory th a t  If ac t. 
of violence had been Instigated by th- 
company, It was c o t done tbrougl, 
men hired on the  streets, h u . 
by a  P inkerton detective wh 
came here as a  "scab" b u t was easily In­
duced to  Join the  union aud a ttend  thu 
meetings where he was the first to advo 
c ate  violence. He had w atched such i 
man and the  s tr ike rs  say th a t such , 
man was with them  for three weeks bu 
he Is gone now The detectives hav-. 
m ade many a rrests and have obtained 
several confessions, a ll from men wh. 
w ere Influenced to  participated In the 
" ou trages"  by others, but Just who "p u t 
op  the  Job" they are  unable to tell. Tn. 
detectives say they are  going to the  bot­
tom of th e  whole affair and they wll 
have th e  ‘ rlng-leadere" before they 
quit.

K a n sa s  C ity , Ju n e  13 —The trea  
ment of "g ra ftin g  was made a  success 
In th is c ity  In a  case In which desperate 
measures were necessary. T he pa tien t 
was A. C. Fulkerson, a  laundrym an, who 
fell Into a  va t of boiling soap nearly 
year ago. Almost all tho 11 sh from his 
knees down was burned off although he 
was In the  vat less than  th ree  seconds. 
His sufferings were terrible. Dr. L. A. 
Berger was given charge of the  case, a ftrr 
th ree  weeks had elapsed. He concluded 
the  only way a  cu re  could be tffsc ltd  
was by skin grafting. Fulkerson agreed 
to  this and trea tm e n t was begun. For 
nearly  th ree  m onths It was continued, 
and 180 persons contributed tbe  neces­
sary grafts of akin S im s fur­
nished only one o r tw o but many 
gave up as many as tw enty and 
twenlyflve O ie - r  two submit­
ted to about th irty  g rafts  being 
taken  from them  and pne man cheerfully 
contributed 47. About 1,000 grafts In 
all wore used E tc h  and every g raft 
was small, about the  size of a  drop of 
water. They were taken mostly from 
arm s and legs. A tt-ndlng physicians, 
medical students and friends all united 
In the  contribution, bu t the g rea test part 
of the  grafting  was d  me on members of 
Knights of Pythias and old soldiers, of 
which Fulkerson Is a  member.

F irs t and foremost comes baseball. I t 
any one donbts the  universal popularity 
of this game, one afternoon upon the 
street w ill convince him  th a t the  Ameri­
can boys’ love of baseball has become 
hereditary. I t  seems alm ost a s i f ‘these 
boys no sooner le ft the  cradle than  a  base­
ball found its  way into their hands. They 
commence to  play as soon as they can 
roll a  ball across the  pavement.

Washing Away the  Earth.
A  French geologist h as made a  careful 

calculation of the  am ount of solid mat- 
yearly carried off in to  th e  ocean by 

the  action of the  rivers of th e  w orld and

duction of the  average height o f the  sur­
face of the  solid band is 0.000 inches each 
year.

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Fifteen hundred  m en nnd w omen a t 
Cincinnati, representing nnnnm bered 
thousands in  th ir ty  s ta te s  o f th is grea t 
conntry, w ith  one voico renounced their 
allegiance to  existing political parties 
and raised a  new banner under which 
they loyally enlisted. T hey  d id  th is  de­
liberately and  w ithout a n y  reservation. 
There were no secondary or unw orthy  
motives in  th e  m inds of any  of those 
men nnd women. They declared fo r a 
new  pa rty  because they solemnly be­
lieved th a t th e  w elfare of a ll th e  people 
demanded i t  I t  w as a  m omentous th ing  
to  do; i t  was a  trem endous responsibility 
to  assume. I t  is  im perative th a t  the  
people who took th is step should, a t  the  
very ou tse t of th e ir  revolt, b ring  them ­
selves face to  face w ith the  du ties which 
the ir action h as forced upon them.

