TRUTHS FROM EUGENE V. DEBS, A
LEADING THINKER AND WORKER,
Tho Mighty Mustering of Mind Forees.
Trickery of Rascally Rallroad Barons,
Who Set Worker Against Worker—Tut
There In a New Light In the Heavens.

One of the questions up for debata re-
lates to the inauguration of a policy in
the Unitéd States which shall establish
on a permanent basis amicable relations
between employers and employes.

‘These relations, as a general proposi-
tion, to use a common phrase, are
“strained"—that is to eay, instead of
mutual confidence thero exists mutual
suspicion, the result being widespread
unrest, forebodings of evil too often
realized in industrial affairs.

Annually a certain amount of surplus
wealth is created. Statisticians present
the figures, and demonstrate that this
added wealth mounts mup to billions,
sums 50 vast as to bewilder the mind.

The axiomgtic truth is stated that la-
bor, and labor alone, creates this wealth.

In looking abroad—in taking a wide
survey of the situation and of conditions
—the conclusion is arrived at that in the
distribution of this surplus wealth labor
has never been justly treated.

WHERE THE LINE IS DRAWN.
It is just hero that the

nas not onty tmpoverishod tho farmots,
butit has robbed tho railrond employes
of fair pay, of honest wages, and thus
it happens that tho fagmors and tho em-
ployes have practically the same gr

This new departure has been brought
about by the organization of working-
men—not only the organization of num-
bers, physical force, but moral and in-
tellectual force; and the amount of this
force, its discipline and power, has
amazed the country and alarmed capi-
talists.

It is hield in circles far removed from
anarchists, socialists, communists, what-
ever such terms are supposed to mean,
that something must be done to greatly
modify present conditions if the conntry
is to have industrial peace. based upon
justice.

"“ARMED PEACE."

As things exist now, industrisl peace
is, to use an European term, “‘armed
peace.” Where a semblance of peace is
found it is patchwork, a combination of
fear and force, strategy on one side and
starvation on the other. The industrial
class is hungry, the employer cluss is
venal, a condition fruitful of enmities
which, steadily deepening into hatred,
must inevitably be productive of results
which cannot be thonght of with the
least degree of composure.
In the discussions of the antagonisms
found in industrial circles, the .central,
the pivotal point upon which every ar-
gument turns, radiates and/ conyerges
& that fhe producers of wealth are cease-
lessly impoverished, while the capital-
istic class is as steadily growing richer.
On the one hand, the most conservative
writers, the profoundest thinkers, to
whom the pages of the best publications
of the period are open, present the facts
and support them by arguments so co-
gent that the public no longer hesitates
to render the verdict that complaints of
roducers are just, and that remedies
must be sought and applied if the wide-
spread unrest is to be abated.

THE FARMERS ARE IN IT.

The farmers of the country ‘‘feed all,”
not only the home population, but the
surplus product of the farms of America
is the principal item of our foreixn com-
merce. Thess farmers declare the rates
of transportation so high that, as a gen-
eral proposition, the profits of farming
are swept away, and worse still, that
their capital, their investments in farms
and their equipment, is steadily absorbed
until bankruptey and ruin stare them in
the face. This grievance, it is shown by
state and national statistics, is not
trumped up, is not a vagary, but a grim
fact, and the farmers are organizing for
the purpose of finding a remedy. Noth-
ing within the entire realm of pradence
could be more natural.

These farmers start out upon the prop-
osition that railroad rates of transporta-
tion are to them ruinously exorbitant.
They show the figares, and demonstrate
that their products, their investments
and toil bring no profits, but, on the con-

trary, plunge thewm further and still fur-
ther into debt. They say—and they dem-
onstrate the truth of their declarations—
that the rates of transportation are too
high, needlessly exorbitant, because rail-
road corporations, not coutent with col-
lecting revenues based upon actual in-
vestments, double such investments by
the addition of water, and thus compel
ar a double burden.
That the farmers tell the truth in this
arraignment s no longer debatable.
The proof is overwhelming; it is no
longer categorically deni

The farmers say: “We have tried all
the great political parties, but they have
turned a deaf ear to our complaints, to
our entreaties and to the facts,. We will
no longer trust them.” Hence, the Farm:
ery’ Alliance, the new departure in pol-
itics.

On the other side are the corporations,
which, ima fight, at once federate, unify,
consolidate, and they represent in cash
and water about nine billions ($9,000,-
000,000), an incomprehensible sum of
money

THE CORPORATION'S EVIL INFLUENCE.

