Delaware's New WUIppIns Post Tried.
T he new pillory and  whipping post in 

th e  ja il ya rd  a t  N ew  Castle, D el., was 
christened M ay 10 for tho  first tim e 
since its  erection, tho o ld one having be­
come rotten . Sheriff Simmons applied 
the  lash and  pillory to  those convicted of 
the  various in fractions of th e  law . A bout 
200 spectators in  the  ja il ya rd  w atched 
th e  flogging. Ropes had  to  be stretched 
across the  yard to  keep back tho crowd. 
A lexander W ortenbury and  W illiam  H. 
B radshaw , bo th  colored, stood in  the  
p illory from  10 to  11 o'clock, aud Samuel 
Swell and  Andrew  Jackson, also colored, 
occupied i t  from 11 u n til 12 o'clock. Each 
of these prisoners received tw enty lashes 
from  the  cat-o'-nino-tails, w hich were 
w ell la id  on.

Som ething m ust be done to  improve 

the  system  now employed in  th e  detec­
tion of con tract laborers. T hey are  
being constan tly  lauded in  th is  country 
in  spite of the  u tm ost vigilance of the 
inspectors.

I t  is  estim ated th a t a t  least 50 per 
cen t.—Colonel W eber said th is was not 
very fa r  o u t of th e  way—o f th e  im m i­
gran ts w ho come here under contract 
slip tlirongh th e  barge office, w hile a 
large percentage of those who a re  actu ­
ally detained cannot be held for luck of 
sufficient proof.

A s a  m a tte r  of fact, th e  present sys­
tem  has to  depend alm ost entirely  on th e  
sim plicity of th e  im m igrant, on his con­
fession th a t he is  actually  an o u t and 
o u t contract laborer. Some actual de­
tective work is done by  inspectors on 
th e  “ traveling division," a s  it  is called, 
bu t th e  rank and file of th e  con tract la­
borers w ho a re  sen t back to  Europe con­
v ic t themselves.

Every steam er com ing In from  a  E uro­
pean po rt is boarded a t  Q uaran tine  by 

more inspectors, accompanied by 
an in terpre ter, according to  the  national­
ity  of th e  passengers on board. Efforts 
are  then m ade w hile th e  vessel is  pro­
ceeding to  her pier to  discover if any 
con tract orers a re  on tho  vessel 
These effo.. i qre of course m ainly con­
fined to  the  im m igrants. The interpre ter 
circulates am ong them , fo r w ithout him 
the  inspector would n o t be able to  get 
the ir confidence.

So well is th is  m ethod know n that 
there  probably is n o t a n  agen t in  E urope 
sending people over hero under contract 
who has no t a  full description of every 
inspector employed and th e  in terpreters 
as w ell. I t is  even hinted th a t their 
photographs a re  in  the  possessions of the 
European labor agents.

A s a  na tu ra l resu lt every im m igrant 
w ho is  under con tra c t is  thoroughly 
posted as to  w hat he is to  expect when 
he reaches N ew  Y ork, and he is thor­
oughly prepared to  answ er a ll questions 
in  the  safest m anner for himself.

In  th e  landing inclosure in  th e  barge 
office there  are  generally tw o inspect- 
and several in terpreters who sharply 
w atch  th e  im m igrants w hile they  are 
answering the  questions of the  registry  
clerks. Occasionally con tract laborers 
are  caught, b u t th a t is sim ply because 
the  im m igran t convicts himself.

W here a  num ber of im m igrants who 
are  suspected of being under contract 
leave th e  barge  office in  a  body for some 
specific poin t one of the  " trave ling  di­
vision" of inspectors is sen t to  look 
the  case. There a re  three of these 
spectors now on tho  road.

T his is  the  only real detective work 
done b y  th is bureau, and  these in  brief 
a re  th e  m ethods employed by  the 
spectors to  de tec t the  violators of the 
con tract law . I t  allow s a  year in  which 
to  convict a  con tract laborer an d  send 
him  back, and  npon th is tim e  th e  travel­
ing  inspectors bank  the ir hopes. Their 
operations are  confined m ostly to  inquir­
ies, I  am told.

I t  is  certain  th a t th e  p lan does no t ac­
complish the  desired re su l t Cases are 
constantly  cropping up  where contract

asked the  barge office authorities to  re­
dress th e ir  grievances.

There a re  several remedies, b u t one 
w hich has been suggested, and w hich is 
regarded as one of th e  m ost poten t, is to  
send detectives to  Europe to  come over 
on tho steam ers as im m igrants. They 
would then  have tim e during  the  voyage 
to  m ake a n  investigation. T his would 
involve actnal de tective w ork, and  it  
w ould mean w earing poor clothes and 
ea ting  plain food. As one man p u t it. 
"A  silk tile  would no t bo in  it .”

