This Is no t, howoeer, tan tam oun t to  a 
declaration th a t th e  senator Is opposed 
lo  the  political a sp irations of General 
Alger. He believes, as G eneral Alger 
himself b e lt vet, th a t pa rty  succoss Isln 
tho candidacy ol Blaine. Should the  
plumed knigh t poa'tlvely decline to  be­
come a  candidate, then tho senator will 
lend his support to  the  furtheranoeo f the 
a spirations of M ichigan. T h is  much 
and more the  senator sta ted  to-day at 
the  Richelieu. An Interesting  conversa­
tionalist I s 'S sn a to r  Stockbndge, plain 
and outspoken, thoroughly American 
and upon whom the re  are  ne ither flies 
nor frlHs.

“ Blaine It tho oholeof M ichigan," he 
said, and as he mentioned th e  name of 
the  m agnetic sta tesm an a  hit of en thus­
iasm came Into his voice. “  Ho Is also 
the  choice of the  Republican pa rty  at 
large. I t  only rem ains for him to sig­
n ify his w illingness to  acoept the  nomi­
nation and upon th e  completion of the 
first ballot In the  na tional convention he 
w ill receive It.

WHEN THERE IS NO PEACE!

There are  evident signs of increasing 

Intensity in  th a t never ceasing struggle 
for m astery between the  tw o great forces 
which, combined w ith na tura l forces, 
make op  the  grandeur of civilization— 
capital and labor. In  th e  immediate 
future  the  lines will bo closer draw n, and 
there will be no compromise until a  more 
harmonious and equitable adjustm ent of 
human relations shall be attained.

The value of physical energy applied 
to  raw  materials, by  which* all products 
nsed by th e  race are  created, has never 
in  any age been duly appreciated. I t is 
a  force dwelling in  the  same organism 
w ith m any v ital wants, and through 
these w ants can be wielded and gnided 
by stronger wills. T hat these wants 
m ight be ever so poorly supplied, men, 
ignorant of a  be tter way, were from  the 
beginning subservient to  the  direction 
of a  few  superiors, and  gave them  The 
whole daily streng th  of the ir lives in 
producing w ealth they never used.

To gain control of th is  unconsumed 
w ealth  there  nave alw ays been men 
ready to  take advantage of others’ neces­
sities. The apparent benefit of accumu­
lated w ealth (capital) in  the  hands of 
shrewd, enterprising men has made 
this easy of accomplishment, and per­
haps has so far been necessary in the 
development of earth ’s  resources. But 
th is  g reat, rough streng th  of the  masses, 
in  order to  servo the ir purposes, m ust be 
thoroughly mastered and skillfully han­
dled. The labor force m ust be strong 
in  production, bu t no t in  defense of its 
own rights; and th is really wonderful 
control of so gigantic a  pow er has been 
accomplished by various ingenious meth­
ods. Undeveloped minds, filled with 
fears, emotions, needs, accompanied this 
rude strength, and have ever been dbly 
played upon.

A  belief in  the  divine r ig h t of ruler- 
ship and ow nership of hum an beings was 
evolved early  in  the h istory of the  race. 
The earlier civilizations claimed a  neces­
sity fo r slavery, th a t superior persons 
m ight be free to  study  and  develop sci- 

and art. Lacking experim ental 
knowledge of the  benefits w hich a  un i­
versal diffusion of a ll the  enlightenm ent 
the world contains brings, perhaps prog- 

did depend on  th a t un ju st arrange­
m ent of society. But there is no longer 
any excuse for it. The vague sentim ent 
prevails, though i t  no  longer bears a 
semblance of tru th , th a t the  common 
people should exert the ir rude  streng th  
w ith very little  re tu rn  in  order th a t a 
few superior people m ay have leisure 
and luxuries to  promote a rt, beauty, re­
finement and knowledge.

