FrecantloD Against Floods.
Floods m ay  be successfully opposed 

escaped. Railw ays and  w agon roads 
may and m ust be laid on river 
plains, b u t tho em bankm ents and  tres­
tles and bridges should b e  raised not 
only above th e  la tes t freshet m ark, but 
well above the  grea t na tu ra l flood mark 
found in  the  plain itself, and th e  recip­
rocal effects of em bankm ents and other 
struc tures on future  freshets should be 
cautiously reckoned. Farm s m ay and 
ought to  be located on fertile  bottom 
lands enriched by  annual o r decennial 
overflow; b u t th e  farm ers should dig 
deep for his foundations and  build his 
superstructures strong  and  high.

On every flood plain of eastern A m er­
ica he should provide for th e  loss o f  crop 
and  fences once in  three, o r  five, or 
years; and both commou hum anity and 
economic policy urge  t h a t dum b beasts 
should be pastured and  fed on the  up­
lands, so th a t the  fertile  river bottom s 
may be devoted to  the ir best use—name­
ly, th e  production o f p lan t crops.

Cities and towns ought no t to  bo built
i the  flood ridden and  m iasm atic low­

lands; ye t they have been in  the  past 
and w ill be in  the  fu ture, so the  towns­
m an, like the  farm er, should build high 
and strong and  hold himself ready to  re­
move his dear ones and carry  h is goods 
to  u pper stories. And the  flood swept 
bottom lands of the  American rivers 
afford a  business opportunity, curiously 
neglected in  the  past, though destined 
to  be successfully-grasped a t no d istan t 
day—namely, insurance a gainst floods.

Tho grea t desideratum is general re­
cognition of tho facts—w hich are  dem­
onstrated by  the  observations of thou 
sands and gainsaid by none, thougl 
ignored by  m ultitudes—th a t  rivers bear 
their own flood m arks in  the  alluvial 
plains by which they  are  skirted, and 
th a t men occupy these plains a t  their 
peril.—W. J .  McGee in  Forum.

A Snake Slory from Indio.
There is  a  belief cu rren t in  a ll p a rts  of 

India th a t a  certain  variety  of snake 
called Shesh N ag, w hen i t  a tta in s  the 
age of 1,000 years, has a  precious jewel 
formed in  its  head. The jew el, i t  i 
affirmed, possesses the  quality  o f snckin_ 
up  th e  poison of the  deadliest snake if 
applied to  the  wounded part. Strangely 
enough a  Paris gentlem an is  reputed to  
possess th is  invaluable jew el, accordin;, 
to  a  correspondent of a G u ja ra ti weekly, 
published a t  W adhw an, in  G ujarati.

A  fam ily of six  persons by  tho  name 

of Boulding, moving by w agon from  
Tennessee to  Texas, camped on  the  line 
of Baxter and  Boone counties, in  Arkan- 
eas, one night. They had  coffee a t  sup­
per, w hich w as prepared in  a  tin  vessel 
w ithout a  cover. N ex t m orning Mrs. 
Boulding warm ed over the  coffee th a t 
had  been left, o f  w hich she and  tv  
the  children drank  freely.

Scarcely had tho breakfast been fin­
ished when th e  entire  party—father, 
m other and  four children—were seized 
w ith  the  m ost excruciating pains. Their 
screams brought a  neighbor to  th e  res­
cue, who summ oned a  physician. W hen 
the  doctor arrived th e  m other and two 
of th e  children were dead, and  th e  other 
members of th e  fam ily w ere only saved 
by  th e  skill of th e  physician, who ad­
m inistered antidotes for poisoning.

E xam ination of the  coffee revealed the  
fac t th a t  a  m ountain certtdpc-do had 
crawled in to  the  coffee po t during  the 
night, and had  been boiled for break­
fast.—Cor.

After Slany Year».

