The w ater pipes 
are  frozen sim ply because the  Briton has 
never profited by  his experience o f his 
native w inters. Y ear a fte r year they 
have freezing w eather in Loudon, and 
year a fte r year London's w ater pipes 
freeze, burst, and there cometh a  w ater 
famine.

T he Londoners' w ater pipes freeze not 
because the w eather is intensely'cold, but 
because the  pipes are  insufficiently pro­
tected. Too often they are  le ft exposed 
to  all the  w inds th a t blow.

E ntire  distric ts in London, square 
mih-s. distric ts as large as m any good 
sized American cities, had the ir water 
supply entirely  stopped one w inter. Im­
agine the  inconvenience, even the  dis­
tress and danger, a ttending such a  con­
dition of things! But the  fau lt has been 
w ith the  Londoner, and not w ith the 
weather. 1 passed through a  d istrict 
thus afflicted one dismal day, and saw 

orkmen digging u jf  the  road to  get 
a t the  pipes.

the  street where these operations 
going on the supply pipes for all 

the  houses (the pipes running in  from 
the  w ater mains) were all laid w ith in  a 
foot of tho surface of tho ground. The 
w ater w as frozen in  all tho pipes. Eight­
een inches below th e  surface th e  Host 
had not penetrated. But th e  English-, 
man deliberately puts his supply pipes 
w ithin reach of the  fro st

A PRIMITIVE SYSTEM.
The pipes would never freeze i f  they 
ere pu t a  few feet under ground, for 

the  frost in  London rare ly  penetrates the  
earth  more than  a  foot or two. But the 
Londoner does worse than  th is—he often 

w ater pipe up the  outside wall 
of his dw elling, w ithout protection of 
any  s o r t  He has another cheerful.habit, 
which is fast becoming the  fashion, and 
which is now p u t in  practice in  a ll the 
better class houses.

The drain  pipes, a t  any  ra te  those from 
the  sinks and  bath tubs, a re  carried down 
the  outside walls, w ith  a  break a t  every 
story, where another in le t o r  ou tle t is 

into a  small open trough, from  I 
which ano ther pipe leads down another 
story, and  so on to  the  bottom , where 
the w ater flows into a  g u tte r  and  thence 

sewer. The system fully ac­
complishes its  object—sewer ventilation, 
bn t th is could bo equally well secured by 

less prim itive arrangem ent, and with 
ze th a t would n o t freeze in  tho winter 
ad cover th e  side of your houses w ith 

dirty  ice.
W hen 1 said th a t tho Londoner is  not 

prepared forXhe a nnual freezing of his 
w ater pipes I d id  not adhere strictly  to 
the  tru th . For th e  good gentlem an is 
prepared in  a  certain  w ay, or perhaps I 
should say th a t th e  w ater companies are  
prepared. And the  preparation is pecu­
liarly British, as you will see. When 
your street freezes up—th a t is to  say, 
w hen it  freezes down a  dozen inches be­
low the  surface and blocks a ll the  supply 
pipes, an official from the  w ater com­
pany puts in  a n  appearance, a fte r  a  day 

tw o, and  has an apparatus fixed into 
u lit t lo  hydrant close by  tho curbstone.

T he apparatus consists either of a 
wooden or an iron pipe, as the  caso may 

which stands up righ t above the 
ground, and w hich has an inch faucet 
affixed to  it. To th is fount th e  entire 
neighborhood m ust come, w ith pails and 
pans aud  cans and jugs and mugs, and 
carry  away th e  precious fluid.

WHY THE BRITOS BEARS IT.
T he w ater companies keep these-prim­

itive plugs in  stock, some thousands of 
them , bu t i t  never occurs to  anybody to  
place tho supply pipes deeper in  the  
ground and thus prevent freezing. This, 
then, is th e  w ay th e  Londoner, o r  his 
w ater company, prepares fo r th e  annual 
v isit of Ja ck  Frost. But the  preparation 
is effective only when the  w ater mains 
are  laid well below the  surface. W hen 
they are  no t there  is a  w ater famine 
throughout extensive distric ts, as at 
Brixton, a t  Ham pstead and other places 
in  London town.

W hy no t lay  th e  w ater pipes deep 
enough?

If you had ever lived am ong these 
droll people you would no t ask th a t ques­
tion. T he pipes have never been laid 
deep enough, and  therefore never will 
be—not th is  side of th e  millennium.

Tho w ater supply of London is bad 
enough a t  its best. A t i ts  w orst, in  the 
w inter, i t  is too bad for words. Nobody 
'bu t these droll people would submit, 
year a fte r  year, to  tho ridiculous system 
of supply and th e  outrageous charges. 
B ut the  Briton is a  pa tient soul. H e be­
lieves th a t w hatever he has is th e  beet of 
its  kind, and he resents any  suggestion 
to  the  contrary. A  w ater supply tha t 
w as good enough for his g randfather is 
good enough for him: moreover, i t  is 
good enough for you. T here's the  rub  
of tho a rgum en t “ It's  good enough for 
you." W hy, in  the  name of justice, 
should you, a  foreigner, complain? Out 
upon you fo- au ungrateful alien.

