pound in his lap.

As quick as the car stopped ho made a
dash for the door, holding the package
at arm’s length, Once on tho ground he
bolted for the woods, carefully laid the
dynamito on the gronnd and hurried
away. Then he breathed easier, for even
after the danger of being crushed in the
car was over he feared the locomotive
boiler might explode and the concussion
explode his burden. Without question
had the smoking car followed the others
into the ravine the dynamite would have
been ignited and not only cansed much
loss of life, but added another mysteri-
ous feature to the affair. Naturally
every one would have connected the dy-
namite with the plans of the men en-
gaged in the nct, as the owner of the
stuff would not be alive to tell his story.

The Corinth Canal.

That great engineering work, the Cor-
fnth canal, which willever the Pelopon-
nesus from the mainland of Greece, and
will permit the largest ships to pass
directly from the Gulf of Athens to the
Gulf of Corinth, is said to be rapidly ap-
prosehing completion, The canal ywill

ave no locks, but is level from end to
end and perfectly straight, the width
being ninety-six feet and the depth thirty-
gix.

It is assumed that
‘about 300 vessels from Trieste and Fiume,
and about the same number from Ifalian
ports, will pass through the caal an-
nually, while it is calculated that be-
tween 700 and 800 Greels ships will nse
the canal—a fotal, say, of more than
1,200 vessels annually, averaging 1,500
tons each.—New York Sun.

A Simple Fire Extinguisher.

It is the opinion of experts that much
of the money which is &pent by factories,
mills and stores on the introduction of
pipes and valyes for fire extinction might
be saved by the adoption of a much sim-
pler and more efficient method. Both
sulphur and ammonia are well adapted
for extinguishing fire. Sulphur absorbs
oxygen and forms sulphurio acid, the
fomes of which are much heavier than
air. The quantity required would be
small, since seventy grammes of sulphur
can miake ono hundred cubic meters of
air inimical to combustion. An effective
sulphur extinguishing apparatas can be
made of a large iron box of moderate
depth and open at the top.

It shopld be hinged at one end or side
to a protected ceiling, and kept close
thereto by a cord or wire connected with
awire or strap formed chiefly of cad-
minm fosible at 144 degs. Fahrenheit.
Inside the box is placed a considerablo
quantity of cotton wadding, well satur-
ated with powdered sulphur. On the
heat of an incipient fire melting the wire
or strip, the box drops a short distance;
Dy o simple device the cotton wadding
is iguited at the same moment, and a
strong cloud of sulphurous acid gas is
instantly evolved, which extinguishes
the fire by rendering tho air unfit for
combustion.—New York Telegram.

Cunoing Siberian Natives.

When compelled to travel all night,
the Siberian natives always make a prac-
tice of stopping just before sunrise and
allowing their dogs to go to sleep. They
argue that if the dog goes to sleep while
it 15 yet dark and wakes up in an hour
and finds the sunshining, he will suppose
that he hashad a foll night's rest, and will
travel all day without thinking of being
tired, One or even two hours'stop at
any oflier timo is perfectly nseless, as
the dogs will be uncontrolluble from
that time forward until they are per-
mitted to take what they thinlk a fall al-
lowanee of sleep.—St. Louis Republic.

Where food and pasturage
are abundant enough to be no object, as
on somo of the great farms and ranches
in the west, undonbtedly the Holstein
and the cheese factory are proving pro-t-
able. There is enough meat on the Hol-
stein, oo, owing to its size, to male its
bect a consideration.

Here we have the typical butter cow,
the Jersey.

she does not give such quantities of milk
as the sister breed, but what sho does
give is rich enongh to almost ‘‘stand
alone.” The cow in the picture bhas pro-
duced tyenty-one pounds and six ounces

of butter in a week, She belongs to a
herd of which at least one member has
made thirty-one pounds nine ounces in a
week! 5

Before you go into the dairy business,
or when you begin, as you get your ex-
perence and pay for it, decide what
branch of dairying will be most profit-
able in the locality in which you find
yourself, That settled, stick maiuly to
tho one line, following the others mezely
25 incidentals to help ont the main one.

Tutelligent Patrons and a Good Creamery.
We often hear sharp criticism indulged
in by creamery men against their patrons
and patrons againat creamery men.

Tt has been our observation quite often
that the criticism was well deserved both
ways. But we wish to assert a bedrock
principle that knows no exception—it is
impossible to Tun a poor creamery when
the patrons are well posted in dairying.
They simply won't have it. The poor
creameries and cheese factories can con-
tinus to exist only when the patrons do
not know what is due them.

The ofher day we read the report of
the Rock Spring creamery at Geneva,
Ils., and it did us good to note what a
splendid combination in society a lot of
intelligent patrons and a good creamery
can make, There are sixty patrons, and

of milk, which produced 249,707 pounds
of butter, an_ayerage of 4.35 or a trifle
over 4 1-8 pounds of butter to 100 pounds
of milk. The amount received for the
butter was §$56,09.23.

One of the bost proofs of the intelli-
gencs of the patrons is found in the ex-
cellent quality of their milk.

That is an old dairy section around
Geneva, and the duirymen there have
learned that it don't pay to have a poor
cow or to keep a gaod one poorly. Evi-
dently they bave long since discarded
the idea that lots of milk withont refer-
ence to its quality was the thing in a
creamery or cheese factory. So many
farmers have that important lesson yet
to learn.

It must be a pleasant task to run a
creamery with such a lot of well pos
dairy farmers for patrons. — Hoard's
Daiyman.
