T he announcem ent b rought attorney 
Donaldson to  his feet w ith a  p rotest 
a gainst such a  procedure, bn t th e  court 
announced th a t  Mr. P ackard  would be 
held to  th e  Superior cou rt for tria l 
Mr. Donaldson again ohjectod and the 
cou rt finally Instructed th e  balim  to teat 
M r. Donaldson. A fter holding Mr. 
P .c k a rd  fo r tria l the con rl announced 
to  Mr. Donaldson, ‘ You may now be 
heard

Mr. Donaldson arose, and w aving a 
copy of the  Telegram -H erald—the organ 
of the  s tre e t car company—said: "W e 
object to th is  young man being allowed 
to  pursue th is  course. S ince th is  case 
w as a d jin rn ed  day  boforn yesterday 
th e re  has been the  g rea tes t kind of foul 
play, a td  th is young man has been In­
tim idated and Influenced by the  police 
force, th e  stree t railw ay company and 
Mr. F red  S. Clark, and we do no t believe 
th a t th e  c o o rt will sustdtn such w ork."

T he organ referred  to  charged  Mr. 
D nuham  with crooked w ork and undue 
influence over the  young man. I t  also 
s ta te d  th a t he—th e  a tto rney—had beeo 
discharged by the  respondent from fu i- 
th e r  services as his attorney.

P rosecutor M cKnlghl look the  fljor 
long enough o d iuy th a t any  Influence 
had  beeo brought to boar upon Packard, 
aod  th a t h is actions were purely volun­
ta ry . l ie  sp-'ke of the  form er ac.loos of 
Mr. Dunham a u l  said th a t be had b.-m 
discharged from th e  care  of the  yon g 
m an 's case. T ola b rought Mr. D unham 
to his feet w ith the  rem ark th a t the 
prosecutor w ts  a  liar. O hee pleasl g 
am enities were Indulged lo u n til <he 
cou rt took a  hand and  quieted the  mill 
of words. A fter th e  atto rneys had 
been quieted Mr. E ts tln e n  again took 
the  stand, and repealed his story a b ru t 
the  same as he t  lid It Tuesday afloruooo. 
B e said: "Several of th e  confessions
were m t l e  to me alone, others 
In th e  presence of Datectlve
Sm ith and several o the r offl 
cera and Fred S Clark "  Wh in 
a sc e d lf  the  o the r offlclals of the  street 

. ra ilw ay  company d id  no t have free ac­
cess to  Prlndlu 's cell room, witness said 
he d idn 't th in k  they were ever In the 
Cell roosa He adm itted, however, tha'. 
M r C lark visited the  cell room when­
ever ho wished. Mr. Dunam asked why 
he d td u 't p u t P rlndle In the  common 
cell w ith the  others . W itness answered 
tlfa t he kep t him In cell D, because li- 
d ldu 't w ant him  lo g o  to Jail, f  ir.var­
ious reasons, one of which was th a t he 
w aotod him where he could get a t the 
atory  of the  plot. He trea ’cd Prlndle 
be lter  because P rlnd le  trea ted  him b e t­
te r. T h is  ended the  f  renoon sesslor, 
and cou rt adjourned for dinner.

T im e was called for the  afternoon ses­
sion a t 2:15. Roll call showed th a t all 
those  direc tly  Interested In the  conspir­
acy case were 'p -asen t except M. C 
Duffy and Fred. S Clark. C ourt officer 
Johnson was Instructed to  brlog In the  
delinquents, a cd  ju s t as the  order was 
made Fred. C lark w alked Into the  court 
room and took his seat beside the  prose­
cu ting  a tto rney , placed his finger on his 
nose, leaned back In h is chair, and  went 
to  sleep, or a t  least eloed one eye, If not 
both. Mr. Duffy followed Mr. Clark 
a fte r  a  lapse of five m inutes, and the 
w ater was tu rned  on for the  afternoon 
grind  w ith M r. E astm an on the  stand. 
H e con'd  no t remember th a t P rlndle 
told him  th a t  he (P rlndle) and Webster 
had a  ta lk  about d ynam ite, bu t he could 
rem em ber th a t W ebster confessed to 
buying dynam ite. He was no t certain  
w hether W ebster said th e  ta lk  about 
dynam ite occurred In a  hallw ay or the 
Central Labor onion ball. "W ebster did 
n o t say the  ta lk  occurred In any labor 
h tll , bu t was a  p rivate  aff-.lr, and talked 
outside of all labor onion gatherings.

