twenty-Bve people, and  a  serious If not 
f a ta l In jury  of a t  least six more. F ire 
added Its te rro rs  to  th e  a lready  frigh t­
fu l scenes, and th e  brolsed and  cbnrred 
rem ains ol th e  victims were badly 
burned, w hile one poor woman, pinioned 
In th e  w reckage, w as crem ated before 
th e  eyes of th e  spectators, who worked 
to  secure her release and  w ere driven off 
by the  flames

T he eastbonnd E rie  vestibule,' N'<. 8, 
due a t  Youngstow n a t  2:5S a. m. was 
very, late, and rnnnlng  on orders. 
W hen a stop w as made a t R avenna the 
engineer and  fireman of the  passenger 
tra in  w ent to  work to  repa ir  the  engine, 
a nd  th e  tra in  was again  detained sev­
e ra l m inutes. A flagman w as sen t back, 
b u t w ent only a  few feet, a t  th e  most 
tw o c a r leng ths Suddenly, a round the 
eurye w est o f the  c ity , came tnaln No. 
82, composed of Sw ift's m eat c a r t. The 
tra in  was rnnnlng  25 miles an 
hour a nd  coming down a heavy grade 
The engineer supposed he had a  clear 
track , and I t being a  through  tra in  he 
did no t expect to  atop a t  Ravenna. Be 
called for b rakes and reversed his engine, 
b n t all to  no avail. On cam e th e  freight 
tra in , b u t w ith slightly  Increased speed, 
and no word of w arn ing  could be given 
to  the  people In th e  doomed train . A 
few fee t w est of the  s ta tion  th e  engineer 
and fireman Jamped, aligh ting  safely. 
A  moment more and  the  heavy freight 
c rashed Into the  passenger train . F or a 
mom ent, a fte r  the re  was th e  silence of 
death, and then  commenced th e  most 
frlgh tfn l cries ever heard. H oans of the 
dying, piteous cries fo r help from the 
Im prisoned and  helpless passengers and 
the  m utilated and  bloody rem ains of the 
dead were seen th rough  the  fragm ents of 
th e  debris formed. I t  was a scene of 
horror no pen can p ic tu re. T he freight 
engine had gone c lea r th rough  the  day 
coach In the  rea r, th rough  the  sleeper 
and burled Hsslf In th e  second sleeper— 
th e  th ird  c a r of the  tra in . T here  
was noth ing  le ft of the  tra in  bu t a 
mass of dabrls and the  sides of the 
th ird  c a r stood about the  m onster engine 
as If to  h o ld 'lt a  prisoner, and prevent 
fu rth e r  damage. T h is scene lasted  Out 
a  mom ent when little  tongues of IT mo 
sprang up  here and there, and soon the 
whole w reck was w rapped In fire I t 
w as a  sickening sight. T here  were two 
scores of Imprisoned passengers In tho 
debris. T he llamas lighting np the  p see 
w ith a  lurid  g la re  served only to  Intensi­
fy th e  horror w ithout aiding the re-co- 
ers. As soon as the  dazed passengers 
In th e  other cars recovered thamse ves 
they  rushed to  the  rescue of th e ir  unfor­
tu n a te  companions. T he lire dei a rt- 
m snt Immediately responded and every 
one from th a t end of th e  little  city  ru>hed 
to  th e  scene of th e  d isaster Hundreds 
surrounded th e  w reck to  little  purp ise. 
T he aw ful ru in  had b .en  w rought, and 
little  was left to  do b n t to  secure and 
care for th e  rem ains of the  dead. A few 
passengers easily resc ind  were promptly 
rescued, and several bodies of the  oead 
and dying were carried  up  to  the depot 
platform.

One poor woman was seen pinioned In 
the  wreck, though  apparen tly  nu t sligh t­
ly hu rt, whose piteous appeals fo r nelp 
will never be forgotten by the  suectat irs 
T he flames had not ye t reached, b u t were 
slowly reaching her. Strong and will­
ing hands swung axes as they never 
swung before. Oh c re p t th e  fl smes. I t 
was a  d a ttle  between life a nd  Oeatb, and 
death was gaining. T he beat was be- 
coming more Intense every Instan t. Men 
who were no longer able to  w ithstand 
the flames gave place to  others w ith the 
rapidity  of lightning. B ut It was a  use­
less fight. T he choppers had to  fall 
back and abandon the  woman to  her 
fate. In  a  moment the  flam e1 
caught her dress, and Insieu ' y 
leaped to  her head. H er plttoua 
cries of "Save mel save me!" as tne  
flames envolopsd h e r form, and th e  ex­
pression of agony on her face as st.e 
sank down Into th e  debris caused the 
strongest hearts  to  grow  sick with 
horror.

