"T h e  extravagances and abuses tha t 

have come to light a t  the  soldiers' home 
are  no surprise  to  those who know tb: 
Inevitable resu lt of pu tting  public funds 
and public Institutions In the  hand and 
under the  control of Irresponsible par 
ties. T he na tu re  of sta te  Institutions li 
to  be extravagant and w asteful. If  It 
Is necessary for the  sla te  to  support old 
soldiers It would be better to  give sc 

-m uch Dioppy and le t them support them 
selvelT”—

The suggestion In the  paragraph , th a t 
the  dependent soldiers be given money 
with which to  support themselves Is i 
good one and It Is It Is more than possl 
ble t h a t policy will be adopted In a  few 
years.

A soldier w ith a  wife cannot very 
happily be taken  care  of a t  the  home. 
He Is b e tter  off with his wife and can be 
provided for much better a t  ehls own 
home a t  less expense to  the  public. The 
same am ount of money expended In the 
support of the  home will go much fa r­
th e r  and give be tter  satisfaction If paid 
to  dependent soldiers direct Instead of 
being dealt o u t to  them through  an 
pensive retinue of officers, The home 
building need no t be a lost, I t can be de­
voted to some other needed sta te  pur­
pose.

T his home policy conflicts w ith the 
idea of pensions. The home policy 
not be made to  supercede pensions, and 
It hardly seems righ t th a t the  soldier 
should have a  pension and be supported 
besides. The pension policy Is r igh t and 
should prevail to  whatever extent Is 
cessary to support the  dependent and 
disabled veterans, and If the  federal 
government will not do all th a t Is neces­
sary the sta te  should give Its aid In the 
shape of money and not In a  home.

T he old 
soldiers are  f a s t passing away, and 
the  large number of those #sho need the 
shelter of the home will be housed In 
honored graves. These large and expen. 
slve homes are  bu t tem porary refuges 
fo r the ir  Inmates, and It Is senseless for 
the  sta te  to  be Investing large sums In 
such grand and perm anent building 
eerve a  temporary purpose. T here  are. 
perhaps, 30,000 men living In Michigan 
who ware In the arm y, and of these only 
a  few will ever really need more than 
the  federal government gives. W hat Is 
needed, besides, for the  few froe 
state, can be given In money as a  sup­
plementary pension.

THE FLOAT AT WELLESLEY.

Dress Parade ol College OlrU on the 
Lake Near Their School.

Few New Yorkers know w hat a  gala 
caslon is the  float a t W ellesley college. 

I t is  the  annual drees parade, as i t  were, 
of the  college g irls on the  p re tty  lake of 
W aban, which borders one side of the  
college grounds. Fou r hundred acres of 
rolling and partly  wooded fields extend 
about the  college halls and dormitories, 
with plenty of tennis c ourts for the  girls 
and shaded walks and  well kep t drives 
In different directions. The float a t­
trac ts m any visitors, and all day long 
gay equipages and groups of young men 
and maidens m ake b rillian t th e  scene.

The function takes place a t  early even­
ing. By 6 o'clock a  throng has collected 
on W aban’s  banks. Trees border the 
beautiful lake and  Chinese lan terns deck 
the  trpes. M any hundred guests are  as­
sembled by the  lakeside w aiting for the 
arews to  appear. T he gown and  black 
square cap are  w orn by m any of the  girls, 
and one had chosen hers of da rk  red with 
charming effect. A  group of perhaps 
fifty students are  w aiting a t  the  landing 
to  cheer off the crows as they pass 
through the  crow d of spectators and 
descend th e  bank. The sun is almost 
se tting and th e  ligh t over lake and  land 
is enchanting. The evening songs of 
birds are  heard among th e  hum  of voices. 
T he quie t expectancy of the  mom ent is 
impressive.

