which began w ith  a  capital of 
£2,500 about forty  years ago. A few years 
since th is g rew  to £200,000. According

H E  L O O K E D  L I K E  M E .

One evening, in  th e  w in ter of 1874, on 
ty  w ay homo in  n Pendleton s tree t cur, 
iy  atten tion  w as a ttrac ted  to  tw o elder- 
r  ladies, w ho sa t near where I  stood.
I ho only reason for m y noticing them 
was tho  fact th a t they seemed to  bo 
juito a g itated  abou t me.

T hey  Bbot glances a t mo and p u t thoir 
heads close together and  ta lked  in  ear- 

tones, and  they  carried it  so far 
th a t, w hile no one elso in  tho  c a r no­
ticed i t  so fa r  a s  I  saw, I  was so con­
scious th a t I  was being observed and 
discussed th a t I w as on the  po in t of ge t­
tin g  out. They were no t unladylike, 

were evidently so m uch  occupied 
w ith  w hat interested them , w hatever 
i t  w as, th a t they d id  no t realize th a t 
they w ere m aking th ings uncomfortable 
for q  person o f m y sensitiveness.'

They left tho  c a r a t  tho M iami railroad 
station, and b o th ,a s  they w en t out, took 
a  square look in to  m y face, averted 
though i t  was.

Some tw o weeks a fte r th is affair one 
®f tho sam e ladies cam e in to  my office 
— .1 introduced herself a s  Mrs. Seymour,

.1 desired some professional advice and 
assistance. I  recollected her n t  once as 
one of the  s tre e t c a r ladies, although  
ne ither m ade' the  least in tim ation  th a t 
we had ever seen each o the r -before. I 
did a  little  w riting , and  she soon took 
leave of me, to  come again  in  a  few days, 
w hen som ething fu rth e r  w as to  be done.

tho nex t interview  both the  ladies 
cam e, and I  had an opportunity  to  ob­
serve them  closely. T hey w ore both post 
fifty—one no t far  from  sixty. I  imagined 
them  to  be ladies in  good circumstances 
—as afterw ard  appeared—and both were, 
w ithout the  least doubt, thoroughly well 
bred and  in te lligen t women. The second 
lady  gave h e r nam e a s  M iss Susan Tim- 
berlake.

T heir business d id  n o t am ount to 
m uch, and  hud, in  fac t, very littlo  in  it, 
b u t they  saw me several tim es, and  al­
w ays increased th e  a ir  of m ystery and 
suspicion w hich surrounded them  from 
the  first.

A t th e  la s t interview  wo had  in  my 
office, w hile w o were together n patrol- 

camo in , to  whom one of th e  Indies 
said in  a  qnie t tone, “ T h is is tho  man; 
take  him  along."

The officer said he had a  w arran t for 
to y  ari-est, and  wished me lo g o  w ith him 
to  the  H am m ond stree t police station. 
I  should shirk  th e  t r u th  if  I  d id  no t ad­
m it th a t 1 was appalled a n d  frightened. 
H ow ever I  looked, I  felt very pale, b u t I 
asked to  see th e  w arran t, w hich w as pro­
duced. I t  charged one Charles W ilson 
M urray w ith being  a  fugitive  from  ju s­
tice, w ith  th e  usual form alities. I 
quietly  inform ed th e  m an tb a t  1 was not 
Charles W ilson M urray , b n t one o f the 
ladies, more by  a  gesture  th a n  b y  any 
spoken w ord, ordered him  not to  hesi­
ta te. I t  w as qu ite  dusk, and we m ade a 
solemn little  procession along Third 
s tree t and  n p  H am m ond to  th e  hostile.

