Butso
it is, and the increase in the number of
persous niow having telephones in their
residences and offices has been exceed-
ingly large since the rates were lowered
to twenty-five dollars in both residences
and officea by the Bell Telephone com-
pany. The Federal Telephone company.
has at present almost 0,500 city sub-
scribers, their prices being thirty-five
dollars for offices and twenty-five dollars
for private residences, while the Bell, in
the city alone, have about 5,000, The
latter company are increasing their sub-
scribers at about tho average rate of over
ahundred a month, whilo the Federal
company's list of patrons is also steadily
on the increase. Think of it, twenty-
five dollars o year when we here in Bos-
ton py 125 a year, or fiye times as
much.—Boston Transcript.

CRAZED BY STARVATION.

Dne of the Many Tragedies That Mark
“This Era of Woudersal Prosperity.”
Starvation and lack of remunerative

work made Angust Hicks crazy. While

in this condition he jnmped out of a
cond story window into 8 narrow air

ft that extended to the cellar floor.

His right leg and arm were broken, his

face and head were crushed almost be-

sond recognition, and he was reported
dying at the Presbyterian hospital last
night.

Ten years ago_Hicks married a pretty
Brooklyn girl. He was a photographer
by trade and went to work for a relative
who owned a gallery. This relative is a
woman who is said to have money in a
number of savings banks, She paid
Hicks ten dollars a weck during the sum-
mer months, but during winter his in-
come was sometimes not a fifth of that
sam.

The young couplo struggled and econo-
mized, the husband hoping for better
da

.

Two months ago the relative sold out
her gallery. The couple had saved noth-
ing, and the necesmy for employment
was impera

ity fraveld the city from end to
end, but each evening when he returned,
hungry and worn out, it was the same
discouraging story he told his wife. Lit-
tle trinkets and then household pieces
wera pawned or sold to buy bread.
When the last salable article was gone
Hicks tried harder, walked farther each
day, and became thinner and more de-

ondent.

The couplo lived in a little rear flat on
the eecond floor of 1,805 Third avenue.
The wife had grown pinched and sickly.

Two weeks ago he came home late one
afternoon and took off his shoes. His
fect wero blistered from walking. He
Cartiod nia shoes 1o bis hand and went
barefooted to n shoeshop, and tried to
gell them.  They were too old and worn
out. He could get nothing for them.
He went back to his wife.

“For God's sake, Carrie!” he said to
her, “can’t we get something to eat? I

tarving?"

His wife went along the dark halls,
past the doors of neighbors. She found
a crust of bread that had probably been

discarded by a child, and she brought
itto him. Ho.ate it like s famished
wolf. The next dayshe went out and
found some work to do for @ pittance.
She was too weak for continuous exor-
tion, and she hoarded up the money,
spending it sparingly.

She conld mot buy food enough to
satisfy the hunger of either. Hicks con-
tinued his tramps in search of work, and
a week ago his mind became unhinged.
Last Friday be bronght in some cigar
stumps ho had found in the street and
tried to eat them. It was tmpossible,
and ho broke them up and smoked them
inapipe.
