The pope believes in associations, but
ofarasl am ablo to judge from his
letter he thinks they should bo only of
the kind which we call *‘beneficial,” or
insurance societics; and ho adyocates
the admission of employers and employes
on equal terms to labor associations.

‘to me. 1don't like his misreprescnta-
tion of the views of the land reformers
and the socialists; but, as said before,
be is probably misinformed upon these

Those are some of the things I dislike
abont the encyclical, but n as a
whole I believe that every friend of tho
poor and e man and woman inter-
ested in briuging to passa better state

of things, in inaugurating the reigu of
justice and peace, will bo glad that it
was written. It has already awakened
to thought thousands who were indiffer-
ent because they failed to sec the seri-
ousness of the present situation, and ity
errors cannot long survive in an atmos-
phere of right reason where brains are
at work delving for truth.

For Lower i

His Ringing Warnlog from the Common
People to the Plutocracy.

Tho war has been carried into the
enemy’s camp at last. Senator Peffer,
in a great speech in Cooper Union last
week, opened the campaign of the peo-
ple against the money power in New
York city. If bis messago is_heard and
heeded by the antocrats of Wall street,
their interests will suffer far less than
will bo the case if they continue to defy
the demands of the farmers and laborers
of the country. Hereare some of the
things he said. They are worth reading:

I come to youin direct lineage from
that western orator who brought a warn-
ing thirty 0dd years ago, to giveyou the
message that a power greater than the
slave power threatens the country, and
that you must destroy that power or it
will destroy you. It has come to this,
Whenever the men of Wall street dic-
tate a policy that policy is adopted;
whenever those men oppose a policy that
policy is defeated. More than twenty
years ago a new custom was adopted in
this country, namely, whenever the men
of Wall street neéd more money they
nsk their partner at Washington to come
over and help them, and he comes. Last
year the secretary of the treasury re-
ports somewhere near $100,000,000 of the
people’s money paid over to Wall street,
advanced in the way of interest. I saw
in the national treasury at Washington
the .other day great piles of bonds
stamped “Interest prepaid to July 1,
1801.”

Now, in contrast to that pretense, I
submit the millions of suffering farmers
of this country, When the tarmers ask
the government for money for their ac-
tnal needs they cannot get it, while men
who are flourishing in wealth can get it
whenever they want it. That condition
of things must be changed. We propose
to take away no man’s property. We
propose to protect all men's property.
There is need of several things. One
is more money, another s cheaper money.
