Some of the  la tto r, who have 
crossed as often as 30 times, declare tha t 
even they considered -hs chances of get­
ting  safely through  as very small. A 
ca ttle  man named Cvrus G rsgle had a 
leg broken by the  shifting  uf the cargo 
A  heavy sea e trnck  the  ship, tearing 
open the  port, and hundreds of tons of 
w ater rushed Into tb e  hold T he w ater 
was w ith difficulty balled bu t, and the 
ship savtd.

I t  w ill be recognized w ithou t ques 
tion th a t a ll legislation for tho past 
th ir ty  years has come through e ither the 
Dem ocratic or Republican party. Some 
Alliance aud  reform  speakers have boldly 
charged th a t both parties have been af­
fected, influenced and diseased by  _ the 
‘ravages of the  money power.”  This 

phrase was used by  Presiden t Polk in  a 
speech recently delivered in  W ashing­
ton. The speech d id  n o t please tho In ­
dianapolis Journal, which is th e  acknow l­
edged organ of the  present adm inistra- 

, and a s  a  m ark of its  displeasure i t  
called P resident Polk a  “how ling dema­
gogue,” and quoting tho phrase, “ rav­
ages of the  money pow er," trea ted  i t  con­
temptuously by exclaiming “ whatever 
th a t is.” W ell, i t  is  too big a  th ing  to 
tell all about a t one tim e, b u t a  few 
illustrations may serve to  ehow some­
th ing  of its  size and  shape.

In  1873 there w as a  railroad quarrel in 
New York sta te , and  some of tho ravages 
w ere exposed. Mr. J .  Gould w as on  the 
stand as a  witness, and when being asked 
questions w ith reference to  th e  appoint­
m ent of a  committee to  investigate the 
managem ent of the  E rie railroad, said: 
“ I  do no t know how m uch I  paid toward 
helping friendly men. We had four 
states to  look after, and  w e had  to  suit 
our politics to  circumstances. In  a 
Dem ocratic d is tric t I  w as a  D emocrat; 
in  a  Republican d is tric t I  was a  Republi­
can, and  in  a  doubtful d istric t I  was 
doubtful; b u t in  every d is tric t and  a t all 
times I  have alw ays been an E rie  m an .” 
Mr. Gould added the  significant rem ark 
when.asked a  question, “ th a t i t  would 
be us impossible to  specify the  num er­
ous instances us i t  would to  recall to 
m ind the  num erous fre igh t cars sent 
over the  E rie  road from  day to  day."

In  New Jersey  a  railroad bijl, known 
as senate bill 107, w as (Kissed in  th e  in­
terests of railroads th a t w anted to  secure 
the entire w ater fron t erf Jersey City. 
The measure was a  f lagran t outrage, and 
the  governor vetoed it .  The senate 
[Missed i t  over the veto’, b u t the  house 
hesitated, and then th e  “ ravages of the 
money power" began. The story 
told by  Hon. J .  H . Shinn, who could 
be bribed. A  man named Cromer called 
on Mr. Shinn and  offered him $500 to 
vote fo r the  bill. Shinn refused, and, 
knowing th a t m ischief w as going 
w ent to  one of h is colleagues and  told 
h im  of the  affair. They agreed th a t if 
any  more offers were made they would 
accept them  aud  have the  whole affair 
exposed in  the  house. Shinn was subse- 
quently*offere'^ £ 1,000 fur his vote, and 
said "a ll r igh t.” Five hundred dollars 
of the  money was to  be paid a t  dinner 
tim e and five hundred a fte r the  bill 
passed. A t dinner a  man cam e to  Shinn 
and handed’ him  a  package in  which 
there were five $100 bills. Shinn 
posed the bribery. An investigation 
had, the  whole affair proven, and i t  is 
now a  m a tte r  of record.

the  influence o f th e  money power was eo 
strong th a t the  m a tte r  was hushed, and 
the  man who exposed tho bribery has 
been more abused than  the  men w ho did 
the bribing.

