He ac­
knowledged th a t he had  a t different 
tim es bought perishable gouds from  far­
mers, b u t alw ays had  acquain ted  the  
com m andant of such purchases. A fter 
the  board had bean In secret 8 sslon for 
a  sho rt tim e they  b rought In a  report 
exonerating the  q u a rte rm as ttr  and rein­
sta ting  him to his position. T he report 
w ss signed by all memb rs  present.

T o  say th a t the  acth n  of th e  board 
cam e like a  thunderc lap  to  the  Com­
m andant, would be draw ing I t. mildly. 
He re tired  hastily  for a  few m inutes and 
when he emerged he carried  w ith him 
his resignation  w ritten ou t In te rse  lan­
guage. T ea  se cretary  received tb s  doc 
um eut and th e  board held another s ta r  
setalon, return ing  In a  sho rt tim e with 
th e  annouucem ent th a t the  resignation 
of C om mandant Manly of the  Michigan 
So diers ' home had been unanimously 
accepted and would take  effect A ugust 1.

T he board then paid a  v isit to  N orth 
Pa rk  and re lu rn°d  to  the  city la te  In the 
afternoon

Com mandant M a il /  and Q u r l r r -  
m aoter Snack  were seeu by a MuRNISO 
Pr ess  reporter la s t evening T oe com­
m andan t had nothing to  say except th a t 
he resigned becam e Mr. Shank was re ­
in stated  as qua rte rm aster. Ho was no t 
prepared  to  say w hether he expected his 
resignation would be accepted so readily, 
b u t was saii.fled a t the  way the  m atter 
had  ended.

Q uarterm aster Shank  was found rf- 
cllnlng In an arm chair a t the  N orih 
P a rk  pavilion.

T U B  COMING U A R V B tr.
T he Republicans are  confidently count­

ing on good crops to  cure the  discontent 
of the  farmers and stop the  new parly 
movement. W ith few exceptions the 
conntry h a t had good crops th roughout 
the p a it 25 years and the  w ealth of the 
nation has very largely Increased; but 
for all tha t, while w ealth has accumu­
lated In the  hands of the  few poverty 
has spread over the  homes of labor In 
city and country. Prices for labor and 
Its product have constantly declined, 
debts have grown despite the  ardoons 
efforts of Industry and economy and 
taxes have Increased enormously to meet 
an astonishing growth of public expen 
dlturee, It Is, therefore, not likely tha t 
a  good crop this one year w ill suddenly 
change all this, and unless I t will, make 
snch a change the  good crop of this 
year will be of no advantage to the  Re­
publican party.

If  the  Republican party  leaders will 
supplement na ture 's bountiful harvest 
with prices th a t shall prove rem unerat­
ive to  the  debt oppressed slaves of the 
farm  they can count on the  death  of the 
political uprising th a t th rea tens them 
with defeat le the skirmishes of this 
year and In the  decisive engagement of 
1893. T his they cannot do with the 
civil conditions the  same tble year as 
they were In form er years, when the 
harvests were alto  bountiful. The 
money power will control the markets 
as In the  past against the Interests of 
the  producer, and the  railroads will com­
bine a s usual to fix the  rates of trans 
portatlon, for the  rich re tu rn  of na ture  
so the  husbandmen, as high as the traffic 
will bear.

The same machinery for the  oppres­
sion and robbery of honest toll th a t has 
been set Ip by monopoly under the care 
and nurture  of the Republican p arly , Is 
still In perfect working order and labor 
will no more reap a  rew ard from this 
years harvest than  It did In form er years 
T his noble h arvest will bu t enrich mon- 
oply and the  mlillonairs. The gold stand­
ard will dw arf prices and the  great rail­
road lines of the  V anderbilts' and 
G iu da will gather In earning! sufficient 
to  pay princely salaries to officers and 
large dividends on w atered slocks, leav­
ing the farm er but a  poor retu rn  fo r his 
anxiety and exhausting labor.

Under these continuing circum ­
stances and with these usual resu llr, a 
large crop of everything will prove a 
fu rther damage to  the Republican party 
Instead of an advantage.

lieves the  first step tow ard emancipa­
tion from  prevalent poverty is  compul­
sory education. The children of tho 
very poor are  b u t  half fed, and  some­
times go to  school w ithout having any­
thing  to  eat, consequently, says Miss 
Foster, they a re  in  nocondition to  learn. 
Therefore tho state should provide them 
with free breakfasts. T his has been 
done in  London w ith  good results, she
toys. _________________

The Fate o f  tho Laborer.
T his w as pay day, and  any one who w it­

nessed the  scenes a t  th e  sub-office of the 
streetdepartm ent, on C lark avenue, near 
Jefferson, will thoroughly appreciate the 

me condition to  w hich the  laborers 
have been brought by  tho sheer negli­
gence of th e  assembly. Men w ho have 
families of five and six, w ith children 
sick and wives w ithout food, w ere paid 
as little  as $1.50—a ll they had m ade in 
the  last tw o  weeks. On th a t they m ust 
exist for tw o weeks m ore, w ith  th e  pros­
pect of receiving no more th a n  they  did 
today. How  they are  do live is a  prob­
lem they discuss w ith serious faces, bu t 
they cannot solve it.

