TREMENDOUS RAFID FIRING.

A Six Inch Gun Poors Out Shot After
Shot at Enormons &

tion in artillery warfare. The proof of
this gun was _carried out by the Woal-
wich anthorities at Silloth, when the
remarkable velocity of 2,689 f.s. was
obtained with a charge of cordite pow-
er,

The programme began by firing five
rounds with a chargo of B X I powder

and service projectile for rapidity. The
total time of firing these five rounds was
rixty-one seconds. The same experiment
was then carried out with a charge of
cordite, but after three rounds the firing
was stopped for a few minutes to remove
aburrin the threads of tho breech ac-
tion, caused by sand getting into the
gun. The first three rounds of this series
were fired in twenty-four seconds, and
the second two in fifteen seconds. Five
rounds were then fired with E X E
powder (non-smokeless) and servico pro-
jectile at a target which consisted of two
casks lashed together with a flag above
them, at 900 yards range.

There being no wind_the smoke hung
agreat deal, and the firing was there-
fore directed by an observer who stood
clear of the smoke. Tho five rounds
were fired in sixty-one seconds, the tar-
get being strucle twice, the other three
shots just missing.

To show the advantage of cordite over
the B X E powder five rounds were then
fired with the former at the same target,
the flag and staff of which still remained
upright, as the tide being low the target
rested on sand, It was found quite feas-
ible to fire with the utmost rapidity, and
yet, on account of the smokeless quality
of tho posvder, to aim cach shot deliber-
ately. The result was that out of the
five shots the target was actually struck
four times (which completely destroyed
the casks and perforated the flag soveral
times), and the last shot was only five
yards short; and these five rounds with
the above remarkable accuracy were got
off in the suprisingly short time of fifty-
five seconds.

Five rounds with E X E were now
fired, changing from one target to an-
other, three targets being placed at
ranges 900, 1,400 and 1,800 yards, and
spread out Eo that the gun had to be
traversed through a considerable arc of
training in going from one to the other.
‘The results were as follows: 1, 900 yards,
hit target; 2,900 yards, hit target; 8,
1,400 yards, fifty yards over; 4,1,400
yards, hit target; 5, 1,600 yards, hit tar-
get, cutting flagstaff.

Tho total time of these five rounds
was 3 minutes and 43 seconds, but
a few seconds' delay was occasioned
Dy the cap of a- cartridge case, which
was only temporarily secured for these
oxperiments, falling off in the gun
during loading, which necessitated e
loading. Five rounds of cordite, under
similar conditions to the last series, were
now fired at the 000 and 1,400 yards tar-
gots, the 1,500 yards one being no longer
visible, The results were as follows:
1, 900 yards, hit target; 2, 900 yards, hit
target, cutting flagstafl; 8, 1,400 yards,
ten yards over; 4, 1,400 yards, five yards
over; 5, 1,400 yards, twenty yards over.
The total time for these five Tounds was
1 minute 87 seconds.

The gun was then fired with 5 degs.,
10 degs., 12.degs., 15 degs. and 20 degs,
elevation, with tharges of EX E and
cordite, to test themounting, and except
for a little difficulty in ranning out when
at 20 degs. elevation everything went
perfectly,—London Times.

About ten or twelve years ago the Ger-
man government made a gigantic effort
to settle this perplexing question for all
time to come by sinling a ehaft near tho
city of Schladebach, with the object
especially of obtaining trustworthy data
concerning the rate of increase of the
eartl’s temperature with each succeed-
ing 100 or fraction of 100 feet of descent.
At last accounts the shaft had reached a
depth of 1,392 meters, which is believed
to be the greatest depth to which man
has yet penetrated the substratum of the

lobe. The temperature of the shaft at
the 1,300 meter level was 48 degs. centi-
grade, or 120 Fahrenheit. If this per-
centago of increase is maintained the
boiling point of water will be reached at
about 3,000 meters, and at 45 miles the
heat would be sufficient to melt any
known substance.— St. Louis Republic.

