Government Loans to the People.
Those who denounce as absurd and
impracticable the Alliance proposition
that the government should loan money
direct to the people upon proper security
should read this extract from French
financial history, taken from “The The-
ory tnd History of Banking:"

t has been remarked that from 1814
for many years the Bank of France was
the banik of bankers rather than of the
merchants. The position of intermediary
between the bank and the great class of
borzowers on a small scale ghould have
been held by a class of independent banks;
itappears, in fact, to have been held by
private baukers, and during the revul-
slon which accompanied the revolution
of July, 1630, fhs class of establishments
elther disappeared or became inactive,
&0 that a part of the usnal machinery of

it daveity milliona ot Sollar for
some time without paying interest for it.

That is to say they came down and
told the administration that this money
would bo safer, perhaps, in their bank
vaults than in the treasury vaults, so
they mamed themselves “banks of de-
posit,” and the Democratio administra-
tion let those banks have $50,000,000.
The banks of course loaned out this
money to people who wero obliged to
borrow at a pretty high rate of interest,
but they never pald the government any
interest.

The present Republican adiinistra-
tion did the same thing for the banks,
only there was not quite €0 much money
on hand and it conld only lend twenty
millions of dollars. Then a “billion dol-
lar” congress came along and cleaned up
things generally. That congress forgot
the obligations of the government and
spent and squandered €0 much money
that the treasury officials tyere soon
forced to acknowledga that there would
not be enough on band to redeem fifty
millions of dollars of 4} per cent. bonds

That department didn’t know what to
do, and its head and chief went to the
banks aud asked their advice. They
told him to extend the bonds at a lower
rate of interest—say about 1} or 2 per
cent. This, they said, would give the
national banks o better and easier
chance of issning bank notes than they
had formerly had. And the head of the
treasury department has concladed to
take the advice of the banks.

. . . . . .

Now here is the way his scheme works
out. When all the United States bonds
are redeemed and canceled there can be
no national banks. Under the present
system a bank holds, say, §100,000 of
bonds. The government pays the bank
4 per cent. interest, and at the same time
permits the bank to issue $90,000 of bank
notes, which the bauk lends out at 6 or
8 per cent. or more, Now, while the
government pays the bauk $4,000 a year
interest on 1ts bouds, the bank lends its
ﬂ]f) 000 of notes at 8 per cent., taking in
$7,200.

Thus tho bank is getting in §11,200
annually on its $100,000 worth of bonds,
and for this privilee it pays but 1 per
cent. on the $00,000 of notes, amounting
to only 900 per year. This isa very
soft and safe thing for the banks, for in
addition to all this it has the temporary
s of money deposited, and usually col-
lects interest in advance and loans the
interest money out r'ght away, thus
mnking interest on interest which has
never been earned

But the banks are compluining some
now at a condition which they. them-
brought about. National banking
was such a nice thing that a great many
people wanted to go into it. made
a lively demand for the bonds, and the
demand got so strong that thoss who
wanted them for banking purposes be-
gan to offer more than their face value
for them, The tinal result of this move
has been to run the price of §100 worth
of bonds up to $125 und more. Of course
the bond bears interest only on its face
value, €0 that when a banker pays 125
for a bond he gets interest only on §100.

I sound tho warning in
order that the danger when it comes
may bo met without disconragement,
and that it may be dealt with unhesitat-
ingly and impartially. It will boa disa-
greeable duty to perform, this branding
and expulsion of traitors, but it must be
done vigorously and withont discrimina-
tion. Al great causes have suffered at
the hands of traitors, and this will not
prove an exception.

The great weakness of the enemy is
the fact that his leaders are many of
them themselyes corrnpt, and that they
bave divorced themselves from the peo-
ple and the people’s interest. Whom,
for fnstance, can the Republican party
us to trust when its postmaster gen-
eral drags even his cloak of religion in
the mire to conceal his real connection
swith an institation which has been used
for the perpetration of some of the most
wantic frauds of the day? Instead of
efending public against private inter-
ests both parties have allied themselves
with the worst enemies of the people. It
bas not been mere indifference and neg-
lectof the public good; it has been actunl
warfare upon the interests of the masses.
Trusts, monopolies and millionaires
are the things that have prospered under
the Republican and Democratic rule
Look through the record of the mon-
strous work f the billion congress, and
what practical, genuine boon to the
struggling masses of this conntry can
you find there?
