The Earliest Child's Book.

Asmight be supposed, the earliest book
that is nssigned to the child is the Latin
grammar. Boys' Latin grammar for
several centuries were mere text books
compiled from the larger works of Dona-
tus and Priscian, and they were com-
monly known by the name of Donates
or Douets, a term which occurs in Piers'
“Plowman.” Tha word grammar, on
the contrary, was used more in conjunc-
tiom with Tatin stodies genarl.lly, and
ecience, as well as even magical power,
was sometimes spoken of as grammarys
A very commonly used school bouk m
monasteries seems been
“Consolation of Philowphy" (in the orlg-
inal, of course), by Boethius, of which a
least a fragment “would most ptobnhly
be found even in the most meager con-
vent library.”

The earliest book in existence written
expressly for boys is here stated to be
Aldhelm's *‘De Septenario, de Metris,
Znigmatibus, ac Pedum lig.”
which probably appeared about the end
of the Seventh century. A great
of it consists of dialogues b T
er and pupil, in the style which was etill
popular in the first half of the present
century, and may be found in such
works as Mrs, Markham's History.

COOPER AND SPIRITS.

WAS THE NOVELIST CONVERTED
BY THE FOX SISTERS!

A Beance In Dr. Griswold's Office at

Which Noted Mon Were Freseut—A
“Spirlt Raps” Which
Made a Profound Impression.

The statement by ono of the *“Fox
girls,” of Rochester rappings fame, de-
claring that all the epirit sounds and
noises were caused by tho cracking of
her toe joints, leads me to give an ac-
count of a remarkablo seance with theso
three girls at tho timo they paid their
first visit to New York. After perusing
it I think the reason will be satisfied,
whatever of deception may have been
practiced, that tho too joint story is an
ineffable humbug.

It was in 1850 that tho Fox girls camo
to New York, astounding reports having
preceded them of the noisy visitation of
the spirits which had literally compelled
them to leavo their home. Dr, Rufus
W. Griswold, tho author and critic, oc-
cupied rooms at that time in Broadway,
between Bleecker and Houston streets.
Thes were on the first floor and held
his large and valuable library.

Ho was an unbeliover in regard to the
“rappings,” not only so far as any spirit-
ual influences prevailed, but withi respect

AN INTELLIGENT AUDIENCE.

John W. Fruucis, Dr. E. E. Marcy, John
Bizalow and myself. The three Fox
girls came promptly. They were seated
by a table, but not near enongh to tonch
The company made a large circle
around it, and we all impn!lunuy waited
for the performance to begin. Utter in-
credulity pervaded our little assembly.

A half bour passed and the spirits
‘made no sign. The girls were repeatedly
asked how soon they would begin to
demonstrate. They replied gravely that
the spirits were not under their control;
that they had intimated they would be
present—that was all they could say.

At length raps began to be he
sounding like slight shocks from an elec-
tric battery. Questions were at once in
order, and Dr. Francis took the floor.
His interrogatories were leading ones,
and at the end of a few minutes he re-
signed in favor of Dr. Hawkes, the Fox
girls getting the best of it. With Dr.
Hawkes, who had been bred a lawyer,
things did not flow so smoothly with
them, but there were several answers
which excited surprise.

1 was seated next to Mr. Cooper, and T
perceived he exhibited much impatience
swhile the qmzioning was going on.
When es finished, Cooper ex-
claimed, “Lel mo have hold of them.”

The drum, in the estimation of the
Chinese musician, is the most important

Chinese drum costs twelve dollars, and
has much the same appearance as o keg
constructed of light wood, covered with
cowhide. This instrument is beaten
with a pair of heavy wooden sticks, and
produces a booming sound, which grows
extremely monotonous when it is con-
tinued for several hours.

THE CHINESE GONG.

The alarm, or taps, is & Chineso musi-
cal device of peculiar construction. It
consists of a framework of wood, upon
which is set a conical top of hard wood
covered with calfskin, Projecting from
the top of the frame is a hollow square.

rawhide. Sounds are produced by strik-
ing the top, which emits bass notes, and

This tuneful instrament

costs $3.50.
The cymbals of the Chinese are of
hammered brass, similar in design to
those nsed by American bands, and costs
eighteen dollars.

Brass gongs shnped much like o tam-
borine aro used by Mongolian musicians
in the makeup of their orchestra. A
first class gong can be bought for fifteen
dollars.

A gongof concave form aud of very
light weight, that gives forth a tingling
sound, is another orchestral instrument,
It costs $2.60. Mongolian fiddles aro of

HOW THEY VOTE IN JAPAN.

Polls That Present a Striking Contrst
Ours in This Country.

The polls had opened at § o'clock, and
one by one the farmers had como strag-
gling in from the surrounding conntry.

The clarinet is to the Mongolian what
the cornet is tous, Its evident use is to
add variety to the clamors of the drums
and cymbals and tho discordant sounda
of flute and fiddle, It is a sort of medi-
ator between all those revolutionary in-
straments, and has a tendency to veneer
the discord, which apparently s the ba-
sis of all Chinese music.

The Mongolian ear has become inured
to such strains, and to the child of  the
Flowery Kingdom it epeaks of home,
tragedy, love and revenge.
