In th e  following i t  is proposed to  prove 
a t A ustraliacan be term ed "T he  Land 

of Inverted Order." In  the  Antipodean 
wilds of th a t new South Pacific repub­
lic everything has some fem arkable 
characteristic peculiarity. Instead of 
the  leaves having the ir flat sides turned 
to  the  gronnd they stand edgewise.. The 
opossum of America is th e  only species 
of pannched anim al known to the  world 
outside of A ustralia. On the  A ustralian 
continent there a re  a t  least 110 species 
having th a t distinguishing peculiarity.

T hey have been arranged in to  five 
tribes, according to  the  food they  e a t  
The root eaters (wombats), th e  f ru i t eat­
e rs (phalangers), the  grass eaters (kan­
garoos). th e  insect eaters and  the fish 
eaters (native cats  and rats). Of the 
wombats there  are  four species, a ll of 
which burrow  in the  ground.

T w o other very curious anim als are 
found in  A ustralia  th a t are  unknow n in 
any other p a rt of th e  w orld. These are 
the  echidna and th e  ornithorhynchns. 
This la tte r  is a  species of beast shaped 
like a  beaver, b u t having w eb feet and a 
bill like a  duck. Then the re  is  a  flying 
mouse, about ha lf the  size of our com­
mon mouse and of a  brigh t red color. I t 
has a  very long, fu rry  ta il, w hich is used 
os a  rudder and  looks m uch like a  feather 
w hen fully expanded.

T he trees are  alw ays In full leaf, bu t 
shed their bark every year, which fact 
alone would be sufficient to  make the  
Antipodean continent a  wonderland. 
The leaves of nearly a ll the  trees are 
highly arom atic, bn t th e  native  flow?rs, 
though of most b rillian t tin t , hove no 
fragrance whatever. In w riting  of the  
backward order of things in  Australia, 
Mr. M. W. Ullathorne says:

A ustralia  is  th e  antipode o£ th e  en­
tire  world. In th a t country  a  rising 
barometer indicates rain , and a  falling 
barometer fair w eather. The sw ans are 
black and the  eagles w hite; th e  mole is 
oviparous and  has a  duck's- beak; the 
dogs have a  w olfs head, a  fox's ta il, and 
never bark. They also have a  bird with 
a  tongne like a  broom, and a  fish which 
has pa rt o f the  body belonging to  the 
genus Kaia and p a rt to  the  genus Squale. 
Many w inged serpents are  found there 
and fish w ith  largo fea thery  wings. The 
emu is a  bird as large a s  a n  ostrich, Ijnt 
instead of feathers has hair. One bird 
has a  note like a  bell, another cries like 
a  child, w hile a  th ird  laughs as though 
his sides would split.—St. Louis Re­
public. _________________

Hawthorne.
Ancestry and local surronndings, men­

His subtle m ind  and  pic­
toria l im agination give ghostly signifi­
cance to  th e  commonest objects. He 
works o u t th e  central idea in  marvelous 
detail, never presenting i t  nakedly, bn t 
alw ays g iv ing  it  concrete shape, exhibits 
i t  from fresh points of view, offers i t  in  
new combination, til l th e  reader ends 
by feeling th a t he is him self hannted  by 
the impalpable, inevitable presence of 
H aw thorne's thought.—Edinburgh Re-

T he director o f the  m in t, authorized by  

act of congress, has recently issued a
rcn lar le tte r  to  artis ts  inviting  them  to 

subm it "new  designs o f authorized em­
blems or devices to  be prepared o r adopt­
ed for the  coins of the  U nited States." 
T his on i ts  face is highly to  be com­
mended, for o u r  coinage a t  present is 
calculated to  m ake the judicious weep 
and the  lukew arm  patrio t sympathize 
w ith th e  stric tu res of the  foreigner ou 
our degree of civilization. The c riti­
cisms on our coinage could indeed be ap­
plied w ith equal force to  a ll our moneys, 
fo r th e  treasury notes, w ith  th e ir  w ealth 
of turning lathe tracery and the ir sign 
painter's lettering, a re  no  be tter  than 
our coins. The one excuse for the ir ex­
istence has been the  difficulty which 
they were supposed to  oppose to  counter­
feiting; bu t this, i t  appears from  la te  de­
velopments, is  largely im aginary, and 
the ir ornate ugliness is  therefore w ith ­
out extenuating circumstances.—Scrib-

If we represent the  papilla in 
the  follicle diagram m atically  by the  le t­
ter A, then th a t portion above th e  cross­
bar in  the  le tte r  will represent the  color 
form ing p a rt of th e  papilla: th a t below, 
the  h a ir  form ing portion."

