A Mouster Acrolite.

In May, 1888, the National museum of
Brazil came into final possession of one
of the largest meteorites or acrolites
that was ever known to fall upon either
section of the American continents. The
noble specimen weighs 11,800 pounds
and originally laid imbedded in tho
ground near Bendego creek, in_one of
the most inaccessible portions of Brazil.
The cost of transporting it from the
place where it first struck American soil
was defrayed by Baron Greahy. The
survey of the route and preliminary ar-
rangements occupied threa months; its
journey to the capital commenced Nov.
25, 1887, and it was nearly five
months later before it was finally landed
at the little railroad depot in the,wilder-
ness from whence it was transported to
Rio Janeiro.

During the four months in which it
was being pulled, pushed and rolled by
man and mule power through the track-
less forests, over steep mountains And
sandy wastes, it crossed over one hun-
dred streams of all sizes, was taken
over one mountain chain S."Dl) feet in
height, besides many smaller elevations.
All of this in a region where the best
roads are only mulo paths, A better
idea of the difficulties these scientists
encountered in securing their prize may
be had from a knowledge of the fact
that a total of 172 days was consumed
in moving it from Bendego creek to the
railway station, a distanco of only Ti§
miles. The pluck and energy exhibited
by theso gentlemen in moving this gi-
gantic airston to their national museum

LANDING THE SHORE END.

An Interesting Description ot How »
Cable Is Scoured on La

We steamed off and nnLImnul 08 mear
in shore ns we could get, opposite the
place intended for the landing place. All
was now activity on bourd. No sooner
wwere wo at anchoe than a couple of boats
were dispatched for the beach, with a
party of men and the necessary tools
and implements for use on shore. On
board both picking up and paying ont
gear were being mado ready for action,
a8 they both played their part in land-
ing the shore end; huge cofls of rope and
& number of collapsed air balloons made
their appearance from below.

These balloons were inflated with air
to their full diameter of three or four
foet, and the quarter deck of the Dal-
matia began to assume the appearance
of o giant's toy shop. Meanwhile the
shore party bad firmly anchored to tho
beach two large “splder sheaves,” or
skeleton iron pulleys. Thesewere placed
some two or threo hnndred yards apart,
forming two angles of a parallelogram,

the ship made the other two.

of the ship to the shore, and, passing
round both spider sheaves, brought back
to the ship and taken over the bow
sheave to tho picking up gear. Thecablo
was made fast to the rope and paid out
slowly over the stern, the picking np
gear meanwhile heaving in on the other
end of the rope, and so hauling the cable
gradually ashore. The rope was wound
four or five times round the big drum of
the picking up gear, steam was turned
on, and the drum, rumbling and rever-
berating, hauled the ropein. Aft the
cable was wound four or five times
round the paying out drum, also revolved

by steam in order to ease the strain,
which, with about a mile of rope out be-
tween the ship's stern and her bow, is
something considerable.

As the cable leaves the stern the raison
@ otroof the air balloons becomes ap:
parent. At intervals of. about fifteon or
sixteen yards one is securely lashed to |®!
the cable, and in this way the cable is
floated from the ehip to the shore, and
not dragged along the bottom to run the
risk of being damaged by rocks. An-
other advantage is that, if the cable is
sagged by a cross current or tide, it can
readily be straightened by stopping the
paying out and heaving in at the bows.
