We do not know exactly 
what It Is, bn t we Infer th a t I t It a 
ory set np by certain  politicians, or 
llclste, or statesmen, against tbe  govern­
m ent doing anything for the  people tha t 
tbe people can do for themselves.

This doctrine Is sprung a t th is time 
against the  proposed pobllc loans advi 
cated by the  Alliance and against the 
government owning and operating rail­
roads and telegraph lines

This doctrine, strange as I t may i 
Is maintained very strongly by Joornale 
that never saw any objection to  the 
ernment loaning money to  banking Insti­
tutions or to  the  government loaning 
money to railroad corporations, having 
for their principal organ the  Infamom. 
Credit Moblller, the  same being a  boodlr 
distributor of a gigantic, bold, bad kind

These same Journals th a t are  so op­
posed the plans of the  Alliance becaus, 
of government paternalism  do no t object 
to the pestoffice departm ent and the 
tension of Its functions to postal sav­
ings banks and a  postal telegraph.

We believe I t would be hard to keep 
the government strictly  wlihln the  lines 
these s tr ic t constructionists would erec . 
I t  Is certainly Jmpossible to  say th a t th- 
poslofBce system Is not beneOclal to tb, 
government. I t  Ts more than  probable 
that a postal savings bank system and 
a postal telegraph service would bi 
profitable to  tbe  people. If  all th en  
things are  no t objectionable Invasion, 
by the  goveromeot of th e  proper prov­
ince of p rivate endeavor we cannot 
why a fu rther exorcise of banking fonc- 
tlons for the  relief of the  people by pop­
ular loans or the  direc t control 
railroads by the  government to  Insure 
and compel fair and uniform ra te s  of 
freight and passengers can bo eo very 
wrong

Sandberg, the  gov­
ernm ent botanist, ran  across in  h is latest 
wanderings through the  w ilds of north­
ern Minnesota.

I t  is a  wild pine country, alm ost un in ­
habited b y  m an, and Dr. Sandberg's sur­
prise can be imagined when he found, on 
the  fa rth e r lake shore, tw o Minneapolis 
matrons, one accompanied by  her six­
teen-year-old boy, holding down claims 
of 100 acres of pine land each. The la­
dies a re  Sirs. John R. Yy’illm an, o f  9.2 
F ifth  street, N. E., and Mrs. Frank  
Thomas, M rs. TViilman's neighbor. Mr. 
W illm an is  a  m iller in  the P illsbury A  
mill.

L ast spring the  men w ent to  Lake 
Pokegam a and  staked ou t the ir  claims. 
N ot being able personally to  occupy 
them  for th e  six m onths necessary be­
fore a  t it le  can be secm-ed, they left their 
wives as deputies, w ith  yonng William 
as guard ian  for them . A  couple of rough 
shanties w ere hastily  constructed, not 
fa r  apart on the lake shore, and  rndely 
furnlshed. Here tho  women and boy 
have been since spring, and here they 
w ill rem aiu till la te  in  tho  fall. Dr. 
Sandberg found a n  old herm it who, u n ­
til th e  advent of the  Minneapolis people, 
w as the ouly hum an being w ithin a  ra ­
dius of ten  miles. A t the  he rm it's house 
he by accident m et young W illiam , who 
prom ptly took him  across the  lake to  his 
mother's cabin. The doctor's surprise 
w as complete when he saw  the  ladies 
and  heard the ir story.

The Indians from  Leech lake reserva­
tion spend a  portion of each sum m er on 
the  shore o f Lake Pokegama, hunting  
and fishing. A ll th e  < nun try  a round the 
lake form erly belonged to them , b u t  was 
bought by th e  government. Tbe Indians 
in  reality  have no r ig h t a t  the  lake, bu t 
as they had a lw ays been peaceable and 
quie t and there were no  w hite  people for 
them  to annoy, they  were to lerated by 
the  -authorities. Messrs. W illiam  and 
Thomas, i t  seems, rem ained a t the  lake 
several weeks build ing  and furnishing 
the  cabins a n d  laying in  provisions.

