‘The court decldrd thas Mrs. Maybrick
bad murdered her husband and cocse-
quently she could not recover the smount
for which his 1ife was Insured as hisdeath
was caused by the person for whose bene-

Mra. Maybrick, It will be recalled, 1s
the American woman who, & {sw years
g0, was arrested on the charge of pols-
oning her husband, who was a well-
Known Liverpool cotton merchant. Tae
\rm Qeveloped many sensational fou-
ures and resulted lo the conviction of
ma accused. Mrs. Maybrick was ses-
teuced o bs hanged, but the matter was

TRAINING .SCNOOlS FOR NURSES.

The Hospltals In New York City Which
Fit Men and Women for Nursing.

The Bellevue Training School for
Nurses wes started on May 1, 1873, with
a superintendent and five nurses, having
five wards under their care.

In 1890 the school had 62 pupils and
'had graduated 845, while as a direct ont-
growth of that modest beginning the:
are three other great schools in New
York alone. These are the New York
City, which has 64 pupils and has gradu-

ated 263; the New York hospital, with
48 pupils and 102 graduates, and Mount
Sinai, with 50 pupils and 111 graduates.
There are also smaller schools in the
city, but, great or small, Bellevue must
always be honored as the pioneer. Her
graduates are at the head of most of the
important schools and hospitals in the
country, and have even gone so far
afield as England, Italy and China.

The next school to be established was
tho New York city, which was started
by o oners of charities and
camchon in 1877, and is entirely sup-
ported by the city. Until 1880 it was
known as the Charity Hospital school,
because it begen there, but as it grew
its work spread, until the old name was
misleading and had to be changed.

It is now the largest and in some re-
spects the most important of all the
schools, as it nurses five different hos-
pitals—Charity and Maternity on Black-
well’s Island, the Infants’ hospital on
Randall's Island, Gouverneur, at Gou-
verneur Slip, and Harlem, at the foot of
[East One Hundred and Twmmeth street,

We all kuow how much greater is the
need of children for eleep than of grown
perzons, and how necessary for their
good it is to be able fully to satisfy this
need, but how great it is generally at
any particular age of the clild is very
d to define exactly.

Under the Swiss system the president
of the confederacy has no more author-
ity than a member of the cabinet. The

The
average amount of solids, according to
Foster, in the fluid perspiration or
weat, is about 1.81 per cent., consisting
of common silt and organic salts gener-

malingers, and uses his experience in
treating such as come before him. Con-
sequently the good times often antici-
pated never materialize.

1 know one ignorant, soft headed fel-
low who became Feally ill by eating the
soap he was ullowed with which to per-
form his daily ablutions, Often had
cases come before me where soap eating
had put men into a feeble state ul health
and lent a sickly aspect to their counte-
nances, but this fellow was sick, and no
mistake.

After a course of treatment which was
in itself as bad as the cause for it he
was, however, restored and sent into
solitary confinement as u further punish-
ment.  He never ate soap again, but, I
may remark, he was subsequently poi-
soned by eating some of the vegetable
growths around where be, with his fel-
lows, was wont to labor.

All things considered, the malingerer
comes out only second best, but it must
be a terrible punishment that causes
men {o resort to it in order to lighten | Ge
their burdens.

The two most notable cases 1 have
ever met of this kind wero where a man
boldly put his foot under a falling mass
of stone in the quarry, causing it to be
terribly crushed and to be eventually
amputated; and, in the second case,
where a man feigned rhenmatism and
underwent every conceivable torture at
the hands of the prison physician, who
knew the fellow was shamming.—New
York Heral
