Glycerine n i a  Wool Preservative.
In  order to  m ake wool tissues w ater 

proof m anufacturers have to  expose the 
fabric to  tem pera tures as high as 260 to  
204 degs. Fahrenheit, and i t  has been 
fonnd th a t tho  tissue th u s  trea ted  loses 
all i ts  resistance. Up to  230 degs. there 
is no  change in  wool or woolen goods, 
b u t w hen heated to  260 degs. o r  above 
both tu rn  yellow a nd  show  evidences of 
combustion. By a  series o f experiments 
Mr. J .  Perzog, an em inent F rench 
alyticol chem ist, has discovered a 
process b y  m eans of which wool threads 
and  fabrics m ay be m ade to  reta in  their 
du rab ility  and  original resistance under 
high tem perature during tho  process of 
manufacture.

A cting  upon 'h e  established fac t th a t 
glycerine g rea tly  prevents evaporation 
of hum idity . M r. Perzog sa tu rated  some 
woolen fabrics w ith  a  solution contain­
ing  10 p e r cent, of glycerine, and 
posed them to high temperatures. Tho 
fabrics th u s  trea ted  showed n o t tho 
sligh test change under a  tem perature of 
284 degs. Fahrenheit, and  they retained 
13 per cent, of the  glycerine. The dis­
covery of th is sim ple principle removes 
one of tho grea test difficulties w ith 
w hich m anufacturers o f waterproof 
fabrics have hod to  contend.—Philadel­
phia Record. _____________ _

Steele’s Remains.
Richard Steele was buried In St. 

Peter's church, Carmarthen, in September, 
1729, in  a  vault which already contained the 
remains of two members of his wife’ 
family; but i t  has only ju s t come to  m; 
knowledge th a t a few years ago this vault 

opened, aud all tha t remained of the 
famous essayist was seen by various per 
sons. The facta in this letter were supplied 

by Mr. T. E. Brigstocke, of Carmar 
then, an eye witness.

In  July, 1870, workmen were taking up 
the flags in the Consistory court n 
Peter’s  in  order th a t they m ight be leveled 
before being covered over with enct 
tiles—an improvement paid for by Mr. 
Davies, who a t the same tim e erected 
tablet in Steele’s  memory—when, it  seem; 

f  tho men accidentally fell with tb 
• bricking into tho Scnrlock vault, 

and thus caused the uppermost coffin—
’ »’a—which was already very rotten, 

to pieces. Other coffins—those of 
Scurlocks—Were observed underneath.

The then vicar, on hearing of the  < 
covery, had the  sku ll removed to  the \ 
try and caused a  small leaden coffin, 

ibed with Steele’s  name, to  be mode for 
it. This small coffin containing the skull 
was then put back in  the vault, the re 
moinder of the skeleton being, it  is said, 
put near it, and the whole was closed up. 
Tho skull, which is described as rather 
small, was well preserved, and some of the 
teeth still remained.

There were some grizzly locks of hair, 
tied down under the remains of a  pei' 
with a  silk band running back from across 
the forehead. The wig had a tail some s 
inches long, with a  black ribbon bow t 
tached to  it.

These particulars are somewhat grufr 
some, but i t  is a  satisfaction to  find th a t If 
Steele's remains—like those of Milton, 
Swift and others—have not had the good 
fortune to  remain undisturbed, they at 
any rate were disinterred by accident and 
not from idle curiosity, and th a t every 
proper respect was paid to  them by those 
under whose observation they came.—G 
A. Aitken in  London Atbenumm.
