Et-M ayor W e,ton of th is city Is a 

ready conversationalist and gets off some 
original, clear-cut Ideas. In  a  recent in­
terview In New York he brought out 
Governor W lnans for vice president next 
year with Cleveland and ex Governor 
Luce as a  presidential possibility on the 
Republican side. In  th a t Interview Mr 
Weston said:

"F o r a  hundred years the farmers have 
cast 40 to 45 per cent of the votes In this 
country, yet every pesldent has been a 
lawyer or a  military hero, while the 
farm ers get only a pretty  plank In the 
platform. The farm ers contribute 
about three-fourths of our exports, and 
are  the  principal consumers of our Im­
ports.

Mr. W eston's admiration for President 
Cleveland and bis devotion to h is politi­
cal fortunes has led him to express the 
belief th a t the  ex-Presldent can be cured 
of hla errors on the money quectloo, and 
trusting  to  th a t the  farm ers will vote 
for him because they know him to be 
brave and honest But M r Weston 
knows th a t M r. Cleveland Is a  man wbo 
stands firmly and unwavering as a  rock 
for w hat be Is convinced Is r igh t. This 
characteristic  Is one of his g rea t virtues. 
Mr. Cleveland believes In the  gold basis 
and the  money theories of the E  gllsb 
school of financiers, and there  Is no ap- 
psront hope th a t he can be changed. His 
administration of the  treasury  depart­
ment was a  repetition of Sherm an's pol­
icy, aggravated and Intensified. His 
comptroller of currency recommended 
the  destruction of the  greenback cur­
rency w ithout reproof from bis superior.

Jake  was fond of a good horse, and at 

one tim e and another owned some pretty 
fair ones, reckoned by the standard of those 
days, when a  horse th a t could tro t a  three 
minute gait ranked about equal to  a  2:80 
horse of today. Then the possibility of any 
horse tro tting  a  mile in 2:40, drawing a  250- 
pound wagon, was scouted, until Long 
Island Black Hawk did the trick In the 
second heat of a  race a t  Cedtreville about 
the  year 1845.

Money Tying Knots In Scarfs.
Tho employes In the fashionable hair 

dressing shops are called salonniers, and 
they not only c u t hair in  tho latest style, 
but sell linen collars aud a t the same time 
tie the knots of the cravats worn by the 
purchasers of the collars. This operation 
l», i t  appears, a  very important one, for tho 
"artist”  is expected to  make the  knot in 
auch a way tha t it  will harmonizo with the 

it  of the  collar and with tho physiognomy 
! the person wearing it.
Certain rich and fashionable young men 

take delight in making themselves re­
marked by their eccentricity; their supreme 
idea of elegance is not to  do anything like 
the common run  of mortals. They adopt 

lions among themselves which fre­
quently find their way with the general 
public; they decide each year tho cu t of 
trousers, the  shape of the shoe, the form of 
the  hat, the length of the overcoat; in  short, 
of the whole of the  masculine toilet.

Now, tho  way a  cravat is tied is a  very 
Important m atter for a  gentleman in even­
ing dress. Swells recognize each other by 
this m ark of good taste. They know in 
looking a t a  necktie if i ts  wearer is or is 
not a  customer of such or such a  hair­
dressing salon. If  the  knot is wanting in 
the distinctive stamp, its  wearer is regard­
ed as a profane and does not enjoy the fa­
miliarity accorded to  those who have passed 
through tho hands of a  celebrated salon- 
nier. Wo all know how quickly fashions 
spread and how easily excessive notions 
are  adopted..

Young men who would consider tha t 
they were compromising themselves in  go­
ing into a  barber shop, and who neverthe­
less wish to  appear with their cravat tied 
in  the m ost approved fashion, have the sa- 
lonniers come to  their apartments. W hen­
ever there is a  grand fete, these "artists” 
get into a  cab a t 6 o’clock in  the  evening 
and begin their round. In two hours they 
can tie  the cravats of some twenty fashion­
able young men and thus earn from eight 
to ten dollars, each knot being paid for at 
an average price of fifty cents, or nearly 
half w hat the cravat is worth.

The employer takes two-thirds of the  re­
ceipts and the  assistant the other third. 
This facility of earning so much money in 
a  short tim e prompts salonniers to work on 
their own account as soon as they obtain 
the promise of employment from a  suffi­
cient number of customers. Then they de­
vote themselves exclusively to tying cra­
vats. They hire a  small apartm ent whi

to have their cravats tied a t the salonnlet’s, 
as it  costs less than  to  have him come to 
their house.

