The Ancient Mines o r I.aurlom.
U nited  S tates Consul M anatt, at 

A thens, in  a  recen t report on  G reek m in­
ing  a n d  m etallu rgy , en ters in to  the  his­
to ry  o f tho  sub ject in  an interesting 
m anner.

T he mines o f L anrinm , now  worked 
for xinc, lead and  iron, a re, he  says, the 
very m ines from  w hich Themistocles 
drew  the  s ilver supply to  fit ou t his fleet 
and beat back the  Persian invader a t 
Salnmis (490-180 B. C.), and  so to  lay  the  
foundations of the  A thenian hegemony. 
More th a n  th is , i t  is  thought probable 
th a t th e  Phoenicians delved here before 
th e  G reeks cam e, as they  are  known to 
have done in  tho Island  of Thasos.

A t any  ra te , T horicus w as a  free city 
before Theseus welded th e  A ttic  bor­
oughs in to  a  single commonw ealth (that

to  say, before th e  nam e of A thens a p ­
peared in  history) and  its  importance 

have been duo to  th e  m ines; so th a t 
the  m ining industry  a t  L anrinm  may 
possibly boast an origin as rem ote os 
th ir ty  cen turies back, w hile  i t  is again 
in  full blast today.

In w alking th rough  tho  F rench com­
pany's g rea t m ine a t  Cam aresa, in  the  
h e a r t of th e  L anrinm  region, one tra ­
verses here a  ga llery in  active  exploita­
tion for zinc aud  lead and ha rd  by  an­
o the r worked o n t by  th e  old G reeks tw o 
o r  throe  thousand years ago. These an­
c ien t w orks are  am ong th e  m ost inter­
e sting  m onum ents of H ellenic civiliza-

E tiquctte In the  Reign o t Rauls XXV.
T he e tiquette  w hich prevailed a t  Ver­

sailles was of th e  m ost m inutely  elaborate

rival of la  r e f—th a t  is, the  cen ter piece 
of p la te  w hich contained, between scented 
cushions, th e  king's napkins, and  Pessai 
des plats—th e  tasting  of each d ish by the  
gentlem en servants and  officers of the 
table before th e  k ing partook of it.

T he sam e custom  w as observed w ith 
th e  beverages. I t  took four persons to  
serve the  k ing w ith  a  glass of wine and 
w ater.

relative Stiength of Men nnd Won
By m eans of a  specially devised instru­

m ent a  F rench scientist h as carried out 
some experim ents for determ ining how 
th e  average strength  of th e  tw o sexes 
compares. The palm of the  hand 
placed on th e  instrum ent, and  then the 
grea test dow nw ard pressure w hich the 
individual can  give is  exercised upon it. 
and the  force thus produced is  recorded 
by  th e  usual clockwork device. Fifty  
robust men, and the  same num ber of 
healthy women, both belonging to  the 
middle class of society, w ith ages vary­
ing  from  twenty-five to  forty-five years, 
were tested  in  th is w ay by  th e  Paris 
scientist.

The strongest m an of the  company 
was able to  produce w ith his r igh t hand 
a  pressure eonivalent to  eighty-five kilo­
grams (a kilogram  is  ra th e r  m ore than 
tw o pounds) and  the  w eakest to  forty  
kilogram s, the  average being fifty- 
kilograms. One enrions resu lt was 
rived  a t: The sho rt men w ere all very 
nearly  a s  strong  as the  ta ll men, the 
average difference between equal groups 
of tw iasizes being only th ree  kilograms. 
The force o f the  strongest women of the 
fifty  who were selected am ounted to  only 
forty-four kilograms, and th a t of the 
weakest to  sixteen kilograms, w hile the 
average was thirty -th ree  kilograms.

Dynamite for Foundation Work
A correspondent of Indian Engineer­

ing  says he recently  witnessed a  very in­
teresting mode of obtaining a  foundation 
for a  new building. A  hole w as bored 
in  th e  g round (which was previously 
damp) from  ten  to  tw elve fee t deep and 
an inch and a  half wide, and a  string  of 
cartridges w as lowered in to  it. The 
subsequent explosion no t only produced 
a  cavity  a  ya rd  in  diam eter, b n t also 
drove th e  w ater ou t of the  surrounding 
earth  by m eans of th e  expansive action 
of the  gases. The w ater d id  n o t return  
to  its  form er place for fully  an bonr, 
th a t an opportunity  was afforded to  fill 
up  the  c avity  w ith quickly se ttling  con­
crete, and  a  rap id  ra te  of w orking wai 
thus a ttained.

A  new antiseptic agent called microci 
dine, w hich is composed of 75 per cent, 
of naphtholato of sodium and  25 per cen t 
of naphthol and  phenyl compounds, has 
been tried  in  France. I t  is a  w hite pow­
der, soluble in  three pa rts  of w ater. The 
solution, w hich is  cheap, is said to  ~ 
very effective antiseptic, w ithou t being 
poisonous or caustic or in junons to  in­
strum ents or linen. I ts  antiseptic prop­
erties are  inferior to  those of corrosive 
rublim ate or napthol, b n t surpass those 
of carbolic and  boracic acids ten  and 
tw enty tim es respectively. The solution 
has g iven excellent results in  dressing 
wounds.—St. Louis Globe-Democrat.

The Hon. Benjam in H. Field w as re­
la ting  the  other day how he induced his 
son to  abstain from  chew ing tobacco. 
“ W hen my boy was a t  college," said Mr. 
Field, " I  agreed to  pay  for all of the 
cigars ho m ight smoke, provided he 
wonld no t chew tobacco. He entered 
into the  agreem ent, and although tha t 
w as several years ago he still holds 
to  the  contract."—New  Y ork Times.

A Cow’s Motherly Love Betray-. D er Calf.

ford, recently, one of the  cows had a  calf 
which no  one of the  farm  hands 
able to  find the  day a fte r  its  b irth . A 
search proved a  failu re  u n til some c 
suggested a  novel scheme. I t  was 
bring  a  dog in to  the  lot, when, in 
probability, the  cow would re tu rn  to  her 
calf to  defend it.
