P aBis , J u ly  87.—Tho execution of 
young Berland and Dore took placo this 
m orning on th#  Placo do la Boqaotto. 
Berland walked calmly to  the  guillotine, 
b u t a  desperate  s truggle  took plai 
th e  scaffold. F inally  the  executioners 
succeeded In forcing th e  crim inal down 
upon th e  bascule and from the re  slid his 
hie head under the  knife.

Dore did no t m ake any  resistance 
T he execution of the  two men occupied 
only e igh t m inutes of time.

More B erland, as alreedy cabled, had 
been g ran ted  a  reprieve.

T h e  usual crowds of people had gath­
ered last nigh t and very early  th is morn­
ing on the  famous P lace de la R oquettr, 
w here all P a ris  executions by th e  guillo­
t in e  lake  place. T h e  man about I 
a nd  the  woman about tow n were t 
In force, regardless of th e  ta c t th a t 
had been anxiously w aiting for the  
cu tlon  for a  week past, and th a t 
had  haunted  the  neighborhood of 
gloomy old prison m orning a fte r  morn­
ing, dally  expecting th e  “ feast of blood'1 
to  w hich they  had Invited themselves. 
T h e  voyous and the  gamins, the  coquette 
and the  g lse tte  were there In force, fill­
ing the  cabara ts, gargo ttes and cafes of 
th e  neighborhood w ith th e ir  baleful 
songs. Of course the  Sargen ts de Vllle 
and the  A gents de S uro te  toge ther with 
the  Imposing looking gendarm e, had 
th e ir  ha^ds full In keeping the  crowds In 
order, b n t by coaxing and thum ping, a r­
guing and pushing, cursing and th rea t­
ening, th e  officers managed to  m aintain 
a  p raisew orthy degreeof o rder, consider­
ing th e  rough, law-defying concourse of 
people they  h ad to  deal with.

A ltogether the re  w rre  only 300 foot 
policemen, 330 Infan try  soldiers and  ICO 
m ounted policemen on du ty  about the  
gnlllotlne. So, when It Is recalled tha t 
th e  surging crow d num bered many thou ­
sands of people, It will be seen th a t the 
municipal au thorities, assisted by the 
m ilitary,-handled the  P a risian  mob with 
considerable skill.

Dore, when he was aronsed from his 
apparen tly  peaceful slum bers a t an early 
hou r th is m orning, rubbed hts eyes, 
scowled a t  his visitors and then , g uesslng 
th e  ob ject of the ir coming, he relapsed 
Into a  s ta te  of stolid Indifference and 
seemed, to  all outw ard  appearances, to 
be u tte rly  Indlfferentas to  w hat was ta k ­
ing place. He dressed himself calmly, 
and , under the  circum stances, quickly, 
and thanked  the  prison officials In a 
firm, low voice for the  k indness which 
they had  extended to  him during  the  
period of his confinement In L a R- quette. 
D ore, however, did no t reply to the  kind, 
soothing words addressed to  him by 
L 'A bbe F a o re , the  welf known prison 
chaplain, who has been present a t  the 
ushering Into e tern ity  of so many blood­
sta ined  crim inals, among the  last being 
JDyraud, the  m urderer nf Gouffe, whose 
crim e a ttrac ted  the  atten tion  of the  en-

sleur De P a ris ;, th e  chief
n, attended  to  the  crlm- 

executloner’s prepara- 
bu t though he had 

nducted h im self w ith wonder­
fu l courage, Dore faltered  and trembled 
as he reached the  shadow of the  red- 
painted uprigh ts of the guillotine, and 
caught s igh t of the  deadly, shlulng 
knife, w hich was to  sever bis h aad from 
h is body. T he m urderer, a t  s igh t of the 

n t  of execution, seemed to  be- 
and helpless and In th is con-

t guillotine 
and quickly tnrcw  him upon tne bascule, 
strapped him down, slid hU head Into 
the  lunette, and In a  second or so the 
knife fell and Dore’s head rolled Into the 
saw dust filled basket awaiting Is.

