th e  leechts th a t suck the  v ital fluid.

In  the  second place ev in If Che line of 
battle  was properly located th e  union 
m ethods tend to  crea te  more bad blood 
tban  I  th ink  It was necessary to  Croat 
I n o id e r to  secure labor reform . Aou 
he re  le t me say  before going fu rth e r  that 
I  for one w ou'd be very slow to  condemn 
their m ethods If I  had no t o th e r meth 
ods to  suggest th a t  I  consider belter.

I t  cannot be denied th a t th e  weapon 
on which nnlons mainly depond for suc­
cess 1s the  s tr ik e , no t th a t  they orgaolz- 
for th e  purpose of strik ing , or th a t they 
ever s tr ike  fo r th e  fun of s trik ing , for 
m any of the  members no doubt often 
dread a  s tr ike  about as much as th -l: 
employers do. B u t they consolidate In 
the  hope th a t the ir empl lyers will g ram  * 
th e ir  request o r  comply w ith the ir  de­
mands ra th e r  than  suff.-r the  loss and 
annoyance of a  strike.

I t  Is, no doubt very oftec even more 
the  fear of no t being allowed to  hlru 
o ther men w ithout suff-rlng violence to 
person o r property a t  tue  bands of ih-- 
s trikers or the ir  frlonds th a t maker 
them comply With th e  dem ands of their 
employes, than  th e  fear th a t tbe lr old 
and experienced bands w II simply leavr 
them  In a  body, and then have to p  it  np 
w ith the  Inconvenience of hiring  and In­
itiating  new men. S i  the  su c c 'Si of a 
s tr ike  often In a  very large  d-gre.

W een tb li favo able demand does not 
exls*, then all who would o th -rw so  b 
likely to  take  the  place of the  strikers 
m ust either be In the  union, o r abuse or 
lutlm ldallon of some k u d  m ost be re­
sorted to, to  keep th i m from  ta k li g tbs 
place of tbe s tr ike rs , and tho leaders 
m ight Ju stjib o u t as well lo the  first place 
advise the men c o t to  s trike , as to  aavl-e 
them to do nothing worse th a n  sim ply to 
q u it work In a body. To have any hopi 
of success the  s tr lk e n  m ust lu some 
way succeed In denying the ir form er em­
ployes th e  privilege of hiring o the r men 
to  flil th e ir places, and deny o thers wbo 
may feel willing to w iru on the  condi­
tions th a t they decline -he privilege of 
doing so.

■ss wo shall presently show—take ou t of 
•b-m, should unite  w ith the ir  men In i 
Joint t f fo n  to  preven t any from levying

Free Delivery of Newspapers.
" I  believe in  the  extension of the  free 

delivery system ," said M r. W anamaker. 
“ F re e  delivery is  like  gas or w ater to  a 
tow n. I t  increases its  metropolitan 
character. I t  adds to  its  a ttrac tions as 
a  business and  a  residence com m unity. 
I  believe th a t th e  introduction o f the 
free delivery extends the  c irculation of 
newspapers and  increases le tte r  w riting. 
I t  is  no t convenient fo r a  m an to  go  to  
th e  postoffice fo r h is newejwper.

" I f  he  could get i t  delivered a t  his 
door i t  would be a  welcome visitor. 
B ut take  a  young couple, for example, 
liv ing  in  a  sm all tow n. T he husband is 
a t  w ork  all day . The w ife does no t care 
to  go to  the  postoffice, or perhaps she 
cannot go, especially if  there is a  baby in 
tho  house. T h a t m an  would like to  take 
a  daily paper perhaps. B ut he is  too 
tired  to  go to  the  postoffice fo r i t  every 
evening, and  so he takes a  w eekly paper 
o r no  paper a t  all.

" A s I  said, tho extension o f a free de­
livery system w ould increase 1- -er w rit­
ing  too. I t  is  astonishing to  me how 
ha rd  i t  is to  convince the  people th a t yon 
can increase th e  business of the  post- 
office.”—^Washington Cor. Philadelphia 
Press.

Sheffield Public  H ospital fo r Skin Dis­
eases and  tho  E ar  and T hroat hospital, 
w ho has studied for tw enty  years the 
t rea tm en t of cancer a n d  lupus, believes 
th a t he can now  cu re  bo th  diseases 
w ithout resorting  to  th e  surgeon’s  knife.

