English w riters na turally  
In referring  te  th e  Russian and French 
approcbm ents, are  given to  belittling 
them- W ith these facts In view, 
sta tem ents of the  London Times’ 
P e tersburg  correspondent should 
carefully  weighed. T he Tim es cor­
respondent a sserts a t  leng th  tha t 
the  Russian governm ent organs 
(new spapers which nev rr publish 
a  word no t prompted from 
clal sources) do n o t like  the  enthusiasm  
w hich has been aroused by the  v isit of 
th e  F rench  fleet, and It Is also asserted 
th a t  the  c r t r  It displeased w ith the  man 
■testations In favor of th e  F rench  repub 
Ho. T h is  Is such  a  contrad ic tory  sta te  
m ent tb a t  I t tends to  th row  d iscredit 
upon the  previous statem ents. For, 
when It I t remembered th a t  all th e  Eog 
Hah accounts agree th a t the  republic has 
neither been toasted nor mentioned 
th roughout the  festivities, I t Is d illku li 
to  see how th e  c i s r  conld be displeased 
w ith  m anifestations which, tb s  public Is 
Informed, have never taken  place. The 
whole fac t of the  m a tte r  Is th a t th e  E ng­
lish correspondents have determ ined to 
m ake as much o u t of every I ttle  Incident 
discrediting the  visit of the  F rench  squtd  
ron  as I t Is possible fo r them  ko do. T hui 
they  say th a t upon the  occasion ol 
the  Czar’s  v isit to  A dmiral Qervals thi 
form er ordered th a t th e  pleasure steam 
ers were to be allowed to  approach the 
w ar ships.

T b a t Is quite na tu ra l; I t Is done when 
th e  queen of England vlslls her fleet;
1s a  custom ary precaution to  avoid con­
fusion and  passible disaster. A pleasure 
s team er, lorded w ith passengers, would 
no t be In a  p leasan t position If she 
n ear an Ironclad sa lu ting  soma Import­
a n t personage. B u t It la o u t of such 
trlflos tb a t  the  E  gllsh newrpapers
u facture  th e ir  expanded lah  p of the  Ill-
feeling said to  ex is t between Russia s 
F rance . T he U nited States and Rus 
are  good friends, nobody doubts, bu t i 
body would expect the  rzar, were he 
v isit Now Y ork, to  fall Into raptu 
over Republican Inetllntlons, and 10 (

As noted several days ago the  recep­
tion accorded to  tne  F rench sq-.airon  at 
Cronstaot has been most flitte ring  and 
cordial. E very th ing  posiloie Las been 
done 11 m ake th e  F rench  < flicers feel 
gratified by the ir visit. A t already tele­
graphed. previous to  the  v isit paid by 
these officers to  St. Petersburg, the 
Russians carrU d th - lr  politeness to  such 
a  point th a t they actually  covered op, 
concealed or removed any pic tures, por­
tray ing  F rench defeat, etc., which might 
have oflended th e  visitors while In the 
palaces. People have to rn  F rench flags, 
used In th e  decorations, to  plei.es, in 
order to  preserve them  as relics of 
the  exchange of courtesies between 
Russia and France. A t the  dinner given 
to  the  F rench seamen In th e  Chamber of 
Commerce, a t  C ronstadt, the F rench of­
ficers were Implored to  give people little  
pieces of th e  F rench flags a td  o the r de­
corations In the  hall, In order th a t they 
may be preserved as precious souvenirs. 
E very officer and sailo r of the  French 
fleet will carry  a » a y  w ith him  a  number 
of presents to  keep In memory of th tl r  
visit to R ussia Of course this Is no t ex 
peeled to  give pleasure to  th e  anil- 
French section In e ither England nr 
France; b u t they a re  not the  mass of the 
peoplo of e ither of these coun trlts 

A grea t deal has been said ab mt the 
nature  of the  reception which would be 
accorded to  the  F rench fleet a t  Ports­
mouth, Eoglaud, a fte r  the  reception 
given to  A dm iral Qervals’ squadron a t 
Cronstadt. T here  1s no doubt th a t on- 
anti-French o r Qerman section of the 
Bngllsh people w ere In favor of making 
as little  " fu s i"  a s  possible over the  visit 
Of the  F rench rquadron to  Portsm outh, 
and It was openly s ta ted  th a t the  mayor 
of Portsm outh would have to  do the  hon­
ors alone.

I t  is no t the  drunkard  only 
whose red  nose, flabby cheeks and 
w atery  eyes b etray  him; i t  is the  sensual­
is t whose vice is read in  h is lips, tho 
knave whoso propensity is  revealed by 
tho  shape of h is m outh, and  th e  m 
violence w ho has been betrayed b y  his 
eyes.

An experienced detective or a  trained 
j'ailer seldom asks th e  crim e of which 
prisoner is gu ilty ; he  can  tell i t  on  tl 
crim inal's face. In  short, all th e  advan­
tages which Fow ler told us we were go­
in g  to  derive from  tho  study  of phrenolo­
g y  we m ay possibly gain from  the  oldei 
and  more mysterious science of face 
reading.—St. Louis Republic.

The existing Pnris covers 19,275 acres, 
o r about th ir ty  square miles, w hile m et­
ropolitan London, w ith  4,000,000 popula­
tion, contains 118 square miles, and  Chi­
cago provides an area about as extensive 
fo r 1,100,000. The average distance from 
the  center of Pa ris  to  (ho circumference 
is only three miles. Minneapolis, w ith 
only 105,000 people, has a  municipal area 
m oro than  twico as large as th a t of Paris. 
A lm ost the  entire  population of Paris is 
honsed in  the  flats of tenem ent strnc- 
tn res  averaging from  fonr to  five stories 
in  height.

According to  th e  revised figures of the 
census of If-SO thero were nearly  75,000 
honses in  Paris, and the average nnm ber 
of people in  a  house was about thirty . 
In  tho old arrondisseraents of tho  inner 
P a r is  there a re  probably about 80,000 
houses, accom m odating about 1,000,000
people.

F o r a  to ta l con trast in  the  plan of 
house c onstruction wo havo only to  cross 
tho channel and to  exam ine London, 
w here we find a n  average o f about eight 
persons to  a  house fo r the  wholo metrop­
olis. B u t the  people o f Pa ris  are  be tter 
housed, all th ings considered, than those 
of London. A  population of 2,500,000 
w itU n a  circle whoso rad ius is only three 
miles is certainly very dense, b u t i t  m ust 
be remembered th a t Pa ris  is a  many 
storied c ity .—Dr. A lbert Shaw  in Ceu-
