SEA DIVERS RECOVER NEARLY HALF 
A MILLION OF MONEY.

Some tim e ago we gave an interesting 
account of tho d iving exhibit a t  the 
uaval exhibition, and referred briefly to 
the  recovery of a  vast quan tity  of treas­
ure from the  Alphonso X II. Mr. A. D. 
Stevens, a  son of Captain Stevens, who 
had charge of the  expedition, now writes 
a s  follows:

In February, 1884, the  Spanish mail 
steam er Alphonso XII, belonging to  the 
Lopez line, bound from  Cadiz to  Havana, 
sank off Point Gando, G rand Canary, 
in  tw enty-five and a  half fathom s of 
w ater and about a mile from the  shore 
She had on board £100,000 w orth of 
Spanish dollars, these being the  only 
five dollar pieces bearing the year 1844, 
which were specially coined for the trip. 
The insnranco was effected on the  specie 
a t  Lloyds and was paid over to  the  in­
surers a fte r the  vessel foundered.

More than a  year had elapsed before 
the  underw riters organized a  salvage ex­
pedition, and in  May, 1885, Captain L. 
V. Stevens, a  Lloyds surveyor of great 
experience in  salvage operations, was 
in trusted w ith the  expedition, taking 
with him  three well know n divers— 
namely, Messrs. Lam bert, Tester and 
Davis. Special diving apparatus had to 
be constructed for the work by Messrs 
Siebe & G orm an, the  subm arine engi­
neers, and in  the  above month Captain 
Stevens and hie men left Liverpool in 
the  steam ship Niger for Las Palmas, and 
arrived a t  their destination on th e  25th 
of May.

LOCATING THE WRECK.
On the  morning of the  29th Captain 

Stevens proceded in  the  steam launch 
Alianza in search of the  wreck, a  strong 
trade  wind from th e  norlheast, w ith  a 
choppy sea, blowing a t the tim e  On 
arriv ing  a t her supposed position he 
steamed about, sounding a t  intervals, en­
deavoring to  strike  the  wreck, bu t failed 
to  do so. Captain Stevens then employed 
a  boat's crew of fishermen to  assist him  
in finding her, and a fte r Some little  tim e 
the  fishermen gave a  signal, and on steam­
ing up he found th a t they had sw ept the 
foretopgallantmast, and  on looking down 
through the  w ater he d istinctly  saw the 
shadow o f  the m ast and the  foretopgal- 
lantsail loose and flouting in  th e  w ater 
1 a  depth of six fathoms.
He then had th e  topgallantm ast buoyed, 

and as soon as the  w eather m oderated he 
intended laying down moorings, 
place the vessel in such a  position tha t 
the d iving was to  bo dontfffrom directly 
over the  wreck.

The money was in th e  mail ro o m ,; 
ost a t  the  bottom  of tho vessel, and 

obtani access to  th a t pa rt of the  ship 
found necessary to  blow up the 

decks. The dangers and  difficulties which 
experienced in  these operations were 

of the most ex traordinary nature. Not 
only bravery, bu t great patience and per- 
severanfce, had to  be exercised, as te sti­
fied bj- the  fac t th a t Captain Stevens and 
his plucky di vers were about nine m onths 
on the  island before they  had completed 
the ir task 

The wreck lay on a  ridge o f rocks, and 
one of the  fears en tertained before the  ex­
plosion w as effected was th a t the  force 
m ight precipitate the vessel to  almost 
fathomless depths. But fortunately, 
th rough Captain Stevens' g rea t experi­
ence in  the  u seof explosives, the  fear was 
no t realized.

ALL BUT 150.000 RECOVERED.
When the  explosion took place one of 

the  masts shot righ t out of the  w ater, 
and thousands of dead fisj) cam e to  the 
surface. A nother difficulty, and proba­
bly the  greatest the  divers had to en­
counter, was the  extrem e pressure of the 
w ater a t so grea t a  depth, bu t tho gal­
lant fellows were tnost enthusiastic  in 
their work, and, although Captain Ste­
vens had  been advised to  abandon all 
hope of recovery of the  treasure, he was 
sanguine of success directly  fine weather 
would set in A nd his hopes were soon 
realized, fo r on Nov. 17, a fte r w aiting 
anxiously and patiently; he had the 
pleasure of wiring to  Loudon a s  follows: 
'L am bert has go t both scuttles open, 

and succeeded in sending up  first box of 
gold.'' This was glorious news to  all 
concerned, and especially to  Captain 
Stevens, who had charge of such a  tcdi- 

ib undertaking.
The saving of the  rem aining boxes of 

gold was now merely a  question of op­
portunity. Dip a fte r  dip was made by 
Messrs. Lam bert and Tester w ith vari- 

sqccess. and by Deo. 12 they had re­
covered between them  six boxes, the 
lion’s share being obtained by Mr. Lam ­
bert. thus leaving a balance of four boxes 

bo raised, lu  a  very short tim e, con- 
sidering the  unfavorable weather, they 

ceedcd in  sending up  three more 
boxes, m aking in  a ll nine boxes, o r  £90,- 
‘ O out of £109,000.

Unfortunately, tho last box could not 
be found, so Captain Stevens and  his 
plucky divers had to  come away without

CONVICT’S VIEW.

Among a  num ber of depraved looking 
characters w ho were arraigned in  the 
Tombs police cou rt for sontouco ou vari 
ous chargee, from burglary to  felonious 
nssanlt, I noticed particularly  one refined 
looking young fellow who, despite his 
ragged a ttire , appeared to  bo ou t of place 
In the  prisoners' pen.

