Augusi 23, 1875, at Rogers Oity, Presque
“‘Isle eounty, Albers Moliter and bisiclerk,
Sulllvan by name, were lasiantly killed
by befog riddled with buckshot In his
place of business short'y after dark.
The killicg caused great excitemant at
the tme and a large raward was offered
for the murdorers, but they were never
Dbrought to jusiice.

Yesterday Wm Kepke, a farmer Iiv
Ing {o Molka township, Presque Isle coun
ty, made a full confession of the murder to
the prosecuting attorney. Ho states he
could no longer endura his troubled con-
sclence and remorss for tha terrible deed
1o which he paricipated. His confes-
alon says that himsslf and & number of
prominen cfifz:ns sgreed to kill young
Aloers Moliter and Fred Dennylarke for
#ap urknown Foason, and tha the kill
ing of Sulllvan was a mistake,
rhm Was Intended for Fred Deanylaks.

On Sat-
urday morning she left the Semmering
to nndertake a pilgrimage to Mariazell,
in Styria. The 21 of July is the real
day on which many thousands go to
Mariazell, and if the empress went early
it was to get out of the way of tho
throng. Since Crown Prince Rudolph's
death she has been on the pilgrimage
every year to plead with the Holy Virgin
for her intercession on behalf of her son,
The Muttergottes of Marinzell is the
special patron of mothers, Tho pil-
grimage church is situated in one of the
most beautiful landscapes of Austria,
with mountains, lakes and waterfalls
around. In its present form it was bailt
in 1644 by Ludwig I of Bavaria, but the
image on its silyer altar is much older.
On the Semmering the empress Tose at 4
every morning, staid in the woods and
on_the mountains all day, with no other
society than that of her lady-in-waiting,
Countess Festetics, and her Greek mas-
ter, an awateur phot:ogmpher, with
whom she conversed in modern Greek.
She retired every day at 8, It is expect~
ed that after a stay in Gastein the em-
press will take up her abode in Corfu,
where her castle is very near completion.

I believe that sowo chil-
dren under eight years of age are em-
ployed in mercantilo Louses, and I know
that their wages seldom exceed two dol-
lars per week, whilo for & single duy's
absence they are docked much more than
asingle day's pay. The average pay is

robably not more thau §1.50 per week,
and many small children reccive but one
dollar per week, There hus been 1o it~
tempt to orgunize children into labor
unions becanse the thing is impossible.
They could ot act of their own volition.
The hours of children in_mercantile
houses are ordinarily from 7:30 . m. to

late 8310 p. m. Many such children are
8ot to work not so much from the need
as from tho greed of parents.”—New
York Recorder.

WHY DO MEN SUICIDE?

NEARLY ALL METHODS OF SELF MUR~
DER HAVE BEEN TRIED.

Baloldo Among the Grecks and Romans.
Fow Negroes Havo Ever Taken Thelr
Own Lifo—Reason of One Man for Mas-
tening to Shufflo of the Mortal Coll.

A prominent physician who has made
a study of suicide said the othor day:

Why should a man_kill himself? The
popular answer is, *Because his crazy!”
Scientific men eusily disprove that, but
are still somewhat. atsea in devising
better anawer. Was tho philosoplior
Seneca crazy when ho entered the warm
bath and opened his veins? Wersall the
hnndreds of Romans who made happy
d.hqmtcl\ of themselyes insane? Surely

Thc Greeks rarely committed suicide,
but at one tine it was quite ths fashion
in Rome. It is the rarest of rarities for
a elaye to comnit suicido, though aslave
owner often does, Extensive inquiry
fails to develop a singlo cuse of an Ameri-
can nogro's committing suicide, thongh
there have been o fow cases among mu-
lattos and octoroons.

Shall it b said, then, that the snperior
Tace i3 the suicidal? Surely not, for the
Greeks were at ledst the equals of the

omans. 'The solution must be songht
elsewhere.

Perhaps religlons belief hus something
to do with it, but it would be lard to
proveit. One fact, howover, gives us a
clow. Among the lowest races of man-
Kind and in thelowest intellectual grades
of any society snicide Is practically un-
Imown, and among the highest in race
or cultirs it is extremely rare, while in
the middle or lower middle classes it is
aost common.

STRANGE REASONS FOR THE ACT.

1t is those who are midway on the
course, whether as rices or individuals,
those who are in_ the strnggle, who lose
heart and rosh unbidden into eternity.
This is only another way of saying that
wwhere the battle is fiercest there are the
most wounds and sudden deaths; those
who have won the victory and thosa
Iyiig idle in camp and designing no
struggle are fairly well satisfied with the
situation. The cultured and well-to-do
Philadelphian is, on the whole, as
ing to live as the naked Senegambian,

The causes assigned for guicide are to
the last degree curious. In many cases
well-to-do suicides simply allege - that
they are tired of life—the monotony of
it is too much'for them. An English
gcnllemnn left a noto to the effect that

he was ti “coming in and going
out, laying down and getting np, button-
ing and unbuttoning.”

A London cabman wrote that he had
exhausted all the pleasure of drlving in
this world and wanted to sce how they
droye in the other. Strange to say, love
wnd poverty furnish the smallest num-
ber of cases, and mere bodily suffering
the test.

But the saddest cases are those in
~which a whole family dis together, and
of these the Salford case, which occurred
Bome years ago, was the most monrnful

all.
