Mr. Bowen said 
th a t in  ten years the common laborers 
have increased 80 per cent., w hile of 
skilled laborers there  has been only an 
increase of 16 per cent. Child and aged 
labor are  supplanting the  skilled laborer 
and m any ulillion men w ho wish to  work 
are  lying in  chronic idleness. The poor- 

pay is given for th'e m ost unhealthy 
and dangerous labor, w hile the  highest 
pay goes for work surrounded by healthy 
environments. W hat he complained 
abont, said Mr. Bown, w as the  unequal 
distribution. One man now often pos- 

d f a  dozen residences, while 
tw elve other persons were crowded into 
one small room.

The g rea test misery arose from the 
fact th a t those who lived a  life of con­
s ta n t toil lived also a  life of constant 
fear th a t even the  poor pittance  they re­
ceived would be taken  from them . There 

vlissatisfaction, undoubted dissatis­
faction, and  m ilita ry  officers today  were 
planning m eans for the  suppression of 
not mobs of anarchists, b u t of disaffected 
laboring men.

All classes of citizens were organizing 
for the purpose of lobbying and th is was 

en of the  ministers. There w as a 
betw een capitalists and  .laborers. 

N ot over the  production of w ealth , bu t 
over i ts  division. M any reliefs had been 
proposed for th is state of affairs.

Charity  w as one, b u t  Mr. Bowen held 
th a t in  th is regard  charity  w as a  failure, 
I t  enabled m en to  compromise w ith  their 
conscience _by giving back a  sm all por­
tion o f the ir gains. I t  also encouraged 
pauperism. To receive something fo 
nothing, said Mr. Bowen, is th e  surest 
m eans of breaking down manhood.

Charity  was no substitute fo r justice. 
Education and  increased skill had been 
proposed as remedies, b u t would equally 
fail of success. T he fau lt is  competi­
tion, and the  fight would be waged just.

b itterly , w hatever the  universal con­
dition o f education and  skill. Economy 
likewise would fail. A  broad spread­
ing national economy would bo a  na­
tional calam ity, throw ing millions out 
o f employment.

A ll these remedies w hich had  been 
mentioned, said Mr. Bowen, were 
tues, and  applied individually would be 

help, b u t applied universally would

Continuing,*Mr. Bowen said th e  golden 
ru le  was a  good one, b u t th a t the  golden 
ru le  w as defeated by th e  ru le  of gold. 
T he remedy for th e  existing evils, he 
said, w as to  socialize land and  capital. 
T here m ust be free access to  the  land.

To organize a  co-operative common­
w ealth was a  trem endous affair, and  ho 
only believed in  approaching th e  m atter 
by  stages. H e though t tho government 
should appropriate-all railroad, telegraph 
and telephone systems and  all m unicipal 
franchises. These things could be ac­
complished, said M r. Bowen. Every 
child today h a d  on its  shoulders a  $500 
railroad bond on w hich i t  m ust pay in­
terest and  dividends. R un  the  railroads 
in  the  interest of the  people, n o t for 
profits, b u t fo r expenses, and  the  bond 

the  other hand would belong to  the 
child.

The governm ent, said Mr. Bowen, had 
never gone in to  any  productive en ter­
prise in  which i t  has no t succeeded far 
be tter than  any  private citizens coqjd. 
T he m ail service was cited by  the  speaker 
as an instance.

Mr. Bowen held th a t the  plans out­
lined would n o t resu lt iu  any  loss of in ­
dividuality , b u t  would allow additional 
tim e  free  from  grind ing  down occupa­
tions for the  development of individual­
ity .—W ashington Star.

Tho Blind Load tho Blind 
T hat th e  poor are  good to  one another 

is the  silen t testim ony of the  race of beg­
gars. Many of the  cross streets up  town 
through which throngs of w orking peo­
ple pass to  and from the ir  w ork are  in­
fested w ith beggars in  the  early  m orn­
ing and evening hours, and  to  a n  incred­
ible extent. These birds of prey, w 
are  for th e  m ost p a rt bloated, ragged 
women whose ta tte rs  are  redolent of 
whisky, place themselves close to  the  
stoop of some respectable dw elling house 
and, crouching against th e  rail, hold out 
a  grim y hand w hich suggests ra the r 
than asks a  gift. Young g irls going 
to  th e ir  w ork  are  moved to  compassion, 
and mea feel a  superstitious repugnance 
to  passing an old woman in 
so these sodden, hopeless w aifs of hu­
m anity find i t  profitable to  haun t the 
places through which the  tide  of daily 
labor ebbs and flows m ost sw iftly. In 
tho m a tte r  of charity , the  practical dif­
ference seems to  be th a t the  r ich  sub­
scribe to  charitable societies, the  poor 
give to  those poorer than themselves. 
B u t the  poor give from  the ir  poverty.— 
New Y ork Sun.

