F re iherr M arschall von Bieberstein, 
the  state secretary for foreign affairs, 
who accompanied his im perial master, 
the  German emperor, on his tr ip  to 
G reat B ritain , w hile a  mem ber of the 
reichstag in  1878 very miexpectodly 
found himself in an em barrassing situa­
tion, as a  resu lt of h is activity in  secur­
ing  the  passage of a  law  rela ting  chiefly 
to  the Jew s, the  story of which w as re­
lated yesterday by  Mr. Moses Oppen- 
heimer, of 88 Broadway.

I  have m et the  baron m any a  time," 
said Mr. Oppenheimer, “ a t the  Mann­
heim Chess club, of which we both were 
members. lie  is an am bitious man, 

vas m uch pleased when he was, in  
1878, elected to  the  reichstag, the  first 
oltra-ConservativeTnember th a t had ob­
tained a  victory in  Baden. He was very 
active in  the  German parliam ent, being 
one of the  brightest, as well as the  most 
aggressive, men in th a t rather d u ll con­
glomerate, the  ultra-Conservative party. 
H is prom inent participation in  th e  enact­
m ent of the  an tiusury  law  resulted in  a 
ra the r funny complication.

I  happened to  know personally the 
other actor in  the  story, and I  have ray 
information direc tly  from  him. His 

> w as Louis A ltheim er, a  well-to-do 
ew residing in  M annheim and liv­

ing on th e  proceeds of a  snug fortune 
which he had  amassed in  h is youth  in  
the  U nited States.

PALLED THEM BLOODSUCKERS.
A ltheimer's specialty was to  lend 

money to  officers of the  arm y, to  officials 
and others of th a t class of society on 
their ' promissory notes. H is regular 
charge w.as 12 per cent, per annum . He 
would, of course, accommodate only 
people who seemed to  be good pay. As 

ru le  ho would extend the  note from 
tim e to  tim e on paym ent of the  interest, 
provided he had no fear of suffering a 
loss.

In  those days Baron Marschall's fa­
ther was yet alive and in  possession of 
his moderate estate. The young prose­
cu ting  atto rney  had to  get along in the 

. on h is ra the r modest salary. He 
managed i t  p re tty  well u n til he had 
some trouble w ith a  young woman. I t 
would never do for the  rising young 
courtier and conservative statesm an to  
have tho scandal made public, and to 
hush it up  about 5,000 m arks in  cash 
was absolutely required. The baron en­
tered into negotiations w ith  Mr. A lt­
heimer and secured the  loan o f his note. 
T he interest was paid p rom ptly, and  the 
little  bill w as ex tended 'severa l times 
w ithou t any  difficulty.

In advocating the  an tiusury  bill in 
tho reichstag Baron M arschall delivered

vehement speech against blood suck­
ing usurers, especially those of Hebrew 
descent. The law as passed, largely 
owing to  Marschall’B persistency, was 
ixceedingly vague in  its  provisions, leav­

ing it  p ractically  to  the  discretion of the 
courts to  say w hether in  any  given case 
the  taking of more than  6 per cent, was 
crim inal usury, punishable by  im pris­
onment a t  hard labor and  by  fines.

WOULD NOT RENEW.
“ The session of the  reichstag closed; 

the baron retu rned  to  M annheim and  re­
sumed the duties of his office. Mean­
w hile his note for 5,000 m arks, held by 
Mr. Altheimer, was soon to  fall due. The 
baron w rote a  note to  h is creditor, ask­
ing  him  to  call and  arrange for an  exten­
sion of tim e under the  usual conditions; 
A ltheim er replied briefly in  w riting  tha t 
under the  new an tiusury  law  he did not 
feel safe in  continuing to  lend m oney in  
his form er w ay, and therefore proposed 
to  go in to  some other business, where 
his capital would yield him  legitim ate 
profits. He notified tho baron th a t the 
note would be presented for collection.

“This tu rn  of affairs was embarrassing 
for tho young statesm an. He wrote 
again to  Mr. A ltheim er, saying th a t the 
usury  a c t was never intended for cases 
like his, and  could not apply to  th e ir  re ­
lation. He urged a  renewal of the  note 
os a perfectly safe and sensible transac­
tion.

“A  reply soon came from the  Hebrew, 
acknowledging tho baron’s  good in ten ­
tions as well as his legal acumen, b n t at 
the  same tim e pointing to  tho fac t tha t 
tho interpre tation  of th e  law  was left 
entirely  to  the  courts.

“  ‘U nder those circumstances,’ A lt­
heim er continued, T do  no t feel dis­
posed to  p u t m y neck in to  th e  halter. I 
cannot renew your note. You have been 
accommodated so far  by  one of the 
m uch abused Hebrew  usurers a t his 
own terms. Your popularity and your 
position w ill probably induce some of 
your C hristian friends to  lend you tho 
amount w ithout security  on perfectly 
legal in terest.’ '

“ Mr. A ltheim er’s no te , i t  is needless 
to  add, was promptly paid. Marschall 
subsequently became the  diplom atic rep­
resentative of the  grand  duke of Baden 
a t  Berlin, and  s till la ter ho w as appoint­
ed under secretary o f state in  the  for­
eign office, filling th e  place form erly oc­
cupied by Count H erbert Bismarck."— 
New Y ork Sun.

Bach signs as these fire noted in  fatal 
cases of cholera m orbus, a s  well 
cholera, when the  form er occurs in  the 
feeble and  aged.

P a tien ts presenting them  should bo a t 
once surrounded w ith bqttles o f  hot 
w ater and  have an ice bag applied to  
the  spine, a fte r  w hich they  should bo 
loaded w ith blankets. T he purpose ' 
of course, to  restore th e  heat o f the 
body, and  th is  w ill never be easy in  any 
case.
