Syracuse, N. Y, Auvg. 6 —The St.
Louls express on the West Shore rallway,
which leaves here at 1:58 a. m., met with
& terrible accident three miles west of
Port Byron this worning, near what s
known as Datcher's cut. The traln was
ranning at & high rate of speed, and at
that polut ran loto & frelght traln. The
wreck was an awful oue, and up 10 0
o'olock the deaths number cleven. Those
Kkllled outright aud thoss who dled from
irjarfes were all Iiallans, with oue ex-
ceptlon, the fireman of the passenger
train. The eleven Itallans wers badly
hurt, and four more will probably dle.
Twelve cars of the frelght train were
wrecked and plled vpon the tracks, com-
plately blocking the tracks. The wrack
took fire,and the passenger train burned,
with the excepilon of three slcepers
Followlog 1s the list of ths killed and
wounnded:

Speaking of industrial
musenms, we wish to note thata very
complete little musenm of industrial art
exists in the Pratt institute, Brooklyn,
being created as a partof that beneficent
enterprise.—Decorator and Furnisher.

Profits of Fruit Culture.
Few people are aware of the enormous
profits realized by the successful fruit
growers of California, and yet fortunes
are being made in this industry. A
notable example of this fact is A. T.
Hatch, whose success has been little
short of the marvelous. On his fruit
farm in Solano county he has 400 acres
of full bearing trees and 400 acres of
trees that are still too young to produce
even a small yield. Last year from the
400 acres, after paying tho-expenses of
the entire orchard, he realized a net profit
of $100,000. The cost of caring for the
young orchard was nearly or quite $10,-
000, g0 that his actual profits wero a
little more than $200 per acre. Prices
were unusually high, but the yield of
this year is so much greater that ho ex:
pects even larger returns.—San
cisco Call.
