An Unsinkable Steel Boat.
Mr. W. Wells, of Leith, is about to
uco a patent steel boat which is
claimed to be absolutely unsinkable and
instantaneously self righting. It is built
in airtight and watertight sections, and
is suitable for sporting purposes, being
perfectly safe and fast under sail or oar.
It may be a valuable addition to the life
saving equipment of yachts and vessels
of all classes. The steel boats are light
and may be subjected to any amount of
rough usage, and the inventor maintains
that the piercing of one or more sections
would onlyin a slight degree affect their
buoyancy.

Some of the boats have,we are in-
formed, been subjected to a series of
trials on the Firth of Forth in all
weathers, and have been proved to pos-
sess all the good qualities which have
been claimed for them. It was found
that if one of the watertight sections
was pierced the result would be that the
water would seal the air in the section,
which wonld continue to afford support.

If both sections were pierced the boat
would only draw a little more water,

In England the public criers appear to
have been o national institution at an
early period. The, Q all kinds of

. | g0ods, and wero sworn to tell “truly and

well to tho best of their ability and
¢l power.” Aftera while the bellman or
town crier was appointed for the benefit
of tho commaunity at large, In most of
the country towns of Great Britain, and
even in London, there are still bellmen
and parisl criers, though their offices are
little more than sinecures. The pro
cial crier’s duties aro of the most varied
description, and relate to objects lost or
found, salés by public auction or pri
vate contract, weddings, christenings or
fanerals.

Bat the bellman as a means of adver
tising has seen his last days. Nearly
three-quarters of a century ago in Eng-
land yagons were driven throngh the
streots surmounted by revolving turrets
on which wero painted flaming an-
nouncements of coming events, and men
on horseback rode up and down the
principal thoroughfares with great bill
boards strapped on cither side of them
to attract public attention.

The first regular newspaper, The Cer-
tain News of This Present Week, pub-
lished in London in 1622, contained no

This committes was provided for in 1877,
but did not make a report until 1850,
At that time the tariff was ocoupying
the minds of the people, and matters of
this nature were neglected. It is desig-
nated as senate report No. 530, Forty-
sixth congress, second session. Tho re-
port was wade by Senator Davis, of
West Virginia. Itis an interesting doc-
ument and proves the slipshod manner
in which the finances of the country are
conducted.

The annual reports of the public debt
from 1835 to 1809 were increased by the
statement of 1571 and huve remained in
subsequent reports, $247,700,674.71. In
regard to loans and treasury notes the
report; for 1603 gave the aniount at §7566,-
489,905.67. ‘The report of 1854 gave the
amount in 1863 to be §776,652,801.67.  In
1870 ut $314,025,404.96 and 1871 at §717,-
284,707.01, The question is, why has
the report of 1863 been changed so of ten?
The testimony of Mr. Guilford, ono of
the clerks, was to this effect: Tiis state-
ment proves the fact of the changes in
the finance reports; it also shows that
three items, one of §2,010,776.10, one of
$1,000,000 and ome of §5,274,031.09, ag-

"8 | aregating §6,203,527.79, are not upon the

debt books, but were added, as Mr.
Gnilford testifies, under the direction of
the secretary of the treasury in order to
harmonize the two.

The report further says in the official
finance reports of 1800 and previons
years the bonds issukd to the Pacific
railroad companies were treated as part
of the public debt, amounting in 1869 to
438,038,820, and in 1879 this item was
dropped from the public debt statement;
and treated as a separate debt, and yet
instead of the aggrezate of the debt for
the year 1860 being thereby reduced $59,-
000,000, there was an upparent, increase
in the total of §9,000,000; and adding
the $58,000,000 the secretary’s statement
showed an increase of §157,000,000 in the
public debt over the amount of it as
stated by the register,

Mr. Bayley, another clerk, says that
he found a difference of §116,000,000 be-
tween the public debt statement at that
time and the amount of debt stated from
receipts and expenditures, and the dis-
crepancy appears for the first time in
the finance report of 1871. That is to
say, when the reccipts and expenditures
onl acconnt of the public debt wers com-
pared in 1870, thers were §116,000,000 of
the public debt, according to the secre-
tary's debt statement, unuccounted for
by a statement made from the receipts
and expenditures.

From the beginning of the govern-
ment to Juue 80, 187
The total receipts wero,
Tho total net expenditures,

nuul aﬂtlre&«; of President Stokes was
specially strong and interesting, and ex-
cited general attention all over the state.
National President Polk was present and
addressed the meeting. He spoke par-
ticularly of the subtreasury plan, in;
much as it has been brought specially to
the front by anti-Alliance influence and
discussion. Near the close of hisaddress
the delegates to tho convention were
asked to express themselves, and they
voted solidly for: Abolition of national
banks; issnance of money direct to the
people at a low rate of interest, and the
strict prohibition of gambling in farm
products.  With reference to this matter
the partisan papers were full of misstate-
ments. Their abuse aud wisrepresenta-
tion of President Stokes was violent.

Dr. Stokes was re-elected president of
the state Alliance, as were all the old
officers, except one, by acclamation. All
the officers were earnest and strennous
supporters of the Ocala platform in its
entirety, and their unanimous re-elec-
tion shows the South Carolina Alliance
to be solid for all the Alliance demands.
The meeting was enthusiastic through-
out the entire session and vigorously ap-
proved the proposition to raise a propa-
ganda fund. A collection was taken

to over §250.
E. T. Stackhouse gave his check for fifty
dollars.

The feature of Friday's session was the
much talked of debate on the subtreas-
ury plan between Governor Tillman, of
South Carolina, and Hon.-Ben Terrill, of
Texas.. It was first announced that this
debate would be open to the public, but
inasmuch as it was to be between two
members of the Alliance, President
Stokes decided that it ought to be con-
ducted within the Alliance hall and only
before Alliance members. Had one of
the debaters been a non-Alliance'man
the debate would have been public, The
best Alliance speakers will moct any
non-Alliance man at any possible time
in public discussion.

The debate between the two Alliance
men was masterly and thrillingly inter-
esting. The same day the following
telegram was received by the Reform
Press bureau:

Ether is
more volatile and thereforo less danger-
ous.—New York Commercial Advertiser.

HIS DEATH MISSION.

A Graphle Account of an Almost Track-
less Pursnit—Hosw the Untutored Savage
Mis Vietim—The

Camp Fire's Deadly Eidence.

A single Indian has been following the
right hand bank of the Rio Pecos river
where it trends to the angle of the Chico
w Mexico.

Fort Sumner is 50 miles to the south,
Santa Fe 100 to the north. Itisa wild,
weird country, with the staked plains
gweeping right up to tho water of the
Pecos from the east, and the country to
tho west is forest, ravine, valley and
desolation.

Tn a dip of the earth, and still further
shielded Dby great bowlders, the Indian
has found a few charred sticks and a
h'mrlful of ashes—relics of a camp fire,

o eprings to tho cover of a rock, and
for a quarter of an hour nothing is seen
or heard of him. Instinct taught him
that—the samo instinet that any wild
animal has. By and by ho carefully
Tises into view and steps forward to ex-
amine the ashes.

It rained threo days before. The ashes
arcdry.
