On th is  condition only, 
bo said, cnnld he secure h i.  freedom.

P e r r l j - ’i  nephew refuted to  comply 
w l.h  th e  n q u e s t  and the  kidnappers, 
evidently aiarm ed a t  t h '  sensath n 
caused by the  abduction determ ined to 
rel**ate Mr. Perrlen.

T he tf le c t was to  goberally depress 
prices, altbongh  values d .d  not fall as 
low as It was expected they  would, as 
m any of the  leading brokers had rc 
celyed private  advices as 10 th e  probable 
prom ulgation of the  decrre. One effect 
of tb e  nil are has b-en to r a ls ; the  price 
of rye alm ost to  the  price of wheat. 
N ew spapers recall num erous occasions 
w hen appeals have been made to  the 
governm ent to  reduce Im port d u tlts  on 
grain  In tbe  face of the  continual ad­
vance In prices, and  gloomy harvest 
prospects. T hey ta r  I t Is now almost 
V o la te  to  avoid tne  distress th a t win 
loll iw the  sho rt German crops, b u t nrgr 
ta a l  the  removal of Duties on grain  will 
help to  mitigate tb* suffering of the 
po .r.

By this ihls instrum ent the  true  merid­
ian Is obtained from the  sun and It Is 
much more reliable than  those Instru ­
m ents th a t  depend on the  magnetic 
needle.

N urtheastern M ontana Is mostly a 
v ast rolling prairie, with some bad lands 
and broken surfaces, and a  gocd portion 
of level fertile  bottoms along tbo streams. 
T herearo  no m ountains except the  short 
Isolated ranges called tho L ittle  R eck; 
and Bear Paw  mountains.

T he more level portions of the  coun­
try  are  covered with a  flue growth of 
nutritious grasses, and every year there 
are  millions of dollars worth of floe beef 
cattle, horses, sheep and wool sold off 
and shipped away on the  railroads, and 
the  animals are  all raised and the  beeves 
fattened  entirely  upon tho herbage th a t 
grows upon tho public domain. The 
c attle  companfet secure possestl m of 
some location where w ater and  some 
tim ber or brush for w inter shelter can 
be controlled and this practically makes 
good the ir title  to a g rea t range of fine 
pasture land which Is owned by the  peo­
ple of the United States.

In  Ju ly  I  saw grazing on the  na tura l 
pastures cattle  th a t bad been w intered

on the  open range with no other feed 
than th a t gathered by themselves and 
they were fit fo r shipm ent aud wi 
m ake fine beef

One nf the  sights th a t strikes the 
traveler along these lines of new rail­
ways Is the  Immense piles—hundreds of 
tons—of the  bones of the  buffa'o placed 
along the  side tracks ready for shipm ent 
The local traders hire the Indians—th a t 
Ir, the  female Indians—to go over 
prairies and ga ther up the  numerous 
skeletons of the  Buffalo, and pack them 
on the ir ponies to  th e  railway stations, 
whence they are  shipped to  the  large 
cMes. Thus the  noble animal the  buf 
falo—now alm ost extinct—Is making bis 
last contrlbut'on to civilization by yield­
ing up his bones to  m ake Into fertlllzsra 
Will tho  nob e Red Man—who Is also fast 
running out— be able to  m ake any 
g o tte r  contribution to  civilization than 
the onffah.?

While Staying a t  Glasgow, M ontana, I 
witnessed tbe  preparation for aud be­
ginning of a  sun dauce by a baud of 
Creek Ipdlans, who had come over tbe 
border from the  B ritish N orthwest tsrtl-  
tuiy. T he United S tates government, 
through the  agon 's a id  employes on the 
I .dlan reservations, discourage aud pm- 
v ’n t  tboie brm al and p tgan  orglas th a t 
sre known as the sun dauce. During the 
continuance of Ibis dance, which lasts 
about throe days aod nights, tho bravos 
perform -m any acts to lest their g r it and 
endurance, som etlm 's cu tting  the  skin 
ou tbulr limbs aod breasts aud Inserting 
cords In the  loups thus mads a id  sns 
pending their bodies by these cords 
fsstcnod Into tbulr flesh. T hey carry  on 
the dance In relays and when one falls to 
tho g rourd  exhausted and seemingly 
dead another takes his place and so the 
dr-nce Is kep t up for days and nights 
Hideous sounds are  made by the  Indians 
aod tquaw s with the ir vocal organs aod 
with rude musical Instrum enit. The 
Indiana say th a t the  sun dance la a 
religious ceremony. I t  Is carried on In 
a  very large tepee or ten t-shap 'd  struc 
to re  made of poles aud brush and cov­
ered with thin ten t cloths, which Is con­
structed for this purpose only and torn 
down when the dance 1s over.

TYRANNY OF TRUSTS.

