Be r n e , Aug. 18 —The people of this 
republic have hardly recovered from the 
railroad scare caused by the  terrib le  ac­
c ident a t  Moenchensteln In Ju n e  Iasi, by 
which over 130 persons on an excursion 
lost the ir lives and about 300 were In­
jured, when they were again yesterday 
s tartled  by ano ther wholesale loss of life 
by reason of a  railroad accident. This 
last d isaster occurred on the  J u r a  Sim­
plon railroad line, near the  village of 
Z illlkofen, no t fa r  from Ih 's  c ity .- The 
details of the accident as received here 
up to  the  p resent are  as follows:

A special train  carry ing  a  large num­
ber of excursionists from  the  country 
d istric ts to th is city was on Its way here, 
th e  passengers Intending to  take p a rt In 
th e  centenary fetes which are  now In 
progress here and elsewhere th roughout 
Sw itzerland, T h is  excursion train  
slopped a t  R illlkofen In order to  en­
able It to  be ikunted  Into a  siding to  as 
to  le t the  Pa ris  express pass. By some 
gross nrgllgence, apparently  upon the 
p a r t c f  the  railroad officials, the  Paris 
train  loaded with foreign travelers was 
no t w arned to  look o u t fo r the  excursion 
tra in  while passing Zolllkofeo, and the 
resu lt was th a t tqe  express dashed Into 
the  special tra in . Luckily  the  engineer 
of the  express caught sigh t of the excur­
sion train  In lim e to  p u t down the 
brakes, and to  the  damage dene a id  the 
lost of life was not so grea t as it  might 
have been As It was, th e  engine of ihi- 
express cu t Into and alm ost entirely 
demolished the  guard’s van at 
the  rear of the  excursion train , 
which was entirely  empty, and 
then crashed Into the  rearm ost 
of the  passenger cars completely 
wrecking It, and causing considerable 
loss of life. A t th is  hour the  exact 
number of dead and wounded Is not 
known,?>uttwelve Jcorpses.have a lre tdy  
been recovered from the  ruins, and It Is 
known th a t many peop'e  have been seri­
ously Ir ju red  by the  collision. No loss 
of >lfe has hseu reported In connection 
with the  passengers on the  Paris ex­
press, and therefore It Is belluvsd here 
th a t they have all escaped. A special 
train  carrying wrecking appliances, doc- 
'tors and nurses from the  hospitals, to 
gether with a  detachm ent of engineers, 

een dispatched to  the scene of tha 
accident, and crowds of people have 
s tarted  In the  earns direction. T he ma­
jority  of the passengers on board the  ex 
curslon tra in  belong to towns In the 
vicinity of th is city. I t  Is though t that 
no foreign visitors are  among the  excur-

The g ran ite  bowlders, gpmo o f w hich 
very large and  show b u t few evi­

dences of grinding, are  n o t so difficult to  
account for, b u t w h a t is puzzling to  the 
inquirer* is  tho origin o f the  limestone 
bowlders th a t a re  profusely scattered 
among the  g ran ite  rocks. Limestone is 
th e  product of deposits of auimals-wor- 
ganism s whose abode w as in  the  ocean. 
W here these lim estone bow lders now 
found on the  prairies cam e from  is  hard 

determ ine. The origin of glaciers is 
alw ays in  elevations—regions where 
there are  mountains and  valleys.

The v ast and  level plain lying  no rth  as 
far  a s  th e  A rctic ocean, including the 
H udson bay  country, over which the 
glaciers have passed, does n o t present 
the  conditions w hich are  necessary to  
g lacial form ation and progress. Profes­
sor H ay th inks th a t d ifferent levels have 
e x is^ d  from w hich were begun the  gla­
ciers th a t have passed over N orth  Da­
kota.

THE OLD RED OF THE MISSOURL 
T he lim estone bow lders w hich are 

tinua l puzzles to  the  geologist present 
m any evidences of oceanic origin. There 
are num erous fossil rem ains found in 
them —mollnsks th a t lived in  tho  old Si­
lurian  age, w ay back in  th e  early  peri­
ods of the  form ation of th e  earth ’s  crust. 
These bow lders m ust be of very ancient 
origin, because as fa r  a s  noticed they 
contain fossils of th e  early  a nd  sim pler 
form s characteristic  of those eras. 
Among these fossils are  th e  trilobites, 
one of the  commonest of th e  ex tinct spe- 

o f mollnsks th a t flourished in  paleo­
zoic times.

