Although w hole webs 
of fine c loth have been most frequently 
used, in  other cases the  bandages are 
fragm entary, and have seams, darns 
and patches. Old napkins are  used, old 
skirts, pieces of som ething th a t may 
have been a  shirt; nnd once a  piece of 
cloth was found w ith an arm hole in  it, 
w ith  seam and gusset and band finely 
stitched by fingers themselves long since 
crumbled and the ir dust blown to the 
four winds.—H arper's Bazar.

T here nro several reasons which m ili­
ta te  again st 'in su rance  for pensions by 

.■age earners. One is w ant o f ade­
qua te  security. No workingman can be 

tha t a  society in to  w hich he enters 
a t tw enty-one w jll be ab le  to  fulfill its 
obligations forty-four years la ter, when 
he becomes a  claim ant fo r u'pension. 
N othing b u t a  national guaran tee  can 
give such security.

A nother reason arises from  the  migra­
to ry  hab its of our w orking population 
which render i t  uncertain w hether a 

will be able to  keep up  his connec- 
w ith any  one society du ring  his 

w hole 'w ork ing  life. A n  insiirnnco sys­
tem  of a  national character would bet­
ter than  any  other m eet th is difficulty.

But g rea ter hindrance than all is the 
doubt which arises from the  uncertainty 

iployment. A man may contribute 
for years und then , ow ing to  depression 

trade  o r otljer cause, be unable 
to  keep up his payments, and so lose 
both pension and contributions. No 
system .of insurance will provide an ef­
fective m eans of escape from old age 
pauperism, .which does not overcome 
th is  difficulty.

T he plan adopted by tho G erm ans in 
their new law is probably ns effective ns 
any th a t can be desired. Each insurer 
is provided w ith a  card divided into 
forty-seven squares; each week, as he 
makes his-weokly paym ent, a  stam p is 
fixed to  one of tho squares, as is done 
w ith our postofflce savings hank cards. 
When the  whole forty-seven spaces are 
filled he has thus made w hat is regarded 

le year's contribution. He is thus 
allowed five weeks in  evory year for 
holidays and broken tim e, if  ou t of 
work he sim ply does no t get his squares 
filled up, and when he comes to  claim 
bis pension the  num ber of years during 
which ho has been a  contribu tor is de­
term ined by tho num ber of cards he bas 
filled; thus, a  period of vo luntary o r  en­
forced idleness does not deprive him  of a 
pension, b n t only slightly  diminishes 
the  am ount ho can claim . N othing bnt 
a  national system  can  well overcome 
th is  difficulty.—Contemporary Review.

Tho GronlU of the Skeleton.
W hen g row th  is a ttained  tho skeleton, 

having reached its  proportions, any  ad­
verse influence affecting the  lym phatic 
system o r nu tritive  supply in  any  way 
tends to  produce leanness. A  well de­

eloped m an having drunk  lye by acci­
den t, a fte r  a  prolonged illness and  recov­
ery  found himself a  liv ing  skeleton. A 
dissection o f th is  m an a fte r  death  d is­
closed tho  fac t th a t th e  thoracic duct 
had been n early  closed up.

Tho earliest recorded exam ple o f this 
class w as C laude Ambrose Seurat, born 
a t  Troyes, France, A pril 10, 1797. Ac­
cording to  th e  account, a t  his b ir th  there 
w as noth ing  in  Ids appearance th a t ind i­
cated  disease, b u t in  proportion as he 
grew  in size his flesh gradually  wasted 
away.

On tho other hand, any  influence 
w hich stim ula tes the  nu tritive  m echan­
ism  unduly degrades th e  secretive and 
assim ilative functions and  tends to  pro­
duce abnorm al fat. Tho living skeleton, 
w ith h is lim ited capacity  for food and 
assured income a s  a  freak, enjoys some 
degree of happiness, b u t the  fu t person 
deserves com m iseratioq. The sta tistics 
of th is  class a re  quite  extensive.—New 
York Times.

Sliorwuu's uem am auio Dream.

The habitual w earing of s* 
w hat loose porous clothing, by  encourag­
ing  perspiration and assisting the 
moval of its  products, will also contrib­
u te  m aterially  tow ard th e  reduction of 
the  general tem perature.

I t is  needful to  keep in  view  thi 
trem e sensitiveness of the  cercbro spinal 
nerve centers, especially those of the 
medulla. The m eans by which protec­
tion can best be accomplished call for a 
brief notice. Among these m ay be * 
tioned th e  adoption of the  fam iliar w hite 
veil behind and over the  head, the  in ­
terposition of a w et w hite  linen cloth 
between head and h a t and the  effectual 
ventilation of th e  la tte r.—London Lan­
cet.
