Mr. Foster
has baen severely critlclsed for his de-
Iay In accepilog vhe proposlifon of the
New York brokers until it was too late
10 carry (s ous, bud he has made noreply
and put In no defen

But Mr. Foster has been made a ecave-
oAt by the adminisiration. The re-
sponsibllity for the fallure of the scheme
rests upon President Harrison himself.
The president's obstinacy in opposing
the scheme was the sole and only reason
for 1ts fallure. It was nearly six weeks
before he would consent and then 1t w:
100 Iate—the opporiunity had gone by.

It Is true that about $18,000,000 of the

The average debt for each farm and
home above reported is estimated at
$1,140. At this average the total in-
debtedness on the two and a quarter
million homes is two billion five hundred
and sixty-five million dollars (§9,563,-
000,000). Thia is an immense debt—just
about as much as the debt of the United
States government at the close of the
war, twenty-six years ago. The govern
ment Lias not paid that debt in full. Oue-
fourth of it is yet an unredeemed bonded
indebteduess. ~ The average rate of in-
terest paid on this debt by the govern-
ment has been about 53 per cent.

Now if the government, sith its un-
limited power of taxation, canuot pay
ap a debt of this kind in twenty-six
years at an interest rate of 34 per cent.,
will somebody tell how long it will take
the farmers to pay the same debs with
an interest rate ranging from 8 to 30 per
cent.? With the present relative value
of money and farm products they conld
never pay it, no matter what sacrifices
they might make or what bardships
they may undergo.
