It ignored the invitation,
went to work in {ts own behalf, put its
men {n the fleld and sent to the leglsla-
tive halls of tho nation men who are now
pledged for and will work for such re-
forms as will servo to porpetuste our re-
publican form of government, and also
to fnsure “‘equal righta to all, spectal
privileges to none.” The Alliance of the
sonth accepted the invitation of the
Democratic party and joined hands with
it, expecting good falth and square deal-
ing from its professed friend. The con-
sequences from beginning to end have
been disappolnting. They have not been

The Alliance and Democratic party
met in conventon in South Carolina to
nominate a governor.

Their oyes
have not opened yet, and their faculties
do not yef receive impressions and real-
iz the conditions of the great reform
movement in the country, They are
gradually but rapidly waking up.

The great blanket sheet, partisan,
platocratic and  dictatorial press {s
largely responsible for the ignorance of
the city people on this movement. The
tendency of this press has been to
press the truth in full, and usually when
the great reform movement has been al-
Iuded to atall 1t was with an assertion that
it was rapidly on the decline. The city
people have contented themselves by ac-
cepting such statements as facts, and
showlng no disposition to take interest
in anything that was losing vigor and
life. But despite the loud and earsplit-
ting cries of partisanry that the life of
the ‘‘reform movement” is wasting away,
the still louder noiso of the movement
has begun to echo among city walls, and
the nofse {3 gradually coming to be un-
derstood.

- . . . .

Now, no longer ablo to keep the city
people ignorant, the partisan press has
herofcally undertaken the task of ex-

plaining all about the matter, taking
articular care in the meantime to use
its own special explanatory methods, It
hopes in this way to continue to keep
the city people in partial unconscions-
ness of the reform movement, and it
will really succeed to a certain extent.

It is always in the country and among.
the honestand patriotic brain and brawn
of anation's people that great economic
and ealutary revolutions begin, It was
50 when the sturdy English subjects of
King John wrung from him the Magna
Charta. It was soin the great rovolo
tion which mado our own great country
free and independent, and lald the
foundation for what might have been
to-day an {deal government and an {deal
people. It was g0 in the rovolution
which changed France from & tyran-
nous monarchy to what is now the most
flourishing republio on earth.

It was 60 {n the revolution from which
Brazil recently emerged as a republic of
the people—no longer subject to mo-
narchical rule or influence. It was so in
the impending revolution in this coun-
try, in which most stupendous contest—
God grant it may be peaceful—ever re-
corded fn history will ba waged to o
finish between & strongly entrenched
plutocratic power and the country's peo-
ple. And in every case the inhabitants
of the great cities wers led to fgnoroand
contemn the movements until they were
too far advanced for the co-operation
and counsels of city people o be useful
or even mcceptable. In this way the
cities which usually claim to produce
men of thought and culture have made
no record in efforts to advauce and pro-
mote the very civilization which they
aro quickest fo appropriate and take ad-
vantage of.

Even now, when the great reform agi-
tation and_movement have banded to-
gether in the country the largest num-
ber of men ever fncluded in organized
bodles, and even when theso organiza-
tions are nearly or quite powerful

An Improvement In Valve Packing.

For a considerable time the Old Col-
ony railroad has had in nze a piston valve
packed with Tripp's packing, this de-
vice, according to the report, giving ng
trouble from leakage, which is the grv'\!
objection to the plain piston valve, The
port does not have to be bridged, the
packing belng such that it cannot fall
out or catch on the edges of the port,
and togive a still larger area of port
opening with the same trayel of valve,
a square piston valye has been devised.

Tho latter is sixteen inches wide and
abont three inches high, and for a certain
width of opening admits steam past the
upper and side edges as well as the sext
opening, thus more than doubling the
area of opening for the same travel of
valye. This applies as well to the ex-
havust as the steam edge, gving a quick
release as well as admission of steam.

Being of the piston type, the valve is
balanced, and, to keap it steam tight, is
packed on top and at the sides. The
packing is an fnch thick all aronnd, and,
a1t s held out by springs, an excess of
pressure fn the oylinders will canse the
valve to lift from the seat, acting asa
relief Into the chest, This device, there-
fore, is gaid to possess all the advantages
of the simple slide valve, and in addition
practicaily double ported and balanced
—New York Sun.

lostinet in Roots.

There seems to be an orderly in-
stinct in roots thut caunot be accounted
for. When the seed sprouts and the
stem starts upward to make the trunk,
one bud pushes down into ths earth to
form a top root. What it is that gives
the order for one to push up and one to
push down is incomprehensible. Bat,
more than this, while the top root is de-
scending deep into the ground, as if to
anchor the tree securely against wind
and storm, other roots start to grow hori-
zontally just beneath the surface of the
ground, These surface roots are at first
but mere fibers. When the antumn ar-
rives, and the leaves fall, most of these
fibers die also, leaving only a few to live
over, and these become permanent sur-

We know why some live to become
permanent roots, as against the thou-
sands which die. We say they are gifted
with greater vita} power. They were
abla to get more nutrition than the oth-
ers, and nutrition to some extent means
vigorons life—but in what way this or

‘When Your Head Is Off.

As human curiosity has never been

The
proportion of oxygen in the blood is suf-
ficient for keeping up the nervous func-
tions for a brief space, never exceeding
half a minute. That the repeated open-
ing and closing of the jaws after the
separation of the head from the body
are nothing bt the reflex action com-
