N ew York, Aog 2T.—H enry Gram' 
llcta, aged 21, of 625 B aibw lck avenue, 
Brooklyn, w ai a t  th e  morgue yeiterday 
afiernoon, think ing  th a t ho m ight be 
able to Identify th e  bodies of those  who 
had been employed by Llebler & M aaii. 
He looked In a t  the  long row of corpses 
and  shuddered.

‘•It was Just an even chance th a t I 
no t In there now," he said, “ for up  t 
few m onths a g i I  worked In th e  same 
room with these boys th a t He In the  cof­
fins there. B ut I  le ft the re  because I 
knew  th a t building was going to  pie 
s im s day, and I  was afra id  to  stay.

" I  worked for L tebler A  U asss as a 
press feeder op  to  five m onths ago and 
then I  w ent to  a n o 'h e r place  because I 
was scared a t  ih lngs-tha t had happened 
there. About six m on tle  ago a  heavy 
w eight In the  building nex t to  the  ruins 
on the  w est side fell. I t  seemed as If 
th s  whole th ing  was going to  fall In. We 
could hear the  beam i c rank  uuderneath  
our fee t and th e  walls rocked so th a t 
every man In th e  prin ting  room ran  for 
his life and go t o u t of the  building as 
soon as possible.

“ Two weeks a fte r  th a t we had  an- 
othe- scare. Besides the  six presses tha t 
were on th e  upper floor there wai 
enorm ous w eight of paper. T he paper 
ley righ t nex t to  the  f ro n t wall of the 
building, and each case of It weighed 
from  800 to  900 pounds. T he tim e I 
speak of was w hen the  men were tak 'ng  
a  case from the  top of the  pile and In 
some way le t I t fall. T he  bolld lrg  was 
shaken to  Its foundations, and even the  
people In th e  basem ent ware terrified by 
th e  trem bling of the  11 non and walls. 
A fter th a t the  fall of a  small lithograph­
ing stone weighing no t more than  th irty  
pounds was plainly f e lt a ll th roogh  the  
building. T hen  I  made up  my mind I 
would get ou t of th e  death  trap , and I 
told the  o ther fellows th a t I though t It 
was as much a r  a m an's life was worth 
to  stay there , bu t they laughed and said 
th a t they guessed I t would stand  a  while 
longer, as It had stood for tw enty years

"B efore I  le ft I  noticed th a t  large 
pieces of cardboard had  been tacked on 
th e  walls In places, and the re  was a no­
tice  th a t said, ‘T his paper Is no t to  be 
to rn  dow n.’ Tbere d idn’t  seem to be 
any  use fo r the  cardboard, and I  couldn 't 
understand  why It should be there, but 
I think  now th a t It was pn t the re  to hide 
cracks In the  walls. ,

'•II  was plain enough th a t the  'whole 
bulldlog was rickety. Under the center 
presses the  floor sagged down four Inches 
a t least, and often  when all the oreises 
were running  you ceuld feel the  floor go 
f irw ard and backw ard w ith th e  stroke 
of tbe  m achinery."

"D > you th ink  th a t th s  acc iden t was 
caused by an explosion?" th e  reporter 
It quired.

'  E rp ioslo i?  No, the re  was nothing 
to  explode." replied G ram llch "T be 
cause of II, In my opinion, was th s  fal 
lii.g of one of the  cases of paper. The 
men would often  get down a  new  case 
about noon, and my Idea of the  th ing  Is 
th l : T ney le t a  case fall ovsr In the  
northw est corner, where th e  flror was 
weakest. T be w eight e ither broke or 
loosrned the  g irder there , which was 
probably rotten, and then the  steady 
motion of the  presses going all together 
gradually  forced the  floor forw ard until 
the  fron t wall gave way under the  strain 
and the  whole floor w ent down. At 
soon a t  the  A or, w ith the  w eight of 
paper and  th irty  tons ' weight of presses 
s ta rted , the  whole building w ent like a 
f lt-h  Yet, sir, th a t 's  w hat did I t all; 
and I  knew It would soma d ay .”

W ashinbton , Aog. 27.—T he flrst 
clal advices from the  scsneof the  Chilian 
war Indicate the defeat of the  J 
party . Until today Senor Lazcano, the 
Chilian m inister, has maintained a  s tr ic t 
policy of silence and re tirem ent since ths 
engagement of Vina del Mar was an- 
nounced. His reticence Inspired the  be­
lief In the  Congressional envoys aud their 
friends th a t the  m inister had nothing 
bu t ban news, which he was unwilling 
m ake public.

T his morning, however, Souor Laz­
cano gave to  the  press a  cablegram 
celved from his government the  tenor of 
which was a t agreeable to  him at 
d isheartening to  Envoy Fester and hit 
colleagues. T he dispatch, If It It lo 
accepted literally , betokeus an untimely 
end to th e  a ssau lt to  gallan tly  begun by 
General Canto upon the  Balmaceda 
stronghold. I t  reads a t  follows:

Va lparaiso , Aug. 2 6 —Co the  25 h 
ta e  Insurgent arm y was completely 
feated In Ulna del Mar. A division ol 
she Chilian governm ent arm y c u t off 
the ir re tre a t lo the  ships and obllg d 
them to unconditionally surrender, 
the  country applauds the  valor and skill 
of the  governm ent army.