T he new  pa rty  is  th e  f irst one w orthy 
of the  nam e w hich has come before the 
people since th e  w ar. T he Prohibition 
pa rty , th e  G reenback p a rty  and  the  o th­
ers never d id  and  never could g a in  the  
broad recognition of th e  masses because 
they have been parties o f one id e a .. The 
People’s  party , on th e  other h and , nnder-

I tabes to  deal w ith  a ll the  v ita l political 
issues of all the  people. I t  has no pot 
theory to  test. I t  is as democratic as 
the  D emocratic party , nnd as republican 
a s  th e  Republican pa rty . I t  boldly ac­
cuses both those parties of failure to  keep 
in  harm ony w ith the  tru e  sp irit of A m er­
ican institutions. The fundam enta l prin- 
ciplo of A m erican liberty , " th e  grea test 
good of the  grea test number,*1 has been 
violated in  unnum bered acts  of the  peo­
ple's servants. T he reform  w hich has 
been undertaken by  th e  new  pa rty  is a 
radical and  universal one. I t  appeals 
equally to  honest men of all partiee, all 
classes, all localities. R igh t hero lies 
th e  first du ty  and  the  first danger of the 
prom oters of th e  new  party.

T he pa rty  unquestionably h a s  its 
origin nnd chief support th u s  fa r  w ith 
the  agricu ltu rists of th e  country. I t 
could have no  purer, no  more auspicious 
h irth . B u t if  i t  is to  bo exclusively a 
farm ers' pa rty  i t  w ill foil u tte rly . N ot 
only are  th e  farm ers now in a  m inority  
in  th is  country, b u t a  pa rty  w hich is the  
organ of a  class w ill be unable to  hold 
th e  un ited  support even o f th a t cla ss. 
The co-operation of th e  people o f all 
classes w ho a re  oppressed by th e  same 
evils is indispensable. The victory 
would be a n  easy one i f  all whose in te r­
ests are  rea lly  iden tical would combine. 
How  is  such a  com bination to  be effected? 
T hat is  th e  first problem  for a ll w ho are  
participa ting  in  the  revo lt w hich is  npon

The first p a r t of th e  answ er is: By g iv­
ing  fu ll recognition to  th e  r ig h ts  and  in ­
terests of all w ho a re  your n a tu ra l allies. 
Selfishness in  th is  regard m eans self de­
struction. A nd the  re s t of the  answer 
is: By using every available m eans to  
convince you r to iling  b reth ren  in  cities 
and  tow ns th a t  pure  patrio tism  and  true  
regard for th e  welfare of all a re  the 
m ainsprings o f th e  p resent revolt.

The grea t industria l arm y o f the  na­
tion  which labors in  factories and  work 
shops has been deceived by demagogues, 
led by  th e  nose b y  political bosses and 
oppressed b y  corporate employers until 
th ey  are  as suspicious and  as m uch  ex­
asperated as th e  farm ers themselves. 
They do  n o t know  yet, the  m ass of them, 
th a t w hat they  need is  w hat th e  farm er 
needs, and  vice versa. The tru th  m ust 
be m ade c lea r to  them , a n d  th a t quickly.

In  order to  make a  com bination of 
these elem ents th a t  w ill be effectual in  
th e  nex t national cam paign no tim e 
m ust be w asted.

Submarine Cable from New York to 
Liverpool and Book—Esperlrnoe of a 
Ship T hat Ran In to  the  Mod.

Subm arine cables laid in  shallow  wa­
ters are  often exposed to  g rea ter risks 

d  rougher trea tm en t than the  great 
ocean cables, which sometimes cost their 
ow ners a  sm all fo rtune  in  repairs. N ot 
long ago a n  ocean going steam ship, in  
leaving h e r dock a t  Jersey City, plowed 
u p  the  soft bottom  w ith  her powerful 
propeller, and  secured a  costly  and  valu­
able catch  in  the  shape of about a  dozen 
subm arine cables, which enmeshed them ­
selves in  th e  b lades of the  propeller so 
effectively th a t all th e  cables were torn 
asunder, and  th e  ship had to  go in to  d ry  
dock to  clear her screw of the  garlands 
of iron, hem p and K erito  w ith w hich i t  a lm ost a t once. The cable, w hich is a 
had become embellished—not to  say e m -! seven conductor, K erite  m ake, has been 
barrassed down for abou t five years, and

m ost approvca m anner, according to  tne  
law s of harbor navigation, snatched it  
from  i ts  qu ie t resting place in  th e  silt, 
and a  stern b a ttle  between th e  pngno- 
cions propeller and  the  inoffensive and 
defenseless (though armored) cable en­
sued.