In the past, and even now, the cor-
poration has dominated legislation—de-
bauched legislatures, courts and ' con-
gresses. Its power has been autocratic.

INTIMIDATING THE EMPLOYE.

The employe, metaphorically, is in-
vited to look down into’his flour bar-
rel, to make a survey of his smoke-
house, inquiro about his grocery bills,
count his surplus cash—and bulance his
book. This done, he is told that to
reduce rates of transportation, to com-
ply with the demands of the farmers,
one of two things is certain to happen—
he will be relieved of employment en-
tirely, of his wages will be reduced; in
either case the penalty would be crush-
ing, and taking alarm at the intimidut-
ing threat, the employe is bulldozed to
the extent that he arrays himself against
the farmers and “obeys.orders; but he
goes, or has his wages reduced all the
same. Nor is this the end of the humil-
inting business.

The railroad employe, realizing- that
he, too, qught to have some legislation
to redeem him from the serfdom im-
posed by ‘common law,” which is no
law at all, goes to the legislature for re-
dress—as, for instance, if disabled in the
line of his duty be demands the right of
going into court with his claim for re-
dress, or if killed, that his heirs may have
ahearing and a jury decide the case.

The farmer in such cases may, doubt-
less does, say to railroad employes who
are battling for justice: “When our bill
was up for a redress of our wrongs you
opposed us under the whip of the cor-
poration, and now in return we mock
at your solicitations. Endure your
wrongs as we endure ours. Wanml: in
courage, you not only desert tim
of need, but you protested ngxmsc Jns-
tice being done us, and petitioned to se-
cure our defeat.”

Such is the law of human nature, and
baving secured this antagonism betyween
the farmers and the employes the corpo-
ration-is happy, and is in a position to
bring its resources to bear and maintain
the practice of the “common law” in-
iquity, by which the infamy is perpe-
trated, and the crippled employe, ut his
leisure, may whistle for redress; o
killed, his wife and children, enshroudod
in gloom, may die of starvation.

Manifestly, there is a common ground
upon which farmers and railroad em-
ployes may meet and battlo for justice,
side by side; not only railroad employes,
but all wealth producers, for all of them
have interests in common.

A DEMAND FOR JUSTYCE.

It s no longer doubted that a '‘third
party,” or a new party, is to enter the
field of politics. There is no mistaking
the signs of the times. The uhlhboleth
of this new party is *“Justice to the pro-
ducers of wealth.

In finding remedies for colossal wrongs
it is quite probable some mistakes will
be'made, but they will be infinitesimal
compared with the mistakes that have
been madein establishing the wrongs
complained of. [t sometimes happens.
tlat a_broken bone i3 set in snch a way
as to produce a deformity, and it has to
bo broken again as a remedy, When
antiquated wrongs are torn up by the
roots the operation has often been pro-
ductive of commotion—of revolutions,
of war, and all the evils whicl war en-
tails; but the time must coula, it is the
verdict of ‘history. The eterual years
are pledged to the trinmph ol “Cruth.

Here, in what is termed a “‘God fa-
vored land,” wrongs ought to be eradi-
cated by peaceful methods; but in view
of recent events, when a continent shook
beneath the tramp of armed men; when
all the streams ran crimson to the sea;
when sulphurous clonds obscured the
sun in its meridian brightness; when the
thunder of the fur flushing artillery, the
scream of shells aud the rattle of mus-

ketry blended with dying groans and
the shouts of the living -that the star
&pangled banner might b, what it never
had been, the symbol of freedom, here,
with such facts in full view, it were well
to be cautious in outlining the future,

Tt is largely within® the province of
prodent specch to say that many of the
wrongs of which the producers of wealth
complain could bo removed by legisla-
tion; to say that all could bo so extir-
pated would be folly.

SOVEREIGN POWER OF THE PEOPLE.

The sovereign peopls could, if they
would, compel railroads to collect divi-
dends on actual cash investments. The
sovereign power of the people touches all
things retating to government. It knows
no bounds; frem it there is no appeal.
It makes and unmakes constitutions and
laws, In granting a franchise it ma;
absolutely determine the terms of its ex-
istence. To say that it creates a corpo-
ration with power to collect dividends
on water, on fictitions capital, is prepos-
terous; but admitting, for the sake of
tho argument, that this has been done,
then it becomes the soverign power, by
legislation, to remedy the wrong, and
afford an overtaxed people the relief de.
manded. It is not required to enlarge
the argument, since nll wrongs the re-