W hen I approached Colonel W eber on 
th is  sub ject he said: "T here  is  no ques­
tion  th a t con tract laborers are  slipping 
in to  th is country, and  som ething ought 
to  be done, b u t it  is a  knotty  problem. 
T he plan of sending detectives to  Euro­
pean ports to  come back on the  steam ­
ers has already  been suggested. You 
m ust bear in  m ind th a t these men wonld 
have to  be lingnists, and  th a t  is one diffi­
culty . T hey  would a t  least have to  un­
derstand  the  language of th e  im m igrants 
on  th e  ship they w ere on.

"T h is plan would be ’spotted’ in  tim e 
as well as our present system, b u t 1 
w ould go fu rth e r  and  keep detectives in  
Europe who would correspond with 
m anufacturers and  agen ts on th is side.

" I f  these people are  being contracted 
for as a  regular business by  people hero 
in  New York, and a  regular commission 
business, w ith  hum anity as a  basis, car­
ried on, w e w an t to  know it. Sending a 
few im m igrants back from  the  barge 
office is  like k illing a  few  skirm ishers be­
fore a  g rea t battle . I t  doesn’t  affect th e  
grea t resu lt a  particle. W e w an t to  
strike  a t  th e  roo t of the  m atter. Detect­
ive work m ust bo done on th is  side 
also."

G eneral O’Beirne gave a  sim ilar opin­
ion. "W h a t Is th e  use of inspectors 
standing in  fron t of a  procession of im- 

g ran ts  as they file past th e  registry  
desk and  asking them  questions?” queried 
the general. "W hy, the  foreigners 
actually  smile w hen th e  usual stereo­
typed questions are  asked. W o need 
men who w ill take off th e ir  coats and go 
into a  shop or factory where contract 
laborers are  suspected of being and work 
there. C ontract laborers are  n o t going 
to  convict themselves w ith th e ir  eyes 
open."—New York Herald.

Bomo of rn tlllpa  Brooka' Ance.tora.
T he old Phillips homo in  N orth  An­

She w as a  lady graced w ith  social 
accomplishments, she was extremely 
beautiful, sw eet and  graceful in m anner 
and carriage, a nd  a  person of extraor­
d inary conversational powers. I t

one w as the  chief donor on the  occasion 
of th e  establishm ent o f  A ndover Theo­
logical seminary.

) w as a  gifted  w riter  o f letters, and 
possessed grea t s trength  of m ind and te- 

acity  of purpose. T hat she w as beauti- 
al one could well believe, judg ing  her 

by  the  po rtra it of her son, Colonel John 
Phillips. H is face is rem arkably sweet 
a nd  regu lar in  expression, classic, denot­
ing  refinement, high breeding, purity  
and composure of spirit.

W illiam 
G ray  Brooks w as fo r fo rty  years a  ha rd ­
w are m erchant in  Boston. He was a 
m ember o f  St. Pau l's  church and  w as a 
near rela tive  of Pe te r Chardon Brooks, 
tho w ealthy m arine underw riter of Bos­
ton.

Practical edncation is needed in  the  
country  as well as m  tho  city. There 
)»hh been too m uch brain cu lture in  tho 
past, with too little  sense development 
and  m ind training. W ith all opportuni­
ties fo r objective teaching and manual 
train ing , bu t lit tle  of it  has come to  the 
country, and yet tho boys and  g irls there 
need th is tra in ing  as m uch os children 
in  crowded c ity  tenements. Successful 
experiments in  these directions a re  be­
ing  made in  m any country neighbor­
hoods. Groups of ladies are  inaugurat­
ing  cooking, carpentry, and c lay model­
ing  classes and  sending to  the  cities for 
teachers.

In  these neighborhoods boys who ex­
pected to  become clerks, and in  conse­
quence to  leave the ir homes for city 
boarding houses, are  becoming impressed 
w ith tho interest as well as value of 
tools. G irls are enjoying lessons in 
hygiene and th e  chem istry  of food, as 
w ell as p ractical demonstrations of cook­
ing. Sewing is  also growing more and 
m ore interesting, and tho young girls 
appreciate doing w ith the  learning.