W e claim  to have dispensed w ith  both 
kings and slaves. Theoretically, all 

a re  on an eqnal footing. Y et the  
process by  w hich the  products of past 
generations of w orkers is amassed and 
called “ capital” is th e  same, and  capi­
talists s till control the  b rains o f the  
power they desire to  use, and th a t w ith­
out the justification of the  capitalists 
(nobility) of old. For our r ich  soap 
m anufacturers, pan ts m akers usurers 
and speculators do no t im prove th e ir  vast 
opportunities by  becoming grea t artists, 
poets, w riters, m usicians or scientists. 
Indeed, th e  o rdinary skilled laborer will 
compare well w ith  th e  ordinary capi­
talist in  in te lle c t The average m illion­
aire, who has benefited by th e  labor of 

thousand lifelong toilers, is, a fte r  all, 
such a  poor and p itiful product th a t  one 
wonders how he excuses- himself fo r ex­
isting a t  such a  sacrifice.

B ut the  incentive fo r cap ita l to  con­
trol labor is as in tense as over, though 
the advancem ent of tho  age has com­
pelled th a t control to  take  on m ore m od­
ified forms. N othing has ever given this 
control such a  check as th e  organization 
of labor, and th is  is to  be feared and 
hindered by capitalists by  every means 

the ir power. F or th e ir  interests tho 
great combined force of skill and  phys­
ical streng th  called labor m ust find ac- 

only in  obedient production; if ex­
erted in  its  own interests i t  becomes “ a 
dangerous elem ent in  society,” and estab­
lished custom s and tho usual retu rns on 
Invested capital are  in  danger of becom- 

g  unreliable and disorderly.
Individual capitalists a re  no t to  be 

blamed th a t they fear th is  disarrange­
ment and disorder. They cannot look 
far enough ahead to  see th a t a  more 
equrtable ad justm ent of hum an relations 
would result in  g rea ter order and peace 
throughout all society. So, w hile work- 

re w aking .up and  organizing, they 
look on  appalled. In  the ir fear and  des­
peration thoy are grow ing tyrannical, 
cruel, merciless. They seem to under- 

nd more clearly than  do working peo- 
» th a t the  situation is becoming des­

perate, and, w hile in  tho abstrac t they 
may not bo blameable, it  behooves work­
ingmen everywhere to  guard  the ir liber- 

w ith eternal vigilance. A ll the ir 
power of la te  seems to  be hurled a t  or­
ganizations. Unions m ust be destroyed 
<it all hazards and  the  righ t of workers 
lo unite  taken  from them. In every re­
cent struggle the  righteous demands of 
trade organizations have been m et w ith— 
irguments? A rbitration? Compromise? 
Nut a t  all. But w ith  arm s—soldiers, po­
lice and Pihkerton men.

W here suprem e indifference and ig­
noring of claims, as in  the  case of tho 
W orld's fair directors to  the  respectful 
demands of the  united trades, will not 
ronquer, physical force is resorted to. 
In every strike, lockout or dispute, 
throngs of blue coats appear on the 
jeeno to  guard the  in terests of tho em­
ployers—never those of the  employed. 
No one evqr heard of th e  m ilitia  being 
called out to  aid  workingmen, and yet 
the employing classes have no t always 
been law  abiding and “orderly." They 
have turned sick women from their 
homes to  die in  tho streets. T hey havo 
shot in to  crowds and killed innocent

people. They have carried w orking­
men to  places beyond the  reach of civi­
lization and  tortui'ed,starved and worked 
them to death. T hey have lynched ac­
quitted prisoners, and today are  hold­
ing  threo men under sentence of death 
who wore never proven guilty  of crime. 
They have in tim idated a hundred thou­
sand coal m iners till they dare not oven 
ask for concessions. A railw ay com­
pany recently discharged all their union 
switchmen merely " to  discipline their 
men,” as a  superintendent said. Armed 
men gathered to  aid tho company, but 
none was detailed to  help the  working­
men deprived of a  chance to  earn their

Each day’s  events show th a t capital is 
in trenching itself and growing more de­
term ined to  gain complete m astery over 
labor. W orking people m ust realize the 
situation. Their num bers are  greatest, 
th e ir power far superior. W ith  a  keen 
sense of the tru th  pervading their ranks 
they could w ield a  force of intelligence 
and public sentim ent ' th a t would win 
the ir cause w ithout a  violent a c t  But 
their r igh ts  and  liberties are  in  d a n g e r-  
le t them  w atch unceasingly.