His 
attack  on Milton teem s like a  repetition 
in  prose of Byron's s ta tem en t In "Don 
Juan"  tha t ho
"Wes whipped at college, a  harsh sire, odd 
Forthe nrst'sirs. Hlltoa loft his house "

Dr. Johnson, from whom Byron and 
Reynolds both claim  the ir 'a u th o r ity  to 
vilify the  P u ritan  poet, w as of all men 
least fit to  Judge such  a  man Impartially 
and his biography of Milton In the 
"Lives of the  Pouts" Is Justly regarded 
as of no value w hatever by th e  moat 
competent critics. Himself a  T ory of 
the  fotsll type, a  high churchm an aud a 
blind devotee to royalty , the  "G reat 
Bear” of English  l ite ra tu re  was little  fit 
to w rite of the  R epublican, Puritan , 
people-loving,klng-delestlug Milton.

Says Mr. Reynolds: "M ilton was un­
able to get a  diploma from  either Cam­
bridge o r O xford." If  he will tu rn  to 
Vol. X V I., page 335 of the  Encyclopedia 
B rlttanu lca,"  he will see m a t Milton’s 
name headed the  lis t of g raduates at 
Camhrldge In 1032. In  his form er article 
he nad Bacou "Dogged through  the 
s treets:" In the  p resent one he has Mil­
ton Dogged a t  college. Professor Mas­
son, wnute voluminous biography Is gen­
erally recognised as the  best work on 
Milton, says th a t Dr. Johnson’s  story to 
th a t effect was a magnlDed version of a 
very doubtful legend. A t Oxford he 
never studied nor applied for a  diploma.
I  never sa ld -that he had bu t two wives;
1 simply spoke of the  happiness of his 
secono m arriage. As an earnest repub­
lican ho approved of the  execution ol 
the  crowned ty ran t , Charles 1 , and 
maintained again st all comers In Europe 
the  sovereign righ t of the  people to  rule 
themselves. H is lud lgnant appeal 
brought the  blessing of religious liberty 
io the  persecuted W aldentes. As secre­
tary  of sta te  under Cromwell as the  ta r­
get of abuse by crown favorites and par­
asites a t  th e  resioratiuu, M ilton never 
"proved a coward” and England aud her 
daugh ter countries today are  freer and 
b e lter  because of M ilton and his life 
w ork. He was totally  blind eigh t year, 
before the  R estoration, resorted to  no 
disgraceful Dlght to  save his neck, nor 
feigned " to re  eyes" lo r  t h t t  purpose For 
my authorities 1 give: "G reen 's dlslory 
of the English People;" Masson’s  “ Life 
and T im es of Milton-," M ark Pattison'.- 
btography of him ; M acaulay's essay, anu 
the  Encyclopedias.

As to  Mocre, Mr. Reynolds says tha t 
my denial, m a t "he  was one of the  mosi 
leeh trous, bibulous poets th a t ever f ro ­
licked and sang Is more than absurd .'' 
W nat I  ta ld  was th a t ho wrote several 
voluminous prose works besides writing 
poetry and lodging a  court. Aud to 
Judge the  gifted au tho r of th e  " Irsb  
melodies”  by a  silly volume of amatory 
verses, sensnal enough bu t no t exactly 
“ obscene'' published under a  non d t 
plum e by a  boy eighteen years old, and 
a fterw ards reg retted  by himself, 1- 
"m ore than absu rd ."  And as to poor 
Bui ae, I  do nu t come forw ard as the 
eulogist of all th a t he wrote, nor the 
apoiugist for all th a t no old. T nere  a t. 
passages alike In his life aud writings, 
which we cannot bu t condemn If we art 
to  have moral Judgm en ta t all. B ut why 
m ake so mucn of the  caff where there I- 
so much golden grain. Of ail poett 
B urns Is m e one who has sweetened toi 
and upheld the  d ignity  of man. T o  him 
a miry laborer, was a man; a  belted 
kn igh t or gartered  earl was nothing more. 
H is love poems are  among the  purest ex 
presslnns of virtuous affection In th> 
lite ra tu re  of the  world, lie  has a  few 
loose d itties It i t  tru e  and If they "blui 
the  grace and blusn" of F a rm er Roy 
nold’s modesty all I  can do Is to  say with 
Shakespeare, "God give him grace 
g roan ."  L e t us take  w hat In his ve 
is good, as W hittie r has tang  of him:

"Be ours his music ss of spring 
Tne's/ogs'^tho^eard himself might sing

In  conclusion le t me again  say th a t In 
our estim ates of g rea t men as of o rd lnarj 
ones we should weigh them on the ir tru i 
m erits and no t on the ir fallings. Whlli 
no t extenuating the ir faults, le t us glvt 
them  due cred it for w hat In them  1, 
good, and for w hat they did for mankind.