N evertheless, one has to  suffer ‘from 
th is  drollery. W hen he does n o t suffer 
he can smile. But tha t i s  the  utmost he 
can do. You cannot change tho habits 
of a  nation. A nd you cannot induce 
5,000,000 people to  pu t their w ater pipes 
five feet under ground if  they th ink  five 
inches sufficient, and if  they have had 
them five inches under ground for gen­
erations.—Boston H erald.

STARTING A BOYS’ CLUB.

Kindness from a  Woman Old What Po­
licemen’.  Club. Had Failed to Do.

I t  was in  the  fall of 1878 th a t the 
small boys about Tompkins square, hav­
ing exhausted the  ordinary methods of 
street enjoym ent, began to  amuse them ­
selves by throw ing stones through the 
windows of the  W ilson mission1 a t  125

Every one had as much as he 
w anted, no reference was m ade to  the 
cause of the  broken glass, and  each boy 
w as trea ted  w ith a  kindness and  courtesy 
quite unexpected, in  view of the  fact 
th a t w ith in  a  few  moments he, had been 
engaged in  smashing his hostess’ w in­
dows.

W hen the  snpper had all been aby 
sorbed the  boys were sent forth  w ith a 
pleasant good nigh t to  rum inate on their 
evening's experiences, and  to  decide 
w hich p a rt of the  evening had been the  
more enjoyable—defacing tho exterio r of 
the  mission building o r being treated 
w ith kindness and courtesy w ithin its 
walls, and the ir  decision soon bccamb 
apparent, for the  boys were soon back 
again, no t for coffco and cakes, b u t to 
ask if  they  could no t come in  and play 
gam es—though there was lit tle  in  the

LAWYERS AND LAW FIRMS.

T he practice of law lu New York is 
not only n profession hu t u business. 
Many small factories occupy less room 
and employ fewer people than  sotno of 
the  great law  linns of th is city. Law 
partnerships have a lw ays existed here, 
b u t the  large law  firm w ith  half a  dozen 
partners, a  host of clerks and a  corps of 
office boys, all occupying a large suite of 
apartm ents iu a  ta ll olfico building, in a 
thing  of com paratively recent growth. 
The office ren t alone of such a  firm would 
have been a  handsome income for nny 
bu t tho m ost successful law yers of fifty 
years ago.

The law firm th a t acts as counsel for 
a  g rea t local corporntion employs forty 
clerks, a ll of them lawyers, g raduates in 
luw or law  students, eigh t or ten "ex­
am iners" to  collect evidence, four or five 
stenographers,, from  six to  ten type­
writers, four or five proofreaders, a 
cashier, a  man in  charge of docnmeuts 
and  half a  dozen office boys. The pay 
roll of such n  firm m ust foot up $S00 a 
week. Law clerks a re  paid from t-Wrt to 
$3,000 a  year: stenographers -from $750 
to  $1,000; typew riters from $000 to  $900. 
and office hoys from  $200 to  $-100. The 
office r en t of such a  firm is no t likely to 
be less than  $1,000 a  year. Many sm aller 
firms pay o u t $5,000 a  year in  salaries.

One effect of th is development in  th e  
practice of law  is tho lessening o f busi 
ness for beginners. W hen a  law  firm 
has half a  dozen sttlaried law yers a t  its 
call, even sm all cases are  uot despised. 
Many a  su it involving less than $100 Is 
placed in  the  hands of law  firms whose 
annual transactions may involve '  m il­
lions. Tho clerk th a t is se t a t such 
m inor tasks may bo a  graduate  of the 
best law  school in  tho land o r  a  lawyer 
ten years a t  th e  bar. M any a  well edu­
cated and  capable law yer is unable to  
bnild up  a  prac tice  in  New York, and  if 
nothing else presents itself such a  man 
gladly accepts one o f  tho be tter paid 
clerkships in  a  large ufl]ce. He may 
know vastly more law  than some mem­
bers of the  employing firm, for great 
law firms are  no t composed exclusively 
of ( 'rea l lawyers.

The im portant th ing  is th a t a  man 
may be able to  a ttra c t clients, and  this 
he may do in  a  dozen w ays no t involving 
a  knowledge of law , One man w as ad­
m itted to  partnership in  an im portant 
New York law  firm because it was 
known th a t ho could bring  a  single $15,- 
000 fee to  th e  office. Buch a  case, how­
ever, is ravo.

The grea t law  firms of New York do 
not attem pt to  m aintain large private 
libraries. The libraries of tho  Law In­
stitu te  in  tho  postoffice building and  of 
the  Buf association in  Tw enty-ninth 
street, n ear F ifth  avenue, furnish facil­
ities th a t m ake largo office libraries no 
longer a  necessity. W hen nn  important 
question involving a n  examination of 
authorities is to  be looked op, a  clerk is 
dispatched to  the  L aw  In stitu te, where 
he has am ple opportunities to  consult 
whatever W ok he m ay need.

Some of tho m ost famous law yers in 
town pass whole days in  the  library of 
the  Bar association, A ttendants are 
ready a t  a  signal of an  electric bell to 
bring w hatever book m ay be needed.