T he scheme to get the  dynam ite was 
first mentioned by a map whose name 
W ebster could no t remember. Webster 
told me he got the  dynam ite and wanted 
to  tu rn  the  cartridges over to  the  man 
whose name ho could not remember; 
W ebster said he th rew  tho dynam ite c ar­
tridges away lu  a lum ber pile, and th a t 
the  man who asked W ebstor to  ge t the 
cartridges said he would a ttend  to  ex­
ploding them. I  d id  no t tell W ebster 
w hat he said was being reduced to short­
hand. Mr. W alch did no t read over the 
notes to  Webster a fte r  they were taken. 
W alch sworo W ebster as to  the  tru th  of 
th e  short hand statem ents W ebster Is 
no t a sho rt hand reporter bu t he swore 
to  the  notes as taken  by W alch."

E astm an osald: "D ell Ohl denied 
knowing anyth ing  as to  the  purpose of 
the  Sw ett s tree t ga thering. Mr. Rlp- 
s tra  a lto  denied any  knowledge of tee  
purpose of destroying the  wheel. Mr. 
W illiams, Mr. K olpers, Mr. Miller, Mr. 
Medland and o thers denied any knowl­
edge th a t the  gathering  was for tho pur­
pose of destroying the  wheel. Mr B-ll 
denied being a t  the  gathering a t Sweet 
t tre e 1, be did no t know th a t the  crowd 
was going "

Mr. M cKolght refreshed the  superin­
tendent's memory touching M r. Ohl, by 
looking over the  no'.es taken  b t  the 
superintendent, b u t was uuable to  bring 
ou t anythli g new.

Joe  U. Sm ith, tho man who got hi*, 
was called. He waa not a t hand and 
some one suggested th a t be was looking 
for the  m ustache th a t adorned tho lip 
of ihe  man who h it h im. A fter a  sk ir­
mish of tbe  building Joe  was found aod 
took the  stand. M r Donaldson objeet-d 
to swearing Smith on tho grounds th a t 
he had been In court during the taking

of testimony. T he court overuled the 
objection and Sm ith waa allowed ti 
tlfy . Ho remembered tbe  sweet s 
Hot; wont there a t 11 o’clock Hi 
told s trike rs wore going to  blow up the 
wheel, he w ent up  Into the  vacant 
and staid  there until tho famous Water­
loo, He said tho company had i 
mlnal wheel near she Sweet s tree t depot 
bu t afterw ards c 'noluded It was a round 
wheel, bo saw two crowds of men 
on Second stree t and another on Taylor 
s treet; first saw the  crowd coming up 
Second s treet. He said: “ I took Prl
d e o u t of the  crowd twice bu t the  crowd 
look him away; I  was In the  fron t a t t 
rai kand held up the  crowd."

Ho named over a  number who wi 
In the  crowd, and Identified them 
being present a t  the  raid; thonght tha t 
If Fred (hark  was shore he m ust have 
been hid, as he did no t show up; did not 
see D. S. Williams, Mollvllle, John  Hell, 
I llpstra , K rauskopf, D ustlu, Duller 01 
Ohl a t  tho W aterloo. He sworo tb t 
crowd was armed w ith clubs and revel­
le rs ; th a t he knew Q uaokenbush had a 
:lub—a young tree; o thers had wagon 
sookea and edgings Prludlo had a 
volver. " I  could not say how many 
v rivers were lo the crowd; remem 
toeing four revolvers; tbe  crowd fired 
ib n u t th irty  shots; about 200 shots were 
fired In all, and the re  were about 200 
men present when I  led the  policemen 
* he raid "

T he witness remembered being struck 
over the  eye w ith a stone. Ho reviewed 
>.-3 conversation with a  number of 
spondenti b u t the  testim ony was nnlm- 
:  orien t. He sno re  th a t  W ebster told 
him he burled the  dynam ite cartridges 
I i the  saw dust so deep th a t he got mud 
on I tli hands. Sm ith was unable to re­
member any more and the people's a tto r ­
ney tb  en prompted the  witness by the 
ante notes th a t  E astm an  parrotted, 
ite r the  proseontlng atto rney  read them 

to him
A recess of five minutes was taken 

ud an examination of th - clubs showed 
th a t the  police cap tured  10 clubs fiom

In  1873 nn n et was 
passed by  congress w hich deprived the  
citizen of th a t privilege. T he tit le  of 

a c t w as “ An - a c t revising and 
am ending tho  law s rela tive  to  the  m ints, 
assay offices and  coinage of tho  U nited 
States.” T h a t p a rt of tho a c t w hich de­
monetized and  debased silver, and  made 
gold the  single money standard  was 
foisted on the  people in  a  w ay which has 
never been understood except by  a  few 

whose motives for enacting  such a 
law  w ere as da rk  a s  tho  m ethods by 
which i t  w as passed.