How many more such frigh tfu l trag e ­
dies, though unseen, were enacted In th» 
burning ruins In those b rlsf mom*nit 
will never be known. T herem alns «ere  
carried to  th e  depot as soon a s  they were 
recovered, and laid In rows.

I  was 
w arned In tim e and  could not see tbe  
lights on th e  rear of the passenger owing 
to the  darkness and fog. I  reversed the 
lever a t  quickly at.possible and with the 
fireman ju m p 'd  from  the  tra in , sustain 
Ing a  severe frac tu re  of the  r ig h t hand .’

The high standing, Importance and 

sacredness of trea ties and compacts be­
tween tho mighty nations of the  globi 
are  generally understood. Such coi 
trac ts, or relations, are  popularly call* 
Inter-natlonal laws; and why no t have 
an In ternational congress to make them? 
In such an auvnst body each government 
represented would stand  as a  sta te  stands 
In the  deliberations of our American 
Union. Thus we would have a  grand 
brotherhood of nations.

Certain It Is th a t no grea t political 
power, w hether I t be a  monarcy on the 
Gastern continent, or a republic on the 
Western, can singly legislate our m atters 
of common Interest a id  s im ilar rlgn ts to 
all the  nations. In  other words, laws 
rise up In gradation from the  township, 
county and sta te  to  our national con­
gress; and then we have the  proposed 
world's congress, beyond and higher than 
them all.

And this gigantic, law-making body 
should royally govern us to  all Interna­
tional trade, migration, association, and 
other highly Im portant affairs. Wars, 
all taxation  upon the  world's commerce; 
righ ts upon the  ocean, as the  earth 's 
gr«at highw ay; aud w hat shall consti­
tute an International standing of form 
and value as to  a world’s money—such 
are some of the  m ighty problems for 
such a  congress to solve.

L et the  U ulted States, through  its 
president a t W ashington, prepare such a 
legislative alliance and assembling of the 
area l power*; and Bagland, France, 
Germany, Russia—all will nobly re­
spond. Then le t the  finance question 
be grandly settled, first of all—and 
is by the  wisest stathm sn, patriots 
philosophers of the  leading countries, 
uot by the ir mllllonalrs, lords, barons, 
sbylocks, monoppllsts, ty ran ts and mis­
ers. T o  them gold would be God, wnili 
a m ajority are  nowise distinguished for 
manhood or brains. T his of the  world' 
capitalists.

Such an assembly should promptly 
demonetize gold and  silver, or adopt a 
olmetallc standard , and the  fre^s 
coinage, the  world over. So many grains 
if goid a  dollar, and so many grains of 
s l lv .ra  dollar,—full w eight, 1-gal te 
and to  bo thus reciprocally honored 
m roughout Christendom. And each na­
tion should m int or p rin t Its money at 
about cost, and thus furnish I t ic 
P'Ople. Have th* gold and sliver dollars 
•f the  world only to  differ, as V ictoria, 

Napoleon or W ashington may appear 
upon the ir  respective faces; and all na­
tional certlgcat-s, based upon such bu l­
lion or coin, to  have squal power and 
honored In the same way. T hus,—and 
no enormous, wodd-floodlng mines 
denly struck ,—and tbe  whole metal p a rt 
of this g rea t financial problem would bo 
solved, alm ost before the  close of 
Columbian F a ir a t Chicago. T he world 
would be given a  universal,Inter-chaugf 
able, legal-tender money to  the  full ci 
paclty of the  world’s  mines—which, by 
•he h ighest authorities, would be about 
one-fifth of a  popular ample msdlum of 
•xchange, necessary for governm ent and 
commercial purposes

T he earth  does not furnish enough 
gold—and the  people would about as 
ioon carry  around pig Iron as sliver. 
And If s ilver certlficatsa, why not copper 
or Iron pass curren t?—or certificates 
based upon standard  diamonds, sap­
phires, rubles and pearl*?—or can the 
(and Itself be practically deposited and a 
currency based upon It?

Here, again, our "in ternational con­
gress should a rb itra te  by laws and 
trea ty?  For Is no t the  whole world the 
same as th e  U nited S tates fully Inter­
ested?

H aving provided as fa r  as metal 
money will go— w ithout other and enor­
mous mining fields promptly discovered 
—cannot tho assembled nations agree 
upon a  farthe r, ample and equally stand­
ard msdlum of circulation? A mosey 
th a t will be as much honored the  world 
over as bulky metals and certlficatss 
based upon them?