P resently eight g irls w earing dark 
green gow ns and large, round, flat 
topped caps appear. The group of sing- 

s spell ou t gayly "  W-E-L-L-E-8-L-E-Y 
W ellesley—'9 ir ' followed by the  quick 
'R ahl 'rnhl 'rah l" The spectators ap­

plaud and  th e  crew  seat themselves in 
the  eigh t oared boat and p u t o u t slowly 
from  shore. A  crew  in gray follows. 
T he freshman crew  in w hite flannel step 
da in tily  down the  sandy plank to  their 
boat. One crew  in dark blue waists and 
caps and  striped blue and w hite skirts 
make a  pretty  showing, and  those in  

ose seem to  belong to  the  evening 
colors of sky and water.

The rowing is  dignified. Some crabs 
e  caught, b u t n o t m any, and usually 

grace prevails. T he boats move gently 
off tow ard the  middle of the  lake. The 
pennons of the  crews and the  Japanese 
lanterns add the ir beauty to  the  scene.

spectators cheer heartily  and the 
g irls shout the ir " 'R a h l 'rahl ’rahl 
Wellesleyl" bravely. Ten or a  dozen 
crews thus move away from  th e  crowd, 
and the  seniors nearly  capsize a  little  
c ra ft w ith  tw o men in i t  w hich hod run 
aw kw ardly under the ir bow.

Some of the  last crews numbered bu t 
x, and the  "specials" sang as they 

pulled off:
For class may conic and class may go.

By and by, as tw iligh t deepens, the 
boats come slowly back. Two stroke 

c lasp hands and  steady th e ir  boats 
in to  position near th e  shore again. Two 
more row in between them , joining 
across and holding themselves there 
w hile five or six more draw  up, the ir 
bows pointed together, m aking a  s ta r  of 
boats. A  ta ll and graceful senior, w ith 
a ribboned baton, rises from her seatand 
leads, w ith  a  clear, strong voice, a ll the 
crews as they sing song a fte r  song, "A 
Maid Lives by  the  R iver," "T he Sm ith 
G irls Have M uch W it,” "L isten  t 
Tale of W oe." e tc., bu t the  notes ol 

Lauringer" r ing  ou t more sw eet and 
full than  all the  rest.

Applause from  the  shore follows all 
the  sengs, often  so hearty  os to  b ring  a 
welcome encore.

Newspaper Statistics.

T he  s ta tistics w hich have been g a th ­
ered for the  1891 edition of th e  A m erican 
N ew spaper D irectory show  a  rem arkable 
increase in  th e  num ber of newspapers 
published. According to  th is  standard 
an tho rity  th e re  are  now  19,873 publica- 
tions 'o f d ifferent classes in  the  0 n ite d  
S tates and  Canada—a  n e t gain of 1,613 
over la s t year 's  record. A t no  tim e since 
th e  publication o f th e  book was begun 
has the  increase been so large. L as t year 
i t  w as only 653, and  th e  figures for the 
p resent year even exceed those of 1884, 
w hen the  n e t increase w as 1,500.

As regards geographical d istribution, 
N ew  Y ork s ta te  s till holds the  lead, now 
having 1,958 papers as against 1,778 fot 
last year. Illinois, Pennsylvania and 
Ohio follow in th e  order nam ed. The 
fifth  a n d  six th  places a re  now held by 
Iow a and  M issouri, whoee gain in  new 
newspapers lias lieen large enough to  pul 
them  ahead o f th e  Dominion of Canada 
and  Kansas, w hich held these positions 
la s t year. The end  of the  lis t is  brought 
u p  b y  A laska, w ith  only th ree  publica­
tions.—P rin te r’s  Ink.

Solid Fungus.
W hat i ts  discoverer declared to  be a 

new  kind of m ineral w as received by the 
departm ent o f ag ricu ltu re  the  o the r day 
all the  w ay from  California. Professor 
Gallow ay exam ined it ,  a n d  told a  report­
e r  th a t i t  w as m erely a  fungus of a  very 
peculiar k ind  w hich grows in  California 
and  several o the r s ta te s  os far  east as 
M ichigan, being  developed upon the 
tm nks of pine trees. T he specimen 1 
tioned w eighed abou t th ree  pounds and 
was very solid, being composed almost 
entirely  of resin. T his m ateria l, for the 
purpose of i ts  own support, th e  parasite 
causes th e  tree  to  secrete in  unusual 
quantities. W herever th e  fungus flour­
ishes it is  believed by  th e  coun try  people 
to  bo a n  excellent substitu te  fo r quinine, 
and  is used by them  as a  rem edy for 
chills a nd  fever.—W ashington Star.