A rrived  there , I  observed th a t I  was 
no t unexpected, and  then  I  w as con­
fronted by a  comely young w otnan, who 
evinced from  'th e  first a  degree of inter- 

o m e w hich seemed like a  volcano 
o f  suppressed affection. Tho charge 
against M urray  was th a t ho had  desert­
ed h is wife, b n t had om itted  to  deeert a 
lo t of h e r m oney and  bonds. I  w as sup­
posed to  be M urray, and  th e  young wo­
m an w as Mrs. M urray.

vain I  assured them  th a t I  was not 
M urray, and th a t I  had  no stolen money 
or bonds. T hey  carod noth ing  for tho 
property, b n t they im plored me to  ac­
knowledge m y iden tity  and  to  return  
w ith  them  to  the  home w hich w as deso­
la te  w ithou t me. All th a t I  said to  con­
vince them  th a t I  w as n o t M urray 
seemed to  have np effect w hatever, and 
finally Mrs. M urray  to ld  th e  officers tha t 
I  had a  m ark  on m y le f t side above the  
h ip  which w ould settle  th e  question, b u t 
before they seized me to  exam ine my 
person the  la te  Captain Jam es L. Ruffin, 
who knew  m e w ell, and whom, of 
coarse, the  officers knew, happened in, 
and  upon h is assurance I  w as d is­
charged. I t  w as solemnly promised on 
a ll sides th a t noth ing  should be said 
about tho affair, and  a ll record of it ,  as 
far  a s  possible, w as then and  there de­
stroyed.

Before wo separated, however, Mrs. 
M urray  spoke in  th e  tenderest w ay of 
th e  baby, and  th e  n e x t day , a t the ir  re­
quest, I  called a t  the  G ibson House and 
there  saw  tho  baby, and confirmed my­
self in  the  belief th a t they were good, 
very well to  do  people in  a  fran tic  search 
of the  absen t Mr. M urray, whom they 
w ished n o t to  punish for any w rong, or

pposed w rong th a t he had done; bu t 
ra th e r, to  induce h im  to  re tu rn  to  them 
and receive from  them  no th ing  b n t love 
a nd  kindness.

As I  could be of no  service to  them  
further, they  offered to  pay mo liberally 
fo r the  professional w ork which I  was 
expected to  do, w hich they said was 
naught. T hey  had followed me by in ­
quiries a fte r  seeing me in  the  street car, 
and had  come to  th e  office only to  assure 
them selves th a t I  w as really th e  man

m y m ind th a t  there w as a  m an a t large 
w ho so closely resembled me th a t  his 
own wife r.M  deceived. I  hoped he 
w ould a lw ays behave well.

In  the  early  sum m er of 1875 I  was 
m arried, and  my wife and I  spen t the 
sum m er and fall a t  G reen Lake, in  cen­
t r a l W isconsin. In the  la tte r  pa rt of 
Septem ber I  joined a  pa rty  made up of 
Dr. Kim ball, of tho  U nited States arm y, 
G eneral Ben. H arrison, now  Senator 
H arrison, of Indiana, a n d  Mr. Lock­
wood, of St. Lonia, to  go  on  a  duck hnnt 
on L ake Puckaw ay, some tw enty  miles 
fu rth e r  jn to  th e  wilderness.

L ake Puakaw ay is an extensive, shal­
low  lake, .W rgrow n w ith wild rice and 
celery, and  fcv x famous breeding place 
for a quatic fou ls  We had to . go in  a 
w agon, and  th e  m orning a fte r  our a r­
riva l G eneral H arrison seduced away 
m y m an, Sam M arshall, and w ent off 
in to  the  lake, leaving us to  find each a 
boy to  push his boat for him.

T he w eather was w indy and bad,
D r. K im ball and  I, no t having any sport 
n t all, retu rned  to  shore and to  the hou 
w here we had  all found lodging. W 
wore down in the  mouth and somewhat 
p u t ou t by  G eneral H arrison’s  flank 
m ovement, and  tho doctor opened his 
g ripsack and produced a  rea l bottle  of 
real cham pagne, w hich wo sucked dry 
in  th e  general's absence.