One of the  most outrageous “ ravages" 
of the  money power was exposed in  1874-5 
in  the  Pacific railroad row  in  congress 
when Tom Scott was try ing  to  secure a  
large subsidy for the  Texas Pacific road, 
and C. P . H untington was working 
counter to  him  for enormous gran ts and 
subsidies to  the  Central Pacific. The 
case is  too long to  be elaborated, b u t  ex­
trac ts from  some le tters w ritten to  G en­
eral Colton by  C. P. H untington w ill be 
sufficient to  show tho audacious and  u n ­
scrupulous m ethods to  which the  money 
power w ill go when desiring the  ac­
complishment o f an object.

In  a  le tte r  dated Nov. 20, 1874, H unt­
ington w rote, “Scott is  prepared, or 
promises to  pay a  large  am ount of money 
to  pass h is bill, b n t I  do no t th ink  ho 
can pass it ,  a lthough I  th ink  th is  com­
ing  session of congress w ill bo composed 
of tho hungriest se t of men ever go t to­
gether, and  the  d only knows w hat
they  w ill do.”

Marten- w ill Out.
T en years ngo an old tim er named 

Tom  Poolo, who, w ith hia tw o children, 
lived on a  farm  betw een Pemberton 
m eadows a nd . Lillooet lakes, w as found 
m urdered. Tho bodies of tho  children, 
horribly m utilated , lay  across the  father’s 
corpse in  tho  collar of tho house, which 
h ad  been burned over th e ir  heads a fte r 
tho  horrible butchery. Suspicion rested 
on a  neighbor nam ed G raham , w ho was 
last seen near tho ranch. He was a r­
rested and  tried  in  N ew  W estm inster 
fo r the  crim e, being a fte rw ard  acquitted,

T ho provincial governm ent offered a  
rew ard for tho c ap ture  of the  m urderer, 
and  there the  case dropped and  public 
interest g radually  died out. W ith in  the  
past few  m onths certain  discoveries have 
been m ade w hich go to  show th a t G raham  
w as really innocent, and the real m ur­
derer is an Ind ian  chief nam ed Neminh, 
who, tw o years ago, m urdered a  China­
man on tho  Frazer river, and has since 
been evading the  authorities.

A bout tw o weeks ngo Nem iah qnnr- 
reled w ith another Indian in  his band, 
and the  hands of th e  chief were alm ost 
stained w ith the  blood of h is th ird  vic­
tim , O ther Ind ians present seized and 
bonnd h im , and  im m ediately sen t a  m es­
sage to  B. F ranklin , ju stice  of the  peace 
a t  T atlae  Lake, th a t they had  g o t N e­
m iah  a nd  w anted tho  au thorities to  come 
up  and  take  him. On receipt o f th is in ­
form ation F ranklin , accompanied by a  
posse o f special constables, le ft im m edi­
ately, only to  find on a rriv ing  a t their 
destination th a t the ir b ird  had flown.

N em iah’s  squaw  had c u t the  ropes tha t 
bonnd him  w hile the  o thers w ere asleep. 
M aking good use of h is libe rty  Nem iah 
took to  the  "s tick ,” where he is supposed 
to  be a t  present. The pa rty  found tha t 
th e  Ind ian  G nishon, w ith  whom Nemiah 
had  th e  quarrel, w as n o t dangerously in ­
ju red . A ll th e  o the r Indians are  w illing 
to  assist in  the  cap ture  of N em iah, or ap­
pear to  be.—V ancouver (B. C.) Cor. T a­
coma Ledger.

The top  of 
th e  young m nshroum  is w hite, tho under 
portion loose and lighter. As i t  m atures 
th e  top changes to  a  b row n color and  the" 
under p a rt to  a  da rk  red. T he stem, 
w hich is  w hite  and  round when young, 
also grows da rk  w ith  age. E atable 
m ushrooms have pleasant odor and are 
never slimy. A  test proposed is to  sprin­
kle s a lt on th e  under side o r spongy pa rt 
and give i t  tim e to  act. If  i t  tu rn s  black 
the  mushroom is  good; if  yellow, the  
toadstool is  poisonous.—Lew iston Jour-

W oodpecker's Justice.
A  year ago a  p a ir  of red  headed wood­

peckers determ ined to  peck a  hole in  the 
boarding under the  eaves of a  house, as 
woodpeckers often  do. The ow ner of the 
house, no t lik ing  such m utilation, a fte r 
repealed efforts succeeded in  driving 
them  aw ay, and  they w en t to  w ork  at 
once and  d u g  a  hole in  the  nearest tree.