Jam es Casey said: “ I  have had  one 
day 's w ork since last pay day, and today 
I drew  $1.50. I t  is a ll the  money I  have 
got. I  don’t  know w hat we w ill do, for 
the  groceries ivill n o t give laborers credit 
when they are  no t working, and wo have 
to  pay cash o r g e t nothing. This money 
won’t  keep m y fam ily iu  food u n til next 
pay day, b u t w e w ill have to  g e t i t  some 
way. The m ost th a t any  one of the  la­
borers drew  today w as five dollars, and 
some of them  have large families."—S t 
Louis Post-Dispatch.

Mr. M iller's Farm  Strangely nl.appe.rlii* .
The farm  o f John  H . Miller, who lives 

eighteen m iles southeast of Sedalia, Mo., 
is slowly being swallowed up in  what 
seems to  be a  huge river flowing beneatb 
the  surface of the  earth. The phenome­
non was observed first Saturday, when 
M r. Miller’s  fam ily heard a  rumbling 
noise in  tho orchard. Investigation re­
vealed a  hole in  tho  ground about six 
feet in  diam eter and  several feet deep, 
with w ater a t  tho  bottom . The rum ­
blings continued, and the  hole has been 
constantly enlarging since th a t time.

F. P. Clayton visited th e  spot and 
made a  thorough investigation of what- 
he term s th e  m ost w onderful th ing  he 
has ever seen. He reports th a t the  cav­
i ty  is  nearly  c ircu lar in  form, sixteen 
feet in  d iam eter a t  the  top and tapering 
to  ten  feet a t  the  w ater lino, w hich is 
tw enty-six fee t from  the  surface. Tho 
w ater is tw enty-five fee t deep and seems 
to  be a  flowing river, a s  sticks throw n 
into i t  are  carried rapidly away by  the 
curren t. The opening is in  p rairie  land, 
not near any  spring o r body o f water. 
Several years ago a  farm er in  th a t im ­
mediate neighborhood was driving a  
weU, when th e  tools became detached 
and lost, b u t i t  w as though t to  be m ere­
ly  a  pocket, and  no  a tten tion  w as paid 
to  it.

The c avity  is  gradually  enlarging, and 
as Mr. Miller’s  residence i j  only sixty 
feet d is tan t he is g rea tly  a larm ed for the 
safety of his home and  fam ily.—Cor. 
Chicago Herald.

And so we a re  bound together in  one 
bundle of social life, and  if  we neglect 
the  poorest and  th e  lowest, society will 
avenge herself in  the  destruction o f the 
highest and  th e  richest and  m ost c u lti­
vated.

Culture and Labor.

men and women of education in to  closer 
relations w ith  th e  laboring classes for 
the ir m utual benefit.”

" I t  is n ilrcAdft.l thing: (lint hum an 
lifo m ust be sacrificed," gala M ajor C. O.

Thero w as an 
nous look betw een him and  Colonel Bob 
MoReynulds as the  la tte r  spoke.

We w ere follow ingaoircu itons road tha t
led over these Pino Ridge m ountains, 
w hen suddenly from  behind th e  rocks 
ahead there confronted us tw o Brule 
Sioux, w ith W inchesters ready for uc 
tion. M ajor Bates in stan tly  u ttered  nr 
a larm . T his caused one of tho enemy 
to skulk behind tho  other, both w ith 
W inchesters leveled upon us.

" I  w as fairly  pnnicstricken myself, and 
scarcely knew  w hat I was doing, bu t 
M ajor Bates, w ith  his cool headeduess, 
drew  his W inchester to  h is shonlder and 
fired. The report echoed up  and  down 
tho  valley, and  w hen th e  smoko cleared 
aw ay, there  were tw o form s motionless 
npon tho brow  of tho lit tle  h ill ahead. 
My horse, frightened a t  the  rejw rt of the 
gnn , was s truggling  in  a  frig h tfu l m an­
ner, and i t  w as all I  could do  to  restra in  
him.

"T ho single shot from  h is W inchester 
had killed them  both. They fell npon 
the ir faces, th e ir  hands tigh tly  clenched 
about tho  weapons they boro. W olooked 
for others, bu t none were in  sight. Then 
I  rodo w ith in  a  few  fee t of tho bodies 
and picked up  a  w ar club. T heir  b lan ­
kets and  ghost sh irts  wore sw arm ing with 
verm in or I  would have taken  them 
along. The m a jo r divested one of the 
dead Ind ians o f bis w ar bonnet, placed 
his scalping knife in  h is belt and  re­
m ounted.