New York’s Ink Industry.

New York is entitled to consideration
as the leading city of the Union in the
manufacture of ink. Fifteen years ago
English ink controlled the market. Since

en the American article been
gmxnmy pushing the British product
out of the market by its superiority and
excellence, ereis a great differenco
Detween the wholesale and retail price
of the fluid. A little bottle of ink con-
taining two ounces, for which a person
pays five cents, costs at the factory one
cent. The bottles are really more valu
able than the ink they contain.

The best black tuk is made from the
gall nut and iron. The gall nut is found
in Arabia, and is about the siza of a
hickory nut and grows on a small, serab-
byoak A large majority of the col-
ored inks are made from the extracts of
coal tar. The most expensive colored
ink used for ruling is carmine, made
from the cochineal bug. The cochineal
bug is raised with much care in Mexico.
The dye from this bug is worth $15 4
pound. Since cochineal dye is becom-
ing scarce ink makers are compelled to
use an inferior red color from coal tar.
The ten different colored inks are all
made from the extract of coal tar. White
inlk is made for writing on black paper,
ok e dawasd Tor 16 16 06 very great.

A Lino Throwlog Gun.
Another addition to the list of recently
invented life saving devices is the shoul-
der line throwing gun, invented by Capt.
D'Aroy-Irving, of the English royal navy.
‘The inyention consists of a shoulder gun,
having the cop or coil of line, od
Ln a caae. carried under the breech of the
is inserted in the barrel, the
e end of the rod being connected with
the end of the line, whichisin the center
of the cop. The line is 144 yards long,
and the clmrge of powder used is two
drams. Upon the gun being fired at a
high elevnﬁon the rod is projected up-
and forward, carrying the line tradl-
ing after it. The object is, of course, to
1and the line over the ship or other object,
the rod dropping behind it. By this
means a rope can be made fast to the tail
end of the line by the. xucconng party, and
be hauled on board by those in distress,

Easy and Do Not Liks to Work

Take, again, thoso old and young
somen wo saw &quatting in tho market,
swith littlo seraps of produce spread ont
beforo them. Suppose they sell this for
ten cents, they have enough to buy mate,
tobacco and mandioca, which are
chief aliments, and thus they keop tho
household going, with the help of or-
anges, that lie in many places a foot deep
on tho gronnd.

These Puraguayans, poor and ignorant
as they may be, are prond and suscep-
tible; they never eay thank yon except
as a formula of refusal; it Is useless to
order them about; they must bo treated
with gentleness and persuasion, as cquals,
and even then not much can be got out
of them. So I'was told by a dozen men
who hyd varied experience in tho conn-
try. The educated Paraguayans them-
selves admit this much, but withont
notable disapproval, and with an fmpa-
tient click of the tongno against the
teeth and much writhing and shrogging
of neck and shonlders they will protest
against Americanism, progress and doing
things quickly,

natlon,” they will say. ‘It {s in onr
nature to go on slowly, quictly, without
effort; and fortune comes tous almost
while we are slecping.”—Theodore Child
in Harper's.

The Production of Pollen.

The immenso number of pollen grains
produced by o singlo flower apparently
militates against the éaying that naturo
allows nothing to be formed but what s
needful. It seems, indeed,  vast waste
of material to have such o multitude of
grains when so very few would answer
the same purpose. In a single flower of
tho peony there are about three and o
half millions grains;  flower of the dan-
delion is estimated to produce nearly
two hundred and fifty thousand; the
number of ovules in a flower of tho Chi-
neso wisteria has been connted and the
number of pollen graing estimated, and
it is fonnd that for each ovule there are
seven thousand grains.

While few fall below the thonsands,
many rise far above the peony in point
of numbers. Theso are the wind fertil-
ized flowers, and here nature must pro-
vide for an immenso 0ss of material.—
Professor Joseph F. James in Popular
Science Monthly.