I t  is very rem arkable th a t every bnm  
or abrasion of the  scalp resulting in  the 
growth of w hite  ha ir shdnld be so ac­
curately gradnated as to  ju s t take off 
tho top of the  papilla—so rem arkable, in

i Extinction of the 
lum nn Unco by Starvation.
R.Tvonstein, a  m em ber o f the  

B ritish association for th e  advancem ent 
science, has been com puting tho 

probable increase of the  hum an race on 
e arth . H e arrives a t  the  startling  

conclusion th a t  In  183 years th e  density 
population upon the  globe w ill be such 

th a t th e  m eans of subsistence w ill be in- 
adequate to  i ts  support. Ho estimates 

population of the  w orld of tho  pres- 
year a t  1,488,000,000. H e finds tha t 
average increase every te n  years is 

abou t 8 per cent.
The section of the  country  stillopon to 

colonization comprises parts o f A frica, 
N orth  and  South A m erica, A ustralia, 
some outly ing  islands, the  steppes and 
deserts. The to ta l a rea  o f  a ll th e  habit­
able lands in  the  w orld is over 40,000,000 

square miles. Of th is  a rea  tho  fertile 
com paratively fertile  lands aro over

28.000.000 ofsquaro  m iles, th e  bare grass 
lands or steppes 14,000,000, and  th e  bare 
deserts 4,000,180 square miles.

To th e  steppes be allocates a  popula­
tion  of ten  to  the  square mile, and  to  tho 
desert regions one to  the  square  mile. 
T ho bulk of the  population would, there­
fore, have to  subsist on tho 28,000,000 
square m iles of fertile  lands. Compar- 

th e  density  of population—in India 
to  the  square mile, in  China 295 to  
square mile and  in  Ja p an  264 to  the  

square  mile—he arrives a t  tho  conclu­
sion th a t a  world population of 207 to 

square mile in  the  cultivable regions 
w ould be a  la ir  estim ate.

This 207 persons to  th e  square mile 
w ill bo reached in  183 years a t  t h e  pres- 
c n t ra te  of increase, when th e  to ta l pop­
u lation of the  cu ltivab le  a rea  w ould be
8.850.700.000. and  th e  to ta l num ber th e  
earth  would feed 5,094,000,000.

A ny fu rth e r  increase of population 
m ust either be provided for by  a  dim inu­
tion of subsistence to  each individual oi 

some improved mode of production 
by keeping dow n th e  fu tu re  b ir th  rate  

below tho death  rate . Mr. Ravenstein's 
sta tistics do no t concern us of th e  pres­
en t generation very vitally . We can 
leave the  solution to  our g reat-grand­
children. We have increased and m ul­
tiplied very com fortably in  spite of the 
lugubrious w arnings of Mr. M althus, 
aud  perhaps they also will m ultiply and 

spite o f Mr. Ravenstein. 
any  race m ust go to  th e  w all, i tm ay  

coniidently p redicted i t  w ill no t be 
the  w hite race. There w ill be a  Dar­
w inian survival of th e  fittest. The weak- 

races w ill disappear before the  
stronger. The Indian w ill ultim ately 
vanish from th is  continent, and  th e  Afri- 

b is na tive  land  bids fa ir  to  be 
decimated.

T he tondencyof population to th e  cities 
m ost also be taken  in to  account in  any 
comparison of people to  areas of reason­
able subsistence. Concentration in  largo 
tow ns alw ays tends to  increased produc 
tion w ith in  a  wide c ircu it a round  them  
especially in  th e  line of f ru its  and  vege­
tables. Two hundred years hence tho 
desert lands- which M r. Ravenstein re­
gards as incapable of cu ltivation may 
blossom as m e rose. Already irrigation 

w orking w onders in  th e  unpromising 
soil in  some of our w estern  states. Mod­
e rn  science w ill teach  m any ways of 
creasing tho food.snpply.

Ravenstein 's speculations are 
p lausible aud  h is sta tistics suggestive 
enough, b u t  th e  figures of today m ay be 
u tte rly  falsified by tho figures of 

ears hence. M any th ings m ay in te r­
vene in  the  m eantim e to  keep down pop­
ulation o r increase th e  food supply. The 
extinction of th e  race by  s tarvation  is 
very rem ote contingency indeed, and 
Mr. Ravenstein 's 182 years bid fa ir  to 
s tre tch  o u t indefinitely before th a t  con 
tingency  occurs.—Baltim ore Sun.

Oil from tho Porpoise.
T he porpoises killed in  w inter 

fattes t aud  produce m ost oil. Tho largest 
size m easure about seven feet in  length, 
five feet in  g irth  and  weigh about 300 
pounds. Sc  h  a  porpoise yields from  si: 
to  seven gallons o f  oil. The b lubber of 
big porpoise weighs about 100 pounds 
and  is one and a  ha lf inches th ick  in 
sum m er and  tw o in  w inter.

T he ja w s  o f th e  porpoise yield a  f 
perior quality  of oil. W hen hnng  up  
the  sun  i t  readily drips aw ay  in to  cans 
provided for tho purpose, the  quan tity  of 
oil th u s  procured, however, being not 
more than  half a  p in t to  the  jaw . The 
oil from  th e  b lubber gives a n  excellent 
ligh t and  is  in  dem and a long tho  coast 
for lighthouse use. I t  has no  offensive 
odor.