The Ind ians were camped only a  short 
distance from th e  shanties, and as long 
as th e  men were on the  ground were as 
friendly and agreeable a s  could be de­
sired. The n igh t following the  depart­
ure  of th e  men for Minneapolis, how­
ever, the  Indians inaugurated a  ghost 
dance. In  a  frenzied s ta te  they visited 
tho tw o cabins, flourishing and reckless­
ly  discharging firearms, and  notified the 
lone women to  leave w ith in  th ree  days 
or be killed. A ll n igh t they  kept up 
the ir  orgies near the  house, and their 
loud cries effectually drove sleep from 
the  squatters’ eyes.

In  tho  darkness th e  son p u t off in  a 
boa t and m ade h is w ay first to  the  her­
m it’s  house and  then to  G rand Rapids, 
w here he told h is story. The sheriff, a 
halfbreed, collected a  posse o f citizens 
and w ent to  the  cabins, where they  re­
mained for a lm ost a  w eek on  guard  
nigh t aud  day  w ith W inchester rifles. 
Tho Ind ians in  the  m eantim e had be­
come sober, and the  s igh t of tho  armed 
m en called them  to  th e ir  senses. They 
humbly adm itted  the ir fau lt, p itifully  
begged forgiveness and  faith fu lly  prom ­
ised in  the  fu tu re  to  behave themselves 
and  no t to  molest Mrs. W illm an and 
Mrs, Thomas.

W ith  th is  understanding they  were 
perm itted to  rem aiu and  were n o t or­
dered back to  th e  reservation. The In ­
dians had  a  final ghost dance th e  n igh t 
the  sheriff and  his m en arrived an d  be­
fore they knew  of th e ir  arrival.

Dr. Sandberg reniained as the  guest of 
the  Minneapolis ladies du ring  his tw o 
weeks’ s tay , and  on h is re tu rn  w as the  
first oue to  b ring  news of th e ir  adven­

es to  Minneapolis. T heir husbands, 
may be im agined, were horror 

stricken, and  prepared to  leave for Lake 
Pokegama a t  once. The doctor, how- 

-, assured them  th a t a ll danger was 
past, a nd  they w ill defer the ir trip.

The feelings of the  tw o women during 
tho Indian uprising can be be tter  im­
agined th a t described. The women 
think  the  danger is over and are  resolved 
to  stay  until th e  six m ouths are  up, 
having stayed th is  long. W hen they 
w ent to  th e  lake both were in  poor 
health , and  th e  "roughing  i t"  has work­
ed wonders for them, m uch to  th e  joy  of 
both families.—Minneapolis Journal.

Why Called ‘'Omnibus."
T he father o f th e  popular nam e "om ­

nibus," according to  R ichard Kauf- 
m ann's story of "T he Omnibuain Paris," 
w as a  certain  M. Baudry, of N antes, a t 
the  beginning of our century, Tho Pas­
cal coaches, which obtained a  monopoly 
from  tho king in  1002 for carrying his 
subjects a t  five sous a  head, along th ree  
different routes in  Paris, were first used 
by th e  bourgeoisie. But a fte r a  few 
years gentlem en and  ladies of h igh birth  
and  courtly breeding ru led  th a t it  was 
no t vu lgar to  ride in  a  Pascal chario t or 
"five sous coach."

The use of these public conveyances 
by the  "quality" was noted as an im­
po rtan t event in  the  journals of the 
tim e; bu t it  resulted in  the  exclusion of 
the  common people from  them , and  the 
v irtua l appropriation of these privileged 
coaches by the aristocrats. The favor of 
“ the  classes" ruined the  monopoly, how­
ever, which only paid so long a s  its 
coaches were crowded by the  masses, or

H earlr g w hich X anthus ordered him 
on th e  morrow to prepare  the  worst 
k inds of food Athens could afford, where­
upon .E 'o p  prepared the  sam e d 'sh rs  of 
"broiled tongues,”  telling his m aster at 
the  same tim e th a t the  tongue was th* 
"w orst th 'n g  In all A thens.'’ " I t  Is," 
said ANop, " th e  Instrnm ent of all strife 
and  contention; th e  Instigation of law­
suits; the  s o u ro  of division and w ar, and 
th e  organ of errors , of lies, calum ny and 
b’asphamy."