I t  is rare th a t the form of a  Cravat knot 
lasts for an entire season. A  new style is 
quickly imitated, and as soon as everybody 
begins to  wear a  tie th a t was a t first the 
privilege of a  select few, tho fashionable 
ones abandon it. Then the salonniers are 
obliged to  find something novel, either a 
change in  the shape of the knot, or of the 
cravat itself. They a lter a  fold or make it 
in a  new place, round or point the ends, 
mak4 one end longer than the  other; in 
short, they have a  thousand and ono ways 
for distinguishing their customers from 
the  other persons who go about in  society.

Frequently these changes are made at 
the  suggestion of clubmen, who, when the 
knot suits them, adopt th e  new shape, and 
on tho morrow i t is worn by all the  men 
belonging to  their set. I t  is during tho 
winter months th a t these tiers of cravat 
knots are kept continually employed, but 
they are  never wholly idle. In  the  summer 
they go to  the  principal watering places 
and manage to make their expenses. Tak­
ing one month with another they earn 
from a  thousand to  twelve hundred dollars 
a year.—Charles Seymour in  New York

named Vellet down In Fulton county, Ind. 
He was noted over his whole section os the 
greatest eater and the  firmest believer in 
“signs” th a t ever sa t on tho banks of Eel 
river and angled for bass. He planted his 
corn in  the dark of the  moon and laid rail 
fence in  tho light. He sheared his- sheep 
when the sign was In the  head, and lain 
bare his own neck from the winter’s  growth 
of beard when the  zodiac pointed to  Taurus.

He shingled his barn in  the  moon’s  first 
quarter, and gathered his seed corn when 
Cancer was king. He wouldn’t  ride behind 
a  horse th a t hadn’t  been broken in  the  sign 
of the  reins, and when Scorpio ruled ho 
considered a  secret safe.

The most deapereto efforts heve been 
mede to show th e t Ju s tin  M ertyr wes 
ecqueln t'd  w ith the  four gospels, bu t 
they heve felled. As "M yth"  seya, Ju s ­
tin mentions histories-, he elso mentions 
memoirs of th e  epostles, bu t his quote- 
tlons elmoat Inverlebly d iffer In sense or 
construction from  our gospels. He 
quotes from Acts of P .le te  end th e  gos­
pel of Peter, end gives th e  nem e of the 
hooks, end II seems to  heve been his 
usuel cus’om to give th e  nemo of the 
books In his qnote tlons of the  scriptures.

Forgery wes no t considered e  crime In 
those deys. T here  wes eno ther gospel 
pesslng under the  nem e of M elthow  et 
the t lime, not the  one we heve now end 
used by O hrlsllens. (see McCllnloc end
Strong's enojclopeecu-. A n . M elt., gos­
pel of tv , 3.)

"The frog has been willed tho •victim of 
science,' because ho is always being dis­
sected for tho purpose of seeing how he can 
get along without his most essential or­
gans, how his blood circulates and how his 
nervous system acta," said Mr. Lucas. 
"Ho is selected for such ends not, as is 
commonly imagined, because his structure 
Is a t all humanlike, but for tho reason 
tha t he will endure being chopped up to 
•uch a  remarkable extent and still retain 
life.

"You can remove his brain, and he will 
get along fairly well without it, swallow­
ing whatever is pu t into his mouth and 
otherwise behaving os usual, though in  an 
automatic sort of fashion. In fact, tho an 
imai will live indefinitely under such con 
ditions, os experimeut has shown. If you

Hore Playing "TUtvo lu a Burr."

In tho earlier days, and not so long ago, 
ther, chestnut gathering was one of the 

leading autum nal pleasures of a t least ono 
section of Now Jersey. Tho first good 
black frost was an invitation for boys nnd 
girls to  got up  parties for chestnut hunt­
ing nnd merrymaking in tho woods.

popular pastime. The game as it  was 
thon known was not unlike tha t of tho 
rod car a t husking bees, of which so littlo 
b  hoard in  these days. Every boy was fond 
of "three in a burr,"  nnd looking back­
ward, unless memory is treacherous, many 
of tho girls wero not averse to it.

Tho chostnuting party might bo made up 
of three g irb  nnd three boys, three girls 

wo boys, or any other number of boys 
and girls, so long as there wero never moro 
boys than girls. When a  boy found a  burr 
with three chestnuts in  It, provided they 
wero all good, ho went to  tho girls, and 
holding up his find selected ono of tho g irb  
and exclaimed:

•Throe In a  burr;

Sometimes tho youth received his reward 
w ithout a  struggle, somethnes after a  live­
ly choso around tho trees, and onco in  a 
whllo ho did not get It a t  all.

B ut whatever h b  luck, all Jersey people 
in  tho chestnut region agree th a t in no 
poem of equal length Is there a finer woody 
flavor, a rhythm made nearly perfect or 
numerical exactness moro carefully re­
tained. A prettier sum in arithmetic 
would bo hard to find, aud yet its solution 
mauy a freckled faced lad found quite 
difficult, except under the  most auspicious 
circumstances.