Young Berland died In an entirely  dif­
feren t m anner. W hen ho was awakened 
he showed a considerable am ount of 
bravado, and rem arked, w ith a  hideous 
smile: “ No more card playing for me." 
In  c onversation w ith the  prison offlcla-s 
and executioners, w hile his to ile t was 
being made, Berland showed th a t he re­
sented his mothers reprieve, and th a t he 
was very much disappointed th a t  she 
was no t to die with him. W hen all the 
preparations for death  were made, Ber­
land walked Jauntily  across the  prison 
yard, and m aintained his a ir  of bravado 
and cool Impudence until he reaehed the 
p latform  of the  guillotine.

J u s t as the  executioners were upon the 
poin t of th row lrg  him upon the  bascule 
or sliding plank, to  whl- b he was to  be 
snapped  previous to  being pushed be­
neath  ihe  knife,, Berland made a  desper­
a te resistance and a te rrib le  scene took 
place In full view of the  thousands of 
eager specta tors ga thered  In the  Place 
de la Rouquette. In  spite of his strug ­
gles, however, the  executioners aud 
guards held Berland upon the  scaffold 
aud eventually threw  him upon the  fatal 
plauk, slid him beneath the  grim  up­
righ ts, and , as th e  young crim inal was 
w rith ing  furiously, the  knife fell and 
B erland 's head rolled Into th e  basket.

N o sooner had th is  occurred than  the
crowds, w ith a  combined, m ighty rush, 
b roke through  the  cord in of troops and 
police and, rush ing  up  to  th e  scaffold, 
gloated over the  blood-stained apparatus, 
some of the  most horrible tak ing  a hand­
ful of saw dust away with them  as a 
souvenir of the  execution!

Le Pa ris  th is evening s ta te s  th a t an 
Investigation which has been made has 
disclosed the  fac t th a t the  d isaster was 
Intentionally caused by some unknown 
m iscreant who deliberately a ltered the 
signals so as to  bring the  two tra in s  Into 
collision. T his auuouncem ent has caused 
the  most Intense Indlguallou among the 
relatives and friends of the  victims and 
has aroused popular feeling generally to 
a  sta te  of g rea t excitement. T ner 
seems to  be llllle  doubt as to th e  fat 
tb a t aw aits any one who 1s suspected of 
causing the  te rrib le  loss of life should

The origin of th is long fa s t seems shroud­
ed in  mystery, as i t  is  said to  have been ob­
served by  th e  fire worshipers long before 
before th e  th e  tim e ot M ahomet A li, who 
thought th e  command to  all t ru e  believ­
ers to  fast fo r eleven iflbnths in  th e  year 
w as too m uch  to  require of m ortal flesh. 
Through the  angel G abriel he therefore 
besought tho  G reat S p irit to  reduce the 
tim e one-half. F inding th is s till a 
heavy tr ia l, he again interceded and  got 
the  tim e fixed a t  one lu n a r  month, where 
i t  s till remains. D uring th is  aw ful 
m onth  noth ing  in  the  way of food passes 
th e  t ru e  Mohammedan’s  m outh between 
daw n and  sunset. In  th e  morning, as 
soon as a  w hite  thread can  be distin ­
guished from  a  black one, th e  fast be­
gins.—St. Louis Republic.

How to O/Tftet tho Effects of Deceit, Mis­
representation and Cajolery Used by tho 
Money Power Afiilnst tho People's Up­
rising—The Last Blow to Sectionalism.

The prom pt response of tho reform 
press all over th e  country  to  th e  w arning 
th a t the  b a ttle  is  already  upon us is an 
excellent sign. I t is proof o f the  alert-

A ll m anner of tricks and  subterfuges 
w ill be resorted to  to  weaken a n d ' mis­
represent tho people’s  movement. The 
general plan o f cam paign w ill no doubt 
bo managed from  N ew  York. The same 
m aster minds, the  gold bugs, w ill direct 
th e  anti-Allinnco cam paign of both the  
old parties. T hey control both* Demo­
cra tic  an d ' Republican machines. The 
plans of these monopolists will be relen t­
lessly exposed by the  Reform Press News 
association as rapidly a s  they transpire. 
In  th e  m eantim e, in  addition to  national 
-plans of a ttack  the  enem y w ill resort to  
all m anner of local tricks and tem pta­
tions to  deceive th e  people. These ex­
perienced tricksters w ill, for instance, 
try  a  neat little  gam e in  N ebraska ju s t 
to  see how i t  works, intending to  resort 
to  i t  in  m any o the r sta tes if  i t  proves 
successful.