Dr. Hardw icko has hitherto  fo r vari­
ous reasons refrained from  publicly ex­
p la in ing  h is trea tm en t, b u t having now 
a lm ost brought h is m ethod to a  sta te  of 
perfection he is  anxious and w illing to 
p lace the  details before such of h is med­
ical brethren  as express to  him  any  de­
sire to  be acquainted w ith them . W ith  
th is ob ject in  view he w ill be g lad  to  in ­
vite such would bo inquirers to  v isit a  
selected num ber o f cases now under 
t rea tm en t and  carefully  exam ine them , 
and  also to  exam ine a  num ber of persons 
w h o  have been cured du ring  the  past 
eighteen years.—P a ll M all Gazette.

A  C A V E  I N  T H E  W O O D S .
A NEATLY CONSTRUCTED DWELLING 

WITHOUT A TENANT.

t  Cave T hat Wes Probably tbe  Haunt 
of u Sneak Tklef—Kvldenoes T hat Show 
tho  Builder to  II„vo Boon a  Skillful 
Mechanic—Contents o f tho Rut. 
Saxton's sw am p has its  head in  the 

Woods betw een Islip  and  Brentwood. 
W hortleberries are  p lentiful in  tho vicin­
ity . G eorge L. Benjam in a n d  A lexan­
der Combs w ere roam ing carelessly 
a bou t in  th e  vicin ity  and m ade a  discov­
e ry  th a t interested the  tow n no t a  little . 
They sow smoko curling  o p  a s  if  ou t of 
the  ground and  began an investigation. 
T hey found a  fire and n kettle  over i t  in 
which beans, potatoes and  chiokon were 
sim mering. There w as no one visible in 
the  vicinity.

T he boys w en t to  Bay Shore and  spread 
the  news, a nd  a  score o r  m ore of men 
w ent to  the  w oods to  see tho surprising 
sight. T hey  concluded in  advance th a t 
the  sw am p w as a  thieves' den, and  some 

.0 m en carried  guns, others revolvers 
and  a  few  hayforks. They found the 
s im m ering pot and  tho fire alm ost out. 
F o r  th e  fun  of the  th in g  tho  m en began 
playing robber, and  several shots were 
fired os p a rt of the  pantomime. They had 
reason to  conclude la te r  th a t th is  was a 
m istake, fo r i t  served as a  signal to  the  
occupant of a  cave in  tho woods to  make 
himself scarce. A  m an  w ith  a  pitch­
fork kept jabb ing  i t  in to  the  e a r th  and 
detected a  hollow spot.

A  little  digging th rew  a  large sheet 
iron tray  nj> from  under tho leaves and 
left exposed a  hole abou t tw o fee t square. 
I t  had  wooden sides leveled so th a t  tho 
trny  se t in  snugly. Over tho  tray  were 
leaves, grass and brush, in  keeping w ith 
tho surroundings. Through n hole in 
the  tray  was run  a  piece of telegraph 
w ire, and  a t  each end of tho  w ire  was 
fastened a  n icely rounded stick  which 
served os a  handle to  li f t  up  th e  tray  on 
tho outside and  pull i t  down on  tho  in ­
side. Tho hole in  th e  earth  was four 
feet deep and  e igh t fee t long under the 
ground, form ing an alleyway.

contexts o f  th e  cave.
T he earth  had been carefully  c u t ou t 

and m ust have been carted  away, a s  no 
evidence of i t  conld bo found in  the  
v icinity. T here  could no t have been less 
than several wagon loads of it. A t the  
e nd  of the  alleyw ay the re  was a  depres­
sion o f  tw o feet, running  a  distance of 
ix  fee t and  being five feet w ide. The 

roof was six feet high. T his w as tho 
bedroom. I t  had a  bunk  on each side 
filled w ith leaves and  grass and  bo th  bad 
been slept in. The w alls were lined with 
logs, and  the  ceiling, so to  speak, was 
covered w ith  muslin.

There were tw o closets and  several 
b rackets and  a  fireplace a t  one end, with 

capped pipe running  u p  to  th e  top, 
which conlu be raised for use  and  lower­
ed a t  w ill, to  prevent detection.

I t  was a 
m ystery w h a t use conld have been made 
of th is , and  th e  belief is  th a t i t  was used 
to  keep some person a  prisoner a t  some 
time.