H is features wore delicate and clearly 
defined, w ith none of the  sullen, servile 
appearance th a t is  usually ono of the 
ch ief characteristics of u  crim inal's coun­
tenance. H is eyes wero large and  clear, 
his fofiehead high, w hile bis chin and 
m outh denoted high spirit and an ab­
norm ally sensitive disposition.

H e occupied a  sent as fa r  d istan t from 
his follow unfortunates in  crime 
th e  bu rly  court officers would pe rm it 
H is eyes were cast on  tho floor, and from 
his dejected appearance it  w as obvious 
th a t he felt keenly his position.

I engaged him in conversation, and 
years w ill not remove from  mem ory tho 
fierce b itterness w ith which ho reviewed 
h is unsuccessful a ttem p ts to  secure hon­
orable employment a fte r the  first convic­
tion for somo trifling crimo.

“ My nam e," said he, in  answ er t  
question, "w h a t do you w ant w ith it? 
To publish i t  so th a t those who have 
sent me here th is tim e w ill know how 
well the ir prejudice d id  its work?

"W ell, Thomas will do — Charles 
Thomas. T hat Is w hat I am called now. 
I t  is no t m y real name. I have a  few 
relatives and 1 respect them. They have 
moved from w here they lived when 1 
was flrst sen t aw ay—gone to  a 
home to  escape m y sham e—th a t is why 
I'm  Thomas."

There is no crim inal so hardened bu t 
w hat ho w ill cherish somewhere behind 
hie rough exterio r a  tender thought of 
past association—a  friend, perhaps, or 
probably a  sister.

INSECTS THAT EAT CURIOS.

Hugs are  a source of m uch anxiety  and 
annoyance to  the  cura tors of birds and 
mam m als a t the  Sm ithsonian institu tion  
and in Hie N ational museum. If  given 
a chance they would gobble up tho dead 

‘and  stuffed creatures, not even sparing 
the  bones and the  beaks. Accordingly, 
those in charge have to  bo perpetually 
on the  a lert to  com bat these email but 
not contem ptible foes.

If a  stnffed "specim en" is thoroughly 
poisoned w ith arsenic udien it  is pre­
pared there is little  or no danger th a t it 
w ill ever be attacked, bn t tho collections 
iu  charge o f  Secretary Langley a re  ga th ­
ered together from all parts of tho world 
and very many of the contributions 
not properly protected In th is  respect. 
This is tru e  particularly of those which 
come from the  tropics, where peppera 
and pungent spices are  considered suffi­
cient fo r purposes of preservation.

So they are  for awhile, and then, the  
spices having lost th e ir  strength, 
enemy begins to  ge t in  its  work. N ot 
only does this happen with s tuffed birds 
and beasts, bu t the  skeletons th a t reach 
the  Institution w ith the  flesh roughly 
chopped off them  and folded up in the 
smallest possible compass for transporta­
tion are  frequently so poorly protected 
by poisoning th a t maggots get a t them 
and cat tho ligam ents which join 
bones so as to  seriously injure  their 
fulness.

Three kinds of Insects threaten the 
stuffed collections. One is tho famil 
moth,,w hich eats the feathers or hair 
down to  tho skin and leaves unsightly 
bald patches Another is tho "donnes- 
tcs," n r  common " lard  beetle," which 
a ttacks and cats  holes iu  the  fatty  skins. 
B ut worse than  either of these is the 
"an th rinus"—a  beetle about th e  size 
No, 8 shot, and  so sm all therefore th a t it 
does not render itself evident and is not 
readily found w hen sought for.

it is very fund of anything horny, and, 
getting a  chance a t  a  bird, it  w ill begin 
by eating  off tho covering of the  biQ, de­
nuding tho legs afterw ard  and chewing 
up  the  shafts of the bigger feathers, 
i t  has an opportunity, it  will regularly 
honeycomb the  horns of nuim als fres­
coed for museum purposes.

Of course it  is understood th a t these 
th ree  bugs do  a ll the  damage in  th e  lar­
va stage of the ir being—th a t is, w hile 
they are yet Worms. Another sort of in­
sect gets in to  em pty eggs and eats up  the  
lining membranes, where careless col­
lectors have left them  inside, as they 
should no t do, b u t it  cannot in ju re  the  
shells and does no harm , except to  make 
a  litter.

T he best rem edy, or preventive, known 
is bisulphide o f carbon; b u t it  has so 
horrible a  smell th a t C urator Ridgway 
w ill no t use it  for keeping th e  birds un­
der his charge. He prefers to  employ the 
next best thing, which is naphtholine, a 
product of coal tur. A handful of crys­
ta ls of it  will kill a  case full of insectp. 
It bos the (disadvantage o f ir r ita tin g  the 
brea thing passages, producing a  chronic 
catarrh. C urator of Mammals T rue  pre­
fers tho offensive bisulphide of carbon.

A grea t m any thfngs besides beasts 
and birds a t  tho National museum have

be protected from  insects; for exam ­
ple. the  costumes o f all nations and other 
d ry  goods of every kind, which afford an 
agreeable d ie t for devouring bugs. I t  is 
no  small task to  protect these perishable 

:les from the  a ttacks of m any legged 
engers w ith stom achs for anything 

short of metal and  no  respect fo r the 
m ost sacred of curios.—W ushingtou Star.