Servants of England has a  to ta l mem­
bership of 27,000 railroad employee, being 
an increase of 7,000 during the  past year. 
Its total income for th e  year amounted
to $180,000, and  i t  had a  balance in  the  
bank on May 30 of no less than  half i 
m illion and no liabilities, i ts  receipt 
over all expenditures in  1890 being $80.

The grea test insu lt w hich the  politi­
cians of the  land are  pu tting  upon the 
farm ers today is the declaration th a t the 
political revolt will disappear w ith the 
harvesting of good crops this fall. In 
other words, these enemies of th e  people 

th a t a  temporary bit of_ prosperity 
will cu re  th e  farm er of a ll desire to  re­
form the  gross abuses of government 
of which they have long been the  princi­
pal victims. I t is a  grea t satisfaction to  
reflect th a t the  politician is deceiving 
himself in  his assumption even more 
than he has deceived the  indifferent and 
disgusted farmers iu  years past.

For how happens it  th a t the  politician 
has come to  regard the  farm er aa his 
plian t tool? I t js tru e  th a t fo r many 

farm ers as a  class took no active 
interest in  politics. They voted, a  fair 
proportion of them , bu t they voted ac­
cording to  trad ition  ra the r than  accord- 

the ir judgm ent. They voted one 
ticket o r  th e  other because they  had al­
ways voted th a t ticket, and because the 
m en who made politics the ir  business 
continued to  urge them  to  vote tha t 
way. But they c ared migbTy little  for 

issues w hich were perennially 
brought before them . I t became a  m at­
te r  of indifference to  many. They re­
tained some sentim ental regard for the 
old party  w ith which they had tdl their 
lives been enrolled. They did not for a 
m om ent realize how v itally  the ir  ma­
terial in terests were affected.

Nine farm ers ou t of ten  have believed 
until not-long ago th a t their welfare was 
n o t m aterially affected by  political af­
fairs, except in the  size of the  tax  bills 

called on to  pay every year. 
I f  these did no t grow  too large, they 

content to  le t the  d irty  business of 
politics alone. How many farmers im­
agined th a t the ir everyday life, their in ­
come from  crops and stock, th e  cost of 
living were direcSy influenced by tho 
government a t  W ashington and a t  their 
s tate capitols?

They have learned the  lesson of op­
pression and misgovernmeut. They have 
found th a t the ir tax  bills a re  the  least 
im portant levy which the  government 
really puts upon them. T hey have dis­
covered th a t politics are  of as vital con- 

to  them  as any  other feature of 
the ir affairs. A nd h aving found it  out, 
does anybody suppose they are going to 
subm it to  deception and  robbery and 
m isgovernment again? The farm ers of 
America a re  no t fools. U ndoubtedly the  
leaders of the  old parties would gladly 
reduce them  again to  uncomplaining in­
difference. But i t  w ill take more than 
the  price of one good crop to  do it. They 
know now w hat th e  trouble is. They 
know, too, th a t tho remedy lies in  their 
own hands. They propose to  have not 
only a  good crop th is  fall, bu t political 
independence, too, now and forever.

A nd political independence and  in tel­
ligence are  going to  bring  other good 
things in  th e ir  train . Although po­
litical reform  is  th e  first and for the 

the  m ost im portant o f th e  alm s of 
the  grea t co-operative movement of the 
agriculturists of the  land, other great 
objects are  to  bo accomplished. Co­
operative buying and  selling are  already 
done on a  large scale by the  A lliance in 
well organized states, and m any thou­
sand dollars are  being saved by Alliance 
fanners. There will soon be a  wise and 
methodical co-operation in the  raising of 
crops, so th a t there  w ill be a  be tter pro­
portioned production and a  greater 
riety of production throughout the  coun- 
tjy . The productive capacity of land 
will be m ateria lly  increased by the  same 
agency.

Tho delegates to  th e  national conven­
tion a t  Ocala last December gained not 
only political information, b u t they 
gained an insight into Florida's peculiar 
form of w ealth , which is soon to  m ulti 
ply the  productiveness of the  farm s of 
the  land. The A lliance men of Florida 
will soon send to  the  A lliance men of the 
west not only political greetings, b u t the 
stim ulating products of the  vast newly 
discovered phosphate beds w hich will 
help make the  agricu ltu rists Independent 
jf  th e  monopolistic money power.