THEY HAVE LONG CONTROLLED NA­
TIONAL AND STATE LAWMAKERS.

Corporations, combines and  tru s ts  are 
menacing the  perm anent in terests of 
the  country  and are  now seriously dis­
tu rb ing  its  social and  industrial law  and 
order. Tw enty years ago m en of brains 
and  foresight began to  cry  ou t against the 
toleration of such organizations, and  to 
foretell the  results w hich would follow 
the ir existence. H ad these men been 
sent to  s ta te  and national legislatures, 
th e  people of th e  country  would now  be 
a t  peace am ong themselves and pros­
perity and contentm ent would bo gen- 
eraL B ut th e ir  pleadings and  warnings 
were either unnoticed o r unheeded, and 
we are  now struggling w ith th e  grievous 
and  dangerous conditions which they 
foretold. These conditions owe their ex­
istence altogether to  th e  legislation 
w hich has been enacted during the  past 
tw enty years. T his legislation was en­
acted by  greedy and unscrupulous poli­
ticians, who have been sent to  th e  con­
gress of those U nited States—the boasted 
greatest country  on  earth.

The Reform Press News association 
recently published a  lis t of abou t a  hun­
dred of the  larger trusts, and therefore 
sta tistics w ill no t be given here. But i t  
may bo said th a t the re  is no t a  staple a r­
ticle of consumption o r  u til ity  handled 
through the  channels o f  commerce and 
trade  in  th is country  today th a t is  not 
controlled and  priced by  these organiza­
tions known as “ tn is ts.u If  a  citizen 
goes in to  a  grocery store and makee n 
purchase he pays a  “ tru st"  price for the 
article  he buys, pays a  “ tru st"  price for 
the  paper th a t w raps i t  up  and a  “ trust" 
price for the  tw ine  th a t  is  tied  around i t

A  tru s t is a  big combination of corpor­
ations or factories. Let’s  try  to  m ake it  
clear and see w hat its  objects and re­
sults a re. Take the  cotton plaid tru s t 
for instance, w hich says i t  is “n o t a 
trust,"  bu t a  “ simple business arrange­
m ent." A  grea t m any cotton factories 
are  engaged in  m aking plaids. Each 
factory is  try ing  to  do a  big business 
and w ants to  extend tho  sale of its  goods. 
There is a  > strong competition among 
them —so strong th a t i t  am ounts to  a 
fight w ith  each other. In  th is strong 
fight, in  which one factory w ants to  w hip 
the  o ther, prices aro p u t down a s  low as 
the  goods can possibly be m ade a t  a 
profit. The location of some factories is 
such th a t they can tu rn  o u t th e  goods 
cheaper than  other factories, and i f  the 
fight goes on some of the  factories m ust 
go down. A nd th is would be strictly  
business; for if  a  factory cannot make 
and tu rn  o u t goods and  sell them  as 
cheaply as they ought to  be  sold i t  ought 
to  stop and leave th e  w ork  and  trade  
to  some factory th a t can. B u t they  don’t 
do th is. A  factory th a t can  m ake and 
sell the  goods a t  a  reasonable profit w ants 
a  la rger profit; bu t i t  knows th a t an­
other factory somewhere else can make 
the  goods as cheaply as i t  can and  w ill 
continue to  compete w ith  it ,  even i f  the 
factories in  bad locations should be shut 
ou t. T hen a ll the  factories come to ­
gether and  consult; and  all agree th a t 
they w ill charge a  certain  price for the ir 
goods, and  the  price is  alw ays made 
h igh enough to  allow  the  factories in  
the  disadvantageous localities to  have a 
b ig  profit. B ut th is isn’t  all. They see 
th a t all th e  factories combined can  pu t 
ou t more goods than  the  people w aut if 
all should run  on fu ll tim e. So they all 
agree th a t the  ou tpu t shall be a  certain 
quantity , and  i t  should be remembered 
th a t all the  goods should bo sold a t a 
certain  price. Then th e  t r u s t  is com­
pleted by  electing a  president who is 
paid a  large salary.

The factories then go  to  w ork, and  in 
a  sho rt tirae-they m eet and  consult again. 
They find th a t they have m ade and have 
on hand a  la rger quan tity  of goods than 
the  public needs o r will buy. B ut the 
overproduction does no t reduce the  
price. Oh, no. There’s  a  way to  fix 
tha t. Some of the  factories—perhaps 
all of them —m ust sh u t down for awhile. 
T his is done and  hundreds of factory 
operatives who have been w orking for 
very low wages—starvation wages, per­
haps—are throw n o u t of employment. 
T hen they m ust do something else or 
starve. B u t all th e  w hile the  tru s t folks 
are  in  clover. They have taken care tha t 
the ir profits shall be b ig  enough to  make 
them  comfortable—even rich—whether 
the  factories aro  on fu ll tim e or not.