The course of th e  glaciers southw ard 
p lainly m arked east of the  Missouri 
ver. W est of th a t s tream  there  are  few 
no deposits of g lacial d r i f t  P rinc i­

pally on th is  account. Professor H ay 
says th a t i t  is no t improbable th a t the 
Missouri river once ran  through tho 
cen ter o f  the  tw o D akotas, possibly 
where the  Jam es river volley now m arks 

long a n d  noticeable depression in  the  
surface of the  country, and  th a t the 
present tu rb id  and  crooked stream  has 
been literally  pushed w estw ard to  its  
present channel by  th e  encroaching forces 
of glaciers slowly m oving southw ard  and 
filling u p  the  depressions of th e  trac t 
covered w ith  th e  m ateria ls conveyed by 
them.

T he grea t river, w hich has its  source 
in  th e  m ountains, fed by  stream s of melt- 

snow and  ice, probably ran  eastw ard 
as fa r  a s  Devil’s  lake, before taking 
i ts  old southerly course. T he only gla­
c ial d rif t found w est of th e  Missouri is 

the  m ountains and came from  them : 
w hile tho  d r if t  east of the  river belongs 
to  o ther.distant and  d ifferent formations.

ORIGIN OF MANY LAKES.
T he present existing stream s, valleys 

and  coolies have been form ed b y  the  
w ashing o f g rea t stream s of w ater th a t 
have followed th e  m elting  of th e  glaciers. 
T he w ater flowing over th e  deposits left 
by th e  glaciers—earth s  and  shales th a t 
were softened a n d  easily d isturbed—has 
washed ou t tho valleys and  le ft th e  pres­
e n t inconsiderable stream s such 
Jam es and  Cheyenne rivers. The ijjlft 
o r  d iluvium  deposited b y  the  glaciers is 
easily noticed in  the  coolies and  valleys, 
a long the  upper ridge of which 
accum ulations of bowlders. Tho reason 
why a  lino of bow lders nearly  alway 
m arks th e  top  of th e  sides of the  valleys 

th a t th e  other bow lders originally  left 
th e  soil w ashed aw ay, h ave also been 

carried off by  the  ru sh  of w ater.
I t  is no t believed by Profeesor Hay 

th a t the  presence of the  large num ber 
bowlders th a t He piled th ick  on  the 
shores of m any of the  lakes of th is sta te  
can be accounted for by  the  action of 
freezing and thaw ing  w hich  has pushed 
th e  rocks on th e  shore. H e th inks th a t 
m any of the  p resent lakes have been the 
stopping place of glaciers. Borne change 
in  the  tem perature arrested  the  progress 
o f the  ice field, which w as a gain s tarted  
forw ard by  a  sudden m elting, and  the  de­
pressions le ft in  th e  surface, floored w ith 

i unusual deposit of .riders, 
i r  b eautiful lakes.
This action o f th e  glapier can 

tiuc tly  traced  in  South Dakota, where 
there  a re , near H uron, several locaBties 
show ing distinct evidences of where the 
glacier rested, le ft i ts  m onuments 
rounded and poUshed rocks to  m ark  the  
spot and  again moved under the  impel­
ling heat of th e  sun. The progress ol 
th is glacial m arch can  be d istinctly  
traced from poin t t o . poin t by  lines 
bowlders a nd  other indications known 
geologists.—Jam estow n (N. D.) A lert.

My friend B. isn 't rich. It isn 't likely 
that ho over w ill lie rich.

When the lime has absorbed 
all the sulphur that it  is capable of hold­
ing it  is  removed and fresh lime is  sub­
stituted. Tho sulphur saturated lime 
emits a  verg pungent and disagreeable 
odor, especially when the cover 
lifted from the box and the  lime, being 
hot, throws off clouds of steam.

Some doctors have a notion, whether 
w ell or ill founded I  don’t pretend to 
know, that this hot, fonl sm elling vapor 
is a  capital remedy for whooping 
A t all events lots of mothers believe 
them, and when Whooping cough is prev­
alent bring their afflicted little  ones 
the nearest gas.works to inhale it. I t  v 
when several suffering youngsters V i 
snuffing up the vapor and the odor 
around one of the purifying boxes where 
he worked that the inspiration seized 
him. I t  was nothing less than to take 
this foul lime, bottle it  up, give i t  a  high 
sounding name and sell i t  as a  specific 
for whooping cough, offering a  rewa-d 
of 8500 for any case that it  couldn't 
and all that sort o f thing.

Jeewhittakerl" ho exclaimed, enthu­
siastically, when expounding t  he scheme 

te. "Just think of the dead loads of 
cy that is in  it! The limo doesn't 
anything; the company pays to have 

it  carted away. I  can make a contract 
with them to do tho carting and make 
some money out of it. Then all the ex­
pense I  w ill be put to w ill be for bottles, 
labels and advertising. A t fifty cents a 
bottl.i it  is bound to go like hot cakes.

Shooting Guns a t  Night.
Illuminated night sights are now in