U . A. Aldunato, 
M inister of Foreign Affairs, Chill 

I t  the  situation Is as described In this 
d ispatch the  O ongreislonalltt arm y Is, 
Indeed, In a  bad case, from which neither 
the  presence of the ir gunboats noi 
skill and daring of Gsn.

T his afiernoon the  Chilian mln'sti 
was found a t  the  embassy, with the dl 
patch In his hand. He waved I t proudly 
and commented upon It Indorsing the 
curacy of his private advices. "You 
t Is as I  predicted," he exclaimed.

W hile posing a t  an opponent he v irtu ­
ally  argues a t  I  do, th a t with the  right 
k ind of economic legislation the  obnos- 
lous methods now resorted to  by trades 
and  o the r labor unions would no t be nec­
essary In order to  keep up wages, and I 
believe t h a t If one half th e  tim e, money 
and  zeal were sp sn t In reading, w riting 
and  c ircu la ting  docum ents of the  r igh t 
stam p, legislation could be secured th a t 
would cause wages to  reach  a  higher 
poin t than  they can  be made to  reach  by 
• trikes or any o the r of the  old obnoxious 
union m ethods. W ben wages are  raised 
by an Increased dem and for meo, then 
men are  sure to  g e t In full tim e as well 
as high wages, which Is no t by any 
means the  case w hsn wages a re  raised 
by tb e  force of union methods. The 
unions can se t a  price under which the 
members m ust refuse  to work, bn t can 
no t possibly compel any  person to  hire 
them  who has no w ork for them  to do.

How "A bram " can deny the  charge 
of compulsory membership and yet tell 
the  tru th , I  cannot understand . Does 
he th ink  th a t no person can be said 
be compelled to  Join a  union unless he Is 
taken  by the  coat co llar and literally 
d ragg id  to  a  union, and physical force 
nsed to  make him sign the  constitution?

Dare Abram 
publicly over h is fnll name th a t union 
men, where they have sufficient s treng th  
to  da re  m ake th e  effort, do not try  to 
deny every person the  privilege of earn ­
ing a  living a t the  same avocation with 
them  who will no t join the  nnlon? And 
Is no t th a t forced membership to  compel 
a  m an, If possible, to Join a  nnlon or 
sta rve  to  death?  T he reason I  ge t a 
living a t  mason work w ithout Joining a 
union Is because I  job It, and do my own 
work—am mine own boss and mine own 
servant—and so, as fa r  a s  I  can do so,
I  give every o the r mason a  chance to  be 
his own boss and  his own servant.

'  A bram" says I  should " n o t Justify 
tbe  action of the  s tr te t  railw ay  company 
and other corporations In denying their 
men the  p rlvllegeof belonging to  a  union 
because they are  afraid  the  men will a t 
last secure the ir r ig h ts ,"  and  add>: 
"T he  s tree t railw ay  companies need not 
build any  llnss th a t  will n o t allow them 
to pay wages to  ihelr men, and no one 
else need engage In any business tha t 
w ill no t allow good wages to  be paid to 
laborers.”

W hat an Ides! Did th e  s lre e t railway 
company know th a t the ir cable tracks, 
p u t In a t  an enormous expense, would 
have to  bo to rn  ou t again  so soon and 
prove a  to ta l loss to  them?

When a  s tre e t railroad Is b u ilt to  any 
d is tan t p a rt of a  city the  o vners of land 
In Its vicinity Immediately se t a  higher 
price on It, or If they do no t these spec­
u lators will buy II and  raise the  price, so 
those who desire so use It for homes have 
to  pay so much higher price for the  laud 
on account of the  road being the re  th a t 
many cannot even afford to patronize It, 
bu t are  obliged to  walk long distances 
a fte r  doing a  hard days' w ork, while 
s tre e t cars pass them em pty o r  half 
loaded And the  s tree t cars are  some­
times doing a  losing business without 
even complying with all the demands of 
the ir men.

B u t le t vacant lots bo taxed as h igh as 
lots with buildings on, and those who 
own them —the vacant lots— would soon 
w ant to  either sell them  or build on 
them. If  they bolld they will locressr 
employmen'; If they sell the  lots will 
only be bought to be nsed, and the re  will 
be so many more anxious to  sell and s 
mauy less buyers than now, th a t those 
who w ant them  for use will be able to 
ge t them  so much cheaper th a t they can 
afford to ride on s tre e t c ars much more 
and the stree t c a r companies will be able 
to  afford the ir employes much better 
term s; and If they are  then unwilling to 
to  give .them  the  employes will be so 
much better able to  Sod work elsewhere 
th a t I t will no t be necessary to  resort to 
a  general strike  and Its bad accompan­
iments,

Stree t oar companies may In some 
cases be un ju st In dealing with their 
meu, bu t the  enterprise  they a re  en 
gtged  In Is certainly a  useful enterprise, 
and furnishes employment for a  large 
number of men, and should no t be dls- 
courtged  by labor, especially no t when 
there  are  so much better methods for 
Improving Its condition.