There is  a  citizen of Voldoeta w ho has 

h*d some Btartling experiences w ith 
poisonous snakes during  h is life. He is 
entirely  responsible, does not like no­
torie ty  and seldom talks of his advent­
u res w ith  reptiles, because he fears his 
recital of them  would no t be believed, 
and he docs no t care to  figure as a  Mun­
chausen among snake sto ry  tellers.

Some tim o ago ho was a ttrac ted  by  the  
laughing of a  child who was a t play in 
th e  fron t yard. Looking through tho 
window he discovered to  his horror th a t 
th e  child w as playing w ith a  great live 
rattlesnake, which sprang its w arning 
ra tt le  ju s t os the  child w as rescued from 
w hat would have been c ertain  death.

A t another tim e recently, w hile wad­
ing  m  a  branch, ho stepped on a  large 
w ater moccasin, and narrow ly escaped 
being b itten , as ho had crushed tho body 
of the  reptile and  aroused its  w rath. I t 
d id  show fight, however, chasing him 
to  d ry  land.

“ Chi s till another occasion," says this 
hero of m any  b attles w ith snakes, “ I  had 
cause to  tram p  a ll day w ith  some com­
panions in  a  sw am p, and  i t  was during 
snake tim e of th e  year. D uring th a t 
day  I  had tho m isfortune to  step on os 
m any as th ree  live and wriggling moc- 
caeins a t  different times, b u t had the  
good luck, a s  usual, to  got off w ithout 
having the ir  poisonous fangs struck  into 
m y flesh. No other one of th e  party  had 
any  such close calls. I t  all fell to  my 
lot.

“ A t another tim e, w hile I  was push­
in g  m y  w ay through a  th ick  and boggy 
swamp, one of m y fee t broke through 
tho moss covered m ud, and  i t  th rew  me 
forw ard. I  caught a t  a  tussock jn s t by 
me, and  th rew  m y hand on  a  large moc­
casin. I t  flinched, b u t d id  no t move. I  
w as stuck in  th e  mud. I ts  forked tongue 
flashed in  m y face! I  could n o t g e t up 
w ithout a  struggle, and  I  w as afraid to 
m ake the  effort, fearing th a t a  move­
m en t on m y p a rt would bring  a  strike 
in  th e  face. I  held m y breath, w hile my 
hand w ent to  m y belt, and  I  drew  there­
from  a  pistol. In  an in stan t I  go t in  the 
f irst blow, and  th e  snake's head w ent off.

“ Recently I  w as hun ting  cows in  the 
pine woods.

Suddenly the  beast th rew  
i ts  head down w ith  a  snort, and plowed 
th e  earth  w ith  bo th  fore hoofs in  a  des­
pera te  effort to  take  up. I  w ent over 
th e  horn o f th e  saddle and  a stride of the  
m ule 's neck, and  would have pitched 
over m y head on  the  spot had  I  no t seized 
th e  anim al's ears, one in  each hand , as I 
s truggled wildly to  preven t a  falL 
head a n d  chest w ent fu ll over its  head, 
b u t  m y g rip  on th e  long ears and m y foot 
locked around its  neck saved m e for the  
tim e.

“ Thus poised in  a  ridiculous a ttitude, 
m y beast regained its  footing, and then 
began backing and  slamm ing 
a gainst brush  and sapling, u n til I  rolled 
off on the  ground. W hen I  gained my 
fee t I  discovered a  large rattlesnake 
coil under a  palm etto bush, ju s t in  fron t 
of th e  spot where the  m ule m ade th e  des­
perate effort to  stop, and i f  I  h a d  gone 
over th e  an im al's head I  would have 
fallen head foremost upon the  deadly 
•vp**1”-