Take, fo r example, tw o neighbor­
hoods on the  Hudson, near New York. 
In  one a  lib rary  association w as started 
a  few years ago by  some ladies.. -There 
seemed b n t few people around who 
could or would u tilize a  library or read­
ing  room, b n t soon m any men and  boys 
gathered nightly . A  sewing school wna 
s ta rted  for Saturdays upon s tr ic t busi­
ness principles, and  w ithin a  m outh was 
overcrowded. I t  w as ha rd  to  te ll where 
tho hundred or m ore g irls came from, 
b u t there  they were, eager to  learn. A 
boys’ class fo r modeling aud carpentry 
s tarted , then a  cooking class fo r girls, 
and  all were successful. M onthly enter­
ta inm ents were held, when an admission 
fee of ten  cents was charged, and  the  
rooms were crowded.

In tho other neighborhood practical 
classes have also started  and uro all 
c rowded. In  th is  sm all settlem ent are 
now  being held th ree  w eekly cooking 
classes for different groups of girls, tw o 
large sowing classes, a  dressm aking 
course and  boys’ carpentry classes.

V illage bands and  choruses are  valu­
able. In  one place a  large groqp of boys 
a re  kept interested by  the ir  w eekly band 
practice. A  righ t feeling of p tide  is 
aroused when they  a re  called upon to 
lead local processions, to  play a t enter­
ta inm ents, e tc. H ere, also, tho teacher 
of the  village school has s ta rted  a  gym­
nasium , and is train ing  boys and  girls 
a like in  the  Swedish movements. Coun­
t ry  children need to  be physically devel­
oped by training, and taught graceful 
movements as well as c ity  children. 
V illage volunteer companies of boys can 
b e  organized and  m ade a  power by  fur­
n ishing practical outlets to  energies, 
physical as well as mental.

Interest in  surronndings should be 
roused. Tho country, w ith its  woods, 
rocks, trees and  plants, should be studied; 
intim acy w ith tho  beautiful variety  of 
anim al and insect life  should bo en­
couraged. Through such channels homes 
w ill be  made brighter. Happiness means 
contentm ent, and contentm ent comes 
from  health , occupation aud interest. 
Country contentm ent w ill be th e  resu lt 
w hen young people become stronger, 
keep brain  as well a s  hand busy, and are  
interested in  others.—G race Dodge in  
L ippincott's.

W riting  in  Century Dr. C. B. Gillespie 
relates th is incident of a  Sunday in  Co- 
loma, Cal., in  ’49:

A  group of ha lf a  dozen Indians espe­
c ially  a ttrac ted  m y atten tion . They 
w ere stru tting  about in  a ll the  glory of 
new ly acquired habilim ents, b u t w ith 
th is  distinction—th a t one su it of clothes 
w as sufficient to  dress tho whole crowd. 
Tho largest and  best looking Ind ian  had 
appropriated tho  h a t and  boots, and 
w ithout other apparel w alked about as 
proudly a s any  c ity  clerk. A nother w«s 
lost in  an immenso pair of pantaloons- 
A  th ird  sported nothing b u t  a  w hite 
sh irt w ith  ruffled bosom.

A  fourth  flaunted a  blue swallow 
tailed coat, bespangled w ith  immense 
brass buttons. A  fifth was decked w ith 
a  flashy vest, w hile tho sixth had no th ­
ing  b u t a  red bandana, which was care­
fu lly  w rapped around h is neck. Thus 
w hat would scarcely serve one w hite 
m an iu s t os effectually accommodated 
six Inaians.

An Idea for a  Country Place.

“ W ell, th is  is w hat I mean to  doj 
said tho lady, “ and I  th in k  it  will be 
very pre tty  decoration as well os a  us 
fu l one. I  intend to  d raw  on  tho  floor of 1 
tho  veranda a  large  aud clearly m arked 
compass in  red  outline, verifying i 
course, by  th e  real instrum ent. I t  will 
bo tho grea test convenience, and 
look very w ell, too, i f  neatly  done.”— 
N ew  Y ork Tribune.

H is con temporarice, associates andcrit- 
3 pu t him  down a t  about $160,000,000. I 

suppose i t  is no t m uch exaggerated. We 
know, who are  brokers and in  the  bank­
ing  business here, the 'in fluence  o f his 
ready money. He has go t the  best mon- 

• in  tho conntry; i t  is  all l iquid money. 
W hat do you m ean by  liqnid money? 
Money w hich flows like a  liqnid—like 

qnicksilver, according to  th e  inclina­
tion, up  o r down. The Astors, fo r ex­
ample, do not have liquid money; their 
money is in  real estate, upon w hich they 
could no t realize in  tig h t tim es as well 

easy times. B u t Gould’s  money is 
here in  tim e of panic as readily as in 
flush times.