There 
is no comfort, thoro is no  such th ing  as a 
le t up, there is noth ing  b u t tobacco and 
beer and gossip and  disease, im pure 
milk, unfit food and  wretched, growling, 
verminlike existence.

th e  first poin t in  the ir battle  for uni­
versal suffrage. The strikes all over tha t 
country, w hich were ordered "off” re­
cently, a fte r several weeks of struggle, 
characterized by  considerable bitterness 
on both sides, were of a  serious na tu re  
and for an im portant ob ject A s one 
correspondent says:

“T heir g rav ity  has been due no t so 
m uch to  the  breadth of the  area over 
which they have extended, o r  to  their 
paralyzing effect qpon every k ind of 
Belgian industry , as to  the ir political 
character. I t  w as no t  fo r an increase of 
wages t h a t the  w orking classes through- 
o n t th e  kingdom struck, b u t for an in­
crease of political rights. They de­
manded noth ing  m ore than  a  revision of 
tho national constitution and the  con­
cession of universal suffrage. To th is 
tho upper classes, and in  particu lar the  
landed proprietors, th e  grea t m anufac­
turers and  the  capitalists of all kinds, 
were strongly opposed. The present re­
stricted franchise, w hich lim its the 
electorate of a  country  w ith over 6,000,- 
000 inhab itan ts to  a  m ere handfu l of
183,000 w ealthy voters, appeared to  them  
the  strongest and  surest bulw ark  for the 
defense of the ir interests, since It in­
volved tho retention of the  entire powers 
of governm ent in  the ir own hands."

The classes have abandoned their po­
litical platform , have struck  the ir colors 
and  have announced th e ir  readiness to  
consent to  a  revision o f tho constitution 
in  the  direction of universal suffrage; 
bu t it  does not now appear whether they 
will g ran t all the  masses demand, ox- 
only move partially  along th a t lino. 
However, all w orkingmen can rejoice 
th a t the ir Belgian brothers havo com­
pelled their enemies to  surrender, and 
tru s t th a t the  term s will bo all they see 
their way clear to  asking a t th is time.

Most of the 
subscription agents have finished up 
their w ork and  a  survey can be m ade of 
the  results. I  learn  th a t i t  has been ono 
of tho m ost successful ventures ever un­
dertaken. I t  was though t t h a t the book 
was no t m aking m uch of a  h it, b u t this 
only shows how quietly  success was 
achieved. Some particu lars of th is sale 
w ill be interesting.

The Scribpers paid Stanley $50,000 in 
cash before a  lino w as w ritten. They 
recently se ttled tho  account to  date by 
paying him  another$50,000, representing 
a  sale of 100,000 copies, as the ir contract 
required them  to  pay h im  fifty  cents on 
each copy sold in  addition to  tho first 
$50,000. Tho book sold from  various 
pijees, from  $7.50 to  $13, b u t i t  has been 
averaged a t  $8.50, so th a t the  house re­
ceives, in  gross, $850,000 from  th e  en ter­
prise.

A fter paying Stanley h is $100,000 and 
the  largo commissions to  canvassers, 
averaging about 00 per cent, on tho re­
ta il price, there rem ains a  ne t profit to 
tho firm  o f a t  least $150,000.—New  York 
Cor. W ashington Star.