"W hat the  world wants is bold fnde 
pendent though t and manly Investlga 
lions '' Amen to  th a t w ith all my heart 
bu t In order to  th ink  for oorsolves w. 
m ust know w hat others have though 
befbre us, and to them , to r  clearing thi 
way for us to follow, let us be duly 
g ratefu l. "H onor to  whom honor I. 
duo." "F o r mine own part, I  shall be 
glad to  learn  of noble m inds." To the 
sublime tru th s  of th e  Bible, th e  profound 
wisdom of Shakespeare, the  lofty 
thoughts of Milton, the  manly, tender 
song, of B ornr, the  sweet, pure strains 
of W hittier, and  many other pools 
thinkers aud w riters, 1 shall never forget 
my Indebtedness nor from them  withhold 
my meed of praise, though it  may sound 
as th e  buzzing of a "num ble  bee."

ra ttling  good editor of news, besides 
being an expert pn head w riting. At 
th a t tim e the  newspapers here go t only 
a  ligh t telegraphic service, because the  
overland Wires were in  poor condition 
and the  rates extrem ely heavy. Proba­
bly 6,000 words a  n igh t was an average 
report. U nder these conditions i t  was 

isary to  add any deecriptive m atter 
th a t would supplem ent a  dispatch, and 
also to  make an a ttrac tive  head. Hans- 
brongh was an a rtis t in  th is  k ind of 
work.

Once, when A lexander H  made a 
wholesale sweep o f a  lo t of nihilists, 
shooting several and  exiling the  rem ain­
der to  Siberia, H ansbrough headed the

W hen the 
D akota boom started  h e  saw  his oppor­
tunity , and now he is reaping th e  fruits 
o f i t  He m ay n o t know  a s m uch  about 
law  o r  parliam entary procedure as 
many other senators, b u t there  a re  few 
in th a t body who h a re  m ore general in­

Float Ids Prairies of Louisiana.
A  curious phenomenon ia to  be w it­

nessed a t the  Ames’ crevaaBO, and, in 
deed, ia one of- the  causes of the  great 
damage i t  has done. U nder any  circum ­
stances the  w ater from  th is crevasse 
w ould overflow the  rich country lying be­
tween i t  and  tho gu lf o f Mexico, causing 
damage to  the  am ount o f several m illion 
dollars; b u t to  th e  surprise of m any, not 
content w ith  running down stream  and 
overflowing the  country  below, i t  has 
taken to  running  apparently up stream.

Some curiosity was felt over th is phe­
nomenon, and  the  case on examination 
shows it  to  be due to  the  prairies trem- 
blantes—the floating or trem bling prai- 
riee of southern Louisiana. A ll a long the 
gulf coast the  large border of land floats 
on  the  surface of th e  w ater. The land is 
m ade by fallen tim ber and  grnseee. I t 
gradually  accum ulates d ir t and becomes 
in  the  course of tim e sufficiently firm to 
support brushes and  even trees, b u t tho 
soil is  only th ree  inches or lit tle  less thick, 
and  below i t  is the  w ater, upon which i t  
floats on account of its lightness. Occa­
sionally pieces of trem bling prairie  are 
detached and  become floating islands.

There a re  quite a  num ber of these in 
Salvador, these lands, floating from  side 
to  side, being frequently carried a t  a  
rap id  rate  by  the  breeze, trees acting as 
sails to  catch the  w ind, The current 
from  th e  Ames crevasse has carried these 
floating islands down stream  and  to rn  a 
num ber of others from  the  trem bling 
prairies.—C o r^ t. Louis Globe-Democrat.