M any of th e  senators and  congress- 
on w ho voted for the  b ill d id  so w ith ­

o u t know ing th a t i t  would displace 
silver a s  ono of th e  money standards of 
tho country, and  these senators and  con- 
gressmen have publicly  asserted th a t 
provisions w hich are  in  th a t b ill as it  
stands today  w ere n o t read and  dis­
cussed in  congress, b u t  were p u t in  in  
some w ay  w hich cannot now  b e  fully 
explained.

I t  would bo proper a fte r  th is  assertion 
to  p resent fac ts  to  prove it ,  and  then  the 
people m ay jndge for themselves a s  to 
w hether o r no t th a t a c t w as passed ad­
visedly, accidentally  o r otherwise.

Mr. H olman, o f. Ind iana , said in  a 
speech delivered Ju ly  13, 1876; “ I  have 
before m e the  record of th e  proceedings 
of th is house on the  passage of th a t 
measure—a  record which no  m an can 
read w ithou t being convinced th a t the  
m ethod and  m easnre of its  passage 
th rough  th is house w as a  colossal swin- 

I  assert th a t  th e  m easure never 
hod the  sanction of th is house, and  it  
does n o t possess the  m oral force o f law .” 

Mr. Cannon, of Illinois, said in  the  
house on Ju ly  13, 1876: " I t  w as n o t dis­
cussed as show n b y  the  record, and 
ne ither m ertbere of congress 
people understood th e  scope o f th e  legis­
la tion  "

Mr. B urchard, of Illinois, in  a  speech 
m ade in  th e  house Ju ly  18, 1876, said: 

T he coinage a c t o f 1873, unaccompanied 
by  any  w ritte n  report upon th e  subject 
from  any  com m ittee, and  unknow n to 
the  members of congress, w ho w ithout 
opposition allow ed i t  to  pass nnder the 
belief, if  no t assurance, th a t  i t  m ade ho 
a ltera tion  in  tho value of c u rren t coins, 
changed the  u n it o f  value from  silver to  

ild.”
Senator Conkling in  th e  senate, on 

M arch 30, 1876, expressed h is u tte r  sur­
prise a t  th e  m eaning e f th e  a c t by  ask- 

Is i t  tru e  th a t the re  is  now no 
A m erican dollar; and  if  so, is  i t  true  
th a t  th e  effect of th is  b ill is to  be to 
m ake half dollars and  q u a rte r  dollars the  
only silver coin w hich can  b e  used as 
legal tender?”

P resident G arfield, who w as chairm an 
of tho com m ittee on appropriations in  
1873, said in  aspeech delivered a t  Spring­
field, 0 . ,  in  1877: “ There was no  call 
o f  the  yeas and  nays, and  nobody op­
posed the  b ill th a t I  know  of. I t  e  
p u t th rough  as dozens of bills are 
congress, on tho  fa ith  of tho report of 
the  chairm an of th e  com m itte; there­
fore, I  te ll you, because i t  is  the  tru th  
th a t I  have no knowledge abou t it .” 

Senator A llison said in  the  senate on 
Feb. ID, 1878, “ But when th e  secret his­
to ry  of th is  bill o f  1873 comes to  be told 
it  w ill disclose th e  fac t th a t the  house of 
representatives in tended to  coin both 

' mid silver, and  intended to  place 
both m etals npon the  F rench rela tion  in ­
stead  of our 

On Feb. 15, 1878, the  following collo­
quy took place betw een Senator Voor- 
hees and Senator Blaine in  the  senate;

Mr. Voorhees said: “ I w an t to  ask m y 
friend from Maine w hether I may call 
him a s  one m ore w itness to  th e  fac t tha t 
it  w as not generally know n th a t silver 
was demonetized? Did he know 
speaker of the  house, presiding a t  tha t 
tim e, th a t the  silver dollar was demone­
tized  in  th e  b ill to  w hich he alludes?"

Mr. Blaine—I d id  n o t know anything 
th a t w as in  the  b ill a t  all. As I  have 
said before, little  was known or cared on 
the subject. A ud now I should like to 
exchange questions w ith  the  senator 
from Indiana—did he kn 

Mr. Voorhees—I very frankly say I  did

Senator Beck, in  a  speech in  tho 
ate, Jan . 10, 1878, said: " I t  never 
understood by  either house of congress 
I say th a t w ith  a  frill knowledge of th e  
foci" No newBpauer reuorter—and thev are  the  m ost vig ilan t men I  ever saw  in 
obtaining inform ation—discovered th a t 
it  (the dem onetization of silver) had ever 
been done."