We th ink  so. G jd  never Intended gold 
and silver for money, any more than Ho 
did wampuns or coonsklns—and paper Is 
superior to  metal lu  alm ost every 
feature. T he system of "Intrinsic 
value” belonging to money originated lu 
ages and countries of barbarism. 
Human scalps aud sea shells were In 
fashion before th a t—lust before.

L et each grea t nation of the globe, 
and In proportion to Its a rb itra ted  
standing aud wealth, be authorized to 
issue government notes own trade  and 
the  purposes of general commerce. 
Make such currency, w hether con tri­
buted to  the world's money by England, 
France, Russia, th e  United States, or 
whatever g rea t and creditable power, a l  
par w ith gold, silver or diamonds, for 
all in ternational and domestic purposes. 
Proclaim It treason for the  shylocks, and 
war for any outside, p stiy  nationality, 
to dishonor thsae government notes, au­
thorized by the  brotherhood of nations. 
Publish It to  the  world th a t each of these 
mighty powers Is pledged to Its last foot 
of land, and Its natloual flag and honor, 
to every nayback, m ake good and pay 
its rigidly allotted issue of currency. 
Say this republic, bslng w orth $65,000,- 
000,000, Is authorized to  p o t ou t $3 000,- 
000,000 of Uulted S lates money pledges 
Where auv possible harm  or danger, and 
who shall find fault?

Shylocks and barons, speak out, 
wheth-r you be congressional or editor­
ial You are challenged to  the  forum— 
every man I

B ut how could such a  desirable, and 
yet not a t  all excessive, volume of 
standard , honored money ba pu t Into 
circulation?

He 
had w ith  him five quarts of w ater and 
provisions for one day.

N othing w as thought of tho m atter, 
and  no  one dreamed b u t th a t ho got 
through all r ig h t  On tho  11th tho bal­
ance of the  pa rty  w ent to  W alters, and 
reaching there  learned th a t Miller had 
no t been seen. T hey imm ediately pu t 
back to  search for him, and  found his 
tracks where he took a  ca ttle  t ra i l which 
would lead him to  the  Colorado river, in 
a  direction directly  opposite to  W alters. 
As they  had no provisions they could 
no t follow the  trail and  re tu rned  to  
W alters. He has been given up  for 
dead, as since the  4 th  of tho  m onth, if 
he had reached the  river, he w ould have 
had tim e to  re tu rn  or to  have w ritten 
hack to  his companions.

Bowen sent to  Los Angeles to  Miller's 
friends to  have them come and search 
for the  missing man, b u t up  to  the  date 

which tho le tte r was w ritten  no word 
h ad  been received from  them .—San Ber­
nardino Times-Index.

THE FACE OF A DEMON.

T here were only six ty  of t a  csvalry to 
guard a  train  o f th ir ty  w agons; the  Ind­
ians conld have borne u s down by sheer 
w eight of num bers had they possessed 
the  nerve to  charge en masse. . 
o'clock in  the  afternoon I  counted a t 
least 400 of the  hostiles in  sight—every 
one mounted on h is w ar pony and  arm 
w ith  a  good rifle, if  n o t a  W inchester.

Sixty troopers and  th ir ty  teamsters 
to  400 redskins. Big odds in  favor of 
the  whooping, scream ing, defiant riders, 
and more so because ou t of th e  th irty  
team sters n o t m ore than  half would fire 
a  shot in  case of a  grand  charge. W est­
ern men, and no t th e ir  first s igh t o f In ­
dians by  a  dozen times, b u t teamsters 
are  n o t th e  m achine a  soldier i*. A 
reds began to  close in  and  become more 
defiant I  noticed m any w hite 
am ong th e  wagons, and I  figured th a t 
many a  m an w ould c u t loose h is fieetest 
m nle and seek to  escape by  flight if 
w orst cam e to  worst.

W e m ust give the  Apaches a  lesson in  
manners. W o had  been w aiting until 
the  tra in  should reach  a  favorable loca­
tion. The m om ent had come. On this 
ground th e  team sters conld take care of 
i t  w ith  ten  troopers to  guide and direct, 
and  th a t le ft fifty  o f u s  to  act. The 
w ord w as quietly  passed down the  line, 
each m an prepared himself, and  a t  a 
note from  the  bugle a  w onderful change 
took place. O nr captain w heeled w ith 
tw enty  men, and  charged to  th e  rear; 
our single lieu tenan t w heeled to  th e  left 
w ith  ten  men; a  sergeant charged 
s tra igh t ahead w ith  ten  more; I  took 
n ine others and  w heeled to  th e  r ig h t and 
rode s tra igh t a t  a  body of e igh ty  Indians 
bunched on a  knoll jn s t  o u t of rifle  shot.