AMERICAN GIRLS’ WAISTS.

Dr. J. C. Kellogg, of Battle  Creek, 
Mich., spoke a t  the  W ashington High 
school to  the  g irls o f  th e  school during 
his v isit recently.

Ho opened his rem arks by  announcing 
tha t ho w as going to  say some very, un­
pleasant th ings abou t young ladies 
N otw ithstanding the ir good looking 
faces, ho sa id , m ost of them  are  crippled 
and  deformed.

The doctor has devoted fifteen years 
to  th e  s tudy  o f the  hum an figure. He 
has m ade m easurem ents of th e  Mexi­
cans, th e  Italian , G erm an and French 
peasants, and compared th e  size of their 
waists w ith  those of A m erican girls, and 
has come to  the  conclusion, th a t the  
average A m erican w om an is deformed, 
th a t her w aist is too sm all fo r h er body.

Ho had com pared the  w aist measure­
m ent w ith th e  height, and a s  a  resu lt of 
1,200 m easurem ents found th a t the  av­
erage w aist m easurem ent is only 89 per 
cent, of the  h e ig h t The average waist 

* the  A m erican woman is 24.0 inches 
The w aist o f th e  Venus de M ilo is  47 per 
c e n t  of the  h e ig h t W ith  snch a  w aist 

th a t a  woman could draw  a  good big 
breath.

The w aist of a  woman, he said, ought 
to  bo larger than  a  m an's, because her 
liver is larger. Ho said " a  sm aller heart 
bu t a  la rger liver," bu t no t pleasing the 
young ladies by  th is rem ark ho added, 
"Only in  quan tity ; in  q uality  i t  is other­
wise."

The doctor said th a t those organs 
which should be above th e  w aist line are 

pressed down by tig h t clothing as to 
make women deformed.

Ho called pa rticu la r a tten tion  to  the 
fac t th a t a lthough  a  woman donbled in 
w eight the  m easurem ent of her w aist 
d idn’t  increase a t  a l l  

W hile in W ashington the  last few days 
Dr. Kellogg has measured the  w aists of 
tw elve l it tle  g irls  in  a  p rivate  school and 
found the  sm allest w aist tw enty-three  
inches. T he average w as tw enty-four 
Inches; one w as tw enty-five and one-half 
inches and one tw enty-six  and one-half 
inches, a n d  those waists, he said, will 
become sm aller as the  g irls  grow  older.

These restrictions of the  w aist cause 
m any other deformities, such as hollow 
chests, drooping and  round shoulders.

Dr. Kellogg d id  not see any  reason 
w hy women shouldn 't be as strong  as 
men. T he doctor spoke of the  Swiss 
women w ho carry  heavy burdens on 
the ir shoulders up  and  dow n hills, and 
said th a t they  a re  am ong the  healthiest 
women in  th e  world.

He showed by  d iagram s th a t th e  same 
evils occasioned in  women by tigh t 
clothes w ere to  be found in  men who 
wore belts.—New  Y ork Com mercial A d­
vertiser.

Women May Study Plumbing.
A t the  trade  schools, F irs t avenue and 

Sixty-seventh street, the  num ber of 
young men a ttend ing  the  plum bing class 
is a lm ost double th a t in  any other, 
thereby indicating the  g rea t dem and for 
such workmen. In  conversation with 
the  head of th e  schools and w ith the 
m anager o f th e  plum bing class, both ex­
pressed themselves in  favor of women 
acquiring some knowledge of the  science 
of plumbing. Said the  la tte r. " I  should 
consider the  practice of plum bing in  all 

brances heavy and  disagreeable work

stop a  leak, provided they don’t  mind 
burn ing  th e ir  fingers in  th e  process. As 

ru le,” he continued, "w om en are  called 
upon to  oversee th e  plum bing o f the ir 
house to  a  m uch g rea ter ex ten t than 
men. In nearly  every case th e  applica­
tion for a  plum ber comes through a 
woman, and  frequently  th e  -.vorkrAca 
never meets th e  m aster of th e  i cwae 
a t a ll."