T here were n few straggling houses 
the  place, and a  sm all country  store, 
which could bo found som ethingin every 
line. S trolling around alone th a t a fte r­
noon, I  m et a  na tive  who addressed me 
fam iliarly  as Myers. I  did no t correct 
h im , a nd  w hen wo w en t in to  the  store 
tho m an  the re  also called me Mr. Myers 
and  when I left Ihi-m " »  v l’olh 111‘1

doubt they  know m e and  th a t my name 
as Myers.
T hat evening Rev. George Beecher 
id h is w ife and  m other, and a ll his 

dogs and  guus, a rrived  a t  o u r  lodging 
house, and from  him I  learned th a t  tho 
p rairie  chicken shooting w as as good as 
tho duck sliooting, and I  determ ined to 
t ry  i t  tho nex t m orning early. I  found 

u  w ho knew the  country  and  had  a 
horse, a  w agon and a  dog. H e agreed 
to  take  mo out. B ut before I  concluded 
w ith  him  1 asked him  i f  ho knew  where 
Mr. Myers lived. Ho said th a t ho had 
never seen the  m an th a t ho knew of, but 
ho knew th a t a  m an by  th a t nam e lived 

a  cabin some six m iles back in  the 
woods. H e said th a t wo w ould pass 
over some fine p rairie  going in  th a t di­
rection, a n d  wo arranged to  go.

T hat evening, w hile Dr. K im ball was 
c hatting  in  another room w ith H arrison, 
Lockwood and  tho  Beecher fam ily, 1 
took thoem pty  cham pagne bo ttle, filled it 
w ith  w ater, drove in  the  cork, tied  it  
w tth  tw ine  from  a  gnncase and  then 
pressed over i t  some tinfoil which I  took 
off from  a  package of c igarettes. I  then 
took o u t tho doctor’s  only rem aining bot­
tle  of real cham pagne and  p u t tho  ha rm ­
less Water in  its  place. Tho wine I  hid 
in  my k i t  for use the  next day.

5 w ere off long before daylight, and 
spent a  pleasant m orning in  beating tho 
prairio. W e bagged a  num ber of birds. 
W o traveled tow ard  tho residence o f Mr. 
Myers, and about noon reached it .  I t  

i  log cab in  of th ree  rooms, ono of 
w hich looked like th e  sum m er cam p o f a 
gentlem an. T hera  wero guns and  traps, 
boots and  books, cigar boxes and  some 
old magazines lying about in  careless 
coufusion. W e found a  woman in 
charge, and  an old m an w ho seemed to  

; nearing th e  shore line.
I  asked th e  old fellow if  Mr. Myers 
us a t  home, and  he replied only by a 

quizzical look and an idlo w ave of the 
hand. B u t the  w oman eyed me from 
head to  foot and  disappeared hastily. 
T he old m an though t I  w as M yers him­
self w ith  d ifferent clothes on, b n t  the 
w oman took mo to be h is tw in  brother.

P resen tly  M r. Myers himself appeared. 
I t  is  n o t w orth  w hile to  describe him. 
W hoever has seen me has seen him . and 
a fte r  th a t no  one will doubt th a t he ap­
peared well and  behaved be tter. Ac­
cording to  tho  custom  of country  people, 
he gave us tho  best en terta inm ent the 
house could fnrnish, and appreciated 
w ith  zest th e  flavor of a  c igar w hich I 

able to  offer him. A fter dinner, 
w hile we were lingering on th e  bench 
by th e  old cab in  door, I  bethought m o of 
m y stolen wino a n d  proposed th a t he 
jo in  mo in a  post prandial glass, which 
tasted  very well o u t of a  brace of tin 

ips.
W hen  a  good flow o f good feeling had 

been established by  tho  cheering wino 
and by  our pleasant conversation, I  tried, 
os adroitly  as I  could, to  d raw  Mr. Myers 