W hen the  birds' home was finished and 
housekeeping had begun tho farmer's 
boys captured th e  fem ale asshe  sa t in  the 
n est and  kept h e r in  a  cage, hoping to  
c a tch  tho m ale also.

She w as accep ted  It w as understood 
th a t th e  association wonld pay all tho 
expenses of th e  t r ip , and  before Ihe con­
vention adjourned $1,000 had been sub­
scribed. She determ ined not to  accept 
it. " I 'm  going on God's mission," she 
said, "an d  ho w ill carry  m e  through.’1 
She purchased her steam ship ticket with 
her own money.

Very lit tle  has been heard o f her since 
she w ent away. Occasionally a  lette r 
was printed in  tho  organ of tho  associa­
tion te lling  o f her progress. T here  was 
g rea t rejoicing a  m onth ago w hen a  le t­
te r  b rought tho news th a t she had  near­
ly  completed her journey  and  would be 
home again. There was a  m istake abont 
tho  date  she  was to  sail, and the  only 
person who w as on  tho  pier to  m eet her 
was Mrs. M ary Tow ne B urt, tho presi­
den t o f  tho  W omen’s Christian union of 
th is state. She looked, Mrs. B u rt said, 
ju s t os sho looked the  day she w ent 
aw ay, and  no  older, though she is now a 
grandm othor, one of her th ree  children 
whom she loft behind having married.

Mrs. L eavitt wont to  Boston. She 
w ill rem ain there  n n til October, when 
sho w ill come to  N ew  York to  a ttend  
tho national convention. In  tho eight 
years sho has been away Mrs. L eavitt 
v isited tho following places: Haw aiian 
islands. N ew  Zealand, A ustralia, Tas­
m ania, Japan , China, Siam , S tra its  set­
tlem ents (Singapore and  Malay penin- 
sula), Burm ah, H indostan, Ceylon, M au­
r itiu s, M adagascar, N atal, O range Free 
S tate , Cape Colony, England, Ireland, 
Scotland, W ales, Congo Free State, Old 
Calabar, S ierra  Leone, M adeira, Spain, 
France, Holland, N orw ay, Sweden, Fin­
land, Denm ark, G erm any, Italy , Greece, 
E gypt, Syria  and T urkey.

Experiments In Grotrlns Spon-es.
I t  w as rum ored in  the  sponge trade  on 

Saturday  th a t a  company had been 
formed w ith $ 100,000 capital to  under­
take experiments a t  apongo growing on 
tho ocean shore o f Long Island, opposite 
the  Shinnecock hills. The sto ry  caused 
considerable am  isem ent am ong practical 
m en in  tho business.

" I t  will be a  waste of tim e and  money," 
one of them  said, " to  try  to  grow  sponge 
in  northern waters. Sponges w ill not 
grow  in  a  cold clim ate. W e have it grade 
of sponges know n in tho  trade  ns Long 
Island grass sponges. They are  of a 
cheap quality , and do  not come from our 
L ong Island across the  river. The; 
from  the  south."

Several a ttem p ts have been m ade to 
grow  sponges in  th is section d uring  the 
p ast ten  years. "A  firm in Cedar street 
w ere interested in  a  sponge raising 
scheme down a t  Patchogue five yean 
ago," a  dealer said. “ They s tarted  in, 
if  m y m emory serves me righ t, hy  mak­
ing  an artificial bottom  of coral, prac­
tically  th e  sam e substance on which the- 
sponge grows in  the  Mediterranean. 
T hen a  vessel load of sponges w as sunk 
on  th e  coral bed. A fter a  tim e several 
sponge fishers of w ide experience w er 
sen t o u t to  th e  lied to  ga ther the  firs 
c rop. T hey found the  seed sponge 
rotted  and there  w as no t th e  slightest 
evidence o f a  new  crop. A nother effo: 
to  grow  sponges w as subsequently made 
down the  Now Jersey  shore, and, like 
the  Long Island experiments, nothing 
cam e of it .”—N ew  York Sun.