"A s if  b y  somu strange fascination I 
lingered on the  spot fo r a  few moments. 
Those bronze form s, motionli^s, lay  w ith 
face to  th e  earth . H um an life had per­
ished there. The cold, snow Covered 
hills, resplendent w ith  the ir w intry 
beauty, b rought n a u g h t bu t chill to  the 
soul. Two form s, clad in  th e ir  red 
blankets, lay  silen t in  death. They 
m ean t harm  to  u s w ho would n o t have 
harm ed them . The w inter's snn was 
fading beyond th e  ch ill blue hills.

I  rode from  th e  spot and joined the 
m a jo r on th e  crest of a  hill. H is voice 

husky in  tone w hen he  said, 'L e t us 
ge t aw ay from  here.’ T he road led over 
a  m ountainous country for th e  next 
seven miles, then  w e cam e to th e  out­
posts of the  N ebraska m ilitia  a t Jar- 
chow's ranch, where, a fte r  admission

How Canaries Hulld a  Nest.
Many of us some lim e in  our lives 

have taken an old bird's  nest in  our 
hands and adm ired the  w onderful strnc- 
lu re, tho neatness and care w ith  which 
tho inside has been finished, w hether it  
bo tho nest of a  thrush , so carefully lined 
w ith  m anure  and smoothed off with 
tho  a r t  of a  well ta u g h t module 
m aybe tho lovely lining which we find 
in  a  robin’s nost o r some of the  finches. 
B ut we have few actual chances of . . .  
ing  these m iniature homes p u t together, 
unless they are  b u ilt in  cap tiv ity , i 
which circum stances tho a r t  of nest 
building becomes m ost interesting to  a 
careful watcher.

L et us take, for instance, canaries, 
p a ir o f  these birds in  the ir second sea­
son's building—by w hich tim e  they kav 
perfected thoroughly the  a rt, supposing 
they are  supplied w ith a suitab le  box and 
m aterials for the  purpose—commence 
first of all by filling the  box w ith tho 
rougher pieces of moss, a fte r  w hich the 
lieu hops in to  tho middle of it, and s it­
ting  dow n begins to  tu rn  round and 
round; by th is process the  inside of tho 
neat is formed. I f  they find it  not 
enough, m ore moss is brought and  tho 
process repeated u n til i t  is to  tho  satis­
faction of the  hen.

A fter this the  delicate p a rt o f lining 
the  nest is  commenced, the  hen sitting  
in  tho nest w hile the  cock supplies h 
w ith  hair, w hich he first prepares in  tl 
following m anner: A fter picking up  
sm all bunch of ha ir, which he holds 
across tho m iddle, he flies upon the 
perch and  knocks i t  from  side to  side 
against tho perch, to  s luko  all loose 
pieces out; a fte r  which he holds the 
wisp or bunch of h a ir  on the  perch w ith 
his foot, a t  tho sam e tim e draw ing  his 
beak u p  it  w ith  a  tw isting  motion.

T his is repeated un til i t  becomes some' 
w hat w oven-together, and  is then pro 
rented to  the  hen, w hich she carefully 
takes and places in  tho moss, one piece 
a fte r another, u n til a  smooth lin ing  is 
the  result. A t th is po in t she allow 
husband to  enter tho nest, which they 
keep doing in  tu rns, w ith  a g rea t deal of 
excitement and soft tw ittering , continu­
a lly  tu rn ing  round mid round to  finish 
i t  off in  n workm anlike m anner.— 
Chambers' Journal.

The Colors of Lellcn.
In  my youth  I alw ays associated the 

idea of color w ith tho le tters of the 
alphabet. _In la ter  years the  discovery 
th a t other people recognized no such 
coloration cam e to  me a s  a  surprise. 
Tho le tte r  R, fo r example, alw ays calls 
up  th e  idea of greenness. I t is impossi­
ble for mo to  think  of R  w ithout tho 
thought th a t it  is  green. In like m an­
ner S  is yellow and  X scarlet. The 
oration docs no t seem to lie in  th e  letter 
itself, as p rin ted  or w ritten , b u t to  co­
exist w ith th e  conception which the  le t­
te r  represents.

A s the  le tte r  R  comes into m y mind, 
i t  seems to  go, w ith  g ru 's  and leaves, 
in to  the  category of g n » n  things. The 
sonnd has noth ing  to  do w ith its appar­
e n t coloration, for C  soft and C  hard 
recognized as the  sam e le tte r  and there­
fore colored alike. The coloration is not 
affected by the  charac ter of the  type. 
I t  is in  th e  le tte r  itself, regardless of the 
w ay in  which i t  may be p rin ted , or of 
w hether i t  is p rinted o r writ ten a t  all. 
The idea has no  connection w ith  the  le t­
tering  in  any  colored p ic ture  books, nor 
does i t  arise from  a ny  association of tha t 
sort.