Porpoise shooting is  followed a t  all 
-asons and  in  a ll kinds of w eather. "  

a  calm  sum m er's day  the  porpoise may 
be heard  blow ing a  m ile o r tw o away 
If  you  w ound a  porpoise, and  there  
any sharks around, the  shark  is  very apt 
to  share you r booty w ith  you even if  he 
doesn't devour i t  in  to to .—N ew  York
Recorder. _________________

really  good w atch and tim ekeeper from 

reliable jew eler, has paid about 500 
per cent, m ore for i t  than  ho should have 
done, and th is is th e  very reason why 
o ther nine m en carry  such rem arkably 
bad timepieces. T hey cannot afford 
pay the  ex tra  500 per cent, heretofore u 
essary to  secure good w orks and  a  w 
ranted case, and  are  therefore swindled. 
—New York T ruth.

Pigs nnd Poultry Blade Singularly Fas­
cinating and Sold Very Cheap.

Perfumed ducks, pickled oysters and 
beautifully roasted and powdered pigs, 
with pink ears and red nostrils, are the 
characteristic s ig b a  tha t ornament ft 

( Chiuese delicatessen store. There Is yet 
only one of these unique shops among the 
10,000 Chinese of New York, but unless its 
entdVprisiug owner can obtain a  patent 
the business there will probably bo ot 
places opened soon, as he Is doing a  rush­
ing business both day and night, 
trade is especially great in sum me 
cause the Chinaman, like his American 
white cousins, will not cook a  meal I 
days unless he is actually forced to  d«

The Chinese delicatessen store is replete 
with the appetizing dishes of the Chin- 
household, and they are done up not oi 
in  better stylo bn t with much better n 
terials and more tasty  than the  average 
food of an ordinary Chinese family.

Everything is exposed to  view in

whole pig, fat and juicy, baked in  highly 
spiced liquor and then baked a c ' . .  
brown, while cooling in  the air is slightly 
anointed on its back with a  rich co 
see yo (vegetable oil) and s a lt  The 
and nose are dyed in vermilion; the entire 
carcass is made os attractive to  the eye and 
as tempting to  the  appetite as possible. 
I t is then hung by its little chubby tail 
upon a  hook near the door in very much 
the same fashion as a  Dutchman's bu 
shop. When a  customer comes in he is 
asked which pa rt of the hog he want: 
is then chopped off a t  twenty-five ceni 
pound. The same price prevails through­
out the entire pig.

The liver and entrails are cured set 
rately from the  rest of the  body, and th  
are sold a t half the rate of the body. < 
an average three pigs a  day and a  dozen 
more of ducks and chickens are disposed 
of in  quarter pound lots, besides otherdeli- 
cacies.

The present boss of this establishment 
Is a  favorite Chinese caterer, who ran 
the  big Chinese restaurant a t  13 Mott 
street. He couldn’t  agree with his part­
ners and ho quietly retired to  a  neighbor­
ing hallway, where ho se t up  for hi 
in  retailing Chinese portable dishes—the 
very dishes ho used to  make up for his 
guests a t the  Chinese Delmonico’s. To the 
surprise and annoyance of his old part­
ners, the old caterer took many of his pa­
trons with him, who would rather e. ' 
dishes cold than to  eat them steaming hot 
a t  the  restaurant.

The one always sells stale meat an 
ten cheese; the other roasts live pigs (killed 
within an hour before they are prepared 
for roasting), chickens and ducks in the 
same way.

The ono costs hundreds of dollars to  
sta rt and makes little  profits, while 
Chinese delicatessen shop costs only the 
tw enty dollars to  buy the meats and makes 
big profits. An ordinary hallway is amply

Ammonia In Bread Making.
This snbstance takes its name from the 

place where it  was originally made, near 
the temple of Jup iter Ammon. I t i s  ou- 
of the  best known products of the labora­
tory. I t is most cosily obtained by 
action of lime on sal ammoniac, or muriate 
of ammonia. The sal ammoniac and lim* 
are heated together in a  reto rt or iron pot 
and by the action of the salts employed 
are raised into vapor and condensed again 
into earthen receivers. The carbonic 
of the chalk unites with the sal ammoniac, 
generating carbonate of ammonia.

A  small quantity  of this in  the dough 
acted on by the heat, and the gas thus lib­
erated raises the  mass, so os to  produce the 
light, fluffy, flaky appearance so desirable 
in bread and biscuit. When first produced, 
and so long as i t  is kept from the action of 
the  air, carbonate of ammonia is in hard, 
white, translucent masses, crystalline 
appearance, with a  pungent smell and 
sharp taste. If a ir is allowed to  reach it, 
it  gradually falls into powder and loses 
strength  Some of the best bakers always 
allow it to  "slack” before using it, claim­
ing th a t in  its original state it  does not 
work so satisfactory as after the  action of 
the  atmosphere upon it.

I t  is frequently called "hartshorn,” froi 
the fact th a t an impure carbonate of an 
monia is sometimes obtained by the de­
structive distillation of deer horns and 
kindred substances. Among English bak­
ers the  common name for i t  is "volatile ,' 
descriptive of ono of its characteristics. In 
English recipes i t  is frequently abbreviated