Some of these test schemes w ill escape 
detection a t  Now York headquarters, 
and  the  leaders of tho reform movement 
m ust keep eaph other posted. A ll of 
these plans w ill be exposed in  the  news­
papers throughout th e  country which 
publish the  Reform Press News associa- 
tion s  m atter. Local leaders can do  the  
general cause an imm ense service by 
helping in  th is  expose. W hen you dis­
cover a  trick  of tho enem y w rite  about 
it  to  me a t  th e  headquarters of tho Re­
form  Press N ew s association, 69 Tribune 
building, New York c ity , and imm edi­
ately the  w arning w ill be spread before 
th e  millions of reform workers of tho 
country. T his is im portant. The en­
emy is  shrew d, cunning and  sly. His 
underground work m ust be prom ptly ex­
posed. Wo need no t fear him  in  fair 
fight, b u t his underhanded, secret work 
m ust not be allowed to  go undiscovered.

One of the  best ideas of the  Alliance 
lam paign thus far, and  one w hich has 
m ost of all discomfited th e  enem y, is the 
p lan o f  sending tho western leaders of 
th e  order to  speak in  th e  south and  the 
southern leaders to  address the  Alliance 
m en of the  w es t In  no other way could 
the  downfall of sectionalism be so com­

pletely dem onstrated and assured. The 
situation moved th a t excellent sheet, the 
Topeka Advocate, to  remark:

"O ur Republican friends are  weeping 
and w ailing because Colonel Polk, presi­
d e n t of tho  N ational Farm ers' Alliance 
and  Industrial union, is  spending so 
mnch of his tim e and  energy in  the  
northern states, instead of going south 
and laboring for th e  conversion o f tho 
Democracy. I t  is  a  fac t th a t Colonel 
Polk is  doing a  good deal of w ork in  the  
north, w hile W illitts, Peffer, J e rry  Simp­
son, Mrs. Lease, Mrs. Diggs and  many 
o ther northern people have extensive en­
gagem ents in  the  south. In fac t there  
seems to  be a  disposition for a  general 
mixing up  of th e  people of these tw o long 
estranged sections, and  i t  is  no t pre­
dicted th a t the  m ixture  w ill be health­
fu l to  either of th e  old parties th a t have 
heretofore done so m uch to  perpetuate 
the  estrangem ent. T his is  w hat causes 
the  m any tears to  flow because o f  Colo­
nel Polk's labors in  th e  north."

The national committeo appointed by 
the  Cincinnati conference is  ha rd  a t 
work,, and  the  results of the ir labors 
w ill, some of them , soon be apparent. 
T hey have na tu ra lly  first tu rned  their 
a tten tion  to sta tes w hich hold tho earli­
est elections. K entucky is  first on  the  
lis t, and  Chairm an H. E. T anbrucck 
is personally conducting the  People's 
p a rty  campaign. He speaks m ost en­
couragingly of the  situation in  the  fol­
lowing le tte r  from  Frankfort:

"T he ontlook here is ex traordinarily  
good. The central committeo m et yes­
terday and  every one is enthusiastic. I 
also m et our candidate for governor—he 
is a  p ractical farm er and was president 
of th e  s ta te  Farm ers’ A lliance for five 
years. H e is  acquainted in  every connty 
of th e  state, and  has splendid abilities as 
an organizer. About one-third of the 
state is already organized on the  Kansas 
plan a nd  all the  sta te  will be organized 
by  J u ly  10. A  m an w ho has no t been 
here can form  no  opinion as to  th e  ex­
te n t of th e  firm  foothold our pa rty  has 
in  th is  state. The D em ocrats a re  en­
tire ly  unorganized. Urge every one tha t 
possibly can to  help us a t once, either 
w ith money o r by sending speakers. If  
our friends knew the  tru e  state of affairs 
here, they.would crowd into tho sta te  so 
a s  to  have a  share in  the  victory. Two 
thousand dollars to  enable us to  pay 
speakers' expenses will enable us to  carry 
th is sta te  in  A ugust.”