T he cavern had undoubtedly been in ­
hab ited  n p  to  w ith in  a  few  hours, and  if 

nen w ho w ent ou t tosee a  sigh t hud 
n o t made fools of themselves instead of 
w atching th e  hole in  th e  ground they 
would undoubtedly have discovered the 
te n an t of the  queer abode and perhaps 
made a n  im portan t discovery.

A tu b  in  the  farthest w est corner of 
the  cavern contained sa lt pork, a nd  sliced 
chicken m eat had  been p u t in to  the  brine 
to  pickle. A  silver spoon w as found 
marked “ The A ustral.” I t  w as prob­
ably stolen from  the  A ustral hotel, a t 
Brentwood. Among o ther th ings w ere a 
m uslin  sh irt, a  fiannel sh ir t and a  pair 
o f law n tennis shoes, which are  supposed 
to  be tho  ones stolen from  Mr. W illiam  
M. Y an A nden's house ..

EVIDENCES OF BOBBERY.
No evidence w as found th a t the  cave 

dw eller com m itted the  robbery in  tho 
house of Mr. Gibb. A copy of the  Bay 
Shore Jou rnal was p inned up against the 
wall w ith a  m ark  draw n around a n  ad­
vertisem ent offering |250 rew ard for the 
arrest of the  butcher who killed John  H. 
Vail's cow and  carried aw ay  a  p a r t of 
the  m eat. Fastened to  th e  paper was a 
slip g iving an account of the  robbery in 
Mr. Van Anden's bouse. Copies of city 
papers were strew n about. The cave, it  
could be seen, had been occupied for a 
considerable tim e. I t  w as constructed 
by  a  good mechanic.

I t  may be interesting to  s ta te  th a t soon 
afte r Mr. Vail's cow had been killed by a 
thief, who w as in  need of m eat, a  hog 
w as killed in  a  pen on th e  premises of Mr. 
M arvin and  the  ham s carried away. A 
few  n igh ts la ter  a  dozen chickens were 
stolen from  Justice  Clock. The th ie f cu t 
th e ir  heads off and  th rew  them  on the 
justice 's back stoop. »

A colored m an known a s  "L ong  Stove," 
otherwise Stephen Green, was arrested 
for stealing M r. Marvin's hog and  inci­
dentally  he w as suspected of com m itting 
the o ther crimes. The proof against hi n 
did no t positively establish his gu ilt, al­
though a  boy w ho lived w ith  him accused 
him , bu t he had so bud a  reputa tion  tha t 
Justice  Clock came to  the conclusion tha t 
the  public w elfare required him  to be in­
carcerated, and he w as com m itted to  the 
county ja il a t  Riverhead.

N otw ithstanding there have been no 
robberies since G reen was deprived of 
his liberty—a  circum stance which was 
thought p re tty  clearly to  establish his 
guilt—the people are  now  wondering 
w hether, a fte r a ll, the  dweller in the  cave 
was. no t the  real cu lprit. He was not 
Green, th a t is certain .—Brooklyn Eagle.

DOUBLE PHOTOGRAPHS.

Methods of Milking a  Flgnro Appear In

Tho m aking of double pictures on one 
negative plato has been practiced by 
photographers for eomo tim e. I t  has 
been supposed th a t they  wore m ade by 
using reflections from m irrors to  doublo 
tho  object to  be photographed. Doubles 
m ay bo m ade th a t way, b u t th e  reflec­
tion o f  the  glass alw ays shows, while 
the  figures aro  Invariably distorted. Tho 
m ost common w ay of m aking successful 
doubles is to  extend tho  reach of tho 
lens w ith a  sm all box r f  tho  samo depth 
of tho  focnl depth of the  lens. The in­
side of tho box should be smooth and 
blackened a  dead black, to  prevent its 
appearance in  the  picture.

The fron t of the  box is  then divided 
equally by  tw o sm all doors o r  flaps. In 
m aking the  exposure open one flap, draw  
th e  slide from  your p late holders and ex­
pose th e  plate. T hen replace the  slide, 
close the  door th a t was open, lot tho per­
son being photographed change position, 
open the  door th a t was closed on the 
first exposure, leaving tho o the r one 
closed, focus the  object, d raw  the  slide 
again and  expose tho plate a gain, and 
you have the  same person in  tw o differ­
e n t a ttitudes in  tho samo negative, w ith­
out any line of demarkution showing in 
the  background.