In these and scores of other w ays po­
litical and other co-operation will in­
crease the  farm ers' independence. And 
yet the  politicians pretend to  believe 
tha t, having gained th is much, the  farm 

is promptly going to  abandon his new 
organization and sink back in to  helpless 
appn: T.-l'iu. The fact is success thus far 
has only stim ulated the  farmer's appe- 

Ho has tasted the  benefits of 
ganizntion and the last thing  he will do 

give them  up. Success w ’" 
make the  fanner a  fool. Prosperity will 
not m ake him sacriftce his independence. 
The party  whip may crack In vain. He 
w ill no longer dance under its  lash. "

WEALTHY BUT INSANE.

M lltlou lr*  Lehmao’i  Luxurious Apart­
ment. In Dloomlnzdnle Asylum.

Descending to  tho first floor the  locked 
doors on  the  r ig h t o f the  parlor open 
upon the  private suite of apartm ents 
occupied by  th e  insane Chicago million­
a ire  E. J .  Lehm an. Mr. Lehm an was 
and is s till the  proprietor of the  biggest 
retail d ry  goods store in  Chicago.

Mr. Lehm an is suffering from  a  form 
of paresis, and a lthough he is b u t 42 
years old there is no t th e  sligh test hope 
of h is recovery. He lives like a  k ing in 
his Apartments, and his fam ily pay for 
the  luxuries w ith  royal liberality.

He has th ree  apartm ents, w hich occu­
py all th e  r igh t side of the  house on the 
lower floor. F or these rooms and board 
alone he pays {100 a  week. Then ho has 
three special a ttendants who keep with 
him nigh t and day. These cost $43 a 
week additional.

He keeps his horses and carriages and 
rides ou t once a  day. One of the  a ttend­
a n ts does the  driving, w hile the  other 
tw o l i t  on either side of him . For the  
m any other luxuries he  enjoys Mr. Leh­
m an pays out in  a ll $100 a  week. He 
pays more than  any other inm ate  of the 
asylum.

W hile a t  tim es he is quiet and pleas­
an t Mr. Lehm an is ono of the  wildest 
m en in  the  asylum w hen an insane fit 
strikes him. I t  is because of this th a t 
it  is necessary to  keep th ree  attendants 
w atching him . He- has smashed thou­
sands of dollars’ w orth  of fu rn itu re  since 
his incarceration. He is a  toll, athletic­
ally b u ilt m an, and is possessed of enor­
mous streng th  - when he becomes wild. 
A lthough h is three a ttendants aro all 
trained ath letes they have grea t difficulty 
in  holding him  a t times.

W hile he sleeps in  one of tho  small 
rooms an a ttendan t sits a t h is bedside 
and  w atches a ll n igh t, w hile the  other 
tw o sleep in  the  large room a  few feet 
d is tan t

In addition to  th e  nsual iron gratings 
on the  windows several strong bars have 
been placed. Several tim es a  week the 
Chicago m illionaire tries to  break ou t of 
the  rooms. He has almost wrenched the 
iron gratings from  the ir places, and  on 
one occasion alm ost succeeded in  climb­
ing  up  the  wall to  tho gloss transom 
above the  top of the  door and  breaking 
through. To guard  a gainst a repetition 
of this the glass has been removed and 
wooden boards have been nailed in  its 
place.

A bout once a  m onth Mr. Lehman's 
wife comes on from Chicago to  see her 
husband. Som etimes she brings one of 
her four children w ith  her. She is not 
permitted to  ipeak to  him  o r  allow him 
to see her.

W hile she stands in  one p a rt of the 
grounds ho is d riven past her in  h is car­
riage, and in th is way she is enabled to 
catch a  brief glimpse of his foco.

In his rational moments Mr. Lehm an 
talks to  his a ttendan ts  about his wife 
and children. He says th a t he has tho 
sweetest fam ily in  the  world and tha t 
they all love him.

In  his parlor Mr. Lehm an has a  hand­
somely carved organ. He is very fond 
of music and is a  musician of no  insig­
nificant skill. Ho plays upon the  organ 
a t  tim es half the  day  and completely en­
chants th e  o the r inm ates of the  house.— 
New York Journal.

A Hotel W alter Who Owns H onei.
A  wealthy w aiter is Bamuol Roche, 

w ho may be seen any day in  tho dining 
room of the  B runsw ick He is w orth 
over $40,000, and a ll through following 
a  few words of advice th a t Ja y  Gould 
gave him. He owns a  large flat house 
in  110th street, and W alter Rocke in  the 
Brunswick d ining room and Mr. Rocke 
outside are  tw o different men. He is  a 
g rea t adm irer of tro tting  horses, and is 
often seen on the  road holding the  rib ­
bons over a  fast flyer.