B ut even* th is  is no t the  w orst phase of 
some tru sts. W hen the factories w ant 
to  s ta r t up again they cau tell the  oper­
atives th a t they had  to  shu t down on ac­
count of tho dullness of trade, and if 
they w ant to  go to  work they m ust do so 
a t  reduced wages. The stockholders of 
a  tru s t m ay be scattered a ll through the 
country, bu t the ir in terests are  in  the 
hands of men who m eet approval from 
th e  stockholders in  proportion to  tho in­
crease of dividends secured w ithout re­
gard to  tho m eans and methods by which 
they are secured. The operatives know 
this, and instead of feeling a loyal inter­
est in  the  prosperity of the  fam ily in 
w hich they w ork, they perform their 
w ork in  a  spiritless and sullen m anner. 
A  feeling of bitterness is engendered 
among them . They complain and fre­
quently strike.

I t seems th a t the  greed for money— 
for more than  enough—throw s a  filni 
over the  eyes of the  stockholders and 
employers. They declare they are  only 
m aintaining the ir righ ts, and  in  this free 
country  any  man may own a  factory or 
be a  mem ber of a  trust. How ridicu­
lous! Suppose every man should be a 
factory ow ner o r  a  member of a  trust. 
W ho would operate tho  machinery?

Tho trouble w ith corporations is fre­
quently  as bad and  sometimes worse than 
th a t w ith trusts. Such organizations as 
insurance companies, m ining companies, 
banking and  loan companies a ll take the 
form  of corporations, and  under existing 
m ethods of legislation secure charters 
and  franchises g ran ting  certain  privi­
leges from th e  arate or national govern­
m ent. I t  Is n o t a n  infrequent thing  for 
one of these companies to  begin business 
w ith a capital stock of $ 100,000 and soon 
fail for as m uch as a  m illion. In  such 
cases the  stockholders m ay suffer; bu t 
w ho loses the  $900,000 over and above

I f  persuasion fail in  this, money is 
brought forw ard as an ally in  the  work, 
and  th is  a lly  has seldom failed to  score a 
victory. As a  resu lt there is  an endless 
fraudulent pension roll, special river and 
harbor appropriations for river and coast 
constituencies, high ta riff  laws for m an­
ufacturers, land gran ts for railroads, in­
te rs tate  commerce bills fo r shippers, sub­
sidies for steam ship lines, specially fa­
vorable legislation for bondholders, very 
special privileges fo r banks, etc., b u t not 
one single general benevolent law  for 
the  citizen o r  the  people. T his k ind of 
legislation is entirely  responsible for the 
grea t disturbance of the  hour.

The only remedy seems to  b s  a  repeal 
of m any of the  laws now on the  sta tu te  
books, o r  the  m aking of more laws 
which w ill give the  now unfavored 
classes and  elements an equal chance 
w ith those for whom so m uch legislation 
has been made. If  the  present law m ak­
in g  elem ent shall be continued in  power 
neither remedy w ill be undertaken. A 
change in  the present legislative system 
m ust be preceded by  a  complete change 
in  the  legislative power. An opportu­
n ity  fo r m aking th is change is  fast ap­
proaching.

T hey made 
every robo from  th e  chris ten ing  to  tho 
bridal fo r m y tw o older daughters, and 
tho w ork  in  w hich they havo engaged 
tinco has been m ost varied.

W om an’s  sphere is  w here the  Lord has 
placed her. W o a ll deplore tho  condi­
tions th a t rednco young children and 
tender women to  ha rd  labor for which 
they havo neither fitness nor strength, 
b u t I  beliovo th a t th ings ad ju st them ­
selves in  tho end and  wo mold c ircum ­
stances till we find onr level. Homo is a  
sweet place, b u t i t  in n o t tho  only place, 

ire  m a terna l tho  only du ties of 
womanhood. L ife is  m ade u p  of a  se­
ries of conditions, and  th e  ta len ts of men 
and  women a re  equally  varied.

EDUCATION IS NECESSARY.
I  deny th a t woman needs a  special 

train ing  for w hat yon a re  pleased to  
term  th e  profession of m otherhood. Ma­
ternal love is  innate.

T his ta lk  abou t g irls losing the ir 
fem ininity  and  unsexxng them selves in 
industrial en terprises I  th ink  id le  and 
senseless. T he very w ord “ nusex" is  to  
mo a  misnomer, and  if  a  w om an becomes 
coarse and  bold and  rough  in  business,

F irs t w alked tw o a n ts  carry ing  a 
body, then tw o w ithou t a  burden, then 
tw o others w ith another dead an t, and so 
on u n til the  line extended about forty 
pairs; and the  procession now moved 
slowly onward, followed by an irregular 
body of about 200 an ts.—School and