Submarine Telepbouon.
The difficulty of subm arine telephony 

over g rea t distances is the  fnot of c m -  
s lderable electrostatic  capacity in  the 
cable, (tie resu lt of th is  being retarda­
tion  and deform ation o f the  electrical 
Impulses transm itted . I f  a  line could bo 
m ade of very, very low resistance, so 
th a t the  eleoirio c u rren t w ould have tho 
freest possible discharge, th e  evil effect 
of this capacity would bo in  p a rt done 
away w ith. The relation betw een these 
tw o things has been determ ined in  a 
som ew hat em pirical w ay. Calling the 
total resistance of a  telephone w ire R 
and  its  to tal capacity  in  m icroferads K 
successful speaking, w ith  our presbnt 
instrum ent, is  really an impossibility 
w hen tho product K R  of the  resistance 
of the  line in  ohms by  its  capacity  in 
miorofernds is g rea ter than  about 10,000.

In  the  very best A tlan tic  cable KR 
equals somewhere near 3,000,000, so tha t 
unless there  should be some to ta lly  m 
developments in  telephony we can see 
once th a t successful telephoning across 
the  A tlan tic  is very improbable on ac 
count of the  enormous cost of a  conduct­
o r  of low resistance and  capacity, i f  for

o ther reason.—E lectrical Engineer.

A New Dee for the Ring.

T he resu lt w as th a t th e  slow  progress 
of convalesi me© was passed through and 
disinfection completed w ithout fu rther 
extension of the  disease. T he surveyor, 
Mr. H arding, is to  be congratulated on 
the  success of h is novel and  effectual 
m aneuver. The sa tisfactory resu lt thus 
easily a ttained  is of obvious importance, 
and the  sim ple method employed de­
serves to  be remembered in  case of emer­
gencies of a  sim ilar k ind .—London Lan­

Ko More Pearls from tVlsoonslo.
The pearl fishing craze In W isconsin 

which w as a t  its  height in  numerous 
rivers a  year ago. seems to  have ended 
as speedily as i t  came. Pearls were 
found in  th e  clam s in  m any rivers, bu t 
none of any  pa rticu la r vuluo w as found 
except in  Sugar and Pccatonica rivers 
in  southern W isconsin. N ot only has 
tho stock of pearls been exhausted, bul 
tho clams have been practically  exterm i­
nated. No good pearls have been found 
for several months,

I t  is  tho opinion of dealers th a t profit- 
nblo pearling in  W isconsin river 
practically ended for several generations 
a t  least, as there  are  few clams rem ain­
ing  in  tho rivers which proiluco pearls, 
and  i t  w ill require many years for the 
olams to  m ultip ly  sufficiently. Besides 
the re  is  no know ing how m any years are 
required to  produce the  pearls, even 
were tho clam s to  become numerous 
again. There is no  m eans of esltm ating 
the  value of tho pearls taken from  Sugar 
and  Pecatonlca rivers w hile the  excite­
m ent lasted, though it  would undoubted­
ly run  fa r  up in to  the  thousands of dol­
lars.

Pearls wero sold in  tho  m arket here 
for all sorts of prices, from  a  few shil­
lings np  to  nearly  $1,000. One firm in 
Milwaukee sold three to  a  New York 
dealer for $1,000, w hile hundreds of 
o thers b rought prices rang ing  from $50 
to  $300, and some of the  choicest were 
sold by N ew  York dealers, i t  is said, for

h igh as $5,000 each. There is yet 
g rea t demand for W isconsin pearls, and 
the ir scarcity, i t  is believed, w ill tend 
g rea tly  to  increase their value. I t  is a 
p ity  th a t " the  goose which laid  the 

;n  egg." o r  ra the r the  clams which 
produced the  pearls, should have been so 
ruthlessly exterm inated. — Milwaukee 
Sentinel.

tion, though i t  includes more than  100 
m inor corporations, represents 7,915 
miles of railroad and a  canal, a  share 
and  bonded cap ita l of $700,000,000, gross 
earnings in  1890 of $133,000,000 and the 
movement in  the  sam e year of 137,000,000 
tons of fre igh t and  84,000,000 passengers.

The English corporation referred to— 
the London and N orthw estern—has an 
authorized cap ita l of $583377,970 and 

,910 miles o f road, on which tho  gross 
receipts fo r ono year were $29,601,339. 
T he disparity  in  gross receipts per mile 

n o t extrem ely large, b u t the  cap ita li­
zation of the  English lino is  vastly 
g reater, in  proportion to  mileage and 
traffic, than  th a t of th e  A m erican sys­
tem .—Mechanical News.

The Jeddo Tunnel.

history of an thracite  coal m ining is 
about to  begin.