A lmost any  tim e he can w ithdraw  
from tho m arket $ 12,000,000, o r can keep 
i t  loaned. Now, the  bank surplus is 
ouly $10,000,000.. So you see the  pro­
digious pow er th a t money has in  tho 

ebb aud flow of it. W hen Mr. 
Gould w ithdraw s it, as ho is said to  do, 
though I  havo no  knowledge on the  sub­
jec t, tho tim es are  te rrib ly  tigh t here. 
U p goes the  ra te  of interest. Men with 
obligations are  ready to  pay alm ost any­
thing. T his money comes to  him in the 
nature of his property.

His property is always earning money 
. cash. If  he resolves to  purchase some 

costly piece of property, like the  Union 
Pacific railroad, he m ay p u t h is . money 
o u t to  le t interest accum ulate upon i t  
Ho is no t, however, a  money lender in 
the  sense of Russell Sage, w ho lends 
money to  earn money. Mr. Gould lends 
money w ith an object in  view, in  tho 
nature  of a  large m e rc h an t Yet ho is 
w ithou t the  conditions of such a  m an—a 
polite  person.

A  friend of mine no t long ago bor­
rowed $1,000,000 from  him  in  the  midst 
o f the  panic. T his m an did no t conceal 
his tem porary necessity, b u t said to  Mr. 
G ould, o r ra the r wrote to  him , tha t 
w hatever interest he w as m inded to  ask 
would bo satisfactory. He says tha t 
Gould said to  him , “ Go a long u n til you 
get th rough , and we will see about the 

then." W hen they came to  settle  
a ll th a t Gould asked him  was ordinary 
interest—0 per c e n t  Such th ings ho 
does quietly  w ithout fu rther remark, 
a nd  hence m any persons w ho are  not 
very iu tim ate  w ith h im , b u t have had 
exchanges of th a t kind to  take  place, 
th ink  of him  w ith a s  m uch respect as 
they  speak of him.

I t  m ust be remembered, however, tha t 
he has not lived th is life and encountered 
long hostility  and abuse to  become a 
m ere philanthropist. H e is a  gigantic 
m erchant in  transportation.—“ G ath" in 
C incinnati Enquirer.

a no t th e  length of tho snake tha t 
a ttrac ted  our atten tion , b u t its  unusual 
thickness and its  indisposition to  get 
ou t of the  way. N either did i t  show 
any inclination to  resist the  invasion.

*es had not the  well known flash of 
fight. The bulging thickness of the  
snake excited our curiosity. A fter killing 

one of the  boys w ith  his knife ripped 
it open, and  there  to  our great surprise 

rolled a  rattlesnake which was near­
ly  as long, and before he had been com­
pressed seemed to  have been nearly  os 
thick ns the  racer. He had, if  I remem­
ber correctly, a  b u tton  and tw o rattles. 

I f  1 had the  opportunity  now, I  would 
i more careful in  the  examination of 

such a  rare  n a tura l wonder. I  would 
measure the  length and thickness o f both 
snakes, and would also be sure to  find 
ou t w hether the  rattlesnake was sw al­
lowed head or ta il first, and w hether he 
had been started on his inland journey 
before o r a fte r  death.

I  had heard th a t snakes swallowed 
toads and frogs w ithout dissection, bu t 
had doubts of the  ab ility  of the  snake to 
so expand his th roat; b u t a fte r th is  inci­
dent 1 doubt no more, and  would no t be 
g reatly  surprised to  hear of a  racer sw al­
lowing himself.—J. B. M arlin in  Cen­
tra l Christian Advocate.

This easeful of implements which 
have newly placed on  exhibition is 

designed to  show the  development o f tho 
tool which we call the  knife, beginning 
from tho earliest tim es," said Professor 
Mason a t  the N ational museum. “ First, 

observe, is tho  fragm ent of flint, 
which the  savage split by banging it  on 
top w ith a  stone ham m er in to  a  number 
of flakes.

The m ost beautiful knife in  the  col­
lection is th is exquisitely molded blade 
of greenish jade, belonging to  tho  stone 
ago, branded w ith a  w alrus tusk. You 

hardly find a  more adm irably form ­
ed weapon am ong the  products of m od­
e m  cu tlery  wares. Most curious of the 
modern tools hero is this sailor’s  knife, 
square a t  the  end instead of pointed, to 
prevent stabbing  in  a  row , o r  the  dan­
gerous falling o f th e  weapon from  aloft. 
I ts  b!ade drops ou t a t  the  end of the 
handle w hen a  spring is touched, so 
th a t Ja ck  can hold a  rope w ith  one hand 
and  open the  knife for service w ithout 
the  need of ten  fingers.”—W ashington 
Star.