Coining 11 Lot of Dime*.
Director of tho M in t Leech said in  re­

sponse to  a  question: “ Yes, there  is a p ­
paren tly  a  g rea t scarcity  of dimes, judg ­
ing  from  tho  requests fo r them  now 
coming to  th e  treasury. I  do n o t know 
w hat the  cause of the  scarcity is; b u t  the 
fac t th a t  the  requests fo r them  a re  from 
large cities, and especially from  New 
York, would tend  to  confirm the  sug­
gestion th a t the  scarcity  i s  largely duo 
to  tho new  dim e pocket savings bank 
w hich has recently  been introduced. 
A pparently largo quantities of dimes aro 
being taken  ou t of circulation and  locked 
u p  in  those boxes. I  have ordered largo 
quantities to  be coined to  xneet the  de­
mand.

“ Lnstm onth  $160,000 w orth  Was coined 
a t  th e  Philadelphia m in t, and  $80,000 
w orth  m ore is  being coined there  now, 
w hile $30,000 w orth is  being coined in  
tho  San Francisco m in t. There w as an 
unusual dem and for dimes la s t October, 
the  causo of w hich I  do n o t know.

Tho populace opens Its croco­
dile mouth a t the  very mention of a 
great name, and the  popular Idiocy of 
the age It to thus blindly swallow politi­
cal doctrines and theological dogmas— 
evou as children a re  held by the  nose 
end dope* with casto r oil.

And this feeding on o th e r's  b rains hat 
worked havor th roughou t h istory 
Thrones are  k e p t stand ing  In th a t way 
In our republic tho m ost colossal dema­
gogues have thus been hurrahed  and 
flambeaued to  W ashington, and they 
there dogmatically and b ra iou ly  misrule 
this government today. Aud look 
lete convention of pious d ign itaries a t 
Detroit—pompouely and  pedantically  a r­
guing tha t 30 souls go to  hell every rain- 
uls, and th a t a  g rea t m ajority  of little  
children are  everlastingly damned. B u t 
for the popular chu rch  worship of Bible 
makers and Bible pounderr, these De-. 
trolt bishops and olders would have been 
published as absolutely Insane or Idiotic 
All the papers would have scalped and 
ridiculed a like th e  fam ous deacons and 
their Infamous doctrines. A. "T hus 
ta ltb  the  L ord," or a  St. Pe te r, or his 
satanlc m ajesty, or some other worship- 
fpl majesty or m onster, alone saved the 
famous ecclesiastical boobies o f m a t au- 
thoratlve, aogust assem bly from  ho rri­
fied, overwhelming public condem nation 
and—laughter.

W hat the  world w ants Is, bold, Inde 
pendent though t and manly Investiga­
tion. We are  ru led  too m uch by dead 
men aud dead dogmas and systems. We 
place too m uch au tho rity  npon the  p a s t -  
on “ distinguished" ancestors and their 
precedents. And so o f tho  bolstered up 
or accidental heroes and ru lers  of the 
day, from th e  presidency down to 
“ boss" ward politician. We stam p ou 
leet and shout a t  alleged “ grea t men 
with about as much sense as a dog who 
bays the  moon. O ur generals g e t mot. 
ol the honors of war, and the  soldiers do 
ths fighting. Too often wa have deified 
sta tesm en and theologians who were un 
worthy to black our boots. Men shonld 
think  for them selves, ra th e r  than  mag­
nify and kneel before th e  alleged ability 
of others—th is  ol th e  notables o f history 
aud th e  assumed leaders about us 
Grover Cleveland and Don M. Dickinson, 
Jim  Blaine and  Charlie W atkins, shonld 
be weighed and measured, no t swallowed. 
J u s t  so with Brooklyn's T alm adgo and 
Grand Raplde’ W ebber. H um an gods are 
scarce, th a t weigh over sixteen ounce,- 
to  the  pound: bu t th e  tru e  way Is to 
alw ays m easure the  a rgum ents, no t the 
man; or anyhow, th e  m nu by his argu­
ments. T ru th  Is no m ore sacred.comlng 
from  a  dead W ashington a t  M t. Vernon 
th a n  a  live W ashington In the  Valley 
City. T he question should be: Is I, 
tru th ?  H ero-worship end the  bad rule 
of over estim ated, dignified Idols and ty ­
ran ts , are  the  dangers w hich most 
th rea ten  our country today.