Mr. Kelley, of Pennsylvania, who had 
charge of th e  bill, said  in  a  speech made 
M arch 9, 1879: “ In connection w ith tho 
charge th a t I  advocated the  bill whii 
demonetized th e  standard  silver dollar 
say tha t, though tho chairm an of the 
com m ittee on coinage, I  was ignoran t of 
th e  fac t th a t i t  would demonetize th e  sil­
ver dollar or of its  dropping tho silvei 
dollar from  our system  of coins.” Mr.

lij?, weights Bhd tneaSTIfEfl, wTio re 
ported tho original bill, were faithful 

1 able, and scanned its  provision! 
closely; th a t as their organ I  reported it  
th a t i t  contained provisions fo r both the 
standard  silver dollar and the  trade  dol­
lar. Never having heard  till a  long time 
a fte r i ts  enactm ent in to  a  law  o f  the  sub­
stitu tion  in  tho  senate of the  section 
which dropped tho standard  dollar, I 
profess to  know noth ing  of its  history, 
b u t I am prepared to  say th a t in  all the 
legislation of th is country  the re  is no 
m ystery e qual to  the  demonetization of 
tho standard  silver dollar of tho U nited 
States. I  have never found a  man who 
could te ll how  i t  came abou t or w hy.” 

President G ra n t d id  no t know th a t the 
bill would demonetize silver. Ho signed 
the  a c t as chief executive of the  nation, 
and a t  tho same tim e sent a  special mes­
sage to  congress advising tho establish­
m ent of tw o or m ore m in ts  a t ChicagD, 
St. Lonis and Omaha to  coin silver dol­
lars, w hen by  th e  law  ho had  ju s t signed 

1 provided th a t no m ore silver dol­
lars should bo coined.

T his is  am ply snfflcient to  show that 
there has been some crooked w ork some­
where, b u t w hile the  crookedness is  fully 
apparent i t  has never been shoYvn tc 
whom th e  crim e attaches. All th is  was 
modo known and  discussed in  the  senate 
last year, b u t there  was a  resort to 

muddling” work, and  tho schemers 
managed in  some w ay to  Rave the  m at­
te r  passed over.

Tho bill as passed by the  house pro  
vided for tho  coinage of tho standard 
silver dollar. I t  then w ent to  tho senate, 
where i t  was “doctored” w hile in  the 
hands o f tho senate finance committee, 
of w hich Senator John  Sherm an was 
chairm an, and  w hen tho  bill became a 
law  silver w as demonetized.

A fter th e  fac t w as established that 
the re  had  been a  m istake or a n outra­
geous fraud  the  R epublican pa rty  refused 

rectify  it .  In  fac t, th a t pa rty  strug ­
gled successfully to  keep tho robbery 
and fraud  in  operation. The leaders and 
organs of the  Dem ocratic p a rty  are  m ak  

1 grea t fu ro r over th is fac t. They 
poin t to  the  fac t th a t the  members of 
th e irp a r ty  in  congress fought to  re-estab­
lish th e  free and  unlim ited coinage of 
silver, and poin t to  th e  fac t th a t their 
sta te  platform s have free coinage planks.

All th is  sounds very pretty . B ut just 
iten a  moment. T here  is  n o t one scin­

t illa  of sincerity  o r honesty in  these rep­
resentations and  appeals. In  the  first 
place, p ast records show  th a t the  p la t­
form  p lanks of th e  old parties prove to  
be ro tten  w hen th e  people s tand  on 
them . Yes, they break, vanish, disap­
pear. A fter serving cam paign purposes 

a  sp lin ter of them  can  be found. The 
same D em ocratic leaders and  organs are 
p leading w ith tho people to  support 
G fover Cleveland for the  presidency, 
and G rover Cleveland has openly de­
clared him self opposed to  tho free and 
unlim ited coinage of silver.

Tho 
plan has been in  operation tw o years 
some of tho  northw estern states, and 
they have a  m em bership large  enough 
to  pay a  policy in  fu ll, and i t  is  growing 
rapidly.

T he plan has been approved b y  several 
states, and  Mr. W ardall w ill p resent it 
in  several o the r sta tes during  the 
m er. By tho plan proposed members of 
tho  A lliance can carry  the ir  own i 
ance a t  sim ple cost of actual death  losses, 
and a  m inim um  expense accopnt fo r 
clerical labor. Besides the  advantage of 
g reatly  reduced cost, tho  plan will keep 
a ll tho money a t home under the  m an­
agem ent and control of tho  people for 
w hom  i t  is  conducted.