" R ig h t wheel—steady, now ; forw ard, 
tro t, gallop—chargel”

Ten to  e ightyl E igh t to  onel Odds 
enough to  prove our m ettle  and  m ake it 
exciting. Every trooper in  every squad­
ron  w as cheering as he rode. H is 
b ine w as strapped to  his back and  his 
saber w as held a lo ft in  h is righ t hand.

“ Rush 'em, boys; drive r ig h t into 
'em; m ake a  hole in  th e  bunch?’

O ur plan had been executed so sw iftly  
th a t th e  reds w ere dum founded. Only 
th ree  o r four sho ts w ere fired a t  i 
w e charged, and  th e  whole band  sa t 
there  gazing a t  u s  as w e thundered up. 
W e struck  them  w ith  an aw ful c ra s h -  
ten  of u s  in  single rank , and  as or 
bers began to  flash th e  Ind ians thought 
only of ge tting  ou t of reach. W e had 
them  flying in  tw o m inntes, and th e  or­
der was, in  case they took to  flight, to  
keep together and  ru n  them  for a  couple 
of m iles, using our carbines on the ir 
backs.

I  had  a  ligh t horse, no t m uch larger 
than  an Ind ian  pony. H e struck  and 
knocked over tw o ponies, and  a s  I  c u t 
w arrior down w ith  m y saber m y horse 
pitched forw ard and  flung me heavily to  
the  ground. I  w as stunned, b u t  remem­
ber th a t tw o or th ree  horses stepped on 
me a s  the  Ind ians drew  o nt a n d  took to  
flight. W hen I  struggled to  a  sitting  
position i t  w as to  find m yself alm ost 
helpless. My r ig h t shoulder w as broken 
m y back severely injured, and  m y legs 
felt num b. 1 w as in  a  hollow, from 
which I  could no t see the  wagons, b u t I  
could hear th e  fighting going on  in  a il 
directions.

To the  r ig h t of m e w as a  dead w ar­
rior, to  the  le ft a  second; fa rth e r to  the  
left a  dead pony; to  th e  r ig h t a  w ound­
ed one; direc tly  in  fron t of me and 
tw enty feet away w as a  redskin, kicking 
and struggling. I  had  ju s t g o t a  r e s t on 
m y le ft elbow w hen ho sa t up. The 
r ig h t side o f h is head w as a ll bloody 
from  a  saber c u t w hich had  shaved off 
an ear, b u t  th is  w ould have been a  trifle 
to  him . H e m ust have been dism ounted 
by  the  shock, os I  was, and  had  also 
been trodden on. H is r ig h t arm  hung 
lim p and h is back w as broken. H e fell 
back as he tried  to  s i t  up, and , ro lling 
over h a lf  way, his eyes looked squarely 
in to  mine.

T alk  of th e  fu ry  in  the  eyes o f a  tiger 
brought to  bay, of a  lion crippled and 
w aiting to  s tr ike  a  dy ing  blow , o f the  
fires of hell bu rn ing  in  the  eyes of a  
m astiff attacked  w ith hydrophobia and 
im patient to  destroy I The face of th a t 
Indian was the  face of a  dem on fresh 
from  th e  confines of hades. The hate 

is  eyes m ade the  blood chill. The 
desire fo r vengeance b urned ou t like  a 
blaze on  a  hilltop  a t  m idnight.

I  felt for my revolver w ith  m y left 
hand. I t  w as in  the  holster of my sad­
dle. My carbine w as a t my back, b u t I  
could no t ge t a t  it ,  in ju red  as I  w as, and 
the  slightest m ovem ent giving m e ex­
cruciating pain. W as he armed? Yesl 
I  saw  his le ft hand go down and  seize 
th e  handle of h is tom ahaw k, and  a s  ho 
raised i t  ho tried  to  u tte r  a  shout of 
vengeance. H e could no t s it np, and 
h is r ig h t arm  w as helpless, b u t shutting  
h is teeth  tigh tly  together to  force back 
the  pain he waved th e  tow ahaw k three 

four tim es to  g e t an im petus, and  then 
flung i t  a t  me. I t  passed over me and 
sunk in to  th e  earth .

H ad  ho any other weapon? H e lay 
back, panting w ith pain and  exhaustion 
a fte r h is throw , and again  h is eyes glared 
in to  mine, w hile th e  blood oozed from 
h is wound and  ran  dow n h is th roat and 
neck.