A  suggestion th a t th e  au tum n course 
of lectures on plum bing should be open 

women, and  th a t in  addition practical 
olass instruction  should be given in  the  
prim ary  principles of plum bing—in ­
struction which would bear d irec tly  on 
the o rdinary household exigencies, was 
no t unfavorably received. “ I  can  read­
ily agree," said th e  m anager, “ tha t 
women shall be adm itted  to  th e  lectures, 
and  if  a  sufficient num ber should desire 
p ractical in  ruction  to  m ake i t  w orth 
w hile to  fo rm  a  class, I have no doubt 
the ir wish would be complied w ith .”—

GOE4 A-M ILB A  MINUTE.

Victor B ellinger, editor o f the  Curler, 
W orcester, Mass., has Invented a 

unlcycle upon the  plan of a  wheel with­
in a  wheel, says the  Wheel, and a  con­
trac t has been made w ith the  Ames Ma­
chine company for the  m anufacture of 
the cycle. I t  Is claimed th a t one of the 
machines w as recently ridden near Mon- 
tral seventy-three miles an hour, or more 

a  mile a  minute! A public exhibi­
tion of the  wheel will be made In a  week 

- ten  days.
T he machine Is th is : A large wheel 

about 8 feet In diam eter a t the outer cir­
cumference and 6 feet a t the  Inner cl. 
cumference, the  two circumferences be­
ing held together by common wire 
pokes about 11 Inches long. T he  rub­
er tire  on the  outer circumference of 

such a  wheel Is IM  Inches wide, and the 
Inner circumference Is 2}< Inches wide 
and 1 Inch thick. Upon the Inner 
face of th is  Inner circumference 
spur gearing, and th a t Is the  sum 
substance of the  outside wheel. W ithin 
th is  wheel Is the  seat of the  rider and 
the mechanism for the  propulsion of the 
machine as a  whole.

T his Inner mechanism consists 
simple term s of a  framework which 
theoretically may be compared to an 
aqullateral triangle upside down, the 
three vertices of which each consists of 
a  small whesl with a  spu r gearing 
ulng In conjunction with the  gearing on 
the  big wheel. T he weight of the rider 
rests upon the  lower small wheel, which 
Is four Inches lo diameter lu a seven foot 
wheel, and the  thsory Is th a t the  pre­
ponderance of weight being upon the 
lowert point of the  triangle, whe 
moil. n ’he Inside propelling mechanism 
Is given sufficient stability  to  prevent 
any tendency on He part to  revolve within 
the big wheel.

Now comes the  propelling wheel tq 
which are  attached  th e  pedals. This 
wheel In the  o rtlna ry  T-foot machine 
24 Iches In diameter, or 30 Inches In the 
8 foot machine. I t  Is connected by 
chain, such ss  may be observed In the 
ordinary "safety ,"  with th e  small wheel 
In fron t of the  rider, which h a t a  diame­
te r In the 7-foot machine of 8 Inches. 
This small wheel, by means of He gear­
ing, communicates the  propelling power 
to the  large wheel, which, 11 Inches 
from Its outer circumference, Is thus be­
ing constantly pulled down a t  a  point 
situate  on the  upper arc  In front. The 
propelling wheel, which Is worked by 
the feet, may be pushed a t least two 
olutloui a  second, which means, accord­
ing to the Inventor, a  speed of 100 feet 
second, or 0,000 fest a  minute, or moi 
than  a mile In 60 seconds.

T he machine Is steered by the pedals 
ra th e r  than by th e  handles, and a t  an 
aid to  steering a one-inch wheel, which 
may be compared to  a  rudder, by means 
of a rod placed near th e  ground a t the 
rea r of the  outer circumference of the 
large wheel.'