H e did no t seem to be suspicious, 
nor a t all reticent, b n t seemed m ost of 
a ll to  enjoy a  friendly m eeting, no m at­
te r  how short, w ith  a  person nearer his 
ow n level than  those w ith  whom his life 
w as spent. He told m o th a t he had lived 
in  tho cab in  fo r tw o years, doing no th ­
ing  b u t passing the  tim e. He amused 
himself a t  fishing and hunting , reading 
and  sleeping. In  the  sum m er tim e the 
m embers of a  shooting club cam e u p  to 
Puckaw ay, and  he spent a  day now and 
then in  the ir congenial society. His 
long w inters, however, were tedious and 
desolate enough, and  1 d id  n o t fail to  ex­
to r t from him th a t tho  reason why he 
endured them  was because ho had be­
come soured, and  was disgusted w ith 
tho w orld a nd  had  tu rned  his back on  it.

W hen I  though t i t  safe to  venture  it, 
th e  conversation suddenly took this 
turn;

I—M urray, you ought n o t to  bury 
yourself in  the  woods like this.

Ho (with a  look b f  m ingled alarm  and 
surprise)—M urray, did you say?

I—Yes; and to  give i t  all I  m igh t say 
Charles W ilson M urray, a lias Myers.

He—W ho a re  you and w hat are  you 
after?

I—1 am  nobody 1° particu lar, and I 
am a fte r  nothing.

H e—Did I  ever m eet you in  Philadel­
phia?

I—N ever; I  never saw  you before to­
day.

—Did you come o u t here on pur­
pose to  see me?

I—Yes. I  w as m istaken for you in 
th e  village yesterday, and  I  w anted to  

e  w hat you looked like.
He—How  did  you g e t m y name?
I—I was once before m istaken for you, 

and was arrested  in  consequence. I  w as 
confronted by th ree  ladies and charged 
w ith theft, b u t tho  charge was made 
rn ly  to  secure m y a rrest. T hey w anted 
me, or ra the r you—not any th ing  which 
they thought they  had lost.

H e—Three ladies! Two e lderly  ladies 
and ono abou t twenty-two?

I —Yes. They called themselves Mrs. 
Seymour, Miss Susan Tim berlake and 
Mrs. M urray, your wife.

He—My m other-iu-law, Mrs. Seymour; 
m y A un t Sue—bless her old soul—and 
m y F i s n J t  B ut, fo r th e  sake o t mercy, 
te ll m> shou t It. W hen, where and  how 
was it?

I  then told him  w hat I  have already 
related about my a rrest, a nd  I  also re­
peated m uch of w hat was said a t the 
G ibson H ouse w hen I  called to  see them 
there, and  I  spoke of the  baby.

Tho m ention o f  tho baby transfixed 
him —it  eclipsed all though t of every 
other person. I  told him  th a t tho child 
looked like h im , for a ll th e  ladies said 
th a t i t  looked like me.

I  cannot take tim e to  give all th e  de­
tails; his story w as this:

His A un t Susan and ho wero all tha t 
were left of the ir fam ily. N either had 
another rela tive  upon the  face of the 
earth . She w as well off, and  he had 
taken to  roam ing w hen a  hoy and had 
not seen her for m any years. She lived 
in  a  lit tle  tow n called Angelica, in  w est­
ern N ew  York.

In  1870 he w ent to  see her and  was 
deluged w ith affectionate attentions. 
H is aun t's  m ost in tim ate  friend was 
Mrs. Seymour, who had  a  p re tty  daugh­
ter, F anny—and th e  tw o o ld ladies han­
d led the  m a tte r  so adroitly  th a t  alm ost 
before ho knew  i t  ho m arried the  girl.

T hen Mrs. Seymour broke up  her 
house and  they  a ll se t u p  together at 
A un t Sue's.

T he ladies had  betw een them  an abun­
dance of money. He did nothing b n t 
idle the  tim e  aw ay; and  they  d id  noth­
ing  b u t pe t him. They all made a  small 
god of him , and  he soon fe lt himself 
being suffocated w ith an excess of affec 
tion.