W ords seeiu to  me also m ere or less 
definitely colored, b u t tho association of 
coloration w ith  me arises solely from 
th e  le tte rs o( which the  words are  com­
posed. The dom inant letters, especially 
the  in itial le tte r, o r  the  le tte rs m ost con­
spicuous in  pronunciation, g ive color to 
tho  word.

THE CONVERSION OF LONDON.

Effect on Englninl'a Itlatory <>r the  Teiirl 
Ing. ..r ll.e  E arl, C'litirelt.

Loudon was converted in  A. D. 604. 
T he citizens relapsed, i t  is tru e , b u t they 
wero a gain converted, and then, in  sober 
earnest, pu t away th e ir  old gods, keep­
ing  only a  few of tho more favorite 
pcrstitions. Some of these rem ain s till 
w ith  118. They were so thoroughly 
verted tha t tho c ity  of London became a 
veritable m other of saints.

There was tho venerable Erkenw ald— 
sa in t and  bishop—he who b n ilt Bisho 
gate on the site  of the  old Rom an gi 
thero w as St. E thelburga, the  wife of 
Sebert, tho first Christian k ing—her 
church still stands, close beside the  site 
o f tho  old gate; thero was St. O syth— 
queen and m arty r—the m other of King 
Offn—her nam e also survives in  Size,
St. O syth's lane, b u t the  church of St. 
O syth was rededicated to  St. Ben’et 
Shereliog—B enedict Skin-thc-Pig -  
m ay see tho little  old churchyard still, 
b lack and grim y, surrounded on tiire 
sides by ta ll houses.

E nglish piety loved to  dedicate 
churches to  English sa in ts—more likely 
these than Italian  o r French to  look 
a fte r  the  national interests. T hus then 
were in London churches dedicated to  
St. Dnnstan. St. Sw ithin, St. Botolph 
(whose affection for th e  citizens n 
well know n th a t i t  w as recognized by 
four churches), St. Edm und the  -Martyr, 
and  la ter  on, when the  Danes go t theii 
tu rn , churches to  St. Olnf and St. Mag 
nus.

T he Englishm an, thus converted, was 
received in to  the  company of civilized 
nations. Scholars cam e across the  Chan­
nel to  teach him  L atin , monks cam e t< 
teach  him tho life o f self sacrifice, nbedi- 
ence, submission and abstinence. Tbe 
m onastery reared its humble walls every­
where—the first foundation of the first 
Bishop of London w as a  m onastery. Ir  
tim e of w ar the  monasteries were spared. 
Therefore the  people settled around them 
and enjoyed the ir protection. Tho m on­
astery towns grew  rapidly and prospered. 
New a rts  were introduced and taught b\ 
tho monks; new ideas sprung up  among 
tho people; new w ants were created. 
Moreover, interconrso began w ith  other 
nations; tho ecclesiastic w ho journeyed 
to  Rom e took w ith  him  a  goodly troop 
of priests, monks and laym eu; they 
strange lands and  observed strange 
toms. — W alter BesanI in  H arper's .

The orange tree  is generally under­
stood to  have been introduced in to  Para­
guay by the  J e su its  and the seeds dis­
tribu ted  by tho  birds.

I  Sau Antonio ara  the  principal ports, 
and there best may be seen tho pictu 
esque processions of laughing  and 
scream ing g irls and women, who carry  
basket a fte r  basket of f ru it ou r  
heads from  the  shore to  the  ship, like a 
sw arm  of busy ants. Up to  tho present 
no  industria l use has been m ade of the 
orange. Some sixty millions are  ex­
ported annually , tho sqme quan tity  is 
consumed by the  natives, anil perhaps 
treble th a t q uan tity  is devoured by 
monkeys and birds, or le ft to  ro t on the 
ground.—Theodore Child in  Harper's.

Where Horae Moat Soup I i  Popular.

Brigadier General Robinson has Issued 
h is first general order In relation to  the 
coming encampment a t  W hlttemore 
lake.

T he senior officer accompgnylng troops 
to  and from the camp will be In com­
mand and be held responsible for their 
behavior; a  guard will be stationed at 
car doors and enlisted men m ust hare 
the ir commander's permission to  pass; 
the  fatigue uniform will be worn en 
route  to  camp; helmets and uniform 
csats should be packed In boxes and for­
warded to  camp with other stores and 
returned In the  same manner; citizens’ 
clothing m ust no t be taken  to camp; 
company commanders m ust see th a t 
every man has the  cross-guns, com 
pany le tte r  and regim ent number 
on his cap before leaving, and