How Expensive Tea Is Selected;
M r. F. K. A ndrew s w rites to  tho Lon­

don Times: " I t  m ay bo interesting  to  
some of your readers to  know  how  th e  
te a  sold a t  a lm ost fabulous prices is se­
lected. E very  chest of very fine Ceylon 
tea  contains a  g rea t quan tity  of "flowery 
Pekoe,” i. e ., sm all golden tipped, unde­
veloped leaves. A  tea  of th is  descrip­
tion is  usually  sold a t  abou t fou r shil­
lings a  pound. A  handfu l of such te a  is 
spread on  a  piece of sa tin  about 24 
inches by  0 inches, thosa tin  isth en lig h tly  
folded aud  th e  tea  l igh tly  shaken to  and  
fro  half a  dozen tim es, w hich process 
causes tho fluffy tips to  become entangled 
in  th e  silk; tho heavier b lack  leaves are 
then  shaken on t. The flowery Pekoe 
thus obtained s till has mixed w ith  it  
some of tho coarser leaves, so the  process 
is repeated again  a n d  again  u n til tho 
product is quite golden and  flossy. About 
ha lf  a  pound m ay 'thus be obtained out 
of every chest of choice Ceylon tea.

AMERICA'S BEAU BRUMMEL

Bamlnlicencoa o f  Colonel nlobord Ulok- 
10mi, a  Fumcua Character.

W ashington 's m ost fam ous character, 
i f  selected by popular vote, would bo de­
c ided to  be Colonel H ickm an, know n tho 
country  over a s  Beau Uiokman, tho 
P rince  of Bummers.

Colonel Hickman was born in  Virginia, 
presum ably, as ho camo from  th a t s tate 
to  th is c ity , a rriv ing  hero in  tho  year 
1834, about tw enty-tw o years old. From  
th is da te  for abou t three years m ay bo 
included the  beau 's joyfu l period o f  ex­
istence, w hen tho  world w as seen only 
through  rose colored glasses, and  life was 
b u t a  m erry gam e of love and  lasses, 
am ours and pe tty  "affaires,” H osw ung 
tho old globe abou t as quickly os possible, 
and  w as a s  gay  and m erry a  h igh roller 
as tho c ity  has ever seen.

In  a  short w hile his nam e w as as well 
know n in  W ashington as th a t of Beau 
Brummel iu  London. Ho moved in  ex­
clusive circles, had  a ll the  polish and 
graces aud  spent h is patrim ony w ith  a  
lavish hand. A t th e  races ho was a  
valued tip s ter  and  know moro about 
horses and  the ir m erits than  a  paddock 
fu ll o f jockeys. Ho w as a  frequenter, 
too, o f  th e  theaters, and  was as m uch  a t 
home behind os before the  scenes.

F o r  tho  short th ree  years of affluence 
and  h igh flying indulged in  by  tho beau ho 
was compelled to  repay m ore than  th irty  
years of w hat would have been to  any 
other a  most hum iliating and wretched 
oxisteucOj From  th e  society rovedor hi 
w as reduced to  a  sta te  of pitiable penury. 
Ho never learned th e  sta te  of his finances 
u n til he hml none, and then, i t  being too 
Into to  retriovo h is squandered fortunes 
i t  became necessary fo r him  to  adap t 
himself to  h is a ltered fortunes in  tho 
m ost expedient m anner. There w as bu t 
ono course le ft open to  h im , to  become a  
dependent upon charity . To his high 
strung  and  sensitive na tu re  th is w as an 
achievem ent so difficult of execution 
th a t ho a t  one tim e even adm itted  th a t 
the  sum s he extorted  by h is bum m ing 
m ethods could bo characterized as offi 
ings of charity .