Captain John  N . R ikor goes fu rther 
than  m aking doubles. Ho m akes triples, 
quadruples or any  num ber w anted, in 
th e  m ost grotesque and ghastly  forms, 
on one plate, H is system qf making 
doubles on tho  sam e plate is more com­
plicated than  th e  one described. I t  is 
done by placing a  k it or shu tter over the  
plato in  the  holder and  exposing a  pa rt 
a t a  time.

T he k it  is hinged in  sections, th e  upper 
corners opening like little  doors to  the 
side. Decapitated heads are  taken  by 
opening the  doors and  ju s t exposing the 
p art of the  plate direc tly  behind, on 
w hich the  head has been focused. A fter 
these exposures have been m ade the 
doors aro closed and tho subject is fo­
cused w ith outstretched hands. A fter 
proper focusing, tho k it, except the 
upper corners, is draw n aw ay and  a full 
exposure made.

A  few  days ago Captain R iker walked 
into  tho house and  tossed an envelope 
in to  Mrs. R iker's hands. On opening it  
she found a  p ic tu re  of tho  headless body 
stand ing  uprigh t w ith arm s outstretched, 
and  in  each hand a  p la tte r  on w hich lay 
a  ghastly  head—his own.

Captain R iker said th a t w hile h e  had  
known for m any years tho secret of 
m aking the  pictnres, ho now desired to 
show sim ply w hat rea lly  is behind the  
making of alleged spook and  sp irit pic­
tures. The secret of m aking the  pictures 
has been kno .vn for m any years also by 
Professor G eorge R. Cromwell.—New

An Improvement In Tunneling./
Tho frequent and  serious difficulty ex­

perienced in  the  operations of tunnel­
ing, namely, th e  subsidence o f th e  sur­
face a fte r the  completion of the  work, 
has lately V e n  found to  be preventable 
by  a  simple system  resorted to  by  a  Lon­
don contractor, by  the  use o f w hich no 
ground outside tho actual section o f the  
subw ay in  hand need be disturbed. The 
system in question comprises a  series of 
steel ba rs placed side by side w ith  the 
excavation so as to  form  a  complete tem ­
porary lining and  support to  tho roof, 
and  w ithin th is  series of bars tho  perm a­
nent brick  arch  o f th e  tunnel is built.

T ho ba rs used in  th is work a re  ten  feet 
long, s ix 'in c h es  wide, and  tw o inches 
thick, being provided a t  th e ir  edges with 
longitudinal grooves, by  m eans of which 
each is linked to  the  next one in  such a 
w ay as to  adm it of separate longitudinal 
m otion, and  y e t to  prevent la tera l sepa­
ration. The bars are  inserted  in  the  
sam e m anner, as well as supported, as 
o rdinary tunnel bars, tho ground being 
excavated only the  exact section o f the 
tunnel, plus the  trifling thickness of tho 
bars.

A fter the  brickw ork has been built 
w ith in  them  the  bars are  separately 
pushed forw ard by  jackscrew s as the 
earth  is excavated for tho succeeding 
length. The ba rs a re  provided w ith  longi­
tud inal tubu la r cavities, th rough  which 
grouting  or other filling m aterial may be 
introduced from  tim e to  tim e to  fill 
the  spaco left vacan t by  the  advancing 
bars betw een the  top  o f the  lining arch 
and the  earth  above and  around, this 
p reventing any  subsidence.—Now York

Maine's Female Tramp.
A  c ity  fem ale trum p of g ia n t sta tu re  

is annoying some of our western Maine 
towns. She comes to  the  farmhouses, 
generally a fte r  dark , and  begs to  be al­
lowed to  stay  all night. H er request is 
generally g ranted, though unw illingly, 
for h e r person is very repulsive. She 
a lw ays carries several large  bundles cov­
ered w ith a  waterproof. In  one of them  
a re  a  clean dress and whole shoes which 
she saves to  p u t on in  Boston. They are 
too good for tram ping in  Maine.