As to  Mr. Milne flying a t  th e  w riter be­
cause of cff-bend, bu lw e  believe tru thfu l 
exhibitions of famous c harac ters,past and 
presem , wo ought to  have nothing to 
say. A vigorous mower should no t stop 
to  b a ttle  with a  bumble bee’s nest. Bu> 
as our critic  stings heroically and buzze. 
loud, we b luntly  say: Our hlstorlca 
and biographical pic tu res la “ Hero Wor 
ship" were hard ly  vigorously enough 
drawn. As to  M ilton, Moore aud Burn, 
—whom R obert particu larly  champion,
 allow us to  tu rn  them  w ith the  brush

M ilton was unable to  g e tad lp lo m s 
from either Cambridge or Oxford, anc 
was tu rned  ou t of the  first Institution— 
and bo also has th e  notoriety of being 
the  only grown-up s tuden t th a t  wa- 
ever flogged In It. He had th ree  vices 
Instead of two—a t  o ur c ritic  m entions— 
and the  first fled from  him a fte r  th re -  

- weeks of m arried life. I n  his treatise 
on -‘The D octrlift and Dlsclpll, 
Divine" M ilton argues the  Chicago wa> 
of handling the  m arriage rela tions mos, 
vigorously. He willed nls th ird  wife all 
his p roperty passable, substan tia lly  Ig­
noring the  children—daugh ters  turned 
ou t upon the  world, one of whom ho had 
charged w ith stealing h is hooks, e 
After helping get Charles I hung, and 
"secretary of foreign tongues" under the 
commonwealth he proved himself a 
ard . Upon the  restora tion, aud fearing 
th a t Charles I I  m ight send a  hangman 
a fte r him, he hid, had  a  sham funeral, 
and rum ors s e n t around th a t he wi 
dead; aud finally go t pardoned on tl  
score of sym pathy and sore eyes. D 
Johnson and M ilton’s  conlem porarl 
—relatives—are  our authorities. I 
course biographers differ; bu t nobody 
can deny one monumental weakness of 
Milton's—he wrote “ Paradise Lost."

Mr. Milne, oenylng tb a t.th e  talented 
scholarly Tom Moore was one of the 
most lecberoaa, bibulous poets tbftt ever 
frolicked and sang, Is more than  absurd 
His volume under the  non de plume ol 
"T hom as L ittle ,"—now largely ou t 01 
prin t or I t would be suppresied—was - 
mess of obscene tra sh  th a t would no t t  
allowed to  go th roogh  the  U nited b ta to i 
malls. And Moore did faw n before and 

vlth  his pa trons—the aristocracy.

Tho divines ( r i g h t  of limn is tlio r ig h tto  
growl. A nd, like nllT ruly divine things, 
g row ling is  no t loss it righ t than  tl duty. 
Perhaps I hnvo m y own Idens—notions, 
mnyhnp—nhoiit w h a t oro righ ts nnd du­
ties, b u t having them  t follow them re­
ligiously, As for the  grow l nnd tho 
growler, they are  a  pilrt of tho divine 
economy. W ithout them  th e  clem ent 
of tho picturesque would bo lacking, tho 
sky would have no clouds to  fleck its 
tiresome blue, nnd wo should dio of an 
ennui of sunshine. I hnvo n m ore extend­
ed nnd detenninod  g row l than  ordinary 
th is week, fo r iny  n tnnbilin r soul is  bar, 
rowed np. So, w ith  a  proleptio aria , tho 
dam nation w ill proceed.