Bscause th is sub-treasury plan for 

ad justing the finances of the  country Is 
an off-hand scheme, or a  general advance 
theory by tho new People's p a rty , I t by 

means follows th a t the  m ultitude Is 
committed to  It fu rther than  for bold 
discussion, and a  convention actloo, to 
abide the  judgm ent of a  more national 
and deliberate organization. The Cin­
cinnati convention was nothing more 
than  a  forerunner, like John  the  Bap­
tis t, howling In the  wilderness. The 
w isest heads of th a t hurrahed-together. 
heroic body m ake no claim  of Infalli­
bility for Its platform , or finality as to 
the doctrines enunciated. As a  pioneer 

-whoop, or' a new pa rty  slogan, It 
i the loudest and m ost musical th a t 

the  an ti old party  m astes and factions 
could then and there  agree upon. But 

blble was mad i; no Godly Inspired 
nts or prophets were present: no con- 

greislonal action was taken. I t  was 
wholly a  popular uprising and send-off, 

b ject lo  general, fu ture  and profound 
amendatlons Otherwise there  would 

I progress, bu t narrow  dogmatism 
In the  w#o!e movement.

w the  w riter Is autl-Bourbon all 
over, and this as to  the  boss manage­
ment and dogmas of both of the  old par­
ties, and he stands fo r a  g rea t third po­
litical organization to  save and assume 
tho m anagem ent of this government. 
B ut for him to largely question the  sub 
treasury- theory: We believe th a t a 
People's party  would be overwhelmingly 
defeated on such a  policy as the  sub-treas­
ury and the  land-loau systems as promi­
nent, perm anent and unmodified feature 
of Its platform. Such doctrines are  not 
reforms, bu t a  huge expansion of mon­
ster pre-existing evils, which the  masses 
really w ar against. Because congress 
founded the  national banks upon gov­
ernm ent bonds and monopolized to  bank 
ers the  Issue of currency, Is no argument 
why th is  sort of legislation should be en­
larged and perpetuated. Admitting and 
claim ing th a t the  national bank notes 
are a  substantial and cheap loan, bated 
upon Interest-bearing bond collaterals 
deposited a t  W ashington by th e  banks, 

no reason why th is class brokerage 
by the  government shnuld be continued 
or enormously expanded to  cover real 
estate  and farm  products, as now the 
nation’s bonds. Indeed, I t Is an abolish­
ment of th is whole banking system th a t 
has been loudly clamured for, and In the 
same breath  why advocate a  more gigan­
tic scheme, squally a  favoritism  a id  far 
more cumborsome, Im practical and dan 
gerous? T he old wrong cannot 

righted by a  new one. The 
government's past and rascally policy to 
the  banks Is no gulde-board to  future  
financiering, unless the  object be to 
widen and perpetuate rascality . The 
People's party  should aim to stop the  
national banks from stealing, no t on a 
grand scale to  go In with them.

Having the  proposed free, unlimited 
coinage of gold and silver, the  volume 
of our medium of exchange would be 
enormously and speedily sw ollen . 
These, w ith full legal tender certificates 
upon bullion, would soon double our cir­
culation. Then cornea the  popularly 
advocated D ulled S tates notes, Issued 
directly  to  the  people, and In volume 
ample to  transac t all public and private 
business. Say our circulating medium 
should thus be enlarged to about S50 per 
capita—three or four billions, (gold, sil­
ver and paper,) fo r our sixty five mil­
lions of population; have the  govern­
m ent back Its paper money by Its sixty 
five billions of national w ealth—as fully 
argued by us In articles In th e  MoRNIXG 
Press, captioned "T he  Two Major 
I isues."  Invoke congress or the  rtate 
legislatures (If such congressional ac­
tion would be unconstitutional:, to  at 
once wage w ar against all high Interest 
and usury, boldly bringing down the 
rates to the  lowest notch possible—say 2 
or 3 per cen t., as now In much-abused 
England. Have all the  debts, public 
and private, and to  the  extent of the 
most heroic congressional action, payable 
lo these national notes; thus gradually 
honoring them, and rushing them  Into 
circulation Knock over ail bank Issues 
as soon as the ir charter expires. Pay the 
bonds when due They are  all held In 
tho Oolted States, and the  law making 
them and the ir national Interest payable 
lo gold, should be nobly and newly at- 
.acked In the  supreme court. Such is 
the broad and statesm an like plan, and 
fa r  higher than th e  proposed substltu 
tlon for government bonds, personal 
real estate  and potatoes a t a basis of 
cumbersome complicated loans to Indi­
viduals, of our national currency.