H is fall from  h is h igh estate  w as not 
os sudden as his financial wreckage. Ha 
d id  n o t cease h is swell existence w hen 
ho found th a t all his resources had  be­
come exhausted, b u t kept on spending 
the  money th a t he had  not as recklessly 
a s  ho had spent the  money th a t ho had 
form erly possessed. W here ho had  be­
fore liberally  bestowed gold and g reen­
backs he  now d istribu ted  notes aud  “ I. 
O. U .'s,"  trusting  to  the  recalc itran t 
Damo Fortune  to  visit h im  again  a t some 
tim o in  tho  hopeladen fu ture. Ho a t 
th is  tim e  patronized th e  m ost exclusive 
hotels, kept up  liissocial connectionsand 
w as its grea t a  beau as over. H is reputa­
tion  a s  such w as the  only tiling  t h a t pre­
vented h is creditors from  sw arm ing in  
upon him.

Beau H ickm an's few  years of pros­
perity  le ft b u t fa in t impress on  tho  pub­
lic m ind. I t  is a s  tho prince of bummers 
th a t ho  is  best remembered. F o r  years 
th e  p rincipal hotels know him  b u t to 
fear him , a fterw ard  they looked upon 
him  os a  sideshow fea ture  to, bo pointed 
o u t to  visito rs to  the  national capital as 
tho  famous Beau H ickm an. Every new 
v isitor w as legitim ate  prey and  liab le  to 
assessment. Beau's home seemed to  bo 
in  tho  lobbies of tho  hotels. He was 
often  seen a t  th e  cap ita l and  o ther pub­
lic  hostelries.

H ere w as a lw ays an  opportunity  to  
pick o u t h is ipnn, and as th is  m eant 
often m eals and  bed to  h im  he natura lly  
devoted a  considerable portion o f his 
tim o to  selecting his victim s. Tho asset - 
m eats m ulc ted  w ere seldom moro thau  a 
qua rte r  o r  a  ha lf dollar, and  these ex- 
to r te d w ith  such a  good grace Ihat tho 
vic tim s fe lt tru ly  i t  w as moro blessed to 
givo than  to  receive. Ho also hajj a  
regular l is t  of patrons, m ainly congress­
men, on  whom he levied assessments a t 
regular periods.—Indianapolis Journal.

A W hlpholltlng Drum.
A  novel machine called a  w htphoisting 

drum  has been invented in  Rhode Island 
for unloading lum ber a nd  o the r fre igh t 
from  vessels, and  is found to  be 'a  great 
im provem ent on ord inary  m ethods in 
tho saving of tim e and  labor. Tho ina- 
chine has th ree  d rum s which operate tw o 
derricks and a  cen tral line w hich runs to 
th e  hold o f the  vessel; the  pow er is-fur- 
nished by  an electrio  m otor o f ton horse 
power, tho  capacity  of tho m otor being 
500 volts and  m aking 1,000 revolutions 
to  tho m inute.

A bolt connects tho m otor w ith tho 
shaft w hich operates th e  drum s, tho 
pow er being transferred  to  the  d rum s by 
w hat is culled a  paper friction; each 
drum  is operated by  a  lever, and can  be 
stopped iu  an instant. T ho m otor is  a 
self oiling machine, a  drop of o il falling 
on th e  bearings every, th ir ty  seconds. 
W hen th e  lum ber is. draw n from  .the  
vessel, a  largo hook from  tho w harf der­
r ick  is attached, and  the  sticks are  tran s­
ferred in  the m ost ready m anner to  any 
p a rt of tho yard.—N ew  York*Sun.

A Hop Picker.

T he record o f the  fertility  o f American 
ingenuity  has been increased by  the  ad ­
dition of the  invention of a  m achine for 
picking hops. I t  is claim ed th is ma­
chine w ill do  the  w ork a s  clean and 
m nch more rapidly th a n  i t  can be done 
by  hand. The apparatus is  m ounted on 
a  wooden fram e, heavy enough to  insure 
stability , and  is about 7 fee t long by  5 
feet wide and  4 feet high.

The branches of th e  hop bine are  fed 
in to  a  receiver and  are  seized between 
tw o rollers and gradually  pulled through. 
The hops fall in to  a n  inclined screen, 
and  by  the ir own w eight fall in to  the  
box prepared to  receive them . The 
leaves and  bines f all on the  sam e screen, 
b n t are  carried back by th e  returning 
motion and  throw n in to  a  separate pile. 
I t  requires only one ’ m an to  tu rn  the 
wheel and  another to  feed bines in to  th e  
rollers.—Boston Transcript.