To all appearance she hasn 't u relative 
in  th e  world, and prefers th is roving life 
to  any k ind of labor, for she is frequent­
ly  qffored a  chance to  do housework a t 
farmhouses, bu t alw ays declines. Onco 
she did work for a  day o r tw o, b u t de­
clared she’d  ra th e r  walk and  beg. She 
expects to  go to  the poorhouse, b u t not 
nntil she cun no  longer travel. I t  is  said 
th a t to  hear her ta lk  w ithout looking it 
her one would im agine her a  lady, so 
correct is  her language.—Lew iston Jour-

A rabia 's C/mtrlballoa <*i Science. "
Romo boasted th a t she dispensed w ith 

native physicians fo r tho first COO years 
o f h e r existence. W hether th is  w as tho 
resu lt of her unusual vigor is n o t re­
corded. I n  the  days of her prosperity 
and  success eho developed considerable 
ab ility  in  tho  medical line and gave to  
th e  w orld tho distinguished physician 
Galonus. For some tim e a fte r th e  fall 
of Rome the  trea tm en t of disease was 
chiefly in  tho hands of monks. In  con­
nection w ith  the  m onastery the re  wore 
frequently  tho  well m anaged hospital 
and garden filled with plan ts noted for 
their healing virtues.

T he A rabs of tho  M iddle Ages were 
devoted students of science and  particu­
larly  of medicine. W hen they  cam e in 
contact w ith  Christendom  they made 
tw o im portan t contributions. T hey  gave 
to  tho c hurch tho w ritings of A ristotle, 
w hich, in  the  hands of St. T hom as A qui­
nas, saved the  church from  a  crude ma­
terialism .

T hey gave to  tho medical world the  
w ealth o f the ir scientific researches, es­
pecially in  tho lino of chem istry, and 
substitu ted  milder remedies in  place of 
the  te rrib le  hellebore and  other drugs of 
Hippocrates. A verrors and  Avicenna 
were tho leading Arab ian  scientists, and 
Danto has given them  a  place in  th a t 
honorable circ le  of tho "Inferno" which 
contains the  lending physicians of hea­
then tim es.—Chicago Herald.

OFFICIAL RAILROAD TIME CARD.

A t L aurium  aro  found 3,000 ancient 
shafts, w ith  the ir connected galleries. 
These shafts average about tw o m eters 
square' (the round sha ft is  alm ost un­
known) and  are  sunk from  20 to  l20 me­
ters in  depth, b u t never below sea  level. 
T he galleries open in to  ancien t chambers, 
sometimes 80 feet high and  150 feet wide. 
A ccording to  M. Cordelia's e stim ate the 
ancients extracted from  these mines a  
mass of mineral uinoiinting to  105,000,000 
cubic m eters and yielding 2,100,081 tons 
of lead and M.400 tons of s ilver, or a  value 
of 4,171,878,1100 drachmas.

T ho work employed steadily  about 15,- 
000 laborers—8,000 in  the  mines them ­
selves—alm ost exclusively slaves. The 
earthorn lamps, w ater jugs and  picks 
found in  om  day in  some of the  low , tor­
tuous passages through  which a  man 
m ust w ork his w ay on hands and  knees 
have a  pathos of the ir own. Slaves were 
cheap and  the  labor problem easy a t  first. 
Proprietors worked the ir own slaves or 
hired other people's a t  an obol per day— 
say 65 drachm as a  year (a saddle horse 
in  A thens now brings 200 drachm as pur 
m onth)—and the  prica of slaves ranged 
from  45 drachm as upw ard, according to  
quality .—Engineering Record.

F or ages various cereals used in  bread- 
m aking were g round w ith  very uncouth 
contrivances hard ly  deserving th e  name 
of m ill, as we understand i t .  T hey con­
sisted of tw o portab le  c ircular stones, 
tho upper being tho sm aller and  turned 
upon th e  low er and  concave one by 
means of a n  iron o r  wooden handle, the  
grain  being placed betw een them . These 
stones were usually  obtained from  a 
quarry  in  th e  vicinity  of Babylon, from 
which sufficient .w ere  taken  to  supply 
a ll the  eastern countries.

The grind ing  was usually performed 
by tw o females, who sa t opposite each 
o the r w ith  the  m illstones placed between 
them , tho upper stone being kept in  mo­
tion  by  th e  hands of the  operators. Very 
often th is tedious w ork was assigned to 
prisoners, w ho considered i t  a  m ost de­
g rad ing  task. T his fac t is recorded in  
Holy W rit, in  tjh i th  wo are  told th a t 
Samson "d id  grind  in  tho prison house 
o f tho  Philistines," and  Je rem iah  be­
wails the  fac t th a t tho  Babylonians 
“ took our young men to  g rind .”—De­
tro it Free Press.