Look now on  th is  p ic ture  nnd now on 
tha t. In  Now York, luxury , w ealth, in 
such heaps a s  would rnnko Crcosus en­
vious. T hen  sh ift th e  econo n b i t  Over 
in  Pennsylvania the re  nro men w orking 
—starving, n o t living—on forty  cen ts n 
day wages. T hey  strike , nnd th e  tnx- 
pnytfrs of Pennsylvania pay o u t tS.OOt) n 
day to  armed b ru tes  w ho w ill pop over 
these rebels against our g lorious system, 
Illinois, Iowa, Ohio, W est V irginia, 
plenty of others, have seen th e  same 
thing. There nro 100,000 people in  Now 
Y ork w ithou t perm anent w ork, w ithout 
a  w eek's capital. W hile yon are  reading 
this 1,000,000 of men in  this grent, fr 
country  are  looking for work—men w ith 

* '  s  nnd families. I t  costs $400,000,000 
annually  to  support pauperism  in  this 
land of liberty  and  equality. All the 
grea t w heat crop in  th e  U nited States 
$300,000,000 w orth—couldn 't pay this 
sum. A nd w hile all th is is growing, 
growing worse, 32,000 people of this 
country  possess a s  m uch w ealth  m 
rest of its  sixty-four odd millions. Here 
is tho  way it  stands: J 1-1000 against 
OOOJ 1-1000. Magnificent trium ph tor 
democracy, isn’t  it?

without cap ita l."  H is holiness does not 
claim  in fallib ility  in  m atters of political 
economy, as i s . very fo rtunate  in  this 
case, for i t  is  thereby m ade less disa­
greeable to  poin t o u t tho fact th a t the 
only real capital men have is w ork, labor, 
or w hatever they  choose to  call the 
nervous aud  m uscular action th a t pro­
duces. The w hole earth  is m ateria l for 
labor, b u t i t  only becomes capital when 
labor is  p u t in to  it.

There aro m any representatives 
cap ita l; much th a t is  capital in  its  possi 
bilities, b u t i t  never actually  becomes 
capital u n til w ork is p u t in to  it. W hen 
a  man w orks a  day  and gets a  dollar, the  
day’s  w ork is  his capita l; tho dollar 
merely represents it, and has no other 
capitalistic  value  than  th a t w e imagine 
into it  in  m aking i t  stand  for a  day i 
work already done, so th a t wo can ex­
change i t  fo r another day 's w ork or some­
th ing  else representing it .  A  piece of 
limestone in  a  hillside is not capital, bnt 
when we p u t w ork in to  i t  enough to dig 
it  ou t and  tran spo rt it to  an iron fun  
it  is capital because i t  holds work.

The Ciceronian L atin  o f  h is holiness 
ao t infallible in  dealing w ith  the  polit­
ical economy o f  th e  N ineteenth century, 
bn t he is em inently r igh t in  concluding 
th a t there is no real conflict botwo- 
capital nnd work. W ork is capita.. 
T hey are  one and the  same thing. The 
conflict is  betw een those who earn and 
those who try  to  take w ithout earning. 
T here i s  no conflict of labor and capital. 
—St. Louis Republic.

T he schooner was the  R obert P . K ing, 
and in  the  la tte r  p a rt of last year she 
loaded a t a  port in  M aine w ith  a  cargo 
for a  port in  N ew  Jersey. Properly 
manned and  equipped she sailed, b n t she 
never reached her destination, and  this 
is no t the  m ost singnlar fac t connected 
w ith th is peculiar case.

I t was not long a fte r leaving th e  Maine 
port before she was duo in  N ew  Jersey, 
and as she d id  not arrive a  search was 
made for her, and she w as finally found 
a t W ood's H oll, m inus the  cargo. The 
shippers imm ediately libeled her for fail­
u re  to  deliver the  la tte r, and tried to 
find some one to  servo th e  papers on, bu t 
to  the ir surprise th e  vessel had  been 
abandoned, every one on  board having 
cleared for pa rts  unknown.

T he libel was duly advertised,*a hear­
ing had, and  Judge  Nelson has now, 
after a  sale, ordered the  proceeds to  be 
distributed nm pngtko  shippers of the 
cargo. The reason for tho ow ners of the 
schooner leaving her to  her fate  is  made 
more a  m ystery from  the  fac t th a t tho 
cargo w as no t a  valuable one, b u t in  
fact w orth  much less than  the  schooner.