T hen, again, th e  government has no 
money to  loan. We owe nearly a  billion 
of dollars, and are  paying-from  3 to  6 
oer cent In i 're s t open It. The proposed 
floating of U nited Slates notes, to swell 
our present volume up to  350 per capita, 
It responsibility enough for D ude  Sam­
uel Ha wtn'.a to do no more banking 
and broker business— even with the 
hom s t farm ers; bu t why w ith them any 
mere than th e  mechanics, merchants, 
nutchers, lumbermen, builders, and 
United States cltizsns generally? Should 
we thus chaioplou fu rther monopolies 
and favoritism  now to  tho agricultural 
classes? And th is even If they have 
been grea t sufferers? We may dep o.-e 
past robberies, bu t It would be madness 
to  a ttem pt to r igh t them by larger and 
new ones.

But more than  all this: The proposed 
rub-treasory and land-loan schemes are 
beyond the  capacity and credit of the  
republic. Look a t It. By official re­
ports all the  producis of tho U eited 
States In 18S9 were valued a t  310,000,- 
000,000. E ighty per cent on these—as 
the  sub-treasury plan proposes to ad­
vance when required—would a t  one fel 
swoop cause th e  Issue of 38,000,000 000 
in  certificates, to  pass as currency! The 
plan seems little  short of maniacal, to 
say nothing about building the  work­
houses, paying help, Insurance, etc., all 
of which would bankrupt th e  country 

However, the  land-loan project Is 
worse than this. T he reform ers claim 
ihat there are 9,000.000 m ortgages on 
on the  shoulders of the  65,000,000 of our 
population. Michigan alone Is said to 
thus locumbered to tbo exten tof 35,000,- 
000; and altogether th e  U n lud  States— 
embracing farms, homes, etc.—Is mort- 
gngtd for fully 316.000,000,000—the real 
estate ledebtednrss th a t the government 
is called upon to lift from the  backs of 
the psople. And If money Is struck  off 
and loaned to  anybody. I t m ust be to  all 
allk r; hence, as these S,6,000,000,000 of 
land debts now draw  a n average of over 
8 per cent everybody will "dem and" to 
refund their mighty obligations with the 
nation a t  the  2 per cent Interest pro 
posed. So here we have, by the  sub- 
treasury  and land loan schemes com­
bined, the necessitated Issue of some sort 
of government paper to  the  colossal and

chimerical lum  of *8.000,000,000 plus
316,000,000,000 canals 324,0U0,000.00011 I 

N evertheless th e  People’s psrly  Is 
scarcely born.'

I t  w as the  resu lt of a  bar­
gain w ith tho  money power, and  in  con­
sequence ho will receive th e  nomination. 
•Harrison is also in  favor w ith  the 
moneyed men. I  th ink  he and Cleveland 
w ill be th e  candidates of th e  old parties, 
so the  money pow er does n o t care  which 
of them  wins. I  notice you cannot gel 
a  Republican banker to  soy one word 
against Cleveland.”

“W ell, if  they aro the  candidates oi 
th e  old parties w hat w ill be the  result 
of th e  campaign?”

A B is Stick of Timber.

The cost of moving i t  to  tho cars was 
$100 and  the tarpau lin  to  cover i t  cost 
$100. I t w ill be placed in  a  b ig  beer 
hall, in  which i t  is to  be used for a 
counter. I t  will be polished u p  in  the  
h ighest style of a rt.—Portland  Oregonian.
